They were a 
party to the suit which sought to 
break the will which left the property 
to Texas Christian University at Fort 
Worth and the Dixon Negro Orphan­
age at Gilmer.

At 8 o’clock Monday night the Jour­
nal’s radio receiving station picked up 
the Fort Worth Star-Telegr«m’s broad­
casting station, which broadcasted a 
message to the two sons of Mr. and 
Mrs. Moseley, who were in Kansas 
City on their way to Chicago. The 
Kansas City Star sent a messenger 
to the depot, who found the two boys 
and informed them of their father’s 
and mother’s deaths. They left by 
another train for their home in Wea­
therford.

Mrs. Moseley was the daughter of 
Col. J. R. Couts, banker of Weather­
ford and one of the largest property 
owners in that section.

Over twenty years ago the publish­
er of the Journal was in El Paso and 
saw Mr. Moseley hit by a Southern 
Pacific engine as it was coming Into 
the depot at El Paso. He received 
$600 for his injuries.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 10.—Storm 
wave crossing continent during week 
centering on January 11 is expected 
to be of mild character, producing 
mild extremes, averaging above nor­
mal and below normal precipitation. 
Storm wave of week centering on 17 
is expected to be of considerable force 
during Its entire movement across the 
continent, gaining force as it reaches 
the Great Lakes and Ontario, causing 
a sharp drop to below normal temper­
atures, high winds and heavy precipi­
tation during period following storm 
center. This storm wave is not ex­
pected to reach far south on this con­
tinent. A very severe storm is ex­
pected in Central South America dur­
ing this period. Storm waves of Jan­
uary 17, 24, and February 4 will be 
the three remaining dangerous periods 
of the present winter and the coming 
spring, of which that of the 17th will 
display the least Jorce and that of the 
24th the greatest. The eclipse of Jan­
uary 24 is expected to be the culmin­
ating point of one of the strongest 
combinations of planetary positions 
experienced in years. The combina­
tion of configurations is so unusual 
that, like the eclipse in itself, insuffi­
cient precedents are of record to en­
able me to make the most satisfactory 
forecast. I expect disastrous storms 
to occur January 16 to 18, 24 to 26, 
and February 3 to 5; severe earth­
quake shocks probably about Jan­
uary 24.

Aside from the fact that a direct 
line must be formed by sun, moon and 
earth to make a total eclipse possible, 
no big value is placed upon an eclipse 
as a breeder of storms or danger­
ous elements. The passing of the 
moon between sun and earth is like 
the contact made by the distributor of 
an automobile—if your battrey has a 
strong charge, spark plugs and cir 
cults in good shape, each time that the 
distributor closes a circuit a fat, hot 
spark is the result. To produce a 
storm of severe force the storage bat 
teries of the universe must have been 
well charged.
