How Many Women Are Good Judges of Cotton Fabrics?
(P r e p a r e d  b y  th e  U n ite d  S ta t e s  D e p a r tm e n t  

. o f  A g r ic u l tu r e .)
Did you know that velveteen, cordu­

roy and India linen are all cotton mate­
rials, In spite of their trade names or 
their appearance? That there are al­
most a hundred common cotton mate­
rials women use in different ways for 
family clothing or household purposes? 
Do you know the difference between 
spun and reeled silk, worsted and wool­
en, satin and sateen? That although 
we Instinctively look for goods that ure 
“all wool and a yard wide,” such mate­
rial ns part-cotton serge may give very 
good service considering Its cost? That 
paper “yarn” Is found occasionally In 
fabrics, combined with cotton, wool, or 
even silk fabrics?

The bureau of home economics of 
the United States Department of Agri­
culture In Its textile division is study­
ing a great ninny such questions with 
a view to aiding the housewife in the 
selection of the m aterials her family 
needs. Women ought to know more 
Bbout the various kinds of fibers in each 
sort of material, the best m aterials for 
any given purpose, and how to make 
simple tests for durability and quality 
in each case. A cheap filter is not nec- 
es>arily a poor investment if the pur­
chaser knows what she is getting, if 
It suits tier purpose, and if the price 
Is what it is worth.

Cotton, the burenu points out, may 
be chosen for its low cost, ease of 
luundering, coolness and durability; 
mercerized cotton because It combines 
durability and beauty with low cost; 
linen for its absorptive properties, re­
sistance to soil, beauty and durability; 
wool for Its warmth ; silk for its great 
beauty und durability; and artificial 
silk, now frequently called rayon, for 
Its extreme luster. Mixtures of fibers 
may be desirable In cases where wear­
ing quality has not been too greatly 
sacrificed In order to lower cost. There 
are also many grades of cotton, linen 
or other fibers, with which the pur­
chasers should be fam iliar to some ex­
tent. The method of weaving a fabric 
is an importnnt point, hearing upon Its 
durability and attractiveness. Such 
familiar weaves as the basket weave, 
the twill or the satin, inenn to most of 
us entirely different materials, and In­
fluence our selection. The finish of a 
material should be understood, as, for 
instance, the difference between mer- 
cerlzatlon, which is a process that 
strengthens cotton and gives It a gloss, 
and the finishes produced by applying 
paste-like fillings to the cloth. The 
subject of dyes Is a very large one in 
Itself, but the housekeeper can learn 
how to test whether the color of n ma­
terial is fast to the purpose intended— 
fast to light or to water.

FILL COOKIE JAR
FOR THE HOLIDAYS

Supply of Sweet Cakes Is 
Valuable Asset.

{ P re p a re d  by th e  U n ite d  S t& tea D e p a r tm e n t  
o f A g r ic u l tu r e .)

As the Christmas holidays draw 
near, a supply of cookies, kept In nlr- 
tlght tins or Jars, Is a valuable nsset 
to the housekeeper. Perhaps she has 
boys and girls coming home from 
boarding school or college, with seem­
ingly Insatiable appetites and glowing 
recollections of the good things mother 
m akes; or the holiday season brings 
unexpected callers, and visitors from a 
distance; or there Is need for a few 
Inst-mlnute Christmas remembrances, 
which may well take the form of a 
box or fancy busket of delicious home­
made cookies.

Peanuts or other nuts, chopped or 
whole, dates, raisin,s, figs, or frostlngs 
of various kinds may be used to mod­
ify the recipes given below by the 
United States Department of Agricul­
ture. The chopped nuts and dried

