Secretary W. A. Downing of Cisco,
addressed the meeting, in which he
suggested the selection of a commit-
tee composed of one from each com
munity in the county to adopt a
road map, showing where and
the highways of the county should
be buiilt.

Senator Brelsford stated that as
several communities were not repre
sented, that further action should be
deferred till the afternoon, and the
intervening time be spent in the dis-
cussion of road building.

During these discussions 1t was
manifest that Eastland county had
resolved to get into the good roads
class of counties.

tiful. This civie organization would
be composed largely of the publie
spirited ladies of Ciseo, which will co-
operate with the board of health in
matters of cleanliness and sanitation.

“Section 8. Whoever shall do any
of the acts or things prohibited, or
willfully negleet or refuse to do nnyl
of the things enjoined in this aet, or
in any way violate any of its provis-
ions, shall be deemed guilty of a mis-
demeanor, and shall be punished by
a fine of not less than $25.00 nor
more than $200.00."

This sentence sums up in a few
woords the proposal of which there l
have been hints and indications, but |
which is now laid before the conutry
for the first time. Everywhere in
official Washington it is recognized
as the ¥nost serious and far reaching
the conutry will be called on to face

Railroads Key Industry

Chacterizing the proposal as “la-
bors bill,” it is put forth as a remedy
for the high cost of living, because
the railroads are the key industry of
the nation. It demands the genuine
co-operation and partenership based
on real community of interest and
participation of control of which
President Wilson spoke to Congress,
and which, the statement says, has
been ignored by labor and the pri-
vate owners of the railroads.

““We ask”, it said *“that the rail-
roads of the United States be vested
in the public; that those actually en-
gaged in conducting that industry,
not from Wall street, but Yrom the
railroad offices and yards, and out on
the railroad lines, shall take charge
of this service for the publie.”

Briefly, labor demands:

A ‘f\nt private capital be eliminated
frofi the railroads.

That the private owners receive
for them government bonds “with a
fixed interest return for every honest
dollar that they have invested.”

That the tripartite control, hereto-
fore referred to, be established in co-
operations which shall lease the
roads and in which the publie, the
opérating management and labor
shall be represented equally.

That the public, the operators and
the wage earners share equally all
revenue in excess of the guarantee to
private capital by granting to the op-
erators and the employes of one-half
of the savings which are expected to
be made by such a perfected organi-
zation, and the public the other half
as consumers, either by increasing
service without adding cost or by re.
ducing cost,

““This role originates with labor,”
says the statement, ‘‘because labor
happens to have firm organizations
through which it may become artican-

late.”
