Farm and Ranch

We are now equiped with good

The other day we were in the 
Post Office and over heard that 
fellow Geo. Dodson who carries 
mail on Route No. 1, raving like 
a Wild Lion. Some person out 
on Route 1 had droped a couple 
of coppers in his mail box to pay 
for a stamp. I heard him say, 
“ I had to get out of my car, 
stop the engine, take off my 
gloves and rake and scrape tc 
get them out. One of the cop­
pers hung in the crack of the old 
box and I had to spend at least 
30 minutes trying to get the 
copper. You see I drive a Chev­
rolet and the engine got cold 
and I had to walk several blocks 
to get to a farmers house to get 
him to come down with his team 
and null me around the field to 
get Che eneine started.’, He 
said “ I wish those folks on my 
route would buy their stamps in 
large quantities and place them 
on the letters, so I would not 
nave such a time every day in 
the year.” Iam  sure all the 
people who live on both of the 
routes that read about this aw­
ful day George had will take 
notice and always have the 
letters stamped, instead of leav­
ing the pennies in the box. I 
know Mack don’t want to have 
that much trouble on Route 2 
for he drives a Ford and there 
is no telling what he would do 
if he had the trouble that George 
had the other day.

Inasmuch as many have sug­
gested a law governing the 
planting of cotton, which to all 
intents and purposes would place 
a Government inspector in 
charge of the farms in thia 
country, it might be well to 
have a few other laws of the 
kind for the regulation of other 
business. Therefore, Farm and 
Ranch offers the following sug­
gestions:

There are too many drug^ 
stores, Reducing the number 
by half would decrease over­
head and increase store volume 
of business, making it possible 
to operate on a smaller margin 
of profit. Therefore, we should 
have a law limiting drug stores 
to one for each 1,200 inhabit­
ants.

We suggest a law limiting the 
number of grocery stores to one 
for every 1,000 population. It 
is a well-known fact that there 
are too many grocery stores and 
that the nrices are unnecessari- 
high because of the heavy over­
head and excessive operating 
expenses.

There are too many banks. A 
law reducing(the number by 25 
per cent and lowering of the 
rate of legal interest would bene- /  
fit the entire population. '

A law reducing the numjoer 
of newspapers, farm paperjs'and 
magazines would increase cir­
culation volume of thq^fi licensed 
to operate; increase khe amount 
of advertising and(>make possible

Farm and Raitich suggests the 
adoption of Will Rogers’s reme­
dy for congested streets and 
highways by prohibiting the 
operation of anj^ motor that is 
not paid for.

The number of commission 
merchants and middlemen of all 
classes handling foods and feeds 
is far too large. Let’s have a 
law that will reduce the number 
by 50 per cent and limit profits 
to 7 per cent on the investment.

For the good of farmers and 
the general public we wou l d  
suggest a law making it a felony 
to use a scrub bull or any scrub 
sire on any farm in Texas.

We would reduce the number 
of filling stations by 75 per cent.

There are too many drummers. 
One can see a dozen in a country 
store that has less than $2,000 
worth of goods on the shelves, 
all of them trying to sell a bill 
of merchandise. Cut them by 
half, thus decreasing the cost 
of doing business.

We further suggest the re­
duction in the number of lawyers 
by 80 per cent; a 50 per cent 
reduction in the number of doc­
tors and corresponding reduct­
ions in the numbers engaged in 
other professions.

There are too many of every­
thing, just as there are too many 
bales of cotton. Let us be fair 
in the matter and put a Govern­
ment inspector i n charge of 
every farm and of every store 
and factory. Only one out of 
every ten er eleven persons en­
gaged in gainful pursuits has a 
Government job, and we submit 
the question: Is it fair to the 
rest of us? Everybody ought 
to have a Government job, and 
if we pass the laws we have 
suggested, beginning with the 
law restricting cotton acreage, 
this great injustice wi l l  be 
remedied. We are for less work 
and more money. —Farm and 
Ranch.

