A native of St. Louls, 51 years old,
Mr. Colby has been engaged in law
practice in New York since 1892 ex-
cept for the 19 months he was a ship-
ping board member. During the latter
service he was an American representa-
tive in the inter-allied shipping coun cr-
ence at Paris and was active in direct-
ing the board's war policy.
ed in March of last year, saying that
the critical war period having passed,
he preferred to return to pﬁ\n'» life.

In his New York practice he has
been counsel for several interests, in-
vestigating life insurance companies
and was associated with Charles Evans
Hughes in the reform of the Equitable
company. He served in 1901 anpd 1902
as a member of the New York :lsuol‘-
bly.

Actively supporting Theodore Roose-
velt for the republican
nomniation in 1912, Mr, Colby was plac-
ed in charge of the claims of the con-
tested Roosevelt delegates from various

.states who eventually were denied con-

vention seats. He then became a dele-
gate from New York to the first con-
vention of the progressive ;party, and
in 1214 and in 1916 he was the pro-
gressive candidate for senator from
New York. In the 1916 campaign, how-
ever, he supported actively the ecam-
for re-clec-
tion.

recently from poisoning may be eaten
with impunity within a few months as
a result of changes being made in pre.
serving methods, Dr. Carl Alsberg, chief
of the bureau of chemistry of the de-
partment of agriculture, stated today.

“Canning methods are being revolu-
tionized,” he said,
operating with our bureau and institut-

ing changes in methods which will re. |

move all dangers of poison from next
season's crop.”

One of the prinecipal packing changes
Dr. Alsberg said, is abandonment of
glass containers which prevent proper

sterlization. All cases of ripe olive
poisoning have originated from olives
packed in glass, he said, and none have

resulted from olives packed in tin cans
or pickled green olives,

C. Weinert, commissioner of weights |

reports of his inspectors who are nowi

Inspector Stbvall, who is one of the!
four men at work in Houston, touml‘
422.6 per cent of the linear measures |
examined in that city to be inaccurate.
Of 54 measures inspected, 23 were
found so bad that they were confis-
cated. »

Scales ran 30 per cent bad-—156 were
found correct; 39 were ordered repaired
and 27 were confiscated. Weights
showed a bad percentage of only 7.08.
Dry measures were 17.856 per cent bad.
Liquid measures were better with only
8.82 per cent of them being off.

The inspector reported that very few
boxes of candy examined contained the
weights they were supposed to hold,
and that two candy dealers were con-
victed of violating the net container
act.

Milk bottles were not molested, but
the department has notified dairymen
to buy no more one-third quart bottles,
as it is expected that the use of these
“litgle pints" will be forbidden soon.
