Rice Ice Cream.
Here is a recipe for rice ice cream: 

P.oil a cupful of rice until vc?y soft 
in water to which a little lemon 
juice G 'idded . - When t he rice is 
steamed dry, cover it with a thick 
sugar sirup and let it stand for an 
hour or more. Drain off the sirup, 
add a half pint of cream whipped 
and stir it into & plain ice cream 
mixture made as follows: Scald in 
a double boiler a quar t  of cream 
and milk, mixed half and half, with 
a cupful of sugar. When cold, add 
a tablespoonful of vanilla extract. 
T u t  it into the freezer and stir till 
slightly thick before adding the 
rice mixture, when all is poured 
i n t o  a mold and packed in ice and 
salt for three hours.

Filling For Porch Pillows.
1 A good tilling for pillows design­
ed for porch use is made by cutting 
excelsior very tine. Chicken feath­
ers, mixed with small bits of cotton, 
make a good filling for sofa pillows. 
The  cotton keeps the feathers from 
packing. The'silky substance found 
in the pod of the milkweed also 
makes an excellent filling for those 
cushions. This may be kept light 
and downy by an occasional warm­
in g  and shaking.
