Mineral Experiment
Work Discussed at
A&M Short Course

W. H Dameron and Dr. I. B. Bough-
ton Attend Meeting; Bough-
ton Finishes Bulletin

A review of mineral feeding ex-
periments conducted during the last
few years was a highlight of the
tenth annual short course at Texas
A. & M. college last week, accord-
ing to W. H. Dameron, superintend-

ent Ranch Experiment Station
who, with Dr. I. B. Boughton of
the station, returned Saturda-s
night.

About 4300 county agents, home
demonstration agents, farmers,
ranchmen and sub-station workers
attended the meetings. On Tues-
day, Wednesday and Thursday Mr.
Dameron and Dr. Boughton attend-
ed meetings arranged especially for
workers of the state’s experiment
stations,

The mineral feeding experiments
have been ecarried on intensively
for the last. three. years. The re-
search work .that has been done
concerns mineral supplements un-
der range and feed lot conditions
wih particular attention to the de-
termination of how many of live-
stock troubles are cause by lack of
minerals.

- Bulletin "Manuseript Completed

While there a manuscript pre-
pared by Dr. Boughton and Dr. W,
T. Hardy, veterinarians at the sta-
tion, was completed -and made
ready for the-printer. Its title will
be, “Chronic Copper Poisoning in
Sheep.” It is believed it will be
ready for distribution within the
next few months.

Since June 20 mineral feeding
experiments have been under way
at the station, aecording to Mr.
Dameron, with 40 head of cows and
200 head cf sheep. Half of the cat-
tle were given a 50-50 ration of
bone meal and salt and the remain-
der salt only. Pastures are alter-

$99,449.00 PAID OUT

No Timemt Set on
Goat-Sheep Buying
Program

With only 756 head of cattle
owned by 15 Sutton county produc-
ers listed for appraisal officials of
the drouth relief program office
are looking forward to the begin-
ning, about August 20, of the sheep
and goat buying program.

One hundred and seventy-four
people -in Sutton county have had
10,401 animals appraised by the
government since the work started
July 4. Of this numebr 2,857 were
condemned as unfit and 7544 ac-
cepted for use.

“Benefit payments,” or money
received by the producers, totals
$62,244. Money received by liem
holders, known as “purchase pay-
ments,” amounts to $37,205. These:
two figures represent the actuak
amount of money distributed so far
through the local office. A total of
$116,455 has been authorized for
payment for the animals bought-
The ba‘ance ha2s not been re-
cu\ed

* The division of the total money’
received or yet to be received for

‘¢attle bought in the county is as

follows: to producers, $50,711; for
“purchase payments,” $65,744.

It was explained Wednesday by
Fred Simmens, office manager for
the work in Sutton county being
drected by W. R. Nibet, that all of
the money actually received or ap-
proved for payment did not neces-
sarily go into trade channels. How-
ever, much of it did so. In many
cases the prodncer has applied his
funds in reducing further his ob-
ligation on the animals.

- BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEG-

ISLATURE OF THE STATE

-OF TEXAS:

Seetion 1. That there be added
~to Article IX of the Constitution of
the State of Texas a new section
‘o0 be numbered Section 2A and to
ihave five (5) lettered subdivisions
.and which section shall read as
Hollows:

“Section 2-A.

“(a) General management and
<ontrol of the affairs of the Coun-
gy shall hereafter be vested in the
Commissioners Court, provided
that in the exercise of powers not
specifically granted to the Com-
missioners Court by the Constitu-
tion and Amendments thereto, the
Court shall be subject to the au-
thority of the Legislature of the
State, and the Court shall also be
subject to all general laws of the
State now in force not in conflict
with the provisions of this Amend-
mment until such laws are modified
or repealed.

