915 Area Code Becomes 325 This Weekend

Just one last reminder, the
area code for Sutton County
will be changing to 325 this
weekend, April 5th.

The El Paso region will
retain area code 915, including
Dell City and Fabens and some
of the western tip of northern
Crockett County; the
Midland/Odessa region will be
served by new area code, 432,
including Seminole, Pecos, Fort
Stockton, Fort Davis, Alpine
and Van Horn; and the San
Angelo/Abilene region will be
served by new area code, 325,
including Sonora, Ozona, Big
Lake, Eldorado, San Angelo,
Brady, Brownwood, Snyder,
and adjoining towns.

Starting April Sth, you

will be able to make calls by
either dialing the new 432 and
325 codes or the old 915 code.
Moreover, those customers call-
ing into the region created by
this area code split can reach
you by dialing either 915 or
325. This "permissive dialing"
period allows time to get in the
habit of dialing the new codes.

* Sunday, October 5, 2003 -
The new area codes must be
dialed. Callers will get a record-
ed message reminding them to
dial the new area codes.

* Saturday, December 6,
2003 - Your call will not go
through and you will receive no
reminder of the new area codes.

Be sure you reprogram or
change burglar and fire alarm

systems, automatic dialers,
modems, cell phones, ‘mobile
phones, speed calling lists, fax
machines and pagers to handle
the new area code.

If you haven’t already, be
sure you notify your friends and
relatives. Businesses should
inform vendors, suppliers, cus-
tomers, business associates and
branch offices.

If you have Extended Area
Calling (EAC) or Expanded
Local Service (ELCS), all these
calls remain local and the rate
does not change. You may have
to dial ten digits to complete a
call if your extended local serv-
ice crosses an area code bound-
ary.

toys (small football, etc), Odor
Eaters for boots, pencils, pens,
personal ~messages, phone
cards, playing cards, postage,
powdered drink mix (non-alco-
holic), razors, sardines, sheets
of stationary, snacks (cookies,
granola bars), tea bags, toi-
letries (travel size), toothbrush-
es, toothpaste, travel .games,
travel mugs, tuna snack Kkits.

Use plastic bags with zip-
style closures for everything.
They keep sand and rain out.
Resourceful Marines are re-
using them for all sorts of
things. Quart size are great to
keep their wallets and personal
photos with them, keeping them
dry. The bags also keep liquid
or sticky items from spilling or
melting on other items. -

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Lena Belle Briggs Ross, an
independent spirit who viewed
the comings and goings, the
young and the old, hard times
and good times in Sutton
County for 75 years - almost
four generations - died Friday,
in Hudspeth Memorial Hospital
in Sonora. She had recently cel-
ebrated her 99th birthday.

Mrs. Ross, who lived alone
and liked it, fell and broke her
hip on March [. After living
through World War 1. the
Depression. more than one
drought, the hoof and mouth
disease  crisis, three additional
wars, the risky business of
ranching, the death of a beloved
husband and 34 years of wid-
owhood, the March fall was the
only thing that ever floored
Mrs. Ross.

Lena Belle was engaged
with life throughout her years.
Always close to her were her
family, church, her community
and particularly its young peo-
ple. She could never refuse a
child. Mrs. Ross was a contrib-
utor and a giver. She stayed
with you and got things done -
all people mattered to her. No
one was ever excluded, her
vision was long-range and her
perspective on life was sharp.

She had a passion for beau-
ty, bluebonnets and bridge, for
good music, food, friends and
books. While cooking was less
than a lifetime love, Mrs. Ross
baked dozens of loaves of apri-
cot bread at Christmas as her
way of saying “thank you” to
the people of Sonora who made
her life a little easier.

Born Jan. 21, 1904, in
Lampasas, the eldest child and
the only daughter of David
Todd Briggs 'II'" and" Kate
Whigham Briggs, Lena Belle
Briggs was the adored sister of
four younger brothers - much
indulged and much loved. but
wise enough to tolerate the
spoiling.

College students at
Southwestern University in
Georgetown set her foot on the
path to Sonora. It was there,
while she was studying math
and Spanish - being chosen a
college beauty and collecting
academic hours - that she met
Joe Brown Ross of Sonora.

Mr. Ross graduated earlier
than his bride-to-be and spent
time in New York studying at
Columbia University before
returning to Sutton County
where he held a marriage that
endured for 41 years to ranch-
ing, raising a family and com-
munity service.

