Personal Property

Rendition of

Taxable Property without penalty

submitted

State law requires anyone who owns or man-
ages income-producing personal property on
January 1, to render their property with their local
appraisal district by April 15. Businesses annual-
ly report their inventories, furniture and fixtures,
machinery and equipment, and other tangible
assets. If you fail to timely file a rendition
required by Texas law, the chief appraiser must
impose a penalty in an amount equal to 10 percent
of the total taxes due on the property for the cur-

rent year.

To render is to list the taxable property that
businesses own or manage as of January 1.
Rendering allows property owners to record their
opinions of their property’s value. This ensures

that the appraisal district sends them a notice
before placing a higher value on their property.

“Property owners who render are in a better
position to exercise their rights as taxpayers,”
noted chief appraiser Rex Ann Friess. “They
ensure that the appraisal district has their correct
mailing address so they will receive notices of
any actions that affect their property or tax bills.”
Even if the tax collector cannot deliver a tax bill
because of an incorrect address, the property
owner is still responsible for paying the taxes,
plus late payment penalties.

Business owners may contact the appraisal
district office for rendition forms, or other infor-
mation of concern.

The court then heard from
Lino Villanueva in regards to
the requested use of the Sutton
County Civic Center for a car
show during the Cinco de
Mayo celebration. Villanueva
explained that he felt sure the
building would be able to with-
hold the weight of the cars
intended to be shown. He
explained that the cars were

show cars and were not used.

for normal everyday use. He
also said that he had planned on
putting a maximum of 20 vehi-
cles in the building, if allowed,
including motorcycles.

A lengthy discussion took
place on the pros and cons of
having the cars in the building
and the possible wear and tear
of the floors in the center.
Judge Carla Garner explained
that a major concern was that
the insurance would not cover
damage that might incur due to
the vehicles being inside.

Villanueva said that he
feared he  would lose some
major competitors if they were
not allowed to house their show
vehicles inside, and he wanted
the show to be a success. After
more questions and concerns,
the possibility of just putting
the smaller dragsters and
motorcycles inside was put on
the table. Villanueva agreed
that this could be done, but he
was concerned about spectators
driving though the outside
show area. Several options
were discussed that would rec-
tify that problem.

Judge Garner eventually
made a motion to not allow the
automobiles inside the Civic
Center, with the exception of
the motorcycles and small
dragsters. Commissioner John
Wade seconded the motion, and
the motion carried unanimous-
ly.

This was not the end of
discussions on the Civic
Center. There are still problems
with the cleaning of the center
after parties on the weekends.
Individuals are not cleaning
well and it was again reccom-

i
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mended that only people on an
approved list be allowed to
clean after rentals. Several
options were discussed to try:to
take of care of this problem;
including the possibility of
increasing the cleaning deposit
and withholding it until a thor-
ough check was completed.
Judge Garner said that she
would get the list of rules for the
Civic Center and they would
address this topic again at the
next meeting. .

The commissioners
approved a request from the
Lillian M. Hudspeth Hospital
Board to hold their meetings in
the EMS building during reno-
vations at the hospital.

Road and Bridge
Department manager, Oscar
Jimenez, explained that the
lawn mower being used in the
cemetery had blown up and he
had been looking at purchasing
a new one locally. The commis-
sioners heard the request pros
and cons and voted to purchase
anew riding mower from Parker
Lumber.

Judge Garner explained
that the grant application for the
Sutton County Courthouse is
due April 1 and the entire proj-
ect would be about $3.2 million.
This will include all the heating
and cooling, painting, wood
work, rearranging the court-
room to its original position,
refinishing the original furniture
and more. The Cauthorn Trust

has been very -generous in

assisting with renovation thus
far. The paint analysis alone was
about $150,000 because of the
intricate scroll work around the
ceilings. If the grant is received
a fund raising effort will be ini-
tiated to cover any additional
costs. Judge Garner said the
affirmation or denial will come
in early May, but it looks good.
The work would be completed
within one year of receit of the
grant. : .

Easter is a time of spring-
time festivals. In Christian
countries Easter is celebrated as
the religious holiday commem-
orating the resurrection of Jesus
Christ, the Son of God. But the
celebrations of Easter have
many customs and legends that
are pagan in origin and have
nothing to do with Christianity.
Scholars accepting the deriva-
tion proposed by the 8th-centu-

¥ _ry English scholar St. Bede,

believe the name Easter is

. thought to come from the
Scandinavian "Ostra" and the
Teutonic "Ostern" or "Eastre,"
both Goddesses of mythology
signifying spring and fertility
whose festival was celebrated
on the day of the vernal
equinox.

