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Commissioners vote to start new 
grandstand project at arena

The Sutton County 
Commissioners voted Monday 
to award Southern Bleacher 
Company of Graham, Texas, the 
project of rebuilding the grand­
stands at the Sutton County 
Arena. The bid was the only one 
received, proposing an amount 
of $53,620 to build a 700 seat 
grandstand, to be completed 
within eight weeks of the 
acceptance date. Sutton County 
Judge Carla Garner said that she 
had gone over the specs and 
everything looked good, but a 
concrete foundation would have 
to be built before the grand­
stands were constructed. The 
foundation will allow for the 
grandstands to be on the level of 
the pre-existing box seats that 
are used during the Sutton 
County Days Outlaw Pro 
Rodeo. The new bleachers are 
proposed to be longer than the 
existing seats, so more box seats 
can be built at a later date, 
allowing for even more seating. 
The existing grandstand was 
damaged in a wind storm two 
years ago, and a new one is vital 
to the continued safety of 
patrons at events held at the 
arena. The Sonora Chamber of 
Commerce and the Sonora 
Industrial Development Board 
have both allotted $25,000 to go 
toward the reconstruction of 
these grandstands. Sutton 
County wili match that amount, 
and additional funding may 
have to be sought at a later date. 
Garner confessed that she is 
nervous about tĥ t time left 
before Sutton County Days, but 
said that if all goes as expected, 
the project can be completed by 
the third weekend in August. 
Oscar Jimenez, with the Road 
and Bridge Department, will be 
in charge of tearing down the 
old grandstand and preparing 
the area for the foundation and a 
paving project around the rest­
rooms. Jimenez said that he is 
hoping to get some of the 
caliche for the project donated 
by local ranchers.

The commissioners agreed 
to bid out the concrete project of 
building the foundation, with 
the stipulation that an engi­
neer’s seal be provided on the 
project. This will ensure a sound 
foundation and prevent any 
problems in the future. The call 
for proposals on the project are 
advertised in the public notice 
section of this issue.

In regular business, Adelita 
Alvarez, Justice of the Peace, 
reported 886 criminal cases 
filed for the month of March.

Sutton County Sheriff, Joe 
Fincher, reported 45 inmates in 
March, for a daily average of 
9.3. The cost per meal averaged 
$1.14 and $10,391 was generat­
ed in fees. The dispatchers han­
dled 1,083 calls. The deputies 
logged about 7,000 miles, aver­
aging 16.1 mpg at 9(t per mile.

Sutton County Extension 
Agents, Pascual Hernandez and 
Kelly Thorp reported that com­
puter tech classes had began this 
week and there were a couple of 
spots still open. The series will 
go for eight weeks, two times a 
week for one hour, from 4:00 
p.m. to 5:00 p.m. at Sonora 
Middle School lab.

Jimenez reported that the 
Road and Bridge Department 
were completing the work on 
Jacoby Road this week and 
would be moving on to Powell 
Road. He also said that the new
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The county Road and Bridge departments begin the destruc­
tion of the Sutton County Arena grandstands. A new set is 
scheduled to be in place by August.
mower for the cemetery had 
been purchased and, when it 
wasn’t raining, it was being put 
to use.

Maura Weingart, Sutton 
County Auditor, reported that 
the Thunderbird Transportation 
quarterly report shows that the 
usage is up compared to last 
year. She also thanked the J.P.’s 
office and the Clerk’s office for 
their assistance during the 
recent legislature upgrades. The 
new systems should make 
everyone’s job easier.

County Attorney David 
Wallace reported that $439.46 
had been recovered in hot 
checks in the month of March.

Judge Gamer told the com­
missioners that Dominion was 
making a matching donation of 
$12,500 to the the Health 
Foundation and would be mak­
ing a check presentation at the 
lunch on April 15. Garner asked 
that Commissioner Mike 
Villanueva be present since he 
approached Dominion for the 
funds.

Garner said that the billing 
company out of San Antonio 
that the EMS is using had called 
and said that they were billing 
to low. The recommendation 
from the company was to raise 
the base rate from $275 to $325 
and the mileage rate from $4 to 
$6.75. Medicaid and insurance 
are currently paying 100% of all 
charges, and there is room to 
increase without charging too 
much. Hudspeth Hospital 
Administrator, Keith Butler, 
explained how the charges work 
with the insurance companies 
and Medicaid and advised that 
the county would still be operat­
ing on the low end of what 
could be charged for EMS serv­
ices. He suggested that the com­
missioners take the recommen­
dation and look at the charges 
again in a year. A motion was 
then made and approved to 
make the recommended 
increase in EMS charges.

