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Mosquito Cordrol 
Will Save Many 
Lives in Texas

AUSTIN— “A  m arked saving in 
hum an lives and im proved health  
conditions may be optained in large 
m easure by an educational progra n  
for the control of the m osquito,” 
suggests Dr. George W. Cox, state  
health  officer.

•Malaria is transm itted  to h u ­
m ans,” he said, ‘"by the bite of the 
Anopheles mosqueto. This mosquito 
acquires the m alaria parasites by 
biting a person who has these p a ra ­
sites in his blood. She (it is the fe­
m ale who transm its this disease) 
then  bites a well person. The p ara ­
sites en ter the blood, grow, and m ul­
tiply there. Poisons are formed and 
carried  in the blood stream  to all 
jjarts of the body. The person bitten  
by the carrie r mosquito begins to 
sh iver w ith  chills, burns w ith fever, 
a r d  to have headache.

“Prevention of m alaria s h o u l d  
s ta rt w ith the protection of hum ans 
from the bite of the infected mosquito 
and continue through to the elim ina­
tion of the mo.'iquito.

“The protect^m  of hum ans may be 
acci> : plished by screening all houses 
to p ievent the entrance of m osqui­
toes. .-A IG-mesh w ire schcen should 
be placed over all op'cnings. Be sure 
th a t i.ll chimneys, cracks and other 
openings are  covered.

••Ti'.'“ m alaria m osquito breeds in 
still w .iter and the pools and grassy 
edges of running w ater, as well as in 
ra iny  places w here w ater is allowed 
to collect or stand. The fem ale mos­
quito  then lays her eggs on the su r­
face of the w ater, w here they float, 
and in a few days hatch into “wiggle 
tails." These live in the w ater and in 
tim e tu rn  into mosquitoes. These 
changes m ust take place in the w ater 
and require tw elve to fourteen d a /s  
in sum m er to complete the cycle.

“ In order to prevent the m alaria 
m osquito from breeding, destroy 
th e ir shelters by rem oving all brush 
and weeds; and drain  or otherw ise 
control the ir breeding places in 
w a te r by spraying the surface w ith

The bureau  
cf engraving and prin ting  pays a t the 
la te  of $10.65 per day.

Perkins Donates to 
S. M. U. Gymnasium

J . J . Perkins, w ealthy W ichita 
Falls ph ilan throp ist and oilman, 
cnnounced to the Southern  M ethodist 
U niversity board  of trustees , of 
w hich he is a  m em ber, th a t he and 
Mrs. Perk ins would give up to $150,- 
000 to provide a new  gym nasium  for 
SMU, Dr. U m phrey Lee, president, 
.<-aid following the annual June  
story building of tw o-story  dim en- 
m eeting of the board.

The gym nasium  will be a one- 
sion containing seating facilities for 
4,000 persons, basketball and other 

' courts, offices for the physical edu- 
* cation and ath letic  departm ents,
I dressing rooms for team s, coaches 
, and officials, a clinic, lockers, phy­
sical education classrooms, ticket 
booths and concession rooms. The 
building will be in  m odern Georgian 
style arch itectu re  to conform w ith 
o ther buildings on the campus.

Perkins, long a benefactor of SMU 
and the M ethodist Church, first 
aided the university  in the  early  
1920’s w hen he helped m ake a pool 
of $100,000 to buy lots from SMU. In 
1939, Perk ins gave a $30,000 resident 
building to the M ethodist orphanage 
in Waco, nam ing it the Lois Perkins 
Hoi.ne in honor of his wife.

O ther philanthropies to SMU in ­
clude the endow m ent of a $50,000 
professorial chair in 1922 and in 
1938 $75,000 for the completion of 
w hat is now Perkins Hall of A dm in­
istration, a th ree-sto ry  office bu ild ­
ing on the northw est p a rt of the 
campus. Perk ins w as in 1938 voted 
the outstanding philanthropic citizen 
of W ichita Falls.

