The second le tte r stated tha t 
P rivate  Sm ith  was killed by 
small arm  fire in the town of 
Stapp, ju s t a fter he and his com­
pany had m ade a successful 
crossing of the Rhine. He was 
in terred  in Holland.

Entering the  service in May, 
1944, P rivate  Sm ith received his 
basic train ing a t Camp Wolters, 
M ineral Wells. He then  w ent to 
Fort Meade, Md. and overseas 
in November, 1944. P rivate  Smith 
saw  action in France, Belgium 
and G erm any. He attended school 
in Clairm ont.

S. W. Bell Telephone 
Has Large Postwar 
Rural PhoneProgram

A goal o t 165,000 new farm  
telephones, to be installed in the  
•ive years following the  w ar, 
’•sas been set by the  Southw estern 
3ell Telephone company, accord­
ing to C. H. Cale, m anager. Com­
pletion of this program  will re ­
sult in th ree  tim es as m any 
farm  telephones as th e re  a re  a t 
present in the  com m unities se r­
ved by the company, Cale added.

This ru ral expansion is F>art of 
the Bell system ’s $100 million 
Dost w ar plan for adding 1,000,- 
000 telephones on farm s and for 
im proving the farm er’s present 
telephone service. The ru ra l se r­
vice program  is a continuation of 
one w hich was started  several 
years ago bu t w as in te rrup ted  by 
the w ar.

One of the  most im portan t de­
velopm ents in ru ra l telephony, 
Cale said ,is a m eans of fu rn ish ­
ing telephone service along po­
w er lines, b u t are  not near the  
telephone lines, can get telephone 
service. Experim ents in th is  m e­
thods began in 1938 and w ere 
actively under w ay un til shortly 
before P earl H arbor, w hen the 
Bell Telephone laboratories s ta r t­
ed devoting all its tim e to w ork 
for the arm ed forces.

Sending telephone conservation 
over electric w ires applies a 
technique using high frequency 
currents which has been perfect­
ed over m any years by the  Bell 
system for o ther uses. Being of 
high frequencies, these telephone 
curren ts can pass over the  pow er 
power line a t the  sam e tim e the 
power curren ts do, w ithout in ­
terference.

In power line carrier, a te le­
phone curren t, traveling  along an 
electric pow er line, is taken from 
the power line by m eans of a 
“ca rrie r coupler” near a farm - 
iiouse. The cu rren t is then  car­
ried over a pa ir of telephone 
w ires to the telephone.

To accomplish all this invol­
ves the use of electronic ap p ara ­
tus at or near the  telephone cen­
tral office and in the  custom er’s 
house The custom er’s equipm ent 
will resem ble a sm all tab le-m o­
del radio.

Pow er line carriers w ill giv'e 
♦he sam e type of telephone ser­
vice as the  present w ire c ir­
cuits do. The custom er w ill m ake 
and receive calls in the sam e 
w ay th a t he does now on w ire 
linos. The m anager stated  th a t 
experim ents in th is system  will 
’>e continued as soon as m en and 
equipm ent a re  availab le  again. 
He said Bell Telephons Com- 
•lanies are  co-operating w ith the 
Itural E lectrification A dm inistra­
tion and w ith  p rivate  pow er 
companies in w orking out the 
oower line carrier.

A nother im provem ent in ru ra l 
crvice, Cale said, is the use of 

h igh-strength  steel w ire for te le­
phone lines, allowing telephone 
“>oles to be placed from  350 to 
ifiO feet ap art instead of the  
form er 130 to 200 feet. This m e­
thod. developed before the  w ar, 
has been in use even during  the  
w ar because of the saving jn  
other m aterials.

O ther new m ethods of giving 
better telephone service to farm ­
ers a fte r the  w ar, Cal said, will

’ include im provem ents in tran s- 
mision, in  ringing, and in sign­
aling the  operator, and cutting  
down th e  num ber of parties on a 
line w here necessary for be tte r 
service.

Telephone m en a re  now m ak- 
[ ng field surveys to find out the  
best m ethods of extending and 
im proving telephone service in 
d ifferen t types of farm ing areas. 
In o rder to have the  latest in ­
form ation on the  telephone needs 
and desires of farm  fam ilies, se­
veral thousand a re  now being 
asked for th e ir opinions and sug­
gestions on particu lar featu res of 
telephone service, Cale sajd.

soldier’s life on a tropical is- 
’•♦nd. Below a re  excerpts from 
his le tter.

"This is a Sunday m orning 
'•ere in the  Pacific. I t is not u n ­
like any of the  o ther six  m orning 
of the  w eek except th a t there  
is a church boat th a t leaves early  
in the  m orning fo r the  o ther 
• î' ê. ’There a re  no churches on 
th is side of the  island. Anyone 
w ishing to  go to  church has to 
catch a boat and ride  across the 
lagoon.

“Y esterday, w e had fresh  fish 
for chow. Some of the  fellows 
in the  outfit caught them . . T here  
are  lots of fish in  th e  w aters 
around here. These fellows are  
alw ays ca td ijn g  some big ones. 
Som etim es the  sharks get to the  
lines firs t and then  leave only 
the  head of the  fish on the  hook.

“I don’t  do any  fishing m y­
self. All of the  spare  tim e I 
have, I use for playing baseball. 
We have a baseball league here 
in the  ou tfit w ith  four team s in 
it. . . . if w e keep from  losing 
the balls in the  coconut logs and 
the jungles, we have some pretty  
hot games.

“We get the  news of the  world 
as quickly  as you can, some 
tim es quicker. We have radios 
here, and news sheets a re  p rin t­
ed a t  the  d ifferen t bases. . .w’e 
hear program s from A ustralia. . . 
G. I. S tations in th is area. . . . 
Japanese propaganda.”

Experiment Station 
Records on Rainfall

“T he E xperim ent S tation does 
not m ake predictions re la tive to 
the w eather, b u t it  does keep 
records,” W. F. T urner, an  offi­
cial a t the  station, said W ednes­
day.

“From  rainfall records for a 
34-year period, it is noted th a t 
the  highest periods of ra in fall 
during  the spring and early  sum - 
occur during  the  last ten  days 
in April, the last ten  days in M ay 
and the first ten days in Ju n e ,” 
T u rn er continued.

In view  of the  above data, 
T u rn er suggested th a t it would 
be a good idea for farm ers to 
have th e ir land in shape to take 
advantage of these periods and 
save as m uch of the  w ater as 
posible.
