School Bus Operators

'School To Be
Conducted

Dr. L. W Wood, State Super-
intendent of Public Instruction,

announced plans today for school

bus operators schools to be con-
ducted under the supervision of
county school superintendents.

These training institutes are
optional one or two day programs
and will incJude the discussion of
authority and responsibility in
transporation of students, quali-
fications of school bus operators,
first aid and driving procedures
for school bus operators, care and
maintenance of school bus and
discipline of students on the bus.

These institutes are to be a
joint project of the State Depart-
ment, of Education, the Depart-
ment of Public Safety and the
Texas Safety Association.

“No person in our school system
has a more responsible position
than our school bus drivers,” Dr.
Woods stated in announcing the
program. “The fact that 6,100
school bus drivers transport daily
to and from school more than
one-third of the school children
of Texas and the fact that last
year eleven children were Kkilled
as a result of school bus accidents
offers a serious challenge to us
to do everything possible to up-
grade the driving ability of each
of these drivers,” he said.

Similar institutes were attended
by 5,500 school bus drivers last
year. It is hoped by leaders of
the program that the county
school supenintendents will sch-
edule institutes this year so that
one hundred per cent attendance
will be had.

Plans call for completion of
institutes not later than October
15.

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NEW DISCOVERIES

Higher income for farmers is
expected to result from the dis-
covery by Department of Agri-
culture scientists of fabulous new
uses for farm products, according
to a recent article in Consumers
Guide, a USDA publication.

Congress in 1938 provided
some, four million dollars to set
up four regional research labora-

Results have been so sucoessful
that some of the “stepchildren”
in the farm products family will
in the not too distant future come
into their own. For instance, short-
staple cotton.

Eighty per cent of the American
cotton surplus is usually in the
short-staple field ,for the simple
reason that cotton manufacturers
had never believed it was suit-
able for making first-class cotton
good. Manufacturers had used the
long staple variety importing it
for use in sheets, shirts, dresses,
and other cotton articles.

A revolution in the attitude to-
wards the less prized short-staple
cotton was indicated at a recenrt
meeting of the heads of the re-
gional research laboratories at the
Bureau of Agricultural and In-
dustrial Chemistry, the parent
bureau. For the director of the
Southern Laboratory at New Or-
leans, La., brought with him a
half-dozen handsome hand towels,
dyed in attractive pastel colors,
and with the fine stiff finish of
linen. The laboratory had demon-

As dreaded postwar inflation
snowballs across mangled Europe
and other foreign land the value
of money is disappearing under
the terrific force of uncontrolled
prices, Mr. L. E. Lee, declared
today.

Pointing out that living costs
in such countries as Hungary
and France did not skyrocket to
the present level over night but
rose in steps of five or ten per
cent until danger point was reach-
ed, Mr. Lee said.

*“Already cries of* anguist over
the increasing evils of ~infla-
tion particuarly
basic food commodities, are being
heard from Mexico. Men and
women returning from overseas
reports that mens suits are selling
for $300 in various nations of
Europe and that cotton dresses
in Paris are not out of line when
they can be bought for $98 in
American money, Mr. Lee said.

He told a Red Cross worker in
Rhiems, France who was offered
$180 for a watch which had ori-
ginally cost $17. “Soon even their
cheap money will be gone. They
will be abl€ T buy no food, pro-
duction will come to a standstill,
followed by unemployment, suf-
fering and starvation. Inflation
brings havoc whereever it goes.

In additional to
towels, sheets, pillow cases, shirts
and dress goods of good quality
can be made from short-staple
cotton. Fine percals and cotton
with a silk-like finish will still
require a long staple cotton.

“The use of the short staple
cotton could mean lower prices to
consumers for excellent cotton
fabrics, and, at the same time,
higher and more assured incomes
to farmers,” the article said.

Other products from totton
looming on tomorrow’s horizon
are: specially treated cotton cloth
which is fire resistant after re-
peated launderings. lightweight,
semi-elastic cotton bandages that
make easy-to-wear surgical
dressings. and light, water-resis-
tant, ventilated fabrics that keep
you dry without making you per-
spire.

