It is capable of 
carrying 2,800 pounds of dry

chem ical and 250 gallons o f 
water, and, with long-range effec­
tiveness, delivers more than 1,000 
pounds o f dry chem ical per 
minute on a large area gasoline 
spill Are.

Dry chemical extinguishers 
have an added advantage in form­
ing a protective heat-shielding 
screen as the chemical strikes the 
fire, thereby enabling the fire­
fighter to get considerably closer 
to the base of the blaze.

As these local vocational organ­
izations grew in number their suc­

contact and definite ties between 
them? Certainly, the interests and 
tendencies of the members ware 
along similar lines. And so the 
idea of stato-wicio organizations, 
with each local gi'oup as an ac­
tive unit, developed.

Between 1923 and 1928 num­
ber of states actually formed or- 
ganizatiohs of vocational agricul­
ture students. Some splendid work 
along this line was done in Vir- 
ginit, Tennessee, Arkasas, North 
Carolina, South Carc^ina, Okla­
homa, New Jersey, New York, 
Ohio, Utah, California. Wyoming, 
and certain other states.

It is interesting to note that 
such names as “Junior Farmers,” 
“Young Farmers,”  “Future Far­
mers” and the like, appeared in 
various sections of the country. 
However, the pioneei' efforts of 
the Future Farmers of Virginia at­
tracted the greatest attention na­
tionally due to the very excellent 
ideals, purposes, ceremonies and 
definite constitution formulated 
by Henry C. Groseclose and his 
associates.

M ASS PRODUCTION
Mass production, developed to a high degree 

under our American System j)t  Free, Competitve 
Enterprise, is responsible for the high standard of 
living which we Americans enjoy —  a standard 
which tops any ever enjoyed by any other people, 
at any time, anywhere.

But, if our American Government had had its 
way, there is serious doubt that mass production 
would have progressed to the point which it has 
reached today. History records that instead of en­
couraging the individual who invented the pro­
cess of u s i^  machinery to manufacture machinery, 
the authorities at Washington went to great lengths 
to discourage him— ĵust one more example of gov­
ernmental ineptness. Here briefly are the details:

A  few years after our War of Independence, 
E u ro^  was in a state of turbulence due to the 
French Revolution. Our own peace was threat­
ened. Our Government belatedly, but finally, awoke 
to the realization of its unpreparedness to defend 
this country should the war spread here. It con­
tracted with Eli Whitney, a Yankee machinist, 
who was just coming into prominence for his in­
vention of the cotton gin, to make ten thousand mus­
kets, to be delivered within two years.

Whitney had a firearms factory in Connecticut. 
He started en his big contract in a manner that 
convinced the wiseacres that he was a bit “balmy.” 
The stupid fellow didn’t start making muskets. In­
stead, he set about building a series of strange 
machines, none of which had any apparent rela­
tionship to the musket.

A year passed and Whitney had not turned out 
a single gun. To the unreasoning bureaucratic 
mind, it was quite obvious that if he couldn’t pro­
duce one gun within the first year of his contract,

he couldn’t be expected to deliver ten thousand 
guns by the end of the second year. Criticism and 
complaint reached his ears, but he calmy went 
ahead building his strange machines. Whitney had 
other virtues in addition to his invention genius, 
among them, patience, courage and conviction.

Among these odd machines with which Whitney 
apparently was wasting his time, was one to bore 
out the barrels, another to form the stocks and 
various others to make all kinds of parts. Then 
one day, when he was threatened with losing his 
contract for failure to perform, V.Tiitney filled a 
bag with miscellaneous musket parts and hied him­
self to Washington to confront the bureaucrats. 
Dumping the contents of the bag on a long table 
he told his critics that there were the parts for ten 
muskets. They were invited to fit the parts to­
gether for ten complete weapons.

And what do you know? Surprise! Surprise! 
—ten excellent muskets evolved. Whitney had 
invented the process of using machinery to manu­
facture machinery; turned out from the precision 
operation of his strange machines, the parts were 
exactly alike, standardized and interchangeable. 
These parts could be made at almost incredible 
speed, and very little highly skilled labor was re­
quired. In short, Eli Whitney had invented the 
revolutionary process of mass manufacture.

Whitney had accomplished this in the face of 
sharpest criticism from Government quarters. But 
seeing was believing. In fairness it must be re­
counted that the Government satraps didn’t take 
Whitney’s contract away from him. That perhaps 
was as much as Government could reasonably be 
expected to contribute to the greatest single ad­
vance ever achieved in industrial processes.

P. S.; The Government got its ten thousand 
muskets ahead of schedule.

H E A L T H  NOTES
Austin, Texas, April 13. A  high­

ly place state official has given 
Texas newspapers a pat on̂  the 
back.

State Health Officer Geo. W.

Cox, veteran of more than 13 
years as head of the State De­
partment of Health, called the 
Texas press a “more portent force 
in mass public education,”  and 
said his department invariably 
turns in that direction as the first

means o freaching the people with 
information on health subjects.

“Texas newspaper editor? and 
reporters have consistently shown 
an awareness of public health 
problems and have given unstint- 
ingly of much valuable space to

Half suspecting he was teing ribbed, Dempsey hesitated a moment, 
then wrote: "To my favorite conductor pal, a man who never iorieta 
a face.

