Most everybody found out last|
year that if the present child
labor law is enforced, business
of all kinds would suffer and
the desired aims of the lJaw would
not be attained. Surely we do not
want this situation to exist any
longer. .

A number of ideas on
changes have recently been brou-
ght to the attention of this office.
He would like to have these ideas
directed to him, so write to him
in Washington.

State Traffic Toll
Hits All-Time High

Director of the Texas Depart-
ment of Public Safety, recently
released his organization’'s final
tabulation on the Texas traffic
record for last year.

The report confirmed a previous
prediction of the Department’s
Statistical Division that 1950
would set an all-time high in mo-
tor vehicle traffic deaths in this
State. Final fatality toll was 2,410,
an increase of 351 over the pre-
vious record set in 1948.

The tally also showed an in-
crease of 453 over that of 1949.

Along with the death score, the
summary likewise indicates that
Texas motorists racked up a cou-
ple of more “highs” in which they
can take little delight. One was
the resounding crash of steel and
shattered glass to the tune of
202,041 traffic accidents on our
streets and highways during the
twelve months period. And the
other was reckoning of the econ-
omic loss from those accidents
which reads like a substantial in-
stallment on the National debt—

$96,277,163.
