|  Home gardens can always play

a double role—furnish low-cost
commodities for the family table
' and serve as the source of addi-
| tional farm income. Considering
| present world conditions, garden
'iplots loom more important this
year than ever before.

Possibly many Plains farmers'

will see a home garden as simply
| an unnecessary drain on time this
| year, in view of the need and im-
| portance of major crop production.
| However, time spent in a home
| garden can, if properly directed,
| be highly profitable.
| In 1950, for example, there
| were 477,067 home gardens in
Texas. Usually, such plots
produced about 25 percent of the
total vegetables grown. Assuming
that each of the gardens produced
| $50 worth of food—and that
quantity of food these days would
not be a very large stack—the
total value would be $23,853,800.
If each produced $100 worth of
food—certainly not an unreason-
able assumption—the figure would
| rise to $47,707,600, which is quite
'a contribution to the food bill.

To point up the economic value

The Texas cotton crop is valued
at about half of all the other farm
crops in the state. Cotton is grown
in 224 of this state’s 254 counties.
There are in Texas about 175,000
cotton farmers, and like the rest
of us, they have their troubles.

As Commissioner White ob-
serves, the cotton farmer’'s labor
costs are high—if he can find
labor at any price. The same is
true of his equipment, his poisons,
and his fertilizer.

In many cases his tenure or
rental agreement is weak and in-
adequate. And on thousands of
farms, the soil is depleted, eroded,
and infested.

Even so, White comments, “the
cotton farmer is the basis and the

bed rock of the entire cotton in-
dustry. The industry itself can
raise no higher than his ability

and his capacity to produce.”
White describes the cotton far-

mer as “ a definite link in our

economy.
