essary to give them first attention in
the matter of street paving.

The largest “bus 121s" sometimes meas-
ure as much a: -0 feet in diameter
In the middle nshel” is a
long, large stick o i.cense made up
of thousands of thin incense sticks
the size of vermicelli. On the after-
noon and night of this day each
family also burns an incense bushel at
home. These are smaller than the
ones burned in the temple. On this
day they who can so afford, eat moon-
cakes and all kinds of nice things.
The incense bushel is decorated with
flags and many colored dragon-gates,
something like children at home put
candles on their birthday cakes; but
the children in China take the flags
and dragon-gate decorations from the
bushel before it is burnt, and have
great delight in playing with these,
marching up and down the streets.

I asked the Chinese why they burn
the incense bushel and eat Moon-cake,
and worship the moon with candles,
incense and food on this day. They
answered that there are many reasons
for it and many stories are told about
it. One of the reasons is because
there is a lady-god in the moon. Her
name is Zaung-noo. She is said to be
exceedingly beautiful.

Edward Moran, Who was a brother
of Thomas Moran, America’s foremost
landscape painter, was born in 1829 in
England.

Tire production in the United States requires about 500,000 bales of cot-
ton annually. In 1927, 219,600,000 pounds of cotton fabrics were used In tire
production, according to the Rubber Assoclation oi American. Cotton s used
also by the auto industry for upholstery, tops, curtaius, carpets, tire covers,
padding, linings, electrical insulation. rubber tubing, and brake bands. Al
these uses were relatively unimportaut twenty vears ago.

Cotton bags used In the wholesale grocery trade for sngar, flour, salt,
coffee, potatoes, and similar commodities require about 200,000 bales of raw
cotton and waste every year. The cement industry consames dotton bags
equivalent to about 45,000 bales, the bakery trade, 20,000 hales, and the fer-
thizer industry, 4000 bales. Bags for handling coal, mail and money also
‘take small amounts. It Is estimated that if cotton bags were uged for packag-
Ing all commodities to which they are adupied In the wholesale grocery trade
alone, about 000,000 bales of raw cotton and waste would be required an-

nually.
If cotton cloth were used a8 & bale covering ou 60 per cent of the average

cotton erop, about 120,000 hales would be required for bagging. Tt Is estl-
‘vated that the withdrawal of this amount, chlefly of low grades, from the
supply would raise the seasonal average price of cotton by about % cent a
pound, or $1.25 a bale. This would be ubout enough to pay for the covering,
80 that producers in the nggregate would, in effect, get thelr bagging with-
out cost. Tests have shown that cotton has advantages over jute bagging
through making a neater package, reducing dend welght and lessening waste
in removing from the bale, but jute coverings cost less except in sears of
extremely low cotton prices. Aftempts are belng made to produce a light
cotton bagging that can be sold in competition with jute.

Cotton textiles are more oxtensively used in aviation than any other
fabric and this use is growing rapidly.

At a meeting of the City officials,
held Monday night of this week, the
preliminary steps were taken for the
paving of six blocks in the business
district of Muleshoe. Messrs Crant
and Dalrymple of the Panhandle Con-
struction Company, of Lubbock, and
Mr. Upchurch, representing an engi-
neering company of Wichita Falls,
were present at the meeting and the
work of making the surveys and con-
struction work were discussed with
these gentlemen.

Three classes of ‘paving were con-
sidered. Of the three classes, asphalt,
concrete and brick, the latter seemed
to be preferred.

After looking into the law govern-
ing matters of this nature, it was
found that an election to adopt a
paving program wouid be necessal

This election will be called at thc
earliest date possible.

The paving of these six blocks will
mean much to Muleshoe. There are
times when the main thoroughfares
of our city are almost impassable on
account of mud, both for vehicles and
pedestrians and the fact that those
streets in the business section are the
most used and are more nearly im-
passable during bad weather, due to
the continuous traffic, makes it nec-
essary to give them first attention in
the matter of street paving.

‘The original idea was to pave seven
blocks, but it was decided to pave only
six at this time. Further information
on the subject will be obtained within
the next week.

Here comes another letter from the
“bottom side of the world.” It may be
of interest to the readers of your most
excellent, paper.

We have recently had one of China's
chief holidays. For more than a week
[ noticed signs of its coming. Great
stacks of “moon-cak in  brightly
colos packets were shown in many
siores. Beautiful lanterns were seen
along the streets. It was the Chinese
Moon Feast and Mid Autum Festival
In their feasting 1t recalled our
Thanksgiving Day.

The Chinese 15th of the 8th month
is called “Tsoong Tsiu"—Middle Au-
tum. On that day they have thea-
tricals before all the gods in the

temple and burn the “Shung-teo"—
incense  bushel. This  bushel-like
measure is mad: of incense sticks.

The lacgest "bus19)s” sometimes meas-
ure as much ac 3 foot n diameter
In the middie « hel” is a
long, large stick of i:cense made up
of thousands of thin incense sticks
the size of vermicelli. On the after-
noon and night of this day each
family also burns an incense bu-he! at
home. These are smaller than the |
ones burned i the temple. On this|
day they who can so afford, eat moon-
cakes and all kinds of nice things.
The incense bushel is decorated with
flags and many colored dragon-gates,
something like children at home put
candles ca their birthday cakes; but
the children in China take the flags
and dragon-gate decorations from the
bushel before it is burnt, and have
great delight in playing with these,

BIG RANCH DEAL AT
