SUDAN
HARVESTED

Mr. J. T. Gilbreth, who lives four
miles north of town, was in Mule-
shoe on business one day this week
and while talking with a Journal
representative he informed us that
he had just finished harvesting
his large crop of sudan, covering
325 acres. This is thought to be
the largest sudan crop in the
county and yielded 141,000 pounds.
Practically all of this sudan will be
held until spring, Mr. Gilbreth
stated, awaiting a better price than
is being peid at this time. The
yield ranges from 405 to 628 pounds
per acre.

Mr Gilbreth stated that his
acreage for the coming year will
be much smaller than the crop
just harvested. In addition to his
large sudan crop and other feeds,
Mr. Gilbreth raises cattle and hogs
for the market and now has a good
herd of each. He feeds a big part
of his grain to hogs and calves

THIRTEEN BALES REPRES-
ENTS ABOUT HALF OF
FORTY-SEVEN ACRE CROP

Jim Dickson called at the Journal
office the first of the week and
paid his subscription for another
year. He informed us that he had
gathered thirteen bales of cotton
from 47 acres and that he expected
to get about thirteen more. Most
of this cotton, he states, is on sod
land, which is yielding about one-
half bale to the acre, while the
older land will yield about three-
fourths of a bale per acre.

Mr. Dickson sent one stalk to the
State Fair at Dalas which meas-
ured 18 inches in height and con-
tained 105 grown bells. Most of
his cotton is heavily loaded and al-
together he has a very satisfactory
crop.

BAILEYBORO GINNINGS

bales of cotton had been ginned at
Baileyboro. The gin is now running
full time every day. A quantity of
cotton still remains in the fields, but
it is being picked rapidly when the
weather will permit.

TELLS CONGRESS. ABOUT
NEW USES OF COTTON

Raw cotton being fed into long rows
of machines and coming out a product
that looks, feels and wears like silk
was described by Congressman Marvin
Jones of Texas, in the House on Dec-
ember 6th.

The House listened with much in-
terest to Mr. Jones' description of the
great plant at Elizabethton, Tennessee
where this work is being done.

For several years Mr. Jones has been
interested in the finding of new uses
for cotton and is the author of the
luw which authorizes permanent in-
vestigation of new uses by.the depart-
ments of Commerce and Agriculture.

“The_process of silk making is at-
tributed to a Chinese Empress in the
vear 2640 B. C.” said Mr. Jones. The
silk worm eats mulberry leaves, spins
a cocoon, which contains a silk thread
several hundred yards long. This is
unwound by hand and woven into
cloth.”

“For three thousand years China
guarded the precious secret. Tradi-
tion has it that the eggs of the worm
and the seeds of the mulberry tree
were carried out of China in a hollow
| bamboo cane. But the west could not
