‘There is nothing that would serve
all of the people so valuably as a
great mational system of motor
routes.

Good roads of the quality and ex-
tent that could and should be  built
would make motoring irresistible and
serve to keep in this country for gen-
eral benefit several hundred millions
of the billion dollars that our people
spend in Europe every year, most of

which stays there.

That tremendous economy might
well prove to be a diminutive, how-
ever, in comparison with the military
value of great stragetic highways
over which men and munitions might
be transported in practically unlimit-
ed numbers and quantity and with a
‘speed .to meet any situation.
§ That need is one that should be
prepared for, although it may never
But more immediate as a re-

‘tlon of this vast domain of ours is a
system of roads to give the greatest
possible worth in pleasure and utility
to the 19,000,000 automobiles which
they own.

And in this we have the very heart
of the subject. The way should be
made not only easy but enticing for
every American, who has the least de-
sire to do so, to see his own country.

It should be made simple and, of

course, delightful, for a man to drive
with his family from the Atlantic to
the Pacific, from the Gulf to the
Great Lakes, from' the interior to
either coast, from the broad plams
to the high mountains.

To make this possible there should
be a great highway from the New/
England coast to the Pacific North-
west. There should be another across
the middle of the continent from
east to west. There should be a road
connecting the southeastern and south

western seaboards. There should be

an artery down the middle of the
country, from north to south. The
East Coast requires a magnificent
road running its entire length. Such
a need has been met on the West
Coast.

Such roads exist now, but they do
not meet the requirements of which
we speak. The national trails and
highways are good only in stretches.
In some states they are of high-class
construction and splendidly main-
tained. In othérs they are in poor
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There could be no national ‘work of .
greater moment to a large number of
people than the completion of these
highways to meet future traffic needs
It is a work which only the Federal
Government could logically under-
take; first because theredshould be a
control uninfluenced by sectionalism
and, no less important, because it is a
service for all the people.

Building splendid highways is now
the chief concern of the most progres-
sive states. They have discovered the
tremendous dividends which good
roads pay. But their efforts should be
stipplemented and co-ordinated, and
only the National Government is in a
position to do that.

LAND OF GERMANS.

Germany has attempted to make
something of pictures sent abroad to
show the hardships of Germans ex-
pelled /’Erom Poland, Frank Simonds
points out in a recent article of his,
however, that Germany has hereself
to thank for the Polish policy. Indeed,
he sees it as practically the only thing
Poland could do about the situation.
‘When Silesia was divided by the ple-
biscite commission it sought to ad-
just frontiers so that Poland would
have those portions which desired to
go to Poland and Germany would
‘have those whose residents were pre-
dominantly German, Had Poland’s
historical clainmis been allowed to pre-
vail she might have had the whole
teritory. Following the partition, the
Germans in the Polish part of Silesia
refused, as they have refused from
the beginning of their settlement
there, to respect the Poles in author-
ity or out, They remained as hostile
as ever.

Pcland was under the necessity of
harboring open enemies or of thrust-
ing them out, as she had a right to
do under the treaty looking toward
the plebiscite. So Poland Xhrust them
out. They had come there as immi-
grants and invaders, and Germany
had used the most oppressive meth-

" ods toward the Poles. Now they have

to go back to the fatherland, bag and
baggage.

Germany can’t do much about it
now except to sputter and threaten.
She does not recognize the result of
the plebiscite. She does not recognize
the right of Poland to anything. She
vows that she will recldim all of Sile-
sia. And as long as there are Ger-
mans there she has allies within.

Poland could not afford to retain

these German foes. So she got rid
of them. Germany did the like when
she took Alsace-Lorraine. She sent
away some 200,000 Frenchmen be-
cause they insisted upon being French
men still. She is drmkmg now some
of her own brew.

It is a question whether the ex-
pulsion makes the boundary quarrel
less dangerous or more so. Much de-
.pends upon how long Germany can be
made to keep the peace. Germany
herself insists that all security pacts

today.

The' report says that while diamond

Monday morning he was
heard to remark to some friends' that
it being his last day in the work he
was going to celebrate. It is doubt-
“1l that during the long years of his

rk Here, that he had a busier day

an he spent Monday. He was seen
leaving town early in the morning, ac-
companied by the new County Agent,
Mr. Reynolds, and no one would at-
tempt to say what hour he was able to

‘get back to his home.

