The people of Dry Lake community
are alive to the good things, and al-
though they may not be the first
on a plan, they are usually very close
seconds. These people have tried the
consolidated school plan and recently
built a fine addition to their school
and employed more teaching force for
this term.

Their next movement is to put over
a Church Farm program for the pur-
pose of pufting one of their churches
on a financial basis. This medium of
finance is being sponsored by the
Baptist organization of that commu-
nity, and there has already been do-
nated the use of fifty acres of land
for next year.- This land will be
planted in crops (mostly cotton) cul-
tivated and harvested by the members
of the church, and the entire proceeds
will be used for the church expenses.

Rev. L. S. Bilberry, of Dickens is

' pastor of this live little congregation,

and it has been through his leader-
ship that the people have adopted
this plan of finance.

This is probably the second church
in the west to try this plan. The
New Hope Church about five miles
south of Stamford are using the plan
this year on a 45-acre farm. A few
weeks ago 114 members of the church
men, women - and children—entered
the cotton field and picked 14 bales
of cotton in one day. The cotton was
hauled to the gins by ten wagons and
the ginners made no ginning charges
on this cotton. The people of that
church think they will harvest at
least 25 bales from the field, which
will ‘put that little country church in
fine financial condition.

WOMEN VOTERS DEMAND
RIGHTS :

Legal disqualifications that women
in Texas are subject to both under
‘the common law and statutory enacts
ments last Tuesday afternoon at the
opening session of the sixth annual
convention of the Texas League of
‘Women Voters.

“Men and women should have equal
rights on the score of equal taxation
.alone,” declared Miss Florence M.
.Sands of Dallas, commenting on the
address of Mrs. Grace N. Fitzgerald
of Dallas, who had enumerated the
~ legal disabilities under which Texas
women suffer.

“It, is a slap at women’s intelli-
gence that she should lose control
of her property after marriage,” she
said.  “Take that part of the mar-
riage vow which reads, and with all
my worldly goods I the endow,” which
the husband makes to his wife: what
«does that mean, if anything, in Tex-
~as? Under our laws it means, I sup-
pose, -that she ecan' have old shoes
and what not. And if it doesn’t mean
-anything, can the rest of the vow
have any meaning ?

“I don’t blame some women for in-

: sisting that the word ‘obey’ be struck

from the wedding ceremony,” she
:added.

Mrs. Fitzgerald referred to “the
fiction of the law that man and wife
:are one and that the man is that one.”
After pointing out the object legal
scondition of women under the English
commion law, which prevails in Texas
‘except where otherwise enacted by
statute, she recited six specific cases
where, in her opinion, the legal status
0f women in Texas should be correct-
2d.

One of these was that grounds for
divorce should be the same in Texas
for both man and wife.

ONE LAW THAT SEEMS TO BE
OBEYED

On the face of it, the headlight
law for automotive traffic in this
State would seem to be extremely
difficult to enforce. Actual condi-
tions, as reported from various sec-
tions of the State, however, indicate
that the law is well enforced; that
it is obeyed, in fact, rather better
than most of our laws are.  That
the disobedience of law is so much
of a problem.

The anti-glare legislation is as
helpful to the man commanded to
obey it as it is to the man whom
it protects, for in the long run every
man who obeys it is also protected by
it. The pleasure of night driving
where there’s no glare from approach
ing vehicles is so markedly in con-
trast with the experience which every
driver at night encountered before
the law went into operation that no-
body would return now to the old
way if he could.

It is a rather rare thing now to
meet a driver who carries blinding
lights. There are a few left, and
they will undoubtedly meet with their
deserved punishment .It is only by
the enforcement of proper adjustment
of lights that we realize how much of
a menace the old uptilted lights real-
ly were.

The testlng stations have made
friends for the law. When the car
owner drives in for the first testing
he is a bit nervous for fear he will
be asked to buy some new kind of
lamp at a fat figure to the profit of
the test station man. Instead he

nal fee and drives out to find that
he has more light on the road where
he wants it than ever before. Not
only does he' get less of the glare
of the other man’s light, but he also
gets more of the benefit of his own.
That feature along is worth more to
him than the cost of it, and he ac-
quiresr an -attitude of hearty good
will toward the law, instead of one of
doubtful allegiance.

If our laws for quiet. motoring
were as well enforced as our regula-
tions for safe lighting at night, we
might begin to hope for the speedy
control of motoring in general. It is
still true, however, that officers of
the law fail to enforce quietude in
the operation of vehicles by others,
and even show no particular desire
to obey these ordinances 'themselvs.
Until the police muffler is closed the
citizen’s motor blast is apt to re-
main unhushed,

In most cases, the one who is con-
valescing consumes milk in large
quantities. This food contains all of
the elements that are essential to the
body. If milk is pure and germless,
it is easily digested and assimilated

Where the milk supply is uncertair

' or the quality not of the best, evay

orated milk should be employed. It is
sterile; it is just pure milk with about
Sixty per cent of the water removed.
Its double richness may be modified,
if desired, by the addition of water or
it may be used just as it is, where
rich, creamy dishes are desired.

- Many people make the mistake of
confusing evaporated milk with con
densed milk. They are not at all simi:
lar in appearance, composition or
taste. They cannot be used for the
same purposes; condensed milk is8 ¢
combination of sugar and milk; evap-
\orated milk has no added sugar, being
‘pure milk of double-rich quality and
food value.

Following are recipes of easily pre-
jpared dishes and foods that are well
-suited for the invalid and the con
valescent.

Loganberry Cream.
%, cup evaporated 1% ‘cup loganberry

milk juice
% cup water 2 tbsp. lemon juice
Pinch salt

Put all ingredients in a Mason fruit
jar and shake thoroughly. Chill and
serve in glasses filled 14 full of ice
chips.  Raspberry, blackberry, and
«cherry juice may be used instead of
the }oganberry.

Iced” Cocoa,

3 tsp., cocoa

‘8 tsp. sugar

14 cup water
Pinch salt

% cup evaporated

milk diluted
with
% cup water
1% tsp. vanilla

'Mix cocoa and sugar thoroughly and
add the 14 cup water and boil over a
low flame for 15 minutes. Scald the
«diluted milk and add cocoa syrup and
salt. Continue cooking for 15 minutes
in double boiler. Add vanilla. Chill
and serve with chipped ice. 'Top with
whipped cream.

THE FIGHT ON. DEATH TAXES

The rather satisfying indications of
success in the forthcoming session
of Congress of the nationwide fight
for repeal of the federal death tax do
not completely remedy the injustice
which faces multitudes of citizens in
this country. For complete remedy
there must be not alone elimination
of the double exploitation of this
tax field, which at present exists with
both federal and state govefnments
taxing inheritances, but there must
be also a system of elimination of
duplications’ between the states. Und-
er the present arrangement it is pos-
sible, and occurs often, that an estate
is subject to taxes which in their total
are greater than the value of the es-
tate. Even with withdrawal of the
Federal Government, from the field,

it will still be possible for taxes of | &S

various states to exceed the value of
the estate.

President Coolidge, who favors
withdrawal of the Federal Govern-

|ment from the death tax field, also

favors a revision of the laws of the
various states pursuant to a plan to
be devised in a conference of state
executives and legislators.. Such a
plan would provide uniformity of
state death tax laws at the same time
that it would define jurisdiction. Such

a conference should be arranged as

soon as possible after the first re-
form, that of abandonment by the
Federal Government of death taxa-
tion, is accomplished.—Star Telegram
