Murray said EMS is al-
ways looking for volun-
teers and such grant
funds enable them to train
these volunteers appro-
priately.

Texas leads in cotton bales ginned

Texas leads the nation in Running Bales Ginned
in the Cotton Ginnings Report issued by National
Ag Statistics Service last Thursday morning. Of
course, the Lone Star State is the lone entry on
the report which covers Cotton Ginnings for this
crop year as of August 1. So far, 48,350 bales have
been ginned in.Texas, and the U.S., 70 percent up
from last year but less than half the bales ginned
at this point in 2001. The next report will be is-
sued Sept. 10.

WTO’s Doha Round

Uganda you need to do just a
little simple math first.
(Well, it starts out simple,
and then . . .)

First, there’s the timing.
Even on their birthdays, most
people aren’t all that pleased
to get a call in the middle of
their night—even if it happens
to be broad daylight on the
day before in the land where
you live. Uganda is eight
hours ahead of us, so Juana &
I waited until about 11:30 on
Saturday night to call (7:30 on
Sunday morning there), and
we still woke him up. He
seemed pleased to hear from
us anyway. I thought he
sounded pretty much the same
as he did when he was 20, but
it was still good to talk to him.

One day last week Stephan
called to let us know that he
and Chris had bought a cell
phone. Fine. We knew that
needed to happen.

“How much did it cost?”

“240,000 shillings.”

Ouch. Say “dollars” instead
of “shillings” and that's

almost as much in dollars as
the first bill that comes in the
first month after your 18-
year-old first takes his or her
cell phone to college. I'm
guessing that cell phone com-
panies must love August and
September.

But not to worry. Just a lit-
tle more math is required. To
convert Ugandan shillings
into American dollars (rough-
ly, at least) you knock off the
last three digits (usually
zeros) and divide what’s left
by 2. So . . . the phone cost
around $120. Not bad, and
the best part is that Uganda
uses what I think I've discov-
ered is the European
approach to cell phones. You
only pay air time for calls you
make; you don’t pay for calls
you receive—which seems to
me to be a civilized arrange-
ment that our country would
do well to consider. So . . .
Stephan & Chris call us and
say “Call us” and we do and
they talk for free—which is
indeed a marvelously civi-
lized arrangement.

An AT&T phone card
($38.00 for 1000 minutes,
including tax) will work for
overseas calls just fine, but
you find out pretty quickly
that 100 minutes of U.S. talk
time translates into 7 minutes
of international time. More
math.

I am not a math person, but
I think I've figured out that
international calls on that
card cost me 54 cents as com-
pared to less than 4 cents for
calls in the States. So . . . you
buy an “international” phone
card that’s a good bit cheaper
(8 cents per minute).

I'm glad God's kids can
phone Him anytime at all. No
peak hours. No math required.

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Expecting too much of marriage?

By Ron Trusler
Chief Executive Officer of
Central Plains Center

It is normal to expect
that a marriage will last re-
gardless of a high divorce
rate in our country — 40 to
50 percent of first mar-
riages end in divorce.
Many pressures exist in
our society that supports
the idea that the institution
of marriage should be per-
manent.

Our cultural norms
cause us to believe that the

appropriate role for an
adult in our society is that
of a spouse. We are influ-
enced by parents, peers,
and the media to seek mar-
riage. Although alterna-
tives to marriage have be-
come more acceptable in
our society, the norm is still
to be married.

Social pressures to stay
married are less obvious,
but still strong. We often
assume that divorce hap-
pens to other people and
that our marriage will be
permanent — at least we

are taught that it should be.

Most religious organiza-
tions convey a clear mes-
sage about the perma-
nence of marriage relation-
ships. The traditional reli-
gious wedding vows have
the phrase, “Until death do
us part,” making it clear
that the union is a spiritual
one ordained by God, who
expects us to make good
On our promise.

