Employers were put on notice to­
day in a statement issued by W. A . 
Thomas, -Collector of Internal Re­
venue, Second District of Texas, itihat 
there will he no change in the tax 
rate on Federal Old-Age and Sur- 
■vivors Insurance on January 1, 1943, 
as had been anticipated.

Under the provisions o f the Re­
venue Act o f 1942 pass-ed -by Con­
gress and signed by the President 
on October 21, ithe tax i-ate remains 
at 1 per cent on payrolls o f emprloy- 
ers and 1 per cent on wages paid to 
employees which must he deducted 
by the employer and reported to the 
collector of inteimal revenue, accord­
ing to Thomas.

“ Offices o f the S(ooial Security- 
Board located in different cities in 
miy district have received numerous 
inqdii-ies regarding the 'piroposed 
increases- -which was originally 
scheduled to diouble the itax in 1943,”  
said Thomas. “ Official no-tice will 
be mailed out to all employer in 
due time announcing the ‘freezing’ 
o f  the (old-iage and survivors in­
surance (Ijax for the year of 1943- 
In (the meantime, employers have 
no cause to worry about an increase. 
Reports will continue to be made 
as usual and in the same manner, 
making certain -that epch employer 
reports the account number -of eadh 
employee and the amount o f -waigje» 
paid each employes.”

It was emphasized by the collect 
of internal revenue that collection 
o f 'taxes under -the Social Security 
Act is the responsibility o f the 
Bureau o f Internal Revenue and not 
the Social Security Board. All reports 
-S'hould he mailed to the office o f the 
collector in Dallas.

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Use Peanuts 
In Cooking

“ How is the peanut crop?” asks 
3F}!ae Bass, County Demonstration 
Agent. Would you like to use some 
-of those .peanuts at home to provide 
many o f the necessary minerals 
and vitamins? Peanuts are a rich 
BOUTce o f Vitamins B1 and G which 
are so often lacking in the ordinary 
diet, and also furnish large amounts 
o f  protein, iron, calcium, and phos­
phorus. These facts, says Miss Bass, 
twings the humble peanut up to its 
rightful rank as a choice food.

There are many ways peanuts 
may be included in the diet, one of 
the best known way® being in pea­
nut butter. This product is easily 
made at home according to the fol­
lowing:

Roast to a light brown 6 quart 
jpeanuts (preferably 2 quarts of 
fipianish and 4 quarts o f Virginia pea­
nuts). Remove the .skins and the 
®erm, to prevent a bitter flavor 
developing. Grind, using the fine 
Joiife o f a food chopper, add 1-12 
tablespoons salt; grind twice more 
so as to have the salt well distri­
buted throughout. Pack into small 
jars, pressing the butter in On the 
fllottom first and filling so as to 
move all air bubbles as the packing 
is done. If the butter is to ¡be kept 
fo r  some time, process small con­
tainers for one hour at 180 degress 
F . (simmering) in a water bath.

Below are a few recipes for using 
peanut butter, submitted by the 
agent:

PEANUT PEACH CRISP
Combine 1-4 cup peanut butter and 

mix well. Add 1 1-2 cups -graham 
cracker crumbs and 3-4 teaspoon 
salt. Arrange 2 cuips cooked, sliced 
and drained peaches in bpttom of 
Bhallow baking dish.

Hour 1-4 cup peach juice over 
them. Cover with the cracker mix­
ture land bake in moderately hot 
oven about 20 minutes or until 
jcromibs are brown. Serve with peach 
syrup or cream.

PEANUT BUTTER CUP CAKES
1-2 cup butter or other fat
1-2 cup ipeanut butter
1 cup sugar
2 eiggs
3 cups sifted soft-wheat flour 

’ 4 teaspoons baking powder
1-2 teaspoons salt
1 cup milk
1 teaspoon vanilla

AAA Office Says 
Cotton Is War Crop

I. W. Duggan, director of the 
southern region of the Agiicultunal 
recently said that cotton is definiely 
a war crop and absolutely necessary 
to victory, just the same as steel 
and rubber.

“ The Army already has found 119 
uses for lint dotton,”  he told de­
legates at the final sessions o f the 
three-day regional A AA  conference, 
“ and spinners this year everything 
from hatbands to balloon cloth.”

Duggan’s address wias made at 
about the same time that the AAA 
announced that farm-stored cotton 
for the first time this year will 
be allowed to go into the govern­
ment loan.