lard or other fat containing no wnter. 
If butter or m argarine is used one- 
sixth more fat or two tahlespoonfuls 
will be required. Place the fa t in a 
warm place until it becomes soft, 
though not melted, so tha t it may be 
combined easily with the sugar. This 
Is Just as satisfactory and much 
quicker than the laborious method of 
creaming together the cold fa t and 
sugar. After the fat and sugar have 
been thoroughly combined stir In the 
beaten egg yolks and add alternately 
the dry Ingredients, which have been 
mixed and sifted together, and the 
liquid. At the sta rt add only a small 
quantity of liquid. (If too much Is 
added, It dissolves the sugar, and the 
fnt separates Into large masses that 
must be recombined with the other In­
gredients by beating, thus making use­
less the work of combining the fnt and 
sfigar In the beginning.) Add the 
flavoring and fold in the well-beaten 
egg whites. Drop small portions of 
the mixture on a greased baking sheet 
and bake in a moderately hot oven 
(about 375 degrees Fahrenheit). This 
amount makes about 50 cookies.

Roll the 
dough thin, handling it no more than 
necessary, cm it in any desired shapes, 
and bake the cookies on a greased bak­
ing sheet In n fairly hot oven (about 
375 to 400 degrees Fahrenheit). In­
stead of rolling out the dough It may 
be chilled and sliced thinly. Whether 
rolled or sliced, chilling the dough 
makes it easier to handle. This amount 
makes about 100 thin cookies.

Children love plain cookies cut In 
fancy shapes, and If one makes cookies 
often, it may pay to have a number of 
animal or other interesting cutters on 
hand. They are made of tin and ar* 
relatively Inexpensive.

How to Resize Rug and
Stop It From Curling

Resizing adds to the durability of 
the rug und mukes It look much bet­
ter. It can be done at home hr by a 
carpet dealer, says tl»e United States 
Department of Agriculture.

The rug should he stretched tight 
and true and tacked a t frequent Inter­
vals, face down, on a floor or some 
other flat surface where It can remain 
undisturbed. It should then he sprin­
kled generously with a solution made 
by soaking and dissolving one-fourth 
pound of flak# glue In one-half gallon 
of w ater In a double boiler or a con­
tainer surrounded by hot water. The 
rug should be allowed to dry for at 
lea*t 24 hours. If It Is light weight, 
rare should be taken not to put on so 
much glue that it penetrates to the 
right sl\1e

While I agree with 
mo3t people tha t a th ­
letics is being over­
done in all our 
schools, there is not 
much wonder that it 
is so. The spirit of 
congest is born in 
most of us, and few 
of us would have it 

otherwise. While most people fre­
quently express regret at the strug­
gles of life, we know that there is no 
strength  without struggle.| We would 
soon weaken and die as a people with­
out effort. Contest stim ulates effort, 
and therefore, people like to witness 
contests of every kind. The trouble 
now is tha t over-emphasis is being 
placed on athletic contests, or else 
tha t we give too little attention to 
those tha t stim ulate the mind. Un­
fortunately most persons do not rec­
ognize any need for exercise of the 
mind. L ittle effort is required to fol­
low an athletic game, but to follow' a 
debate or almost any other contest 
where mind meets mind requires 
thinking on the part of the audience, 
and audiences as a rule do not want 
to think; they want to be entertained. 
The whole country needs to be edu­
cated to a higher appreciation of men­
ta l effort, and tha t can be brought 
about only through greater exercise of 
the mind. The mind, like the body, 
thrives on exercise and dies without i t

W h a t  W e  Owe to Strugg le .

Our civilization is due entirely to 
the struggles of our ancestors. The 
minds of men have always been fired 
to greater and greater achievement. 
Texas is the product of the incessant 
struggles of its early se ttlers who 
were restless to conquer new terri­
tory, not necessarily through war and 
strife, but through hardships in which 
they had been trained. With them 
the settlem ent of a new country was 
a fight for endurance in which they 
delighted. It was the spirit of con­
quest, of acquisition. As life becomes 
easier most of us lose th a t sp irit and 
are inclined to look for the easy 
places. When we reach tha t point we 
begin to deteriorate. The spirit of ac­
quirem ent, whether of strength, of 
property, or of mind, Is then Boon

Texas for the last quarter of a cen­

tury has been going through a period 
of too much ease. To make a living 
and to add somewhat to one's holdings 
has not required much struggle. The 
S tate has developed slowly, but has 
reached a point where it will begin 
slipping unless something is done to 
prevent. We can 't afford to let Texas 
go backward, but must protect tho 
in terests of those who follow us, even 
if not deeply concerned about our­
selves.