William the Silent

A YOUNG num —scarcely  m ore th an  
a  boy—tall, dark, strik ing ly  hand­

some, stood listen ing  to  a p lan  out­
lined to him by H enry II of F rance, 
to  whose court he had been sen t as 
hostage by bis sovereign, E m peror 
C harles V of G erm any. H enry ’s plan 
w as of a som ew hat alarm ing natu re , 
fo r It Involved the m assacring  of all 
the  P ro te s tan ts  In F rance  und the 
N etherlands. Yet th e  young man, 
him self a N etherlander, gave no sign 
of the ho rro r he felt, und spoke no 
w ord to pu t th e  w ily F rench  king on 
his guard . F o r th is  b it of discretion 
lie received th e re a fte r  the  nicknam e 
of “W illiam  th e  S ilen t,” although his 
n a tu re  w as open, fran k  aud  fur re­
moved from  tac itu rn ity .

“W illiam  th e  Bilan t,” p rince of 
O range and count s t  N assau, was 
born In th e  N etherlands In 1583. A* 
a  youth he a tt ra c te d  th e  favor ol 
C harles V, who tau g h t him w ar und 
s ta te c ra ft. On CBtarles' abdication 
th e  re tirin g  m onarch’s son, Philip 1 
becam e king of Spain  and of tin  
N etherlands. H e w ns cold-blooded 
bigoted and s tu p id ; th e  exact op­
posite o f Ills g rea t fa th er. The Dulcli 
s ta te s  m aking up the N etherlands 
had even In C harles ' tim e resented 
royal au thority , and it  had required  
all the  old em pero r’s tac t and s ta te ­
c ra f t to keep them  pacified. Now, un­
der the new kiug, they again grew* 
restive. To m ake th ings w orse Philip  
o rdered a b ranch of the cruel Inquisi­
tion estab lished  In H olland. This 
raised  a storm  of angry p ro tests , and 
Philip sen t the  bloody duke of Alva 
w ith an arm y Into the N etherlands to 
enforce order.

E nraged by th e  oppression of his 
countrym en, W illiam the  S ilen t raised  
an arm y to oppose A lva; bu t the dull 
D utch burghers w ere net yet ready 
for so radical an act. and W illiam A ad 
to disband bis forces fo r lack e f sup­
p o r t  In no way discouraged, be h it 
on a new plan fo r harassing  th e  hated  
Spaniards. By advice of Adm iral 
Coligny of F ran ce  he Issued “le tte rs  
of m arque," au thorizing  Dutch priva­
teers  to prey on Spain 's ships and sea- 
coast. These p riva teers  banded to ­
ge ther under the nicknam e of the 
“B eggars of the Sea.” They did in ­
calculable dam age to Spanish com­
m erce und fo r years  made th e ir  name 
a te rro r to all th e ir  coun try ’s foes.

In  1572 th e  D utch again revolted 
ngalnst Spanish ty ranny  and made 
W illiam  th e ir  stad tho lder, o r gover­
nor. Yet, w arned by his form er fa il­
ure, he saw  th a t th e  people w ere not 
ye t ready for absolute freed o m ; so 
lie sim ply ruled in the nam e of King 
Philip. Spain Increased Us oppres­
sions and  w ar followed. W illiam ’s 
tw o b ro thers w ere slain in ba ttle , and 
n t one critical ju n c tu re  he ordered the 
dikes broken down th a t kept out the 
sea from  the low-lying N etherlands 
and  th e  country  flooded to suve It from 
falling  in to  th e  enem y’s bauds. P h il­
ip’s arm ies besieged Leyden, bu t W il­
liam  drove them  uway and ra ised  the 
siege.

A t la s t th e  tim e fo r freedom  w as 
ripe. T hrough  W illiam ’s efforts a 
num ber of th e  N etherland  provinces 
combined, drew  up and signed a dec­
la ra tio n  o f independence, w ith th e  
avowed purpose of d riv ing ou t the 
Spanish and form ing a free and united  
country  w here all religious sects 
should be a t liberty  to w orship God In 
th e ir  own way. T hus the  U nited 
N etherlands w as founded.

In 1581 alleg iance to  Spain w as for­
mally renounced. W illiam , th e  prim e 
m over and  cen tra l figure In th e  revolu­
tion, had  devoted h is en tire  life  to th is  
one g ren t purpose. Yet w hen i t  w as 
accom plished he w ould not m ake him ­
se lf king of th e  new ly crea ted  nation, 
hut con ten ted  h im self w ith  governing 
It under th e  less p re ten tious title  o f 
“count.”