“(b) All duties heretofore per-
formed by the Clerk of the Dis-
triect Court and the County Clerk
shall hereafter be performed by an
officer to be known as Record
Clerk; all duties heretofore per-
formed by the County Tax Asses-
sor and the County Tax Collector
shall hereafter be performed by
one officer known as Tax Clerk;
and in the counties where the sher-
iff performs the duties of the Tax
LCollector he may hereafter per-
dorm the duties of the Tax Clerk.
The Record Clerk and the Tax
Clerk shall be elected to hold of-
fice for a term of two (2) years
and until their succes#ors shall
be elected and qualified. The Com-
missioners Court shall have au-

thority to combine the office of|

County Treasurer and the office of
County Surveyor, or to combine
either, or both, of said offices with
any county office. Within the max-

SENATE JOINT RESOLUTION
NO. 13
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEG-

ISLATURE OF THE STATE

OF TEXAS:

Section 1. That Section 3 of Ar-
ticle VIII of the Constitution of
the State of Texas be so amended
as to hereinafter read as follows:

“Section 3. Taxes shall be levied
and collected by general laws and
for public purposes only; and the
total amount of revenue whieh the
State shal be authorized to col-
lect during  such biennium  from
taxes, licenses, permits and fees,
(except fees paid by students to
state educational institutions, and’
except rentals, bonuses and royal-
ties obtained from public lands and
other public property) shall not
exceed a sum reasonably estimated
to- equal” the product obtained by
multiplying the number of the in-
habitants of this State by the sum
of Twenty-two and 50/100 ($22.50)
Dollars; provided, however, the
total amount of such revenue
which may be so collected, shall be
reduced by the amount of any sur-
plus funds or unexpended appro-
priations remaining at the close of
the preceding biennium. The ex-
penditures of the Statd govern-
ment of funds derived from the
sources above referred to shall
never exceed during any biennium,
a sum equal to the produét ob-
tained by multiplying the number
of inhabitants of this State by the
sum of Twenty-two and 50/100
($22.50) Deollars, provided howev-
er, that the population of the State
(in determining the amount of
revenue which may be collected
from taxes, licenses, permits and
fees or expended from the revenue
thus obtained) shall be determined
by the then last preceding Federal
census, to which population shall
be added or deducted, as the case
may be, for each year that has
lapsed since the last preceding Fed-
eral census, the average yearly in-
crease or decrease of the popula-
tion as shown by said Federal cen-
sus when compared with the Fed-
eral census which immediately
preceded said last Federal census.
Provided, further, that in case of
war, riots, or insurrection, or a
statewide calamity caused by
earthquake, fire, flood or an epi-
demic which seriously threatens
the health of the citizens of this
State, the Legislature shall have
authority, by a two-thirds vote of
b th Houses, to suspend for a def-
inite. period this constitution limi-
tation as to the amount of money
which may be collected and ex-
pended during the biennium.”

Section 1. That Section 1 of Ar-
ticle 9 of the Consttution of the
State of Texas, be amended so as
to hereafter read as follows:

“Section 1. The Legislature
shall have the power to create
counties for the convenience of the
people subject to the following
provisions:

First. In the terrvitory of the
State exterior to all counties now
existing, no new counties shall be
created with a less area than nine
hundred square miles, in a square
form, unless prevented by the pre-
existing boundary lines. Should the
state lines render this impracti-
cable in border counties, the area
may be less. The territory re-
ferred to may, at any time, in
whole or in part, be divided into
counties in advance of population
and attached, for judicial and land
surveying purposes, to the most
convenient organized ecounty or
counties.

Second. Within the territory of
any county or counties now exist-
ing, the Legislature may by a two-
thirds vote of both Houses, create
new counties, combine existing
counties and parts of counties and
abolish existing ccunties and
change county boundaries at will,
provided that no new county shall
be created with an area not less
than 900 square miles nor shall any
existing county be reduced in area
se as to contain less than nine
hundred square miles, unless such
new county or such remaining
county, and both shall have a pop-
ulation of notless than fifty thous-
and according to the last United
States census prior to the date of
the creation or change of such
county. When any part of a coun-
ty is stricken off and attached to,
or created into another county, the
part stricken off shall be holden
for and obliged to pay its propor-
tion of all liabilities then existing,
of the county from which it was
taken, in such manner as may be
prescribed by law,

Third. No part of any existing
county shall be detached from it
and attached to another existing
county until the proposition for
such change shall have been sub-
mitted in such a manner as may
be provided by law, to a vote of
the electors of both counties and
shall have received a majority of
those voting on the question in
each.”