It was in September 1928
that Lena Belle Briggs became
Lena Belle Ross. She traded the
riverbanks, live oaks and pecan
trees of Central Texas for dusty
and distant Southwest Texas, 90
miles from the border. When
her parents visited the bride and
groom at the ranch, her daddy
assured Lena Belle that she
could “come on back home
anytime.”

The contrasts and chal-
lenges of Sonora were great. In
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Lena Belle Briggs Ross

1928, there were no paved
streets; sidewalks that existed
were made of wood; livestock
still “hoofed it” to the railhead
in San Angelo, as there was no
train service; robberies and
shootings were not uncommon;
life on a ranch was not a bed of
roses, but Lena Belle never real-
ly considered she was living in
hard times. She told her three
children of great overnight par-
ties with friends from other
ranching and school families -
everyone was in the same boat,
S0 to speak.

Easy access to the public
school system brought Lena
Belle in from being a full-time
ranching wife. During the week,
the family stayed in town in the
house Lena Belle occupied at
the time of her death and the
whole family went back to the
ranch for weekends and sum-
mers.

Early roots in Lampasas
stayed with Lena Belle who
took the view that she was a city
girl at heart. Mrs. Ross found no
joy working inside the stock
pens; her one attempt to raise
“livestock™ was a rare life fail-
ure - her domestic turkeys took
off into the wild - and riding a
horse was not in the cards. The
one exception to the “no horses”
rule came when Joe Brown
needed someone else on a horse
to practice his polo techniques.

She was determined that
her three children would have
appreciation and knowledge of
the softer side of civilization - it
was fine to attend a goat show or
a fat stock show in San Antonio,
Fort Worth or San Angelo, but
while there, time was scheduled
for a visit to the symphony, to
attend a play or an opera.

With the death of Joe
Brown Ross in May 1969, Mrs.
Ross prepared herself for what
became 34 years of widowhood
by doing the unexpected. With
four years job experience, Lena
Belle went to work for longtime
friend, Ruth Shurley at her jew-
elry store. She: remained the
store’s bookkeeper for a number
of years.

Lena Belle Ross was a fix-
ture of Sonora. She was a famil-
iar sight on her daily walks that
finally ceased two years ago, or
in her rain gear getting her lawn
sprinklers moving, or driving

She was 99 years old, but
her Texas driver’s license was
valid. She managed her own
stock portfolio. Her flowerbeds
thrived. especially her bluebon-
nets. She read good books. She
kept up with her three children,
maintained a lively interest in
their lives without interfering.
She kept tabs on her eight
grandchildren and 11 great-
grandchildren.

Lena Belle Ross was com-
mitted throughout her lifetime
to the Methodist Church. During
her 75 years in Sutton County,
she attended the First United
Methodist Church. In 1955,
when the church celebrated its
100 years of stewardship, Mrs.
Ross was one of three members
honored for their service to that
church.

In 1995, Lena Belle was
honored as Citizen of the Year in
Sonora.

There were few activities or
organizations that were not
touched by the help and spirit of
Lena Belle during her lifetime in
Sonora - she taught high school
math, tutored kids, was a Den
Mother, Brownie and Girl Scout
leader, Sunday School teacher,

~4-H Club “mom”, she visited

and brought joy to residents of
hospitals and nursing homes.
She was active in the Cancer
Society, the Historical Society,

the Methodist Women'’s
Organization, the Garden Club,
PTA and the Sonora Woman’s
Club.

Lena Belle Ross is survived
by her children, daughters,
Kathryn Ross Chastant and
Betsy Ross Builta, both of
whom live on the family farm
near Granger; her son and
daughter-in-law, Joe David and
Frances Ross of Sonora; eight
grandchildren, Lee Chastant,
Nederland; Renee Chastant and
husband, Steve Canton, Denver,
CO, and Boquette, Panama;
Andree Chastant Kienitz and
husband, Kurt, Dyersburg, TN;
Joe Will Ross, San Antonio;
David Lee Ross, Sonora; Mary
Kathryn Ross Buchholz and
husband, Bob, Eldorado, James
Ross Builta and wife, Kim,
Austin; and Suzy Builta
Hankins and husband, Keith,
Arlington; and 11 great-grand-

.children.