Traditions associated with
the festival survive in the Easter
rabbit, a symbol of fertility, and
in colored easter eggs used in
Easter-egg rolling contests or
given as gifts.

The Christian celebration
of Easter embodies a number of
converging traditions with
emphasis on the relation of
Easter to the Jewish festival of
Passover, or Pesach, from
which is derived Pasch, another
name used by Europeans for
Easter. Passover is an important
feast in the Jewish calendar
which is celebrated for 8 days
and commemorates the flight
and freedom of the Israelites
from slavery in Egypt.

The early Christians, many
of whom were of Jewish origin,
were brought up in the Hebrew
tradition and regarded Easter as
a new feature of the Passover
festival, a commemoration of
the advent of the Messiah as
foretold by the prophets. (For
more information please visit
our Passover celebration -
Passover on the Net).

Easter is observed by the
churches of the West on the first
Sunday following the full moon
that occurs on or following the
spring equinox (March 21). So
Easter became a "movable"
feast which can occur as early
as March 22 or as late as April
25!

Christian churches in the
East which were closer to the
birthplace of the new religion
and in which old traditions were
strong, observe Easter accord-
ing to the date of the Passover
festival.

Easter is at the end of the
LLenten season, which covers a
forty-six-day period that begins
on Ash Wednesday and ends
with Easter. The Lenten season
itself comprises forty days, as
the six Sundays in Lent are not
actually a part of Lent. Sundays
are considered a commemora-
tion of Easter Sunday and have

always been excluded from the
Lenten fast. The Lenten season
is a period of penitence in prepa-
ration for the highest festival of
the church year, Easter.

Holy Week, the last week of
Lent, begins with the obser-
vance of Palm Sunday. Palm
Sunday takes its name from
Jesus' triumphal entry into
Jerusalem where the crowds laid
palms at his feet. Holy Thursday
commemorates the Last Supper,
which was held the evening
before the Crucifixion. Friday in
Holy Week is the anniversary of
the Crucifixion, the day that
Christ was crucified and died on
the cross. Holy week and the
Lenten season end with Easter
Sunday, the day of resurrection
of Jesus Christ.

Eggs.

Of all the symbols associat-
ed with Easter the egg, the sym-
bol of fertility and new life, is
the most identifiable. The cus-
toms and traditions of using
eggs have been associated with
Easter for centuries.

Originally Easter eggs were
painted with bright colors to
represent the sunlight of spring
and were used in Easter-egg
rolling contests or given as gifts.
After they were colored ‘and
etched with various designs, the
eggs were exchanged by lovers
and romantic admirers, much
the same as valentines. In
medieval time, eggs were tradi-
tionally given at Easter to the
servants. In Germany eggs were
given to children along with
other Easter gifts.

Different cultures have
developed their own ways of
decorating Easter eggs. Crimson
eggs, to honor the blood of
Christ, are exchanged in Greece.
In parts of Germany and Austria
green eggs are used on Maundy
Thursday (Holy Thursday).
Slavic peoples decorate their
eggs in special patterns of gold
and silver.

Austrian artists design pat-
terns by fastening ferns and tiny
plants around the eggs, which
are then boiled. The plants are
then removed revealing a strik-
ing white pattern. The Poles and
Ukrainians decorate eggs with
simple designs and colors. A
number of eggs are made in the
distinctive manner called pysan-
ki (to design, to write). Pysanki
eggs are a masterpiece of skill
and  workmanship. = Melted
beeswax is applied to the fresh
white egg. It is then dipped in
successive baths of dye. After
each dip wax is painted over the
area where the preceding color
is to remain. Eventually a com-
plex pattern of lines and colors
emerges into a work of art

not broken, but the contents
were removed by piercing the
end of each egg with a needle
and blowing the contents into a
bowl. The hollow eggs were
dyed and hung from shrubs and
trees during the Easter Week.
The Armenians would decorate
hollow eggs with pictures of
Christ, the Virgin Mary, and
other religious designs.

Easter Bunny

The Easter bunny has its
origin in pre-Christian fertility
lore. The hare and the rabbit
were the most fertile animals
known and they served as sym-
bols of the new life during the
Spring season.