Judge Garner told the court 
that she had received a compli­

ment on the Road and Bridge 
Department, stating that they 
were doing a great job on the 
road improvements and had 
been very polite and profession­
al. Everyone commended Oscar 
Jimenez on a job well done.

The commissioners voted to 
oppose a proposed resolution 
from Governor Perry that would 
put a cap on county tax rates. 
The proposed cap would tie the 
hands of local governments and 
might be a problem if an emer­
gency situation arose.

The court approved the 
advertising for summer help for 
the county.

Bids for road and bridge 
materials were opened, with the 
project being awarded to the low 
bidder, Wirek Bros, out of 
Johnson City.

The commissioners then 
approached the cleaning of the 
civic center again. Judge Garner 
read the existing rates for clean­
ing deposits and said that 
Janalyn Jones had reported that 
individuals were not cleaning 
the center to specifications. 
After looking over the current 
prices and reviewing the list of 
approved cleaners, the commis­
sioners voted to allow only the 
approved list of cleaners. This 
will cut down on the center not 
being cleaned properly after 
rentals and having upset renters.' 
A deposit will be required at the 
time of rental. The center will be 
checked and approved by Jones 
at the Civic Center before pay­
ment is made for the cleaning. 
The commissioners agreed to 
have Judge Garner talk to the 
approved cleaning crews and get 
an average cost before they set a 
cleaning fee. Judge Garner and 
all the commissioners agreed 
that these changes need to be 
made to better care for the facil­
ity and keep it in good condition 
for future use.

There was no further busi­
ness to discuss and the meeting 
was adjourned.

During the course of the 
clinic, which will include the 
evaluation of a pen of bucks and 
a pen of does, the finer points of 
selection and breed character 
will be discussed. This will be 
an excellent opportunity for 
those new to Boer goats, as well 
as the seasoned Boer goat 
breeder, to learn from one of the 
foremost teachers in the field. 
The clinic is designed to encour­
age participant input with a 
question and answer session. 
This is a free clinic and every­
one is welcome.

Conducting herd consulta­
tions will be one of the several 
duties Mr. Burger will be per­
forming while in the area.

Q. Was J. L. Davis a Texas 
Ranger?

A. Records on file at the 
Texas Ranger Hall of Fame 
show that Pvt. J. L. Davis, 
Commissioned Officer Pat 
Dolan, Organization: Co. F. 
Frontier Battalion, Enlisted on 
September 1, 1876, and was dis­
charged on August 20, 1877. He 
was 22 years old, 6 ft. tall, light 
hair, blue eyes, fair skinned and 
occupation before service was 
farmer. He was born in Bastrop, 
Texas, and served 11 months 
and 21 days according to the 
Ranger Muster Roll.

The Devil’s River News of 
November 29, 1890, states that 
J. L. Davis and his family have 
arrived in Sonora and bought 
residence property. In the 
January 31, 1891 issue, it states 

'9 he has a ranch 25 miles below 
Sonora.

Sutton County records 
show that he served as Sheriff 
and Tax Collector of Sutton 
County for several terms. He 
was first elected during the Nov. 
1892 election and was sworn in 
on the 26th of November 1892 
and served until January of 
1895. Usually terms run from 
January after the election, but 
McConnell was angry about not 
being re-elected and walked out, 
and Davis was sworn in early.

He was defeated during the 
next election. It seems he had 

^  been appointed as a Special 
Deputy U. S. Marshal during his 
term of office and secretly did 
an extensive investigation of 
illegal alcohol sales in Sutton 
County. A lot of alcohol was 
being smuggled into or brewed 
in Sutton County and being sold 
at local bars, etc. with no tax 
stamps. Davis arrested some 
very powerful men and made 
himself a lot of enemies. After 
their trials, when their friends 
on the jury saw to it that there 
were hung Juries, these men 
banded together and got 
McConnell put back into office. 
The charges against them disap­
peared after the election.