Prediction About 
Eggs is Made by 
Specialist

COLLEGE STATION—The t i m e  
w ill come w hen eggs will be sold in 
Texas according to governm ent 
grade.

In  m aking this prophecy. M yrtle 
M urray, extension service specialist 
in home industries, points out th a t 
10 states already have m ade grading 
compulsory. She believes the ideal 
m ethod of m arketing  eggs would be 
fo r the producer to deliver his eggs 
to a central place w here they could 
be candled and graded by an expert, 
then  sold by lots according to grade. 
This m eans the best eggs would 
d raw  a prem ium  price.

Eggs a re  not sold in sufficient vol­
um e in m any sections of th is state  
to justify  the expense of em ploying 
a licensed grader.

The United States standard  is used 
as a basis for grading eggs a t m any 
of the large term inal m arkets in the 
country. U nder th> • plan, eggs, g rad ­
ed by a licensed .ra to r, are  placed 
in sealed cartons w ith certificates of 
quality approved by the agricu ltural 
m arketing service. Not only the 
grade, bu t the date of grading, and 
the size of the egg are given on the 
certificate. Size is im portant, Miss 
M urray says. A dozen eggs should be 
uniform ly large, uniform ly m edium  
or uniform ly small, and all should be 
fairly  uniform  in shape. Color is 
Icastant, b u t all w hite or all brow n 
eggs are more attractiv^e.

Care is an im portan t factor in 
m aintaining the quality  of eggs. They 
.should be gathered in a w ire basket 
and kept in a cool place w here there  
is a good circulation of air. This will 
prevent deterioration. Eggs should 
be gathered a t least tw ice daily and 
m arketed two o r th ree  tim es a week.

Poultry  speciali.«ts of the A. & M. 
College extension service have p re ­
pared m aterial on the grading of eggs 
during sum m er m onths, and copies 
are  obtainable from  the office of 
county extension agents.

B ulletin  No. 597, Texas agricu l­
tu ra l experim ent station, discusses 
the  relationships of land use to eros­
ion and sedim entation. The feasibil- 
lity  of controlling the w ater flow and 
s ilt transporta tion  by a system atic 
trea tm en t of w atershed  lands is 
^■uggested and the  benefits to be d e ­
rived a re  indicated. This bulletin  is 
ju s t off the press and is available for 
D istribution. It is the  resu lt of a 
study of the T rin ity  R iver Basin and 
w ill serve as a good guide to land 
ow ners in o ther w atersheds w here 
conditions are  very  sim ilar to those 
on the T rin ity  w atershed.

The ra tes of reservoir sed im enta­
tion have been excessively increased 
by unsound land  use. Soil loss from 
up land  fields not only reduces soil 
productiv ity , low ers land values, and 
reduces farm  income, b u t its depiosi- 
tion in reser\'o irs  g reatly  increases 
the  cost of w a te r storage.

The to tal annual dam age caused 
by silta tion in all the  reservoirs hi 
the  T rin ity  R iver Basin w ithout u p ­
land  erosion control w as found to  be 
approx im ate ly  $165,000 a year. I t  is 
estim ated th a t $90,000. o r m ore than  
or.e-half of th is dam age, could be 
1 revented  if approved erosion con­
tro l practices w ere applied to ap-1 
p rox im ate ly  tw o-th irds of the total

Dairy Cows Should be 
Kept Contented

(Jo d LEGE STATION—In order 
for a dairy cow to produce most ef- 
ijciency, she should have the capa­
city to yield a large quaiuily  of m ilk 
and a t the sam e time have the raw  
m aterials from  w hich to create it. 
A nother requirem ent w hich is a l­
most as im portant, says G. G. G ib­
son, assistant extensian dairym an for 
A. & M. College, is th a t the condi­
tions for doing the w ork m ust be 
favorable, nam ely, she should be 
kept a contented cow. A nything con­
tributing  to the com fort and w ell­
being of a cow usually is classed as 
m anagem ent.