From the same research labora-
tories, but not out of the same
test tubes, are coming other re-
markable uses for farm products,
the article discloses.

NEW DISCOVERIES

Higher income for farmers is
expected to result from the dis-
covery by Department of Agri-
culture scientists of fabulous new
uses for farm products, according
to a recent article in Consumers
Guide, a USDA publication.

Congress in 1938 provided
some, four million dollars to set
up four regional research labora-

new uses for farm products.

Results have been so sucoessful
that some of the “stepchildren”
in the farm products family will
in the not too distant future come
into their own. For instance, short-
staple cotton.

Eighty per cent of the American
cotton surplus is usually in the
short-staple field ,for the simple
reason that cotton manufacturers
had never believed it was suit-
able for making first-class cotton
good. Manufacturers had used the
long staple variety importing it
for use in sheets, shirts, dresses,
and other cotton articles.

A revolution in the attitude to-
wards the less prized short-staple
cotton was indicated at a recent
meeting of the heads of the re-
gional research laboratories at the
Bureau of Agricultural and In-
dustrial Chemistry, the parent
bureau. For the director of the
Southern Laboratory at New Or-
leans, La., brought with him a
haif-dozen handsome hand towels,
dyed in attractive pastel colors,
and with the fine stiff finish of
linen.

“The use of the short staple
cotton could mean lower prices to
consumers for excellent cotton
fabrics, and, at the same time,
higher and more assured incomes
to farmers,” the article said.

Canadian Style
Bacen Is Handy
For Many Meals

Many homemakers are not
very familmar with Canadian-
style bacon, and theretore hesi-
tate to buy it. Actually it is
entirely different from ordinary
bacon. ‘It comes in the shape
of a long roll; and may be
bought either in a chunky piece

* or sliced. It is very lean, and

looks and tastes very much like

- smoked ham.

For picnics and lunch-box
sandwiches—buy a solid piece of
Canadian-style bacon, and sim-
mer it gently in water until it
i tender. After it has cooled,
wrap tightly in wax paper and
store in the refrigerator. The
meat keeps a long time, and
makes uniform slices of conven-

- ient size.

For a family dinner—place
the piece of bacon in an open
pan and bake in a slow oven
(300 degrees F.). Serve with scal-
loped potatoes and onions, baked
in a casserole at the same time
as the meat, and cooked greens
for another vegetable. A delicious
salad to serve with this meal
would be sliced tomatoes and
pineapple with French dressing.

For a quick broiler meal—cut
slices of Canadian-style bacon
‘s to %-inch thick, and place
on rack of broiling pan about
2 inches from the heat. Brush
slices of cooked sweet potato
with melted fat and place on
rack with meat. Place cooked
green beans in bottom of broil-
ing pan under the rack. Brcil
slowly wuntil bacon and potatoes
are brown on one side; turn and
brown on other side. Serve with
whole apricots simmered in a
spiced sirup, and a tossed salad.

Equally appropriate for break-
fast, lunch or supper are pan-
broiled slices of Canadian-style
bacon with fried eggs or scram-
bled eggs. Hot corn meal muf-
fins with marmalade, or hot bis-
suits with honey ,would make
the meal even better. For break-
fast, serve some kind of fresh
fruit; for lunch or supper, serve
a mixed fruit or vegetable salad.

American Business

Cotton mill production increas-

ed in June to the 1940-41 level,
but the higher output is not likely
to put more sheets, pillow cases
and other cotton goods on ihel
saelves of retailers in the im-
niediate future. Price uncertiain-
s have since intervened to stem
the benefits of higher production.
This week new price schedules
are expected to be announded
granting a 16 per cent increase
ver the June 30 level. Manu-

tacturers talked with OPA of-
acials acout prices last week and
reached a tentative agreement.
The following day raw cotton
prices advanced $10 a bale throw-
ing out of line the calculations
made at the Washington confer-
ence. Thus the crux of the cotton
goods situation seems to be that
ceiling prices are on the wrong
end. As long as the price of the
raw material continues to rise,
there is little for manufacturers
to do but raise their own prices
or sell at a loss. Most manuiac-
turers have the (selfish?) idea
that it is not good business to
lose money.