There was a weak smile on Clancy’s face and I knew I was wiiming 
in my intention to divert him. Perhaps the faux pas that Adlai E. 
Stevenson, Governor of Illinois, once p^led would rescue me entirely

Roses Must Have Proper Care
College Station, April 13. April 

is a busy month for the rose gar­
dener. It is a little too late to 
plant roses unless you are using 
plants that have been help in cold 
storage, but according to Sadie 
Hatifield, extension landscape 
gardening specialist of Texas A. 
& M. College, there are a lot of 
things that can be done to make 
those you already have growing 
more productive and beautiful.

Roses do best in a fertile soil. 
If fertilization is needed, now is 
the time to make the application 
she says. Two or three pounds of 
4-12-4 or 5-10-5 commercial fer­
tilizer for each hundred square 
feet of space in the rose garden 
is about right but if you want to 
be more accurate, she suggests 
that you ask your local county 
agent about local fertilizer recom­
mendations.

Roses require good drainage, 
yet they need plenty of moisture 
for heavy flower production. She 
says they should not be sprinkled, 

I because moisture applied to the 
j leaves encourages black spots and 
I mildew. Both diseases are likely 

to develop during periods of rainy 
or cloudy weather and she says 
roses should be dusted with 
copper-sulphur dust within 24 
hours after each rain for control.

Black spot is “public enemy no. 
1” so far as roses are concerned. 
It causes the black spots on the 
leaves; turns them yellow later 
and they drop. Die back of the 
stems usualy follows and if the

disease is not brought under con­
trol, the entire plant may die.

Miss Hatifield says that out-of 
shape plants may be pruned from 
now until summer but no more 
growth should be removed thqn 
is necessary. Prun only to k e ^  
the plants a convenient size and 
attractive in form, she adds.

It is dangerous economy to 
build steep stairways to save 
space, especially if they are used 
frequently. Every stairway should 
have the protection of a guard 
rail—low enough for children.

The fertilizer should be worked 
into the soil by shallow cultiva­
tion. Deep cultivation at this time 
o f the year will destroy the young 
feeder roots that are near the 
ground surface and this may re­
tard plant growth and cut down 
on the production of flowers. The 
rose garden can be mulched at 
this time and she says a good 
mulch of decayed leaves, straw, 
grass clippings, pine needles or 
well decayed barnyard manure 
will help hold moisture, keep 
down weed and grass growth in 
the garden and will improve the 
tilth of the soil.

She says roses should be check­
ed now for new sprout growth. 
They come from the root stock; 
usually grow very rapidly and 
are easy to recognize because the 
leaves are small and light green 
in color. They should be removed 
for they can crowd-off the more 
desirable rose graft.

}ld, decided he wanted to be an architect, and enrolled in the architec­
tural class at a Berlin University, then quit to become an apprentice with 
a prominent firm of architects. By actually working he felt he was doing 
more for his career than by stud)ring architecture in a classroom. Today, 
as fifty years ago, his friend’s advice still holds true— for his spectacular 
Bchievements, are based on a formula of just “sweating it out”

Project Concluded 
Tech Dean Reports

Lubbock, April, 13 A cattle-fat­
tening experiment at Texas 
Tech has demonstrated the wis- 
d<Hn of buying calves in the fall 

».) aatd having them ready when 
grazing is available.

The research project began in

November, 1948, and has been 
concluded following three separ­
ate phases of feeding, Dean of 
Agriculture W. L. Stangel report­
ed.

For 172 days the winter stock­
ing phase was in progress, and at 
the end the estimated gross pro­
fit was $31.26 per head. The graz­
ing of yearlings took 185 days, 
and an estimated gross profit of 
$57.91 per head was recorded. 
Dry-lot fattening took 152 days, 
finishing with an estimated $91.- 
60 gross profit.

Dean Stangel said final results 
of the project would not be avail­
able until the marketing report 
is obtained. He said the experi­
ment was carried on longer than 
necessary to show the cattle at 
the two South Plains Junior Fat 
Stock shows in Lubbock during; 
March of 1949 and 1950. j

Austin, Texas, April 11, Advo­
cates of reorganizing our state 
government have a long way to 
go in arousing public support for 
their cause.

A statewide survey by The Tex­
as Poll indicates most adults have 
given very little if any thought 
to the idea of reorganizing the 
state government. Unaware of 
any compelling reasons for 
change, the general public is more 
inclined to support the present 
setup than to vote for reorganiza­
tion.

This is the situation facing the 
Texas Economy Commission which 
was recently appointed by Gov­
ernor Allan Shivers to help drum 
up support for a streamlined state 
government.

The commission is a non-sala- 
ried group of more than 500 civic 
and business leaders representing 
all parts of the state. Its aim is to 
discover ways of saving money 
in the state government and to 
sell the public on these ideas so 
that they will be carried out.

To sound out public opinion on 
reorganization. The Texas Poll 
put these questions to a cross 
section of 1,000 men and women:

1. “ Is it your idea our state
government in Austin is organiz­
ed just about the way it should 
be, or do you think it might be 
better if it were reorganized?”

For even among persons 
who say they favor reorganiza­
tion, the tendency is to think not 
in terms of saving money or elim- 
iating waste but in terms of spe­
cial interests such as public ŵ el- 
fare expenditures, education, ci­
vil rights and so on.

' At the same time it seems clear 
I that the reason many Texans shy 
I away from the idea of reorganiz- 
ing the state government is be­
cause they haven’t even consider- 

i ed it. That there is no deep-rooted 
' opposition to the idea is indicated 
' by the fact that two out of every