Among some of the great accom-
plishments of Mr. Johnston, during
his term of office, is the interest he
has worked up in Boys and Girl's
Club Work in the county. There are
boys in this county that are better
judges of good pigs, a good calf, or
even a good horse than their fathers
ever were or ever will be. There are
girls in this county who have learned
more about beautifying and managing
2 home than their mothers ever knew,
and it was large the interest that the
girls took in this work ‘that has
caused the organization of communi-
ty. Clubs among the ladies'and has
made Dickens County famous for the
many good house keepers.

Another great work of the County
Agent the past five years is the in-
centive for farmers to rid their farms
of the scrubs and stock the farms
with good thoroughbred horses, cows,
hogs and poultry. The farmers have
found the better breeds a money mak-
ing investment for them, and it will
not be many years until people from
other counties will be consulting farm

. ers here for advice along these lines.

Many farmers have been taught the
benefits and methods of terracing
their farms to save their fields and
conserve the moisture. Mr. Johnston
has superintended most of this work,
and the majority of cases have proven
a great benefit to the people.

Bésides these many and varied du-
ties the former County Agent has
been asked every conceivable question
about diseased* stock, crop pests, soil
management that is to be found in
the catagory. The farmers have felt
that he was their friend, and he pre-
sented an attitude that made them
feel free with him. He has been veti-
nary to the horses and cattle for a
great percent of the people in the
county, and it was no uncommon

thing for him to be called from his

home any hour in the night to save
a farmer the loss of some valuable
animal.

COUNTY AGENTS REVIEWING
AT EXPERIMENT STATION

County agents from the adjoining
counties will be in Spur on Friday
and Saturday to go over the work of
the Experiment Station. There will
probably be about 100 people present
from the best advice that is available
at the present, the delegates will
spend Friday night on the lawn at
the Experiment Station and on Satur-
day morning will make a tour of the
country about Spur inspecting the
fair grounds and poultry ranch, and
farms in Duck Creek Valley, goiig
over some of the alfalfa fields.

The Spur Station is keeping open
house to visitors for the next two
weeks and has postponed all field
work and other activtities in order
that visitors may be given more time
and become more familiar with the
work of a home institution. Harvest-
ing will soon be started in earnest
and everybody including the Experi-
ment station force will be busy in

the field. Take advantage of this op-|

portunity to learn of the new agricul-
tural truths that have been developed
at your door.

Clip the following guide from this
paper and carry it with you in visit-
ing the station as it. will be of value
in interpreting the work that is being
conducted.

In order that visitors may more
easily and fully conceive of the scope
of the work of the Experiment Sta-
tion the various projects have been
labeled in the field in such a manner
as to enable visitors driving thru to
get a general impression, and also for
those who are more interested to
make a detail study of the work be-
ing conducted. There are 406 acres
in the farm, 260 of them being in cul-
tivation.

Some of the work of the Station
with plat label designation is gven
herewith: Look for the signs and ar-
rows in the field.

A 64 plats of soil moisture and
fertility conservation Experiments
with cotton, grain sorghums, cow
peas, and sweet sorghums.

B.Increase plat of 40 acres of Me-
bane cotton for seed purposes.

C.' Location of Terracing experi-
ments which are to be started this
winter.

D. Experiments to determin the
relation between the time of fruiting

| and the yield of cotton.

E. Land in ideal condition for
planting of alfalfa. This 20 acre plat

[ will be planted to alfalfa in Septem-

ber.

F. 50 acre increase of Mebane
planting seed.

G. Increase plat of pure line selec-
tions of Mebane.

H. Increase plats of dwarf milo in
two acre blocks. Note the purity -of
plats 2 83 4 5 and 6 as compared with
plat 1. Plat 1 has not been bred pure
and will not be used for seed pur-
poses.

I. Sumac or (red top) sorgo, an
excellent ensilage and hay crop. More
crops of this kind are needed in West-
ern Texas.

J. Breeding plat of cotton con-
taining 540 plant selections with over
50 families' represented from a Me-
bane field as a foundation stock.