Our culture emphasizes
the goal of personal hap-
piness in marriage, there-
fore, when spouses stop

having fun, they some-
times feel that there is no
reason to stay married. |
understand that in Asian-
Americans and Mexican-
American cultures that is
not the case. They tend to
have a lower divorce rate
because they consider the
family unit to be of greater
value than their individual
interests. Personal unhap-
piness is less likely to re-
sult in movement toward
divorce for these spouses.

tional pain following di-
vorces is also devastat-
ing. Since primary cus-
tody of children is
awarded to the woman in
over 85 percent of the
cases, men become
separated from their chil-
dren and children are
separated from their fa-
thers and regarded as
negative rather than posi-
tive terms.

So, here is the bottom-
line question: Is the ex-
pectation that spouses
stay married until death
do them part unrealistic?
Maybe. Though there
may be positive indi-
vidual, couple, and soci-
etal reasons for wanting
to maintain a stable, com-
mitted, emotionally satis-
fying marriage relation-
ship, the cultural norm
and the negative attitudes
toward those who do di-
vorce, may do more harm
than good.

Something to think
about: The reason you
stay married may not be
the same reason you get
married. Most people in
the American culture
marry for love, happiness
and fun. However, mar-
riage involves earning an
income and rearing chil-
dren, which may blunt
these earlier expectations.

Realistic Expectations

Having realistic expecta-
tions as a parent requires a
basic understanding of
where children lie on the de-
velopment spectrum. This
typically occurs between
age two and three (or even
later). When parents set un-
realistic limits for their chil-
dren, they unknowingly set
their children up for failure.

Communicate Expecta-
tions Clearly

Children will have a very
difficult time following the
limits established by parents
if they do not know what
those limits are. Likewise,
when children violate paren-
tal limits, parents need to let
their children know that they
have violated a limit. If some
type of disciplinary action is
taken, it is also helpful for
parents to let their children
know why they are being
disciplined.

Establish Reasonable
Consequences

Establishing reasonable
conseguences is an essen-
tial aspect of effective disci-
pline. This requires parents
to distinguish between cru-
elty and reasonable conse-
guences. A child who clearly
understands and is capable
of following a rule estab-

Be Loving, Yet Firm

Researchers have dis-
covered that the most effec-
tive style of discipline is an
authoritative one, in which
the parents openly love and
support their children, yet
expect them to behave in
ways that are consistent
with the guidelines they
have set in the household.
When rules and/or limits are
violated, these parents
implement consequences
that are intended to teach
children the importance of
proper behavior.

Be Consistent

Consistency is another
factor that is associated with
effective parental discipline.
Consistent parents do what
they say they are going to
do, when they say they are
going to do it, without par-
tiality.

Positive Discipline

Discipline that is done to
teach, guide, protect, and
promote self-responsibility
is positive discipline. In con-
trast, discipline that is done
out of anger or revenge is
negative and can be harm-
ful to children.

Model Appropriate Be-
havior

Children tend to model

F

the behavior that they wit-
ness on a regular basis.
Whether it be a parent or
other primary caregiver, that
person has a tremendous
responsibility to model ac-
ceptable and pro-social be-
havior.

Humor

It is very important for
parents to be able to take a
step back and examine the
ways in which they disci-
pline their children. Disci-
plining children is one of the
most difficult aspects of
parenting. It is serious busi-
ness; however, parents
need to develop the ability
to laugh at their mistakes
and have fun in their role as
parents.

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Dinosaur tracks gets exhibit

CLAYTON, N.M. — The
New Mexico Museum of
Natural History and Sci-
ence found dinosaur tracks
at Clayton Lake State
Park, where the huge
plant-eating tenotosaurus
and the meat-eating
acrocanthosaurus walked
through a mud flat more
than 100 million years ago.
The tracks, still preserved
in a section of the park’s
dam spillway, were used to

1 design part of the Albu-

quergue museum’s Juras-
sic Super Giants exhibit,
which opens to the public
Aug. 7.

Museum curators used
molds of the Clayton tracks
to create a replica of the
park's trackway, one of the
world's largest with hundreds
of footprints from a variety of
prehistoric creatures.