The conference adjourned after 
committees put finishing touches on 
reports to be sent to Washington.

Fred Wallace, Nelbraska com 
grower and chief o f the AAA, passed 
bolding the conference in the west, 
saying, it revealed to many visitors 
who never had been west of the 
Mississippi the wonders o f a newly 
developed agricultural empire.

(In -substituting syrup for sugar, 
use 1 1-2 cup syrup and 5-8 cup 
milk.)

Cream together the fact, peanut 
butter, and sugar, add the beaten 
eggs, and the sifted dry ingredients 
alternately with the milk. Add the 
vianilla. Bake in (greased muffin 
tins in a moderate loven (550 degrees 
F.) for about 20 minutes.

PEACH BUTTER COOKIES
1-2 cup butter or other fat 
1-2 cup peanut butter 
1-3 cup brown- sugar 
3-4 cup dark com syrup 

1 1 egg _
. 2 cups flour sifted 
1-2 teaspoon soda 
1-2 teaspoon (baking powder 
1-2 teaspoon salt
Cream shortening and peanut but­

ter thoroughly. Add brown sugar 
(gradually and beat well. Then 
gradually add well beaten -egg.

Sift dry ingi-edients and stir into 
creamed mixture, blending thorough­
ly. Then chill. Form into -balls the 
size lotf a walnut. Place on lihgtly 
-greased baking Sheet. Flatten with 
fork, making cris-cross pattern. Bake 
-10 minutes in moderately q-uiok 
oven (375 degreesF.) This makes ap- 
p-roximately 4 dozen cookies.

How to Manage Yoiir 
Meat Rationing

■With meat rationing ob'\’iously 
“ just around the comer,” oui‘ gov­

ernment has asked- us to voluntarily 
ration ourselves on meat to help 
solve the shortage even -before the 
mechanism o f enforced rationing can 
(be set up.

The Share-the-Meat plan includes 
beef, veal, lamb, mutton, and pork 
only, and leaves poultry, fish, and 
variety meats such as kidney, liver, 
bi-ains, sweetbreads, tongue, etc. to 
be used freely, 'according to Fae 
Bass, County Home Demonstration 
Aigent. Your weekly share is two 
and a half pounds per week for 
adults and children over 12, one and 
a half pounds per week for children 
6 to 12, and three fourth (pound i>er 
week foir children under 6 years old.

Many families 'will find that they 
do not use over this ampu'nt, but if 
they do Miss Bass suggests the fo l­
lowing ways o f cutting doiwn meat­
less days, meatless meals, using 
meat substitutes such as cheese, 
nuts, dry beans, -peas, and soy beans, 
the main food value found in meat. 
The flavor o f nieat may be atretoh- 
■ed by using small quantities o f meat 
with bulky or (mild flavored foods 
in meat pies, stews, cured meats, etc.

In the past 'two weeks fairm fam­
ilies have (been (given a chance to say 
they ■will co-operate with the Share- 
the-(Meat plan through the Agricul­
tural 'Victory Council, says the home 
demonstration agent. Neighborhood

leaders have contacted their neigh­
bors exiplaining the plan -to them, 
giving them some suiggestions for 
following the plan, and asking them 
if  they ■will-1 agree to co-operate.

We 'Should determine what our 
family’s total meat allowance is, 
then keep (a record -pf what meat we 
buy, what we use o f the meat we 
hav-e at home or in the freezer lock­
er, and any that we eat outside the

home. And let’s ,be sure our weekly 
total is within our limit.

It’s just another way o f spending 
the day of -victory, so it’s our pri-vi- 
ledge to -help where we can.

McADOO V.A. DEPARTMENT

one day this week to butchering of 
hogs for farmers that desire this 
service. The exact day will be an­
nounced at school and every effort 
w in be made to contact those that 
wish the service. We are asking that 
the hogs be kept o ff feed 24 hours 
prior to slaughter, but igiving plenty 
o f water to drink during this period. 
Ihis removal o f feed enables the 
hog to bleed more freely, saves that 
amount o f feed, and makes the 
stomach and intestines more easily 
handled and cleaned. To those that 
wish to make their cure at home we 
recommed the following as a dry 
cure: To every 100 pounds o f meat.

use; 8 pounds of- salt,, 3 pounds of 
sugar (brown preffered) and 3 

ounces o f saltpeter. Mix thoroughly 
and rub about one half o f this into 
meat after it has been chilled and 
trimmed, and after seven days rub on 
the other half. For sausage, we 
offer the following for seasoninjg: 
For 50 poimds of pork sausage meat 
use one pound of fine salt, two and 
one half ounces o f black pepper, 
and three ounces of powdered sage. 
Omit sage if lobjectionable.