Some of our citizens appreciate the 
need for action and have set about 
pointing it out to others, and several 
organizations are now laying plans to 
th a t end. That is the real purpose 
back of the Texas Centennial move­
m ent—to keep alive the spirit of 
achievem ent tha t actuated our first 
se ttlers by teaching the present gen­
eration  w hat they did, how they did 
it, and how their work may best be 
perpetuated. The Texas N atural Re­
sources Society and the Texas Adver­
tising Club are aroused to the same 
need, and all are expecting to bring 
about the same result by stim ulating 
the minds of Texans to g rea ter ac­
complishments. It is a wonderful
work worthy of all the sacrifice thaf
has to be made to bring it about.

The cause 
for sending the 
Son and the pur­
pose in sending
H im  a r e  b o t h
mentioned a n d  
must la ter engage 
our thought, but 
the f i r s t  g r e a t  

need Is the renewing of our minds In 
the clear, plain declaration of fuet 
tha t “God sent His Son into the 
world." “For us and our salvation, 
He came down from heaven.”

The importance of an anniversary 
depends largely upon the greatness of 
the event which It commemorates. 
The greatest event In the history of 
heaven and earth is the coming of 
Christ Into the world. It can never 
he too strongly stated or too tenacious­
ly held that our Lord came down 
from heaven and not up from human­
ity. The F ather sent the Son—that
ls, He sent Him from heaven and sent 
Him to earth. Just as really as the 
patriarch Jacob sent Joseph, the son 
of tits love, out of the vale of Hebron, 
to see If it be “well with the breth­
ren” so did the Heavenly F ather send 
Jesus with a clear purpose in view.

The  purpose of the Fa the r is clear­
ly stated as befng threefold. First, 
He sent His Son “to be the propitia­
tion for our sins” ; second, “tha t we 
might live through Him’';  third. He 
sent the Son "to be the Savior of the 
world." Consider tins threefold pur­
pose of the Father in sending His 
Son into the world. F irst He sent 
Him "to be the propitiation for our 
sins." What this means may he un­
derstood In the light of Christ’s own 
tench Inc. Referring to His mission, 
Jesus said, “The Son of Sian Is come 
to give His life a ransom for many.” 
Slark tha t word “ransom” and think 
of Its implications. I t Indicates a 
price paid for our redemption. Again, 
when speaking of His death, lie  re­
ferred to His shed blood ns “the blood 
of the new covenant" shed for the re­
mission of sin. Take these two words 
“ransom" and “remission” and you 
will find in them a satisfactory expla-' 
nation of the purpose of God in send­
ing His Son "to he the propltiutlon 
for our sins.” At the cross He met 
every requirement of divine righteous­
ness and discharged every obligation 
incurred in human sin. “God loved us 
and sent His Son to be the propitia­
tion for our sins."

The second part of this threefold 
purpose Is seen In the words "God 
sent His only begotten Son into the 
world tha t we might dive through 
Him.” “I am come," said Jesus, “tha t 
ye might have life.” Not only the 
problem of sin but the problem of 
death also is met and settled in tills 
threefold purpose of God In sending 
His Son. To live through Him means 
to partake of His resurrection life. As 
a branch partakes of the life of the 
vine so we being spiritually united to 
Christ through faith share in His life 
victory over sin and death. To use 
the words of H Peter 1 :4, we are 
made "partakers of the divine nature" 
or to use the words of John 5 :24, “We 
hflvei passed out of death into life.” 
It is a message of life, a hew life 
brought from heaven end bestowed 
upon those who have faith .to receive
lt. This Is the meaning of John 3:10.
“For God so loved the w orld 'tha t l ie  
gave His otily begotten Son that Who- 
soever belleveth In Him not
perish hut have everln^fijwjg life.” 
Truly “God sent His onlj>5".iVegotren 
Son Into the world that we Jnlgljf lfvef 
through Him.’’