Philip, seeing th a t  W illiam  w as the  
backbone of th e  en tire  revolu tionary  
m ovem ent, h it on a m ost ch arac te ris tic  
plan for w recking th e  union of the 
provinces. In s tead  of sending arm ies 
a t oD ce to  a ttack  the revolutionists or 
to  ravage th e ir  country  In tru e  m edie­
val Spanish sty le, he m erely issued a 
proclam ation offering a huge sum  o f  
money fo r the  m urder o f W illiam.

Even In th e  coun try  W illiam  had 
freed th e re  w ere m any scoundrels 
ready and eager to  win th e  rew ard. 
A ttem pt a f te r  a ttem p t w as made to  
kill him, and fo r th e  la s t th ree  years 
of his life the L ibera to r w as in con­
tinuous danger of death. U ndaunted 
by th is new peril and the black Ingrat­
itude  It Involved, W illiam  continued 
calm ly on his way.

But. though th rea tened  m en l i ra  
long, th e  end cam e all too soon fo r the 
w elfure of th e  U nited N etherlands. On 
Ju ly  10, 1584, a  man nam ed B a lth aza r 
G erard, ac tua ted  by desire fo r th e  
blood-money prom ised by Philip , en­
tered  W illiam 's bouse aud shot him.

Philip  had conquered. In so fa r  aa 
he had rid h im self o f an Invincible 
foe. B ut th e  Independence th a t  W il­
liam  th e  Silent had won fo r H olland 
has rem ained to th is  day. The ex­
am ple In d is in terested  patrio tism , 
sta tesm ansh ip , honesty and Justtco 
th a t  he set to  the  w hole world served 
as a guiding s ta r  to  m any ano ther 
sorely perplexed ru le r in those dark  
co rrup t days.

W illiam the  S ilen t's ch a rac te r and 
ca ree r bore a strik in g  resem blance to  
those of George W ashington, the re- 
seijiblance being fu r th e r  carried  out In 
the fo rm er's affectionate n icknam e o f 
“th e  F a th e r  o f the N etherlands.”

In order to grasp th e  story of Sam­
uel's boyhood life, a survey should be 
made of 1 Samuel, ch. 1-3.

I. Samuel Given In A nswer to 
P rayer (1 Sam. 1 :19, 20).

The name Samuel means “asked of 
God.” He wns given to H annah In 
answ er to her prayers. In connec­
tion w ith her asking th is g ift from  
God, she vowed to give him to God. 
He w as to he therefo re  a N azurite all 
the days of Ids life.

II. Samuel Givnn to  th e  Lord (I 
Sam. 1:24-28).

For a tim e he w as cared for by his 
m other In the home. T he best nurse 
and teacher for a child is Its mother. 
According to her vow when she asked 
the Lord for th is child, a t an ea tly  age 
she took him to the sanctuary  and 
gave him over to th e  charge of Ell, the 
priest, to m inister In the sanctuary .

III. F eatu res of Israel’s H istory In 
This Period (2:12-30).

1. The dem oralized priesthood.
(1) They w ere ac tua ted  by greed 

(2:12-17).
It w as God’s will th a t those who 

m inistered a t the a lta r  should live of 
the th ings of the a lta r, but they broke 
through the divine regulations touch­
ing this m atter, even to securing their 
selfish ends by force.

(2) Gross Im m orality (2:22).
The courts of God's house w ere thus 

polluted. The condition of the na­
tion w as most appalling : D egradation 
and ruin follow rapidly when God's 
m in isters a re  under the sway of lust 
and greed.

2. An nllennted people (2:30-32).
T heir sins separa ted  them  from God.

God s holiness is such th a t those who 
practice  sin a re  a lienated  from Him.

3. T he cessation of divine revela­
tion (3 :1).

The Word of God wns precious in 
those days. “T here  w as no open 
vision.” T ills show s th a t God was 
silent. The message from  the Lord 
was more a memory than  a  p resent 
experience. The sam e thing in p rin ­
ciple Is true  of the individual life 
today. Some who once enjoyed fel­
lowship w ith God no longer hear H is 
voice speaking to them.

IV. God Called Samuel (3:2-10).
In strik ing  con trast w ith th e  de­

generacy of the nation, we have be­
fore us the beautifu l life of Samuel.