PROPAGATION METHOD
MAY INCREASE PECANS

Anzhuac, Aug. 9.—Paper shell
pecans should be more plentiful in
Chambers county in the next few
years if the farm Jemonstration
agent, R. H. Mathis, is successful
in his attemapt to convert native
seedling pecans into the more “de-
sirable thin shell vareties.

By means of a simple knife op-
eration known as the “patch bud
method,” Mr. Mathis is removing
dormant buds from paper shell
pecan trees and transplanting them
into the bark of young native pe-
can seedlings. From these inserted
pecan buds new limbs are expected
to come forth that will be of the
paper shell variety. As these new
limbs get larger the old native

limbs are to be cut back until the
tree has an entirely new top that
will bear only paper shell pecans
instead of the small native ones
for which there is very little mar-
ket demand. To date a total of 125
native pecan seedlings have been
successfully budded with paper
shell pecan buds.

Austin, Aug. 9.—Rccords of a
land agency wheh has operated in
Texas since 1847 have come to the
attention of Mrs. M. A. Hatcher,
avchivist at the University of Tex-
asas, and already a bloc of these
documents covering the decade of
the “seventies” has been deposited
in the university library.

The papers are the property of
the Lawrence family, and consist of
letters and documents relating to
lands owned and handled by the
late J. W. Lawrence, who, with his
son, was in the land business at
Austin for many years. The agency

Mr. South tcld that three days
before the election the editor of
the Brownwood Bulletin had told
him he was undecided as to his
support.

A well-coordinated corps of peace
officers made up of federal, state
and county men who need not ob-
serve state and county lines when
pursuing eriminals is Mr. South’s
suggestion for a means of curbing
crime.

Organizing for Sheep and Goats.

Buying of sheep and goats for a
flat price of $2 for sheep and $1.40
for goats will begin, it is believed,
about August 20, a week from Mon-
day. Organization work and study
of the plan is under way now.

It is estimated that ten -to fif-
teen million dollars wlil be used by
the government for purchase of the
animals in 1,400 counties of twenty-
four drouth-stricken states. In
general, the program will be sim-
llar to that ef cattle purchasing.
A veterinarian will not inspect. An
experienced sheep man, working
under O. B. Martin, state drouth re-
lief director, and his assistant, G.
W. Barnes, will be in charge.

Owners and lien-holders will
share in the proceeds of the sheep
and goats on a 50-50 basis it was
stated in San Angelo Tuesday
when Dr. Sheets, federal drouth
relief director, visited there to ex-
plain the plan, review cattle work
and speak to West Texas ranchmen
about the new program which is
to be on an indefinite basis as to
the time f orthe work. It is possi-
ble that state allotments may be
set. This has not been done yet but
if it is done, Dr.. Sheets stated, it
will be the only restriction. Range
conditions are such that rain at
this time in many places would not
solve the producers’ problem.

World Passes Up “Ne 'M,an’l |

Land” in Pacific.

Buenos Aire's.--!i‘0r the last 45

vears & sizedble No Man’s. Land in

the Pacific ocean has awaited some
nation to formally take possession
of it

This No Maw’s Land is known &s
Easter island, and is situated 2,000
mileés off the Chilean coast. It was
discovered in 1722 by the Dutch
navigator Roggeveen, but excited
so little interest that it was left for
Peru to occupy it fm 1770. ‘Peru
later abandoned it, and It apparent-
ly lay at the mercy of the first com-
er until 1888, when Chilean expedi-
tionaries took possession. It has
remained nominally & Chilean pos-
sessfon ever since.

In January of this year, however,
a diligent searcher in the Chilean
foreign office archives ade the
startling discovery that the island
had never been formally i{ncorporat-
ed in the Chilean dominion—in ef-
fect, that it had been occupied by
Chileans but not by Chile. Pro-
ceeding with. the greatest secrecy,
President Alessandri's government
promptly remedied this oversight,
with the result that Baster Island
Is & No Man'’s Land no longer. It
is definitely Chilean,

It 18 now too late for the *im-
perialists” of any nation to feel
anything beyond regret that they
knew nothing about this matter,

Jaster jgland at oneé time was the
seat of a civillzation of which the
modern world knows little or noth-
fng. It is to gather Information on
this head that a French scientific
mission is on its way to the Island
aboard the French scoutship Alres
on ite voyage to the island.