Q. Do bluebonnets have
any legends, like the stories told
about the dogwood blossom?

A. I’ve only seen two sto-

ries. One states that the flowers
were brought here from the hill-
sides of Jerusalem and planted
by the first Spanish missionar-
ies inside the Mexican mis-
sions. The second is an old
Indian legend that states the
flower’s originated from the
sacrifice of an Aztec Indian
maiden who died for her tribe.
Believing a human sacrifice
was needed to atone for tribal
evil, she offered herself to the
_ priests. The sacred knife was
plunged into her heart, and she
was left upon an altar. The next
night, it is said, flowers resem-
bling the bluebonnet sprang up
'around her, each in the shape of
her bonnet and each splotched
with a bit of red as a token of
her life’s blood.

Botanist say that the blue-
bonnet is a member of the
lupine family and the Texas
Bluebonnet is called Lupinus
subcarnosus, grows 6 - 24 inch-
es tall, and blooms all over the
southwest and Mexico. We also
have imported bluebonnets in
this area, the Blue Lupine,
Lupinus perennis, which grows
8 -24 inches tall and Yellow
Lupine, Lupinus luteolus which
grows 12-32 inches tall Lupines
are found all over the United
States of America. Some grow

~in southern regions of Canada
. and Alaska and some grow in
Mexico.

Q. When does the Prickly
Pear bloom?

A. The Plains Prickly Pear,
Opuntia polyacantha usually
blooms from May to July.

Q. How do you get rid of
Dandelions?
A. A Dandelion has to be
the most tenacious plant that I
have ever seen. It grows all over
the North American continent.
Some people make wine from it
and some people pick the leaves
and eat them in salads. When
digging them out, if you leave
one bit of the root it will proba-
bly grow right back up. The best
. way I have found, beside using
.commercial .weed killers; is to
use a long kitchen knife and
make a cone shaped cut all the
way around the plant. Carefully
lift out the cone, knock off the
dirt and throw out the plant and

all the roots. Remember if you
let them go to seed before cut-
ting them out you will have a
hundred new plants to replace
the one you dig up. If you have
neighbors that have given up
and don’t dig up their plants you
might as well give up. The wind
will carry the seeds into your
yard and quickly make you a
new crop. From looking at my
yard today, I guess I'd better
start making Dandelion wine or
eating Dandelion salads.

Q. Did Clara Murphy have
any sisters?

Q. When was the
Courthouse fence removed?

He says his community has
been fortunate to receive some
technology grants. "We've got
public access computers in the
courthouse. library, museum,
adult education center and
community center. We've got
85 year old ladies sending
email. I heard one of them say
the other day she was going to
get a digital camera so she
could exchange pictures with
her grandkids. We're really into
computers. I don't know that
it's a great thing to teach little
old ladies how to play solitaire
on a computer, but it beats sit-
ting and doing nothing."

He says it's amazing how
much of the outside world the
computer has brought to
Sanderson.  "We don't get
Texas TV down here. If you
want to watch the ten o'clock
news you have to wait until
eleven and get what's going on
in Denver, Colorado.

Some other grants have
provided paving for some areas
of town that have never had
paving before. He's most excit-
ed about the community's new
sewer system. "Terrell county
has been here all these years
and never has had any type of
sewer system. It's always been
on-site sewage disposal. Now
nearly everybody's hooked into
our sewer system. We've been
seven years trying to get it
going and it's finally happen-
ing."

To make a living Dudley
sells rock and has a ranch near
Dryden that has a place where
people floating down the Rio
Grande can take out their

canoes or rafts. He's most
proud of the wild and scenic
river designation for that 90
mile stretch of the Rio Grande.
"It's a beautiful trip. Most peo-
ple put in their canoes or rafts
at Lajitas and take out at my
place. It's about a week long
trip and sometimes you don't
see another human being.
There are some rapids and the
canyon walls are a thousand
feet high."

He helped get Sanderson
designated the Cactus Capitol
of Texas._ We've got the straw-
berry capitol, the bluebonnet
capitol, so we wanted to be the
cactus capitol. I worked with
the Chamber of Commerce and
the economic development
folks here and we convinced
the legislature to pass a resolu-
tion making us the Cactus
Capitol. The governor's procla-
mation hangs in the courthouse.
We have a cactus pachanga, a
party, to celebrate the fact that
we're the Cactus Capitol of
Texas. Several businesses and
homes have attractive cactus
gardens. Our slogan is 'stick
with Sanderson.'

Sanderson is creating some
nature trails. "We've got some
beautiful mountains here, all on
-private property. The county
has bought Javelina Hill and
there's a commitment to buy
Hominy Hill. People love to
climb up and look off. We'll
landscape the trails with differ-
ent types of cactus."

The Big Bend open Road
Race is a big event in
Sanderson. It's the only open
road race in Texas. It takes
place the last Saturday in April.