The bunny as an Easter
symbol seems to have it's-origins
in Germany, where it was first
mentioned in German writings
in the 1500s. The first edible
Easter bunnies were made in
Germany during the early

1800s. And were made of pastry
and sugar.

The Easter bunny was
introduced to American folklore
by the German settlers who
arrived in the Pennsylvania
Dutch country during the 1700s.
The arrival of the "Oschter
Haws" was considered "child-
hood's greatest pleasure" next to
a visit from Christ-Kindel on
Christmas Eve. The children
believed that if they were good
the "Oschter Haws" would lay a
nest of colored eggs.

The children would build
the nest in a secluded place in
the home, the barn or the gar-
den. Boys would use their caps
and girls their bonnets to make
the nests. The use of elaborate
Easter baskets would come later
as the tradition of the Easter
bunny spread throughout the
country.

Q. Do you have any infor-
mation on the death of Buck
O’Connor in 1926?

A. Devil’s River News,
November 6, 1926 - Buck
O’Connor, aged 25, of Giltner,
Neb., is dead, and Jack Jones, of
Chester, Pa., is in jail here,
charged with murder, a the
result of a shooting Tuesday
afternoon on the Sim Glasscock
ranch 25 miles southwest of
Sonora, which Jones claims was
accidental. The verdict of
Justice of the Peace, S.H. Stokes
was that O’Connor met his
death through a gunshot wound
inflicted by Jones.

O’Connor was shot in the
pit of the stomach and lived
only a few hours. Reviving
shortly before he died, he
termed the shooting "just fool-
ishness" according to Dr. A. J.
Smith. Jones said he had shot a
diseased sheep with a 25-20 cal-
iber rifle and starting toward the
ranch house, had turned to
O’Connor, a distance of about
thirty steps, with the remark,
"let’s go get something to eat,"
when the rifle accidently was
discharged. He said he believed
that when he ejected the shell
after shooting the sheep the rifle
was left cocked but he could not
account for its firing the second
time.

Both men worked on the
Glasscock ranch. O’Connor
died on the way here. His body
was taken to San Angelo
Wednesday morning in the
Sonora Motor Company’s
hearse and will be sent by the
Robert Massie Co., to Giltner,
Neb., by, telegraphic request of
O’Connor’s mother to Sheriff B.
W. Hutcherson.

An army discharge among
O’Connor’s effects showed that
the was born in El Paso, enlisted
at Omaha in May of 1923, and
was transferred to Camp Travis,
San Antonio, where he was dis-
charged in August 1924. The
discharge listed O’Connor as
being married. Other papers
indicated that O’Connor last
year worked with a pipe line
gang in Reagan County. He had
been employed on the John A.
Martin ranch, adjoining the
Glasscock ranch, but had quit a
few days ago and had secured a
job on the Glasscock ranch,
where Jones was employed.
Apparently the two men had
become friends.

There is no phone on the
Glasscock ranch and after the
shooting Jones walked four
miles to the W. A. Miers’
McMullan ranch and phoned for
a doctor. Sheriff Hutcherson,
Deputy Sheriff J. L. Cook an Dr.
A. J. Smith answered the call.

The Devil’s River News,
Nov. 13, 1926 - Elmer L. (Jack)
Jones of Upland, Pa., no longer
is charged with murder in con-
nection with the fatal shooting
Tuesday of last week of Buck
O’Connor of Giltner, Nebraska,
on the Sim Glasscock ranch near
here, but is being held here for
Federal officers who will return
him to the Leavenworth peni-
tentiary to complete an eight
year sentence imposed upon
him for attempted criminal
assault while. in the army in
Germany in 1919.

Jones’ finger prints, taken
by J. E. Grimland office deputy
for Sheriff B. W. Hutcherson,
despite his attempt to burn his
fingers with matches, and a pho-
tograph sent out by the govern-
ment established Jones’ real
identity. Confronted in his cell
by undeniable evidence made
possible largely by Grimland’s
knowledge of Bertillion system
learned through an eighteen
months’ correspondence course,
Jones said, "finger prints don’t
lie."

Jones after admitting his
identity told Sutton County offi-
cers that he escaped from
Leavenworth in January 1923
when he had served three years
of his term. He went to Upland,
Pa., married and lived there
eight months. Jones said he and
a companion escaped because of
harsh treatment in prison.