- '̂J. L.'Davis did contitnie to 
serve as a deputy and the jailor 
for many hiofe years. Hd'^^arialiis' 
family lived downstairs in the 
jail. His daughter told me that 
her mother cared for the prison­

ers when they were ill and 
cooked their meals. She was 
paid for these services and 
invested the extra money in 
stock of her own. She insisted 
on going up the hill to the 
Saunders house to give birth to 
her children. She wasn’t going 
to have people saying her chil­
dren were born in jail. Her 
daughter, Ray, was bom at the 
Saunders home in 1895 and 
would laugh when she told this 
story and say "thanks to 
Momma, I didn’t have to say I 
was born in the Sutton County 
Jail." J. L. had a ranch south of 
town at first; then bought one 
north of town.

J. L. Davis was re-elected to 
the office of Sheriff and Tax 
Collector of Sutton County in 
November of 1901 and sworn 
into office in January of 1902. 
He was re-elected again in 
November of 1903 and served 
until January of 1905. He had 
served as a deputy under Sheriff 
E. S. Briant during his term and 
helped to capture the outlaw 
Will Carver in April of 1901. 
During Davis’ term of office, in 
September of 1902, there was a 
very large fire in Sonora that 
destroyed one side of Main St. 
The heat was so intense it blis­
tered the paint on the
Courthouse and warped glass in 
some of the windows.
Explosions of dynamite, that 
was stored in some of the build­
ings that burned, blew out win­
dows in building across the 
street. Davis and his deputies 
were kept busy guarding the 
building after the fire. There is 
even a picture showing them 
guarding the bank vault as offi­
cers of the bank carefully 
removed records and money 
from the fireproof vault, which 
was inside the bank.

J. L. Davis had helped fight 
the fire and helped people try to 
salvage anything they could 
from the wreckage. He and the 
other members of the 
Woodsman of the World worked 
with the Masonic Lodge mem­
bers to help people repair their 
business houses and keep them 
safe from looters. The people of 
the town worked together. 
Thanks to insurance money and 
loans, 'Mai» Street wasi irebuikyi 
and the side that had completely 
biiftled ib'tfte'graiiJrtd was 'dlthdsf 
totally rebuilt within a year.

J. L. Davis died July 20, 
1914, in Mineral Wells at the 
age of 59. His death was caused

by pneumonia brought on by 
smoke inhalation from a large 
fire that destroyed many homes 
in Mineral Wells. He suffered 
heat stroke and a severe cough 
brought on by his trying to save 
items from a home that 
belonged to his family and then 
from some of his neighbors’ 
homes. He was survived by his 
wife, Martha Savannah Howton 
Davis, whom he had married in 
1877, and had the following 
children: one son. Ruby Davis 
and five daughters, Mrs. Tom 
Covington of Elida, New 
Mexico, Mrs, Hollie 
McGonagill, Mrs. Ben Meckel 
and Misses Ruth and Ray Davis 
of Sonora.

His body was brought from 
Mineral Wells to San Angelo by 
the Woodsman of the World. 
Eamily and friends then escorted 
the body to Sonora, and he was 
buried in the Sonora Cemetery.

Several interesting facts 
regarding his time as deputy are 
not known by many people. 
During a domestic disturbance 
call, J. L. Davis saved the life of 
E. S. Briant. Briant had gone in 
first and been shot in the shoul­
der by one of the people having 
a violent fight. Davis shot that 
person when they again tried to 
shoot Briant. Briant had just 
recovered from this wound 
when the battle with Will Carver 
and Kilpatrick took place. 
Doctors who treated Carver stat­
ed that the fatal bullet was fired 
by Davis. Briant readily agreed 
with the doc and was the first to 
admit that he "couldn’t hit the 
broad side of a barn." The news­
papers gave Briant credit for the 
capture since he was the Sheriff 
of Sutton County, but he had the 
help of Deputy J. L. Davis inside 
the building and Deputy Sharp 
and Constable Thomason were 
guarding the exits.

There are many stories writ­
ten about the exploits of 
Company E. Erontier Battalion, 
but we don’t know if J. L. Davis 
participated in these incidents as 
most of the names of the Texas 
Rangers aren’t listed; only the 
battalion and commanders’ 
names are shown in those we 
have seen.

Up on Eaton Hill
Captivated by Eagles.