“Each oversight in m anagem ent 
takes its share of profit and omis­
sions in m anagem ent seldom result 
in decrease in costs of production,’’ 

iLibson says. “A shade over a w ater 
trough, for exam ple, costs little  and 
not having one in hot w eather re ­
sults in less milk. Keeping breeding 
dates costs nothing, yet the lack of a 
proper rest period could decrease the 
total production for the  succeeding 
location by 25 to 50 per cent.”

A safety bullpen m ight cost a 
dairym an $100, bu t it w ill prolong 
fhe useful life of the bull and m ight 
save the dairym an’s life. O ther de­
tails of dairy  herd m anagem ent are 
location of pastures near the m ilking 
barn, convenient w ater supply, and 
shade or shelter for the herd  ac­
cording to conditions of the w eather.

“Above all, handle the herd  so tha t 
the cows will not become wild or 
nervous. G entle trea tm ent makes a 
gentle herd  and helps m ake a p rofit­
able herd ,” the specialists counsels.

G eneral Page, using the nation :.t 
large as an exam ple, pointed out that 
out of one million selective service 
leg istran ts who have been given 
physical exam ination, 380,000 have 
been ihund unfit for general m ilitary 
ocrvicc. or considerably m ore than 
one-third.

‘•Looking into the causes of the re- 
icction.s,” G eneral Page said, we 
tind tha t nutritional deficiencies are 
directly or indirectly responsible for 
one-th ird  of the rejections. This is 
a condition tha t is dangerous and d 
calls for action—concerted action, 
im m ediate action, vigorous action.

Of the total num ber of m en re­
jected in the nation because of phy­
sical disabilities. G eneral Page said, j 
about one-half were unfit for any 
m ilitary  ser\'ice and the rcmaindCi 
placed in Class 1-B, or fit only for;  
lim ited m ilitary  service. The men in j 
m is group, he continued, present a 
special problem  and every effort 
should be m ade to correct the p h y - ! 
smal defects among them  th a t can ov 
corrected so th a t they m ay be able 
to fulfill their m ilitary obligations.

“T hat m eans." he added, “th a t we 
a re  confronted w ith the necessity for 
lehabilita tion  in cases w here it is 
possible to be tter physical condition ' 
And we should strive to find a place 
in the national defense picture for 
those w ith uncorrectible d isabilit­
ies.”

G eneral Page subdivided the cor- 
lec'tible group thus; (1) Those who 
will a ttem pt to correct the ir disabil- 
ites w ithout urging; (2) those who 
will be content to rem ain as they 
are.

He declared he believed the re ­
sponsibility for rehabilitating those 
in the last group should be a direct 
responsibility of the governm ent.

L E T S  QUIT 
GRINDING AXES

T he m ost glaring scar on the 
face of A m erican life, w hich has 
resulted  from  the  great depression, 
has been the  activities of individ­
uals and groups w ith  th e ir own 
s p e c i a l  ax  to  
grind. No m a t­
te r  w hat m ay be 
the n a tu re  of a  
public problem , 
you find pressure 
being applied by 
groups w ith  self­
ish interests.

Some of these 
groups a re  com­
posed of am a­
teurs, w hile o th ­
ers a re  p rofes­
sionals w ith no other source of in ­
come. They would have you be­
lieve th a t th e ir coats w’ere  m ade 
of sack cloth. But the tru th  is 
th a t they w ear coats woven from  
the  fibres of high-sounding ideolo­
gies, and beautiful words w ith 
tw isted meanings. They give the 
outw ard appearance of innocence 
and high purpose. Remove the 
outer covering of innocence, and 
it is a safe bet tha t you w ill find 
their owm personal little  ax  
brought along to be ground. W hen 
opportunity presents ihv .f, out 
comes the ax and the grinding be­
gins. W hen public opinion grows 
weary, the  coats go on again and 
we hear high-sounding phrases 
that m ake us forget the little  axes, 
to be ground again a t the  first op­
portunity .