ROBOTS AT WORK---Story
behind the story of the success
of four “drone” airplanes which
penetrated the atomic cloud at
Bikini during the first Crossroads
test was revealed by high Army
and Navy officers at Kwajalein
recently. Untouched by human
hands or radio control, the four
specially modified B-17 bombers
moved through the mushrooming
atomic cloud minutes after de-
tonation of the World’s mightiest
bomb and were returned to their
base even though scientists were
certain that at least one of the
“drones” would be lost. Not only
was invaluable scientific data ac-
quired through the use of the
drastically new “Mother and
Babe” Flying Forts, but airmen
iredicted their skilled performance
in the Crossroads operation weould
result in a sweeping new era of
guided missles and aircraft built
to carry a bomb instead of bombs
constructed to fit aircraft .Res-
ponsible for bringing the “drones”
through unscrathed were C-1
automatie pilots whiebh had been
specially modified for the tests.
In a report to the Minneapolis-
Honeywell Regulator Company,
designer and maker of the eiec-
tronic control instruments ,an
Army official at Kwajalein was
quoted as saying, “From a close
scrutiny or radio-controlled take-
offs and landings ,as well as of
the Bikini maneuver itself, it is
my opinon that the systems and
equipment now being used---in-
cluding the C-1 autopilot-- are as
modern and well developed as
any now in operation in tihe
world.”

Veneral Diseases
Among Most Vital
Health Problems

Because of the fact that a
veneireal disease 1s no respecter
of persons, pecple of every class
and color, rich and poor, educated
or igncrant are numbered among
the victims ,asserts Dr. Geo. M.
Cox, State Health Officer.

“Venercal diseases are among
the most vital health vroblems in
the State of Texas today,” Dr.
Cox said. “The amount of suf-
fering ,economic loss, inssnity
and even decath from venereal
diseases cannot te accurately es-
timated but would reach a chock-

1

ing figure if disclosed
The State Health Officer point-
ed out that self-diagnosis and self-
treatment are extremely danger-
ous and advised -consulting a
physician for detemining de-
finitely whether or not a vene-
real disease is present.

“Only a reputable physician
can properly diagnose such a dis-
ease. The presence of gonorrhea
is not disclosed by a routine blood
test, and the diagnosis of syphilis
requires more than a blood ex-
amination,” declared Dr. Cox.
“Both syphilis and gonoorhea are
almost '100 per cent curable if
discovered and treated in their
very earliest stages. Thousands
of deaths annually could be pre-
vented,” Dr. Cox said, “if suf-
ficient attention were given to
the eary diagnosis and thorough
treatment of syphilis. Delay re-
duces the chance of cure and in
many cases is the direct cause of
death.”

Dr. Cox urges that every person
who might suspect a venereal
disease infection have a physical
examination, so that if present,
the disease can be brought under
treatment at the earliest possible
date.

Summer is'a good time to add;
variety and color to simple meat
dishes by serving fruit with ihe
meat course. This is an excel-
lent way to use fruits that are
either too green or too ripe for
canning, or have bruised spots
that must be cut out.

Fruits may be stewed whole
without removing the stones ,or
cut in halves ,quarters or slices.
They may be cooked pared or
unpared. When cooking unpared
fruit ,the skin will remain soft
if no sugar is added until the
fruit is almost tender.

:|Insect Infestation

Reduced and Cotton

|Maturing Early

The continuation of hot, dry
weather over most of .the state
has caused cotton to mature and

insect infestation to be reduced.
Sinc® the first of July; daily max-
imum temperatures at sixty-nine
US Weather Bureau Stations in
Texas have averaged 97.8 de-
grees. ‘ First bales” have been re-
ported in nearly all northern
counties and in many western
counties. There are scattered
fields, however, throughout the
State where late-fruiting ,rank-
growing cotton continues to at-
tract leafworms and bollworms
and in some areas boll weevils
continue to take a toll of the late
squares and young bolls. Threat-
ening or damaging infestations of
these insects should be controlled
until the cotton reaches full ma-
turity.