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Probably What 
Hitler Thought

For ithe first time in its history, 
this country is fighting a war on 
all the continents and all the oceans. 
American ti'oops and, or equipment 
are now engaged in every battle- 
front from Russia to Africa. And 
the numbers so engaged will in­
crease vastly ■ and swiftly in the 
future. It has taken us a long time 
to move frc'in the defensive to the 
offensive stage in our war strategy, 
but we are gradually ¡getting there.

This is the first real “ global 
war” history has ever known. By 
com'parison, the wars of tlie past 
.were localized operations. The mas­
ter ¡plan laid down by Hitler at the 
beginning should now be clear to 
everyone, first, it was necessary for 
him to conquer all o f Euroipe, and 
to make it as invulnerable to in­
vasion as possible. Second, it was 
necessary for him to obtain the 
Russia, and to eliminate the Russian 
army as a first-rate fighting force. 
Third, his ally, Japan, was to take 
command and dominate in the 
Pacific. Fourth, ihis armies, working 
in concert with those of Japan, 
were to take over the Middle East 
and India. The United States would 
then, in effect, be an island sur­
rounded by unfriendly waters and 
cut off from all relations with the 
balance lof the world. Then, at his 
leisure. Hitler could set about the 
job of finally defeating us.

This must be the picture that was 
in Hitler’s mind when he sent his 
trooips into Poland in 1939. The first 
step has been taken— all Europe 
is in ihis power, and Allied raids 
such as that made against Dieppe 
show that he lhas built formidable 
defenses. The balance of the steps 
have not been taken— ând the mag­
nificent fight put up by the Russians 
must be given much of the credit 
for that. Rommel’s Afrika Konps have  ̂
driven through to Suez had not it 
been necessary to divert more and 
more Axis troiops, planes and sup­
plies to the Russian front. Japan 
it necessary for her to maintain 
big garrisons facing the borders 
of Asiatic .Russia. And Russia’s 
stand must have had a dep'ressiing 
effect on the German masses at 
home. Long ago. Hitler promised 
¡them a quick and easy victory in 
Russia. That was the first promise 
o f conquest to his own people that 
he has not been able to live up 
to. 'A dictator who cannot keep his 
word no longer wears the aura 
o f invincibility.

This does not mean that the United 
Nations yet have the upper hand in 
the war. They have not. They have 
lost much and taken almost nothing.

Whether pr not Russia can con­
tinue as an effective, hard-hitting 
belligerent is the gravest of today’s 
unanswered question. The great 
battle of .the Pacific is as yet in the 
preliminary stages. The arrangement 
o f United Nations’ leaders to deal 
frankly with .the second front in­
dicates that we are now really ready 
to carry the war home to the enemy. 
The problem of shipping is not solv­
ed— t̂hough there has been an en­
couraging decline in U-Boat de­
predations. And no one yet knows 
whether the faith placed in Air pow­
er by some Allied commanders is 
justified.

In short, we have not stopped 
the Axis— but we have .slowed it. 
Japan is finding her long Pacific 
supply line costly—we have taken 
a tremendous toll of Jap ships and 
planes and seamen. German losses 
in Russia, even if we greatly mini­
mize the Moscow accounts, must 
be enormous, and a laa’ge part of 
the casualties consist of first-line 
veterans. The Axis, to sum up, has 
.spent much o f its strength in the 
war to date—  we have spent little 
lof lours.

Here at home, the domestic situa­
tion is clearing. The problems of 
supply and production are being 
handled better. Some effort is be­
ing made .to deal effectively with 
the crucial manpower .situation. The 
drafting o f  the 18 and 19 yearsnold 
will give .the military forces about 
1,500,000 first-class soldiers. There’s 
plenty o f confusion, plenty o f waste 
.motion still, .but it is gradually les­
sening.