Easter island is remarkable for
the possession of more than 500
stone ldols, some of them 356 feet
high. Little so far has been learned
of the religlon professed by the
buflders of these idols or of the
life they lived. Thelr descendants
are g dying race. In 1870 they num-
bered approximately 3,000, but to-
day their numhers have been.. re:
duced to a few hundred. They
have a language of thelr own (of
Polynesian derivation), and they
live isolated from the world except
for the yearly visit of a vessel
which brings them their few wants
unobtainable In their own land.

The French mission is headed by
Professor- Wathelin and Dr. Alfred
Metraux, and the outcome of their
researches will ‘be awaited with in-
terest by students of bygone civili-
zations,

100-Year-Old Quilt Is
Made of 71,820 Pieces

Lancaster, Pa.—A hundred-year-
old quilt made from 71,280 pieces
of material is in the possession of
Mrs. Richard Van Riper.

Very little is known about the his-
tory of the quilt, except that it was
made about 1834 by Elizabeth Zell,

who lived in Little Britain town-
ship, near here,

By inheritance, the quilt went
into the hands of Mrs. Arthur

Bickham, who provided that her sis-
ter-in-law, the present owner, should
have it upon her death.

It has been. estimated that the
work on the quilt required at least
ten years. There is some dispute
&8 to whether most of the mate-
rial used is old chintz, or oil chal-
ice, The pattern is made np of 7,920
diamonds, each with nine tiny
rosettes. Kach rosette is made of
& tiny circle of cloth, apparently
cat around a dime.  Half the dia-
mwonds have. eight roséftes, with a
red one in the center. © This eolor
scheme I8 reversed In the remain-

ing hall of the diamonds. Seen
from Jdifferent angles, the quilt
shows hundreds of geometric de-

signs of larger dizmonds, pyramids
and enbes. Held to the lght, the
qutilt looks like old lace,

The quilt Is 7 feet 11 inches long
inches wide. So fine is

the needlework that the stitches

Mayes, Austin, executive secretary
of the Texas Centennial Commis-
sion.

September Meetig in San Antomo
Will Attract Church Leaders
from All Over U. S.

observancc in San Antonio. Septem-
bcr 4 to 6.

More than 10 000 are expected to
attend. Notable Methodists from
many parts of the United States
will attend, according: to the Rev.
H. Bascom Watts, pastor- of the
Laurel Heights Methodist Church,
San Antonio, who was recently
quoted in the San Antonio Light.

Sessions will be held in the mu-
nicipal auditorium and in the open
air theater ¢f Brackenridge Park.

Pageant to Be Feature

The San Antonio newspaper
story told of the pageant in this
manner:

The three-day welebration will
be climaxed by a historical pageant
to be staged at the municipal audi-
torium under the direction of Miss
Jeston Dickey.

More than six thousand players
will enact the story of John Wes-
ley and his council of nine; the or-
dination of Coke and Ashbury, and
the first general conference.

The pageant will follow the vary-
ing fortunes of the church in the
wild Texas frontier, revealing its
achievements in churches, col-
leges, press, missions and orphan-
ages.

One of the high spots in the pag-
eant will concern the founding of
McMahan’s chapel, 12 miles east
of San Augustine, in July, 1834.
It was the first protestant church
established on Texas soil.-

Four Founded First Church
. This church, which still stands,
was founded through the efforts of
William and James P. Stevenson,
Henry Stephenson and Colonel
Samuel Doak McMahan.

Colonel McMahan, a native of
Tennessee, meved to Texas in 1831
and  was. converted the following

vear. He was the first man licens- |

ed to preach in the state.

Sharing honors with- Colonel Me-
Mahan as Pioneers in Texas Meth-
odism were the first three Texas
missionaries;. Robert Alexander,
Littleton Fowler and Martin Ruter.