Drivers race from Fort
Stockton to Sanderson, then
back to Fort Stockton, some-
times reaching speeds in excess
of 210 miles an hour.

Sanderson is the smallest
town in the US with an Amtrak
train stop.

Efforts are underway to
update the depot. Things are
happening in Sanderson.

Gilmore Hardware Co. could
supply all the canning jars, cans,
rubber rings or kettles you
might need and at Trainer
Beauty Shop, phone No. 3, you
could get a shampoo for 25
cents and a naivete croquignole
wave for $8.

We had some wonderful
items given to the museum this
week, a chuck wagon box, a
foot powered grinding wheel, a
sheep brand and cow iron plus a
bottle of screw worm medicine
and the leather pouch it would
hang in on a saddle. Thank you
so much to the Ward family for
these great additions to our
exhibits.

Scissortailed Flycatchers Show Spring Has
Sprung On Eaton Hill

The arrival of the scissortailed fly-
catcher is a sure sign that spring has
sprung.

Historically, serious gardeners delay
planting certain vegetables until this ele-
gant bird appears “‘on the garden fence”.
The scissortail, also known as the Texas
bird-of-paradise and swallowtail fly-
catcher, winters in Central and South
America returning to the south-central
U.S. in early Spring for the breeding sea-
son. Easily identified by the black tipped
tail feathers which can reach 9 inches in
length and open and close like scissors,
the scissortail has a light blue-gray head
and back, dark wings, a white breast and
salmon pink sides.

During mating season, the male per-
forms his fabulous “sky dance” to attract
a female. The courtship performance
includes graceful zigzag plunges from
100 feet in the air. As the name implies, - - e -
flycatchers dine mainly on insects and This drawing of the Scissor-tailed
prefer semi-open country where they can Flycatcher was drawn by Delyse Jaeger.

New
wildflowers are emerging daily, dotting
the trailsides with vibrant colors. A hike
on the hill is a treat to the senses with
flowers perfuming the air, budding tress,
and wonderful contrasts of colors and
texture everywhere you look. Don’t for-

get your camera!

Danger! Spit Tobacco

by Jessie Johnson; Alcohol and
Drug Abuse Council for the
Concho Valley

In a report of the health
effects of spit tobacco, the
Council on Scientific Affairs of
the American Medical
Association stated “pharmaco-
logic and physiologic effects of
smokeless tobacco include the
gamut  of  cardiovascular,
endocrinologic, neurologic and
psychological effects associated
with nicotine. In addition, this
report cites a number of studies
which document the effects of
snuff and chewing tobacco on
reproduction, longevity, and
oral health. In" 1993 the U.S.
Surgeon  General, Antonia
Novello M.D., stated, “within
the next couple of decades the
United States may face an epi-
demic of oral cancer due to the
use of smokeless tobacco
among teenagers. The oral
effects are the most immediate
and visible manifestations of
spit tobacco use. These effects
include: attrition of tooth struc-

uture, staininghalitosis, gingival ;
sigeassion; .periadontal;: disease, “

mucous membranes. Bowles et
al. recently documented that
mean percentage of insoluble
particles in ST responsible for
mechanical irritation, loss of
tooth structure, and loss of peri-
odontal structures is 60% for
snuff 40% for chewing tobacco.
Tooth and periodontal structure
loss is irreversible. If you or
someone you know is having a
problem with tobacco or chemi-
cal dependency issue, the
Alcohol and Drug Abuse
Council for the Concho Valley
can be of assistance. All calls,
consultations, and screening are
confidential.

If your wireless phone num-

Bronte, Christoval, Eden,
Eldorado, Mertzon, Norton,
Ozona, Paint Rock, Robert Lee,
Rowena, Sterling City, Water
Valley and Winters.

Some customers may wish
to change their current wireless
number to the 206 prefix. This
number will remain a local call
from Sonora, Eldorado, and
Ozona landlines only. All other
numbers will have to dial long
distance to reach this number.

The federal government is
beginning to impose regulations
that require communications
companies to institute number
pooling and local number porta-
bility capabilites. As a result,
some local phone companies
have elected to discontinue sell-
ing the WAC service to wireless
carriers. Cellular One is prepar-
ing for these changes through
the gradual elimination of WAC
service.

Although this change does-
n’t directly affect Cellular One
customers, it may affect people
who call Cellular One phones.

The discontinuation of wide
area calling will begin on April
14. After this date, landline cus-
tomers may be charged for calls
made to some wireless cus-
tomers.