Apparently relieved that his
long evasion of the law was at
an end, Jones said that one of
the first things he saw when he
entered the court house here was
a picture of himself and a posted
reward of $50 for his capture.
Officers thought they recog-
nized the resemblance and
began an investigation of Jones’
past. J. E. Grimland Thursday
took Jones fingerprints, but the
result was doubtful because
Jones had burned his fingers
with matches.

oner. In it the fugitive was
shown smiling and Jones
promptly admitted his identity.

The case is one of the most
unusual on record here and Mr.
Grimland is being praised for
his efficient work. A Federal
officer is expected here within a
few days to take Jones into cus-
tody.

Q. Where did Charles S.
Sievers die?

A. The Devil’s River News,
July 17, 1926 - Chas. S. Sievers
formerly of Sonora, for the past
10 years living in Del Rio,
Texas, died in Del Rio on July I,
1926 at 65 years of age. His
body was shipped to Lewiston,
Illinois, his old home town for
burial. He is survived by his
wife, and daughter, Mrs.
Gordon Walton of Del Rio.
Charlie Sievers lived in Sonora
several years and was a building
contractor; he superintended the
building of the addition to the
Sonora School.

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The repercussions of sex -
Sonora L.S.D. to offer Aim
Jor Success program

The 13-year-old girl waited until everyone had left after the
Aim For Success program. She then shared with the speaker that she
knew firsthand the pain and humiliation of sexually transmitted dis-
eases (STDs). She explained that she had been involved with a very
popular 15-year-old guy. When he started asking her to have sex,
she knew she had to give in or lose him. She weighed the cost and
determined that keeping him was more important than keeping her
virginity. One month later he left her for one of her best friends.

She said, “I was so mad for letting him use me like that. I
thought he really cared about me. I assure you, my virginity was
worth a lot more than one month of sex. The worst part was that he
left behind a reminder of our time together. A few weeks after he
dumped me, I started getting these bumps - you know - down there.
I knew they weren’t normal and my mother took me to the doctor,
I had no idea they were the result of an STD until the doctor asked
how many sexual partners I had had. The answer to his question
was one. Evidently it only took one partner to get HPV. The bumps
were genital warts. The doctor told me not to worry. They could be
removed. That’s easy for him to say. I’ve been to his office five
times in the past five weeks, but I still have those nasty things. I’m
not sure what is worse: being used by a guy or being treated for an
STD. When I decided to give up my virginity I wasn’t counting on
getting an STD. This has been the most humiliating situation of my
life”

Unfortunately, this young lady is not alone. The human papil-
loma virus (HPV) is the most common STD in America. Most cases
will go undetected since the majority of those infected will have no
signs or symptoms. HPV can also result in cancer, killing more
American women each year than AIDS/HIV.

Pesticide Applicator Licenses

Pascual Hernandez, County Extension Agent - Ag, Sutton County,

With spring green-up underway, some of us begin thinking
about ways to control unwanted growth. However, you should
know that some chemicals are designated general use pesticides and
can be purchased “over-the-counter” while others are restricted use
pesticides and require a pesticide applicator license. So, if you’ve
considered acquiring an applicator license, here are some things
you should know.

Private applicator licenses are required in order to use or super-
vise in the use of restricted or state-limited pesticides or regulated
herbicides in the production of agricultural commodities.
Applicators must obtain 15 continuing education units (C.E.U.s)
every five years, including a minimum of two C.E.U.s in laws and
regulations and two in integrated pest management (IPM).

Commercial/noncommercial licenses are required to use or
supervise the use of restricted or state-limited pesticides or regulat-
ed herbicides, for hire or compensation, on the land of another per-
son (commercial). Applicators must obtain five C.E.U.s annually,
including at least one C.E.U. each in two of these three topics: laws
and regulations, IPM and drift minimization. Pesticide applicator
licenses come due February 28th. It is up to individuals to keep
track of C.E.U.s and certificates of completion.

With that in mind, if you are interested in acquiring a license,
please contact your local County Extension Office at 387-3101. Or
contact us if you have need for additional details. We are planning

on offering a training and testing session.

allowed to be harvested, during
the spring hunting season.
Consult the 2003-04 outdoor
annual

(http://www.tpwd.state.tx.u
s/publications/annual/) for sea-
son dates and bag limits in your
area.

According to Joe Herrera,
TPWD district biologist for
South Texas, hunters can expect
to find plenty of jakes coming to
call this spring. "There will be a
lot of young birds in the mix
because of the excellent hatch
we had last year," he offered.
"They'll come to call easier than
the older gobblers and there's
more of them in the population.”