“A bird in the hand is worth 
two in the bush.” Hmmm. 
Whoever coined that phrase 
could not have anticipated the 
hoop-lah occurring along Hwy 
29, just west of Llano. Ask the 
folks around there and they’ll 
tell you “a bird in the hand” is 
worth NOTHING compared to 
two bald eagles in a tree. Add 
two young eaglets and another 
adult male and you’ve got the 
formula for a phenomenal pub­
lic response. That is exactly 
what has happened.

If you build it...they will 
come. It all started in late 
October 2003, when a pair of 
bald eagles began building their 
six-foot diameter nest in a tree 
approximately 130 yards from 
the road. Eagles are known to 
nest in the area but never in such 
a highly visible location. It is 
unusual for bald eagles to toler­
ate people in close proximity to 
their nest. Another unusual 
aspect is the presence of a third 
adult male. According to Dale 
Schmidt, biologist with the 
Texas Parks and Wildlife 
department, this behavior is rare 
and has never before been docu­
mented in Texas. The bird is 
believed to be an offspring of 
the pair and has been observed 
helping with the young. He has 
not been seen in a couple of 
weeks and has probably relocat­
ed to his own nesting site. The 
eggs are believed to have been 
laid around Christmas and to 
have hatched sometime in late 
January or early February. As 
word spread, people began to 
show up. From passersby to 
bird enthusiasts to scientists to 
families, people began lining 
the highway, thrilling to the 
experience of witnessing these 
majestic birds in their natural 
habitat. Numbers have grown 
to the tune of an estimated 700 
people per day -  every day, with 
an increase on the weekends of 
up to 1,000 plus with folks 
arriving from all over the coun­
try. Some come every other day 
and stay from sunup to sundbWii' 
while others are on .site ^eaphij 
morning. Many friendly 
onlookers are eager to share 
their viewing scopes or binocu­
lars so that ill-equipped new­
comers can appreciate the 
remarkable opportunity. The 
audience has witnessed feedings 
-  primarily fish and turtles, and 
the progression of behaviors 
that will ultimately produce 
independent young American 
bald eagles. Tripods, spotting 
scopes and telephoto lenses line 
the highway. The Texas 
Department of Transportation 
installed parking signs and the 
DPS, Sheriff’s Dept, and Game 
Warden all contribute to direct­
ing traffic and maintaining 
order and safety. Texas Parks 
and Wildlife biologist Dale 
Schmidt has been inundated

with phone calls and interviews. 
Numerous television crews, 
newspapers and radio shows 
have covered the story, includ­
ing a front-page feature in the 
Austin American Statesman.

Currently, the parents are 
away from the nest for several 
hours at a time, returning to feed 
and perform high-speed flybys, 
perhaps designed to encourage 
the youngsters to spread their 
wings and soar. Bald eagles 
commonly return to the same 
nest (which can weigh up to 200 
lbs.) and plans are being dis­
cussed for how to best handle 
the eagle fans in 2005 should 
this pair honor us with another 
chance to witness their nesting 
season.

I imagine the dedicated 
observers have bonded with 
each other like a pack of proud 
aunts and uncles as together 
they have watched the eaglets 
develop from fuzzy hatchlings 
to awkward young birds, learn­
ing to fly. Just yesterday morn­
ing, the wind carried one of the 
young eaglets beyond its com­
fort zone. Imagine the crowd’s 
collective sigh of relief as it 
returned safely to the nest and 
hunkered deep within. Some 
folks have begun referring to the 
birds as “Freedom” and 
“Liberty”. Anticipation is 
building as the time nears when 
the "’f^eiglings °taice' their 'fi’fs r 
flfgh’f from'the^Vtesi.'^I ¿fif cef-'

tain the crowd will erupt in 
delight-filled applause when the 
moment arrives. It is an eagle 
extravaganza like never before, 
but just as interesting is the 
human response.

This is nature tourism at its 
best. People are engaged with 
the natural world in a meaning­
ful and tangible way, igniting 
wonder, educating young and 
old, creating lasting memories 
along with a sense of communi­
ty and connection to the awe­
some world around us, creating 
a common appreciation through 
a unique and shared experience. 
Who do you think has the most 
interesting view -  the people or 
the eagles?