In trigue of th is n a tu re  had  its 
beginnings in Europe. The favor 
of the court or the  ear of the dic­
ta to r was gained in this m anner. 
Ax grinding was a custom of E u­
ropean politics a t its worst. France 
is a shining exam ple. I t stands 
today a victim of the ax grinders.

More im portant, this pastim e is 
unA m erican and undem ocratic.

Daily w e are  told th a t dem oc­
racy  is a t stake. If it is, then  le t’s 
q u it g rinding axes . and s ta r t 
sharpening swords. We have a 
groat task  ahead if w e are  to  p re ­
serve dem ocracy. In  fact, it  is 
one of the  most gigantic tasks ever 
to face a nation. O ur task  is 
twofold; first, to produce the  arm s 
and am m unition to m a’KC the  U nit­
ed States safe from  the  a ttack  of 
any nation or group of nations. 
Second, to decide the p roper poli­
cies to be carried oui w ith regard  
to aid  to G reat B ritain  and carry  
them  out w ith  the u tm ost effi­
ciency. When are  these things in 
need of accomplishment? The 
obvious answ er is NOW! Can this 
uphill task  of producing billions 
of dollars w orth of am m unition 
and equipm ent, w ith so little  tim e 
left in which to do it, be accom­
plished w ith  the handicap of peo­
ple applying the  b rake to the 
wheel of action because they have 
an ax  to grind? The answ er is 
again equally obvious. Not a m in­
ute ean wo afford to lose. Every 
hour is precious. This is no time 
for log jam s to stand in the  way 
of a suprem e effort to preserve 
dem ocracy for a great people. 
M aneuvering and ^-vious ways 
should be outlawed. Democracy 
can only bo preserved by stra igh t­
forw ard, frank  and open methods.

Democracy w as founded on the 
basic prem ise th a t wisdom could 
be found in the  composite th in k ­
ing of the people of a nation. U n­
der true  democracy you and I are  
given credit fo r sound judgm ent 
and practical opinions. O ur ad ­
vice and thoughts a rc  to be sought 
in a frank  m anner because all to ­
gether we comprise w hat is known 
as the  Am erican people. We have 
a common w ill which is an  A m er­
ican w ay of life. We have a com ­
mon determ ination which is the  
preservation of a  dem ocratic way 
of life.

W hen governm ent perm its p res­
sure groups to sell it on the  idea 
tha t facts should bo doctored o r 
w ithheld from the people because 
they m ight not understand, o r th a t 
people should be regulated by law  
or adm inistrative decisions they 
don’t v/ant because a pressure 
group decided it’s good for them , 
then  it’s tim e to face the cold fact 
tha t dem ocracy bas ceased to 
function.

6,000 TEXAS YOUTH AT WORK 
IN 75 NYA MACHINE SHOPS

W ith the realization th a t the n a ­
tional defense program  has greatly  
increased the em ploym ent possibili­
ties in the m etal, m echanical and 
m achine trades, the N ational Youth 
A dm inistration in Texas has geared 
its out-of-school w ork projects to 
prepare young people for beginning 
jobs in those fields w here openings 
for new w orkers are most likely to 
occur, J. C. Kellam, state NYA ad ­
m inistrator, said today.

A pproxim ately 6,000 young Texans 
are obtaining w ork experience in 75 
NYA local and resident center shops 
from McAllen to T exarkana and 
from El Paso to Houston, w ith spec­
ial em phasis being placed upon 
welding, sheet m etal and m achine 
operations.

To help fill a shortage of labor in 
the pow er m achine field, girls are at 
w ork in NYA pow er sewing m achine 
projects over the state, obtaining 
actual experience w hich w ill fit 
them  for jobs w ith  garm ent m anu­
facturing companies holding defense 
clothing contracts.

AUSTIN—The th rea t of the flea 
hopper and the boll weevil to de­
stroy as high as 20 per cent of the 
cu rren t Texas cotton crop is so ser­
ious as to arouse farm  leaders, oil 
m illers and ginners alike to action 
th is year.