Early . destruction of cotton
stalks by plowing the stalks under
is a good soil improvement prac-
tice as well as an aid in control-
ling certain insects. This practice
wil do much to reduce weevils
in all areas where there is suf-
ficient time between the date of
destroying the 'stalks and the
date weevils enter hibernation so
that a satisfactory “starvation”
period is created. All cotton grow-
ers in south Texas are urged to
harvest their cotton and destroy
the stalks at the earliest possible
date. This will help control the
pink boliworm and also the boll
weevil for next year.

The early, thorough destruc-
tion of cotton stalks in the Lower
Valley in 1945 so reduced the boll
weevil that the 1946 crop in that
area is expected to be the lar-
gest on record. In Cameron and
tHidalgo ,'Counties where com-
parable records were made during
the two years. the average boll
weevil infestation from May 13
tc June 22, or during the main
1ruiting period, was 41 per cent
in 1945 (378 fields inspected) and
7 per cent in 1946 (347 fields in-
spected). The highest during any
week of 1945 was 7 per cent
whereas in 1946 is was only 15
per cent.

Southern Texas: Harvesting
general except in some fields of
late-fruiting cotton, mostly Coas-
tal areas where leafworms. wee-
vils and bollworms continue to do
damage. Leafworm moths con-
tinue to emerge large numbers in
many fields.

Central: Continued high tem-
peratures and droughtly condi-
tions rapidly maturing most of the
cotton. Control measures for boll-
worms have been discontinued
in many fields, some because of
failure to control bollworms and
some because of serious wide-
spread infestations of plant lice
which occur in areas where cal-

cium arsenate dusting has been| .

general. Considerable dusting has
been done for leafworms and very
little ragging with practically no
damage has occured. Weevils
have decreased. o

Northern and Easfern: General
decrease in weevils" with few
spotted heavy infestations scme
counties. Bollworm damage heavy
in spots. Additional counties
where leafworms were found this
week are "Hunt, Denton, Cooke,
Hopkins and Red River. Infesta-
tions no doubt exist in all coun-
ties.

Cross Timber: Weevil infesta-
tion lower than last week in two
counties, Callahan 28 per cent,
Eastland 21 per cent, and higher
in Young, 34 per cent. No flea
hopper, bollworm or iJeafworm
damage reported although leaf-
worms present some fields each
county.

Low Rolling Plains: Leafworms
found 4 additional counties, Run-
nels, Hall 'Donley, Cottle and
Childress, but no damage. Boll-
worms reported present 34 out of
60 fields, heavy in 3 fields.

High Plains: Leafworms found
6 additiorial counties, namely,
Lubbock, Lynn, Briscoe, Hale,
Floyd. No heavy infestations re-
ported. Red Spider doing damage
Howard, Martin and Dawson
Counties ,with heaviest damage
Dawson county. Several thous-
and areas being dusted with sul-
phur for red spider control.

Trans-Pecos: In Hudspeth
County leafworms fairly general
but do not need control yet. Small
acreage dusted for leafworm con-
trol Presidio county. A few far-
mers plan to apply 5 per cent
DDT dust for control of plants
bugs in Hudspeth agd El Paso
Counties.

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Shivers Opposes
General Sales Tax

“I want the people of Texas

“If any additional taxes do
become necessary and I don't
think they will in the near fu-
ture, the burden should be spread
on as broad a tax paying base
as is possible.” he continued.

“I have always considered my-
self a conservative, both in ex-
penditures and in taxation, and
on many occasions have opposed
appropriations of the taxpayers
money because I thought the ex-
penditure was unwise and unhec-
essary. I have also opposed many
tax bills because I thought they
were levied on the wrong prin-
ciple or that they were unnecess-

“I have had to work all my
life and that is probably the rea-
son that I am conservative about
the expenditures of tax money. I
feel the same way about expend-

ing my own funds.”