Recent reports from all the battle- 
fronts indicate that new American 
equipn^nt is vastly su,periog $o 
that of the past. The Flying Fort­
ress has proven itself the best plane 
in the world o f its kind. It carries 
a smaller bomb load than the Br-iiti-sh 
¡Sterling, but it is .much less vulner­
able to attack. American tanks of 
itbe 'Genei-al Grant class are excel­
lent, and early bugs in design-have 
.been eliminated. And great advance- 
.ment has .taken place in our pursuit 
planes, which originally were no 
match at all for Axis types.

Our latent poiwer is beginning to 
be felt—land felt on .the six con­
tinents. Now dt remains to .be seen 
how swiftly we can increase that 
power, and put it to work.

Let’s buy Bonds and Stamlps and 
do our part at home.

Group Life Benefits 
Top $79 Million

Group life insurance has paid out 
.$79,152,000 in benefit payments to 
worker’s families in the first eight 
months of this year, averaging $1,- 
650 per family, the Institute of 
Life Insurance announces.

Year’s Pay Check 
‘Tliis type o f insurance protection 

is almost entirely a develo.pment 
since World War I,” the Institute 
said, “ and these .benefits now average 
,$2,283,00 a week for workers’ fam­
ilies, supplementing the benefits from 
■ordinary and industrial insurance 
.policies. Group life insurance, which 
is usually pay for jointly by em­
ployer and employee, furnishes funds 
equivalent to ‘continuing the pay 
check’ of the worker for about a 
year after his death.”

Growth Since Last War 
In 1917, when this country en­

tered thè last World War, there 
was only 62 million dollars o f group 
life insurance in force throughout 
the United States. By the end o f this 
year, the total of group life in­
surance (will exceed 20 billion dollars.

New group insurance purchases 
this year will pro,bably i-esult in a 
.net increase of $2,000,000,000 in a- 
mount and approximately 800,000 
new workers as .policyholders. This 
will bring total policyholders insured 
under group insurance to more than 
13,000,000, or nearly one-fourth of 
the total U.'S. work force.

November 25, 1942 

Dear Mr. Thomas;
I have meant to write mumerous 

times, but I sadly neglected to do 
BO. We are released from quaiters 
for  a badly-needed day o f .rest. 
.Thanksgiving, with very littler to do 
in the way o f administrative dûtes 
such as' guard and orderly services. 
I know now that I came to a hard 
place when I came to West Point, 
and since July my life has under­
gone a very inconsistent series of 
ups and downs. Although I am in the 
upper half o f the 1051 plebes in 
my class. I have not dione well in 
mathematics, especially Solid Geo­
metry.

We paraded last week before the 
Lord Field Mai-shall Sir John Dill 
o f Britain, General Marshall, A 
Free French Oclonel, and several 
others in a large party pf the mem­
bers o f the Joint AnglOnAmeriean 
War Staff. We grow bitter as the 
war progresses, for we parade in 
handsome uniforms before notable 
digniterieswhile our friends are fight­
ing the war. I am proud that the 
course here at West Pont has been 
cut down to three years, and I know 
that three years of this place will 
prepare us to lead men several 
times as well as an Officer’s  Can­
didate School will. My class will 
be know hereafter as the class of 

is twice the size of . any. 
Rt is' here.

It is cold now, and the trees are 
bare as winter comes on up in 
these pictiiresque mountains; _but 
there is still something beautiful 
about this country. West Point is 
ideally located, and there is some­
thing inspiring in its secluson that 
has gone far in .building up its 
naime as the showplace o f the military 
world and heart lof the Upited States 
Army. I am proud to be here as a 
cadet and a mem'ber o f the Corps, 
but as 1 flounder through that 
Geometry book—‘I often wonder if 
pld Fike Godfrey, Raymond Ince, 
Bill Laine, or Billie Powell would 
not be doing better. .Sometimes I 
wonder if I’ll ibe of more service to 
my country after West Point or 
whether I would be doing better a- 
iongside Ellis Power in New Guinea 
today. West Point is a war-camp and 
the tactical officers seem to find 
pleasure in reminding us at every 
opportunity— as if  we didn’t know 
that “this is war” and that “ the 
harder you work, the fewer will be 
your tears.”

I enjoyed our three football trips 
to New York City very .much. On 
three different occasions we went 
down hy .boat the 'whole Corps of 
Cadet in masse—to see our “Big 
Babble”  play Columbia, Notre Dame, 
and Princeton.

marched through their streets in­