That's not to suggest the
brush country doesn't have any
mature birds, just not as preva-
lent as the jake population.
"Two-year-old birds will be
there but not in numbers
because the year before last was
slightly below average as far as
production,” Herrera said.
"Birds ought to be in good
shape and we're looking for-
ward to a good season in South
Texas. Range, conditions look
really’ §60d in"light of sthftéred
rainfall throtigheut mueh-ofithe
area. We had a pretty dry latter
part of 2003 from November
through mid February and
things were looking a little
scary, range-condition wise. But
in the last month or so things
have perked up and conditions
look real good."

Conditions look equally
good in the Rolling Plains
region of the Panhandle accord-
ing to Gene Miller, a TPWD
technical guidance biologist in
Canyon. "Our main turkey
range in the eastern half of the
Panhandle during the last two
weeks received very nice rain-
fall across the region and the
weather is warming up," he
said. "If we don't heat up and
blow away, we'll be starting out
with good moisture conditions
and those lush conditions bode
well for turkey breeding and
nesting. We're going into the
season with a strong crop of
adults and good production ‘of
young. A lot of adult toms
should be available to call to the
gun. We've seen a minimum of
four years of average to above-
average production, which
means we should have a tremen-
dous crop of old mature toms."

The spring eastern turkey
season is open in 42 East Texas
counties from April 12-25 and is
limited to shotgun, lawful
archery equipment or crossbow,
with a one-gobbler bag limit.

Hunters are reminded that a
Texas turkey hunting stamp is
required in addition to a valid
Texas hunting license.

All ~ harvested eastern
turkeys must be taken to a check
station within 24 hours. A com-
plete listing of check stations
available this spring can be
found online at
(http://www.tpwd.state.tx.us/hu
nt/regs/2004/stations/) or for the
check station nearest you con-
tact a TPWD field office or call
(800) 792-1112.

Those hunters hoping to try
their skills in some of the
national forest lands in East
Texas should note there might
be some prescribed burns taking
place around the eastern turkey
opener. Hunters are urged to
contact the U.S. Forest Service's
district ranger office for each
National Forest or Grassland
before heading afield. Here is
the contact information:

If you intend to hunt in the
national forest lands, an Annual
Public Hunting Permit (avail-
able for $48 wherever hunting
licenses are sold) is needed and
provides access to more than
350,000 acres of public hunting
lands in East Texas.

"It appears that the stage is
set for a pretty good year this
year for turkey hunters in the
Pineywoods," said Gary
Calkins, TPWD' district ‘biolo-
gist for the Pineywoods. "We've
had about three years of really
good reproduction and not a lot
of harvest so there should be a
bunch of older birds out there.
We've also had fairly good win-
ter conditions. The acorn crop
last year was a little spotty, and
early winter rains were not real-
ly abundant, but late winter
rains and mild temps have
allowed conditions to be good
this spring. I expect good hunt-
ing throughout the District."

In the Post Oak Savannah
ecoregion, where some eastern
turkey hunting has begun to
spread, district biologist David
Sierra noted, "With such a mild
winter and spring shaping up
well, combining with what I
would consider another great
hatch last year, this should make
a great spring turkey season.
The Post Oak has had at least
three years worth of great spring
and good summer conditions for
hatching and raising poults. I
had many reports last summer of
hens with large groups of poults,
so there should be a number of
young birds in the woods this
spring. The chances should be
very good this year for a suc-
cessful spring hunt."

Under the new p()llLy, col-
lege graduates who can make it
through a criminal background
check and pass teacher exams
can be hired to teach grades
eight to 12. Before walking into
a classroom, however, those
opting to try the program must
have received training in school
law, course planning, classroom
management and basic teaching
methods.

A temporary teaching cer-
tificate would then be valid for
two school ‘Yearsr-After that
time, a-districticould. recom-
mend that the teacher receive a
permanent certificate.

The new program is aimed
at helping school districts
strapped for teachers, but it also
will help college grads looking
for a new career.

Rainy days cause dangerous
driving conditions

April showers bring pretty
flowers and dented fenders.

According to National
Highway  Traffic  Safety
Administration statistics, nearly
one million vehicle accidents a
year occur in wet weather.
Many of  these rainy-day
wrecks are caused by motorists
failing to appreciate the vast
difference between driving in
wet and dry conditions, says
Peter Cunningham, a champi-
onship winning race car driver
who tours the U.S.  for
Firestone, teaching driving
skills and discussing the impor-
tance of proper tires.