We don’t have any bald 
eagles nesting on Eaton Hill but 
ni bet you could see a great 
horned owl from the fence line 
at the flagpole. Last year, an 
owl was nesting across the 
highway in the road cut, and I 
was told one has been spotted 
recently in the same area. The 
best time is early morning or at 
dusk. The wildflowers have 
never been more beautiful, and 
rains have washed everything 
clean, creating an incredible 
display of color, shape and tex­
ture. Hit the trails!

A taxing time of year

The week is 

finally upon us. By 
Ithe time you read 
this column, you will 

have finished filing your taxes 
or filing for an extension. As we 
dove into the pamphlets, filled 
out the forms and contacted our 
accountants, many of us were 
wondering, "how much worse 
can it get?" The answer: much, 
much worse.

Would you believe that 
some members of Congress 
would like to do away with the 
tax relief that is putting money 
back in the hands of the 
American people and growing 
the economy.

Under the previous admin­
istration, taxes reached an 
unprecedented high.

Governor’s 
school plan 
cuts property 
taxes 17%

AUSTIN - Gov. Rick 
Perry's school finance plan hit 
the fan late last week. y*

It sounded good to some as 
it was announced, but as the 
week progressed and into the 
weekend, Texas taxpayers, 
school officials and lawmakers 
had mixed reactions to the pro­
posal.

Essentially, this is the plan, 
formally labeled the 
Educational Excellence and 
Equity Plan: (If you smoke, you 
might want to light up and take 
a deep drag before reading on.)

An additional $l-a-pack 
tax would be imposed on ciga­
rettes as well as fees on what 
were politely referred to as adult 
eriteftaifiment establishments, 
i Subject to voters approving 

a constitutional amendment, in 
a semi-sin tax (if you are 
opposed to gambling), video 
lottery terminals - the nice term 
for what are better known as 
slot machines - would be per­
mitted.

Horticulture tips for April

_ ' EXTENSipN
PLANT:
• Seeds of amaranthus, 

celosia, marigold, portulaca, 
zinnia, and other warm season 
annuals can be sown directly in 
the beds where they are to grow. 
Keep seeded area moist until 
seeds germinate. Mulching will 
help retain the moisture in the 
soil longer and will also dis­
courage weed growth. Thin out 
the seedlings as soon as they 
have 3 to 5 sets of leaves. 
Surplus plants can cause too 
much shading and weakens 
plants.

• Transplants of warm sea­
son vegetables such as tomatoes 
and peppers can be set out now. 
Any transplant must be accli­
mated before being planted into 
the garden. The way to accli­
mate your transplants is by 
moving the plants outdoors, out 
of the direct sun and wind for a 
few days. Next, move them in 
partial shade. Complete these 
steps gradually over the course 
of a week, then move them into 
full sun.

• For instant color, pur­
chase annual and perennial 
plants. Select short, compact 
plants.

PRUNE:
• Pruning of spring flower­

ing shrubs should be done soon 
after flowering. Keep the natu­
ral shape of the plant in mind as 
you prune and avoid excessive 
cutting except where it’s neces­
sary to control size.

• Prune back hybrid tea 
roses as soon as they complete 
flowering. '

• In your annual flower 
beds, remove spent flowers and 
trim back excessive growth. 

FERTILIZE:
• Roses have high fertilizer 

requirements. Use a complete 
fertilizer for the first application

just as new growth starts, then 
use ammonium sulfate every 4 
to 6 weeks, usually just as the 
next growth cycle starts follow­
ing a flowering period.

• Applying fertilizer does 
wonders for rejuvenating annual 
beds.

• Apply a 2-1-1 or 3-1-2- 
analysis fertilizer to your warm 
season grasses. Use the same 
high nitrogen fertilizer for shade 
trees, evergreens and ground 
covers. Add iron later this 
month for plants that show 
chlorosis (yellowing leaves with 
dark green veins). Sweep iron 
products off any surface that 
could be stained.

BE ON THE LOOKOUT:
• Continue to spray rose 

varieties susceptible to black 
spot using a,spray containing a 
general fungicide. Use as 
directed on the label.

• Check new tender growth 
for aphids on annuals and peren­
nials.

M I S C E L L A N E O U S
CHORES:

• Flower and vegetable seed 
left over after planting the gar­
den can be saved for the next 
season by closing the 'packets 
with t^pe jorjpaper clips  ̂ ancl|j 
stored in a sealed glass jar in the 
refrigerator until needed.