Bailey B. Ragsdale, president of 
the D irt F arm ers Congress, today 
announced th a t plants have been 
I'Crfected to launch an  effective in­
sect control cam paign throughout 
Texas w ithin the nex t week w ith  the 
cooperation of the South Texas Cot­
ton Oil Co., who also view  the 
th reatened  curta ilm ent of produc­
tion w ith grave apprehension.

In  outlining the  proposed program , 
Mr. Ragsdale pointed out th a t no 
stone would be left un turned  to ap ­
praise not only cotton farm ers, b u t 
all allied interests of the absolute 
necessity for im m ediately waging a 
w idespread, and thorough w ar upon 
th is “enem y of the  cotton industry” 
which has already begun to invade 
Ihe cotton fields of this state in u n ­
usually large num bers due to the 
wet season. The active in terest and 
support of the local bankers, voca- 

.lional agriculture teachers, new spa­
per men, oil mills, gins and m erch­
ants will be sought to furn ish  all 
possible aid to A. 8c M. College and 
the county agents who are  on the 
fron t firing line in this “battle  w ith 
the insects.”

respective areas.

People sm iled and w ryly w ondered 
how  such an accident could happe.i. 
H orse fanciers w ere heard  to m u t­
te r: “I t’s agin the law of nature. 
Serves ’em righ t.”

Y et ten years la te r—w ith the ra b ­
b it-like  m ultiplication of the “ th u n ­
der-buggy” and the opening up of 
roads— the highw ay safety problem  
becam e a real one, and not the ob­
jec t of half-hum orous speculation.

New drivers, m ore accustom ed to 
pulling on the reins and shouting, 
“ w hoa” instead of .stepping on the 
b rake  pedal, gracefully  accepted ad­
vice on how  to handle the strange 
niechanical m onsters w hich w ere 
rap id ly  replacing slow er b u t safer 
horses.

F irst to offer such advice to m otor­
ists generally  in the  form of a con­
cise safety booklet was the autom o­
bile departm en t of the A etna Life 
A ffiliated Com panies and, w hile 
m a:'r^  of the suggestions contained 
m this booklet a re  as valid today a s , 
they  w ere tw enty-five  years ago, j 
o thers have been lost in some m erci­
ful limbo. j

F or instance:
H igh-strung horses used to be 

qu ite  a problem  so the booklet, w as • 
\ e i y  specific in telling F a ther w hatj 
to do in the event th a t he m et one 
of these anim ated road hazards d u r­
ing Sunday afternoon spin w ith 
Itloth er. j

“Don’t pass a horse a t high speed,” ! 
the booklet w arned, adding, “Give j 
him  a chance to get acquainted w tih 
an autom obile.”

And if F a th er w as at a lost as to 
how  to introduce his car to Dobbin 
he had only to read the nex t sen­
tence in the booklet:

“ If you see a horse is frightened, 
speak to him gently. Y our ‘whoa, 
boy’ will m ean m ore than  his d riv ­
e r’.'. It will go far tow ard convinc­
ing his intelligence th a t your car is 
not such a strange m onster a fte r all.”

And th a t m uch-debated question, 
“A re m en be tte r drivers than  wo­
m en?” was ju s t beginning to raise its 
ugly head. The booklet ra th e r suc­
cinctly advised F a th er th a t “Women 
should not be allowed to drive alone 
un til they have become experienced 
operators.” Nothing a t all was said 
a'oout allowing inexperienced m ale 
operators on the road alone. No 
v.onder w om en’s suffrage was just 
around the corner.

Dairy Month Means 
Much to Texans

Bossy, the m ilk cow, is roam ing 
ta r  and wide over Texas acres th a t 
u.sed to be the dom ain of King 
Cotton.

And because of her num bers and 
growing im portance, N atioal D airy 
Month w ill m ean m ore to Teexas 
this year than  it ever has m eant be­
fore, it was said by  B. E. Stallones, 
chairm an of the Texas Dairy M onth 
committee.