"To drive safely on wet
pavement, you have to recog-
nize the demands that you, your
vehicle and your tires face,"
Cunningham says. "It's very
different than driving on dry
pavement, but many motorists
fail to change techniques and
attention. That's when many
wet weather accidents occur."

Cunningham's wet weather
driving tips include:

* Slow down. As your
speed decreases, the tire foot-
print (the amount of the tire's
tread contacting the road sur-
face) increases, providing better
traction. You also reduce the
risk of hydroplaning should you
run into deeper water puddled
on the road.

* Maintain a safe distance.
Even with a good wet weather
tire, be prepared for longer
stopping distances on wet pave-
ment. Since other cars may not
have proper tires for wet weath-
er driving, be extra alert at stop
signs and red lights.

* Choose tires carefully.
Too many drivers buy a tire
based on initial price or appear-
ance. For optimum perform-
ance in the rain, select a tire
with tread design and rubber
compounds  that  provide
enhanced wet weather driving
capabilities, such as the new
Firestone FT70(c) with its
patented UNI-T technologies.
One of the newest and best tires
available for wet weather con-
ditions, the Firestone FT70(c)
features the patented
WeatherGrip Tread Compound
which enhances wet perform-
ance..and also..optimizes .wear
resistance for. longer. tread life,
In addition, the tire's patented
tread design combines wide
straight grooves and deep rib
notches to deliver impressive
rain and snow performance.

* Properly maintain your
tires. No tire can provide good
wet traction once the tread is
worn below 2/32nd's of an inch
tread depth. Check your tires
regularly and replace them at
the proper time. Also, maintain
the proper air pressure in your
tires; check your vehicle manu-
facturer handbook or the door

jamb for the proper air pressure
for your particular vehicle and
tires.

* Go smoothly. When brak-
ing, accelerating or turning,
avoid jerky, abrupt movements.

* Handling a skid - Losing
control of your car on wet pave-
ment is a frightening experience.
You can prevent skids by driv-
ing slowly and carefully, espe-
cially on curves. Brake before
entering the curves. Steer and
brake with a light touch. If you
find yourself in a skid, remain
calm, ease your foot off the gas,
and carefully steer in the direc-
tion you want the front of the car
to go. This procedure, known as
"steering into the skid," will
bring the back end of your car in
line with the front. For cars
without anti-lock brakes, avoid
using your brakes. If your car
has ABS, brake firmly as you
"steer into the skid." If you have
a manual transmission, push in
the clutch and let the vehicle
slow down until control is
regained.

* Plan your braking. If you
are entering a curve slow down
and brake sgently before you
start to turn.

* Turn on your lights. In
most states it's required by law.
It may not help you see, but it
will help other drivers see you.

* Check your wipers. Install
new wiper blades at least once a
year to ensure good vision.

* Don't follow large trucks
or busses closely. Splash and
spray from these vehiclés can
obscure your vision, creating a
potentially disastrous driving
situation. Keep your distance,
and your windshield wipers on,
when other traffic is in front of
you.

* Oily deposits - Watch for
intersections because of the oil
spots in the road. Rain is most
dangerous when it falls after a
long, dry spell on to roads that
have become polished and
smooth: the rain blends with oil
and rubber-dust deposits on the
road surface to form a highly
dangerous skid mixture. That
mixture builds up at intersec-
tions, where cars stop and start
frequently. Be extra careful
immediately after it starts rain-
ing because it-takes -a-while-for
the worst of .the.dirt and .oil . to
get washed off the road.

Cunningham says his tips
can be shortened to "T & T."

"Think and Tires," he says.
"Think about your driving and
install good tires for wet weath-
er. Once you've installed the
tires, keep them inflated proper-
ly and replace them when tread-
wear indicator bars show. Don't
be shy about asking information
from your tire dealer.

“Your safety -- and mine --
could depend on your tires and
how you think."

A couple traveling from Illinois to the Grand Canyon for a month long vacation hit a slick spot on 1-10 on Monday, April 5, 2004.
The truck and trailer they were in hydroplaned, causing the driver to lose control. The vehicles spun around backwards before hit-
ting the guard rail, turned and careened over the side of the embankment. The travel trailer landed on its side and split in half.

The driver and the passenger both escaped uninjured.