• Check garden hoses and 
replace them if they’re leaking. 
Sharpen garden tools, oil 
pruners and loppers. Scrub the 
birdbaths that may have been 
sitting all winter. Scrub pots that 
you are planning on reusing this 
year with 1 part chlorine bleach 
to 9 parts water solution.

• Continue regular spray 
programs for fruit and pecan 
crops. Contact your County 
Extension Office for a copy of 
the "Homeowner’s Fruit and 
Pecan Spray Schedule."

Sonora Experiment Station sets 
“Juniper, Water and You” Field Day
by Steve Byrns,

SONORA — Ever wonder 
how much rainfall a juniper or 
"cedar" tree uses? Or how much 
water brush control on the 
Edwards Plateau can potentially 
save?

The answers to water and 
brush-related questions will be 
addressed during "Juniper, 
Water and You," a field day con­
ducted by the Texas Agricultural 
Experiment Station from 10:30 
a.m. to 4 p.m. April 21 at the 
Sonora Research Station.

The station is located about 
midway between Rocksprings 
and Sonora on U.S. Hwy 55.

Dr. Brad Wilcox, associate 
professor in Texas A&M 
University's rangeland ecology 
and management department at 
College Station and a field day 
coordinator, said the program 
will demonstrate some of the 
latest research on how juniper 
affects the water supply on the 
Edwards Plateau.

"The morning program will 
be devoted to three overview 
presentations on the linkages 
between juniper and water," 
said Wilcox.

EQIP sign-up underway
The local USDA Natural Resources Conservation Service 

(NRCS) office is taking applicatiohs fbr the 2004 Environmental 
Quality Incentive Program (EQIP). The deadline for applications is 
April 16, 2004.

This year the Local Workgroup Committee (LWG), in con­
junction with the Program Development Group, has established the 
control of invasive brush species as the primary resource concern 
for Sutton County. Each year the LWG consults with various pro­
ducers, organizations, agencies to determine the best way to dis­
tribute local conservation funds through the EQIP program. Last 
year Sutton County received a county allocation of $72,000.(X) This 
year the allocation is expected to be higher.

Applications applying conservation practices to address the 
control of mesquite, cedar, and prickly pear will receive high pri­
ority ranking. Applications for water development and fencing will 
be taken, but will only be ranked after all high priority applications 
have been ranked and funded.

The cost share rate has been established at 50% for all but lim­
ited resource producers. The cost share rate for these individuals 
has been set at 55%.

Producers should try to call ahead to make an appointment. 
They will also need to make sure that all their records are up to date 
with the Farm Service Agency (FSA). All producers who are inter­
ested in signing up should contact Tom Payton at the USDA 
Service Center at 301 Crockett or 325/387-2730 ext 3.

Capital Highlights from page 6
automobile sales tax laws would 
be boarded up to raise revenue.

Beyond these measures that 
would generate new revenue, 
Texans would see an average 17 
percent drop in their residential 
tax bill. The Perry Plan would 
set a ceiling of $1.25 per $100 
valuation on residential proper­
ty, and $1.40 for business prop­
erty.

School districts will be 
allowed to seek voter approval 
for local enrichment, but that 
enrichment cannot exceed 5 
cents per two-year budget cycle 
beginning in 2007 for a maxi­
mum of 15 cents.

All this, the governor said, 
would infuse Texas' public 
schools with $2.5 billion in new 
revenue while saving property 
owners $6 billion in taxes. Of 
the estimated additional money 
for schools, $1 billion of that 
would come from the achieve­
ment incentive plan Perry had 
announced earlier.

Though Perry has now laid 

out a plan, it still takes legisla­
tive approval.

A lesser-known dead­
line...

Just about anyone older 
than 18 knows the annual sig­
nificance of April 15, the dead­
line for filing income tax 
returns or an extension.

But that also is the deadline 
for filing business property tax 
renditions in Texas. Huh?

In the past, small Texas 
businesses may not have rushed 
to file their renditions, but the 
last legislative session passed a 
measure (SB 340) setting mon­
etary penalties for late-filers, 
those who don't file at all or 
those who turn in an incomplete 
or false rendition.