“The dairy industry  has never be­
fore been as im portant in Te.xas as 
it is this year,” Stallones asserted.

“The increase in the grow th of 
Texas cities has brought new' depen­
dence on food products of the farm . 
The national defeense program , w ith 
its vast m ilitary  camps, has called 
attention to the needs for health ­
giving foods.

“And Texas’ g rea t shift from cot­
ton production to the production of 
foods has greatly  increased the num ­
ber of dairy herds in the state.

“For these various reasons Texas 
farm ers, chain stores and indepen­
dent m erchants are putting increased 
emphasis on National Dairy Month, 
which w ill be observed during this 
niont'n. Dairy month was organized 
as_a means of calling the con-suming 
public's attention to the economy 
and high food values of milk and 
milk praducts. Texas always has 
participated in it, bu t this year the 
state has a greater stake in it than  
ever before, and this is recognized 
by \a r ie ty  stores, grocery stores and 
others who sell m ilk products for 
home use or a t lunch counters.’”

It is only in recent years th a t 
dairying has become a m ajor indus­
try  in Texas. U ntil after the first 
Woi'ld W ar dairj'ing  w’as on a local 
basis, w'ith milk, cream, bu tte r and 
ice cream  being the only im portant 
products. B ut the 1940 census show­
ed a vast increase in the value of 
dairy  products in Texas, w’ith m an­
ufactured products such as cheese, 
ice cream, ev'aporated milk and 
cream ery b u tte r am ounting in 1939 
to more than  $27,000,000.

Stallones, president of the South 
Texas Producers Association, was 
named chairm an of the Texas Dairy 
?Tonth committee at a recent m eet­
ing of South Texas dairym en. The 
committee w'iU w ork w ith The N a­
tional Milk Producers Federation, 
which organized Natioal D a i r y  
Month w’ith the cooperation of res­
taurants, chain stores, independent 
irierchants. dairies and •o ther outlets 
for dairy products.

According to Dick Rodenburg. of 
El Paso, there  has never been such 
an occurrence.

W riting to Editor H. S. H unter, ol 
the El Paso Times, Rodenburg says 
he is a snake fancier of m any years 
experience and u.sed to travel w ith 
a show which included a large and 
varied  snake exhibition. In ad ­
dressing crowds a t the show, he in ­
variably  said th a t a snake will not 
bite a child under 2*2 years and 
r.sked hi.s listeners if they ever knew 
i f tha t happening.

M any tim es listeners said they 
knew  of such happenings, but on 
investigation it wa.-; discovered that 
the child in question was m ore than  
2*2 years.

Rodenburg cxnlains tlie siiuation 
by saying:

“A child 2 '-  nr less has not yet 
been taught fear of snakes. T here’s 
the whole explanation. A  snake re ­
acts instinctively to the fear which 
it senses in an older hum an by an 
odor w hich th a t fear causes to ex ­
ude through the sw eat glands.”

The El Paso snake expert very 
likely m ay be right.

I t is a well know n fact th a t dogs 
and cats can sm ell fear in a hum an 
being and tha t horses, by the same 
m ethod, “act up” w ith riders who 
fear them  bu t often a re  docile w ith 
riders who do not.

“ If you w an t to beat chiggers and 
red bugs a t th e ir own gam e,” he says 
“put a teasF>oonfull of su lphur in 
each shoe and you w on 't be bothered 
by these p>ests.

“ In m y own experience,” he con­
tinued. “ I have found su lphur in the 
rhoes helpful in com batting rh eu ­
m atism . I do not know  w hether it 
would benefit o thers o r not.—The 
P lainsm an in Lubbock Avalanche.

The people w anted sol­
diers—millions of them. Yet every 
day it’s becoming apparen t tha t 
m any of these same people th ink 
more of a few cents an hour than  
they do of th e ir children and re la­
tives.”
