Tempers flared during
Wednesday's special
meeting of the Muleshoe
Area Hospital District as

residents squared off over
the election for board Place
4.

_Bailey County Precinct #1
Commissioner Butch
Vandiver, who indicated he
was attending the meeting
after being contacted by
concerned county residents,
addressed the board during
an open forum and said he

board there were only eight
votes cast.

Along with Vandiver,
Muleshoe businessman
Frank Parker was in
attendance and voiced his
concerns that Bailey County
residents weren't being
properly represented by the
hospital board. “The people
who voted on this hospital
have a direct voice in what
happens,” he said.

“That's why we're holding
this meeting,” said Hooten,
responding to remarks from
Parker.

He also talked
about the times he’s had to
divert from other business to
handle situations in the
hoépital district, noting that
he's already had to attend
three meetings so far this
week.

And when the hospital’s
administrative assistant
LeShea Mason stated the
Muleshoe Journal had
received a notice of the
election and had declined to
publish it, a representative
of the newspaper pointed
out there was a difference
between the board agenda
which Mason claimed to
have faxed to the
newspaper and the legal
notice state law requires to
be posted.

At one point later in the
meeting, hospital district
resident Kasey Miller said
resident Lisa Allen had
called the hospital's
administration office about
being placed on the ballot,
to which Mike Miller
responded that it was his
understanding that Allen
was seeking information
about being appointed to
Arlene Phelps’ vacated
seat.

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NOTICE OF PROPOSED INCREASE IN
ENVIRONS GAS RATES

On February 25, 2005, Atmos Energy Corporation (“Atmos” or the “Company”) filed a Statement of
Intent with the Railroad Commission of Texas (the “Commission”) to increase its gas rates in the
unincorporated area (“Environs”) surrounding the Cities of West Texas Service Area (the “Cities”). This
proposed increase in gas rates willing to apply to customers residing inside the city limits of the West Texas
Service Area.

In its filing, the Company proposes to change its Environs base rates and service charge tariffs to the
same level as those current rates previously approved by the Cities for customers inside the city limits. The
service charge rates have been in effect inside the city limits since April 10, 2003 and the base rates have
been in effect inside the city limits since May 1, 2004. The Company proposes to change the Environs rates
effective April 1, 2005. The Commission may suspend the proposed effective date for up to 150 days.

The proposed changes will affect all classes of Environs tariff customers, including Residential,
Commercial, Industrial,-State Institution, and Public Authority customers. The Company’s Air Conditioning
Customers, who currently take service under a separate tariff, will instead be served under the Residential
tariff. There are approximately 17,306 Atmos Environs tariff customers (15,071 Residential, 1,916
Commercial, 182 Small Industrial, 16 State Institution, and 121 Public Authority). The proposed changes in
Environs base rates are expected to ingrease the Company’s annual revenues by approximately $440,274.
The Company, also proposes tg implement and apply a new Weather Normalization Adjustment clause to the
bills of customers in weather-sensitive classes (Residential, Commercial, State Institution, and Public
Authority).

The typical monthly residential customer bill (assuming consumption of 6 Mcf) and the typical monthly
commercial customer bill (assuming consumption of 30 Mcf) will be affected as follows by these changes:

The various changes in base rates and nonrecurring charges proposed by Atmos would increase the
Company’s total revenues in the Environs by approximately $470,651 on an annual basis, or 9.7%. The
proposed change in revenues is a “major change™ under state law. The new Environs rates will not exceed
115% of the average of all rates for similar services in all municipalities served by Atmos Energy within the
same county.

readings were taken from
Jan. 17-25 at 40 sites that
were evenly-distributed
within the water district.

The average soil moisture
deficit, or amount of
additional moisture the soil
could hold, averages 2.5
inches in the upper five feet
of the soil this year. There
was 5.4 inches of soil
moisture deficit in January
2004.

“This indicates almost
three inches more moisture
in the soil than last year,”
Crenwelge said. He added
that the average available
moisture values, or amounts
of plant-available moisture
in the soil, show the same
trend.

Readings indicate an
average of 6.2 inches of
moisture in the upper five
feet of the soil, as compared
to 3.2 inches in 2004.
Despite the above-average
rainfall last year, the data
collection revealed that the
moisture did not completely
fill the five-foot soil profile.

Crenwelge said several
factors contributed to this. “It
should be noted that the soil
infiltration rate, or how fast
water can enter the soil,
becomes slower as the soil
surface becomes wetter.
Water will pool on the
surface and then flow from
fields as runoff. Since the
fields were already wet at
the surface, much of the
moisture ran off the field
before it could soak into the
soil,” he said. He added that
as soils become wetter,
water is “wicked” down into
the lower portion of the soil
profile, which may take
some time, especially in
heavier clay soils.

“Also, the soil was wetter
at the five-foot level than it
was last year. Therefore,
some moisture soaked
deeper than the five-foot

“The leg bone’s
connected to the ankle bone
and the ankle bone’s
connected to the foot bone,”
but what do we really know
about the foot bone?

Wear and tear on your
feet starts when you first
learn to walk and continues
until you cannot walk
anymore. According to
Andrew B. Crocker,
gerontology health
specialist, we should all
remember to pay close
attention to our feet. They
may be the first sign of
problems in our bodies,
including serious diseases.

Common conditions
associated with your feet
include:

- Fungal and bacterial
conditions — Fungal and
bacterial growth on your feet
Is caused by your foot being
in a warm, dark, damp place;
namely, your shoes. One of
the most common fungal
conditions is athlete’s foot.
Fungus and bacteria may
cause dry skin, redness,
blisters, itching and
infection.

To help prevent this
condition, change shoes
and socks often to help keep
your feet dry. Also, try
dusting your feet with foot
powder to help dry moisture.

« Corns and calluses —
Friction and pressure are the
main culprits for corns and
calluses. When the bony
parts of your feet rub against
your shoes, hard, dry knots
may form on your feet called
corns and calluses.
Sometimes corns and
calluses may be treated by
wearing shoes that fit
differently or cushioning the
bony parts of your feet with
special pads. Any form of
treatment that involves
cutting or scraping corns
and calluses should only be
performed by a health
professional.

* Bunions — Your big toes
may become swollen and
tender as a result of joints in
the toes not fitting together
properly. If the bunion is not
severe, you may be able to
relieve pain and pressure by
wearing shoes that are
wider, taping your foot or
wearing pads to cushion the
bunion. Physical therapy,
special shoe inserts or
surgery may be necessary
to treat the bunion.
Unfortunately, bunions tend
to run in families.

. Hammertoe
Shortening of the tendons
that control toe movements
is a condition known as
hammertoe. The toe knuckle
is usually enlarged, drawing
the toe back. Over time, as
the toe rubs against your
shoes, it may become stiff
and enlarge even more.
Without your large toe
resting against the walking
surface, you may lose your
balance.

Treatment includes
wearing socks and shoes
with plenty of room for the
toe so that it does not rub
against the shoe. Surgery
may be needed to correct
hammertoe.

« Spurs Calcium
deposits on the bones of
your feet may cause spurs,
prickly rock-like formations
that may cause great pain in
your feet. Spurs are caused
by muscle strain in the feet
from standing long periods
of time or wearing ill-fitting
shoes. Treatment for spurs
includes using foot supports,
heel pads, and heel cups. In
some cases, surgery may
be necessary to remove

spurs.

Keeping toenails timmed
is a very important task but
may be dangerous for those
with circulatory or nerve
problems in their feet.
Toenails should be trimmed
straight across but not cut
too short, especially in the
corners. This may lead to
ingrown toenails. Also, be
careful when trimming that
you do not cut the toe itself.

Shoes that fit properly are
paramount to good foot
health. Remember the
following:

 Foot size changes with
age. Be sure to measure
before each new shoe
purchase.

* One foot is normally
larger than the other so be
sure to fit your new shoes
to the larger foot.

» Make sure that the ball
of your foot fits comfortably
into the widest part of the
shoe.

* Your heel should fit
comfortably with little or no
slipping when you walk.

* Most importantly, walk in
the shoes before you buy
them to make sure they do
not hurt your feet.

Our feet do more work
than a lot of other parts of
the body. Remember to take
care of your feet and remind
your health provider to take
a look at your feet the next
time you go in for an
appointment.

something had to be done
‘about retiring the hospital
idistrict's  debt, and
isuggested the nursing

» MAHD board member
: Ronnie Dent disagreed with
‘Parker’s suggestion. “Our
‘total interest is for the care
:of the (resident and his or

radding that the hospital
'board’'s recent interviews
with candidates for the
nursing home
administrator’s position had

shown that medical
conglomerates focused
primarily on profits and not
the needs of the residents.

“We want the best facility
we can get,” Campbell
added, “or we wouldn't be
on the board.”

Parker also addressed
problems between MAHD
CEO Jim Bone and doctors
in Muleshoe.

However, Miller defended
Bone’s actions, stating that
the problems were the result
of Bone following a directive
from the hospital board to
cut costs.

He said that as a result of
mistakes made by the
leadership within the
hospital, the MAHD board
was directly involved in the
administration of the
hospital.

Miller also urged Parker
not to give up on the nursing
home.

Dent agreed, stating,
“The nursing home is as
vital a part of the community
as the hospital.”

Campbell joined in,
pointing out that while the
number of residents at the
nursing home is lower than

the board wishes, the facility
is only 10 residents away
from the nursing home
paying for itself.

This particular issue
facing the hospital district is
something with which
Commissioner Vandiver
was able to sympathize as
he said there was a similar
problem with the county jail.
“We've got to get some
paying people into the jail,”
he said.

Parker rounded off the
discussion about the
nursing home by pointing
out that the good will of

Bailey County residents
over how the hospital district
is being administered would
put more people in the
nursing home.

Following the open forum
discussion, a motion to
cancel the May 7 election for
Place 2 and affirming
Marilyn Riley in the Place 4
seat was made and
approved.

Although it wasn't listed
on Wednesday's agenda,
the board also approved a
motion to call for a special
election for the Place 4 seat.

Although the special

election will probably cost the
district about $500, Miller
said, “We're going to try to
satisfy the will of the people.”
He also noted that while
candidates for the Place 2
seat can live anywhere in the
hospital district, the only
residents who can vote for
the seat on the ballot must
live in the second precinct.
The timeline for the
election needs to be set by
the hospital district's
attorney, the board decided,
and would probably be
available at the district's
regular meeting on April 21.

Each time the man
reached up to hook the
swing's chain on the hook
he'd stretch his abdominal
muscles just enough to
reduce the pressure his
middle exerted against the
waistband of his shorts.
Subsequently, his shorts
would take a dive toward the
floor, and he'd be forced to
choose between hooking
the chain or saving his
dignity.

| can't recall the number
of times the man attempted
to hang the swing, only to
be stopped at the last
moment as his pants
dropped and he'd be forced
to grab for them. But | can
still remember the
frustration that showed on
his face, as well as the
furtive looks he made to see
if anyone was watching.

Then, he changed tactics,
trying to hold up the shorts
with one hand and use the
other hand to hang the
swing. Unfortunately, he met
defeat in this as well,
because the swing was too

heavy for him to lift high
enough with one hand to
accomplish his task.

Finally, In obvious disgust
the man let his troubles fall
where they may, reached up
with both hands — in all of
his boxer glory — and
hooked the chain. Then,
recovering his shorts, and
his remaining dignity, he
took a final furtive look up
and down the street before
going back inside the
house.

As funny as this seemed
at the time, | can't help now
but think that such is often
man's way of dealing with
problems. Have you ever
prayed that God relieve you
of your worries and
anxieties, only to snatch
them back?

1 Peter 5:7, NIV, says,
“Cast all your anxiety on him
because he cares for you."

The Bible tells us to place
our trust in the Lord without
reservation. Unfortunately, it
seems as if we tie strings to
many of the problems we
cast at God's feet, ready to
jerk them back again and
again rather than to abide in
the comfort he promises.

In his second letter to the
Christians of Cornith, the
apostle Paul offered
encouragement during
troubling times as well as an
explanation of how

Christlans should use the
comfort they receive from
God In their ministry to
others.

“Praise be to the God and
Father of our Lord Jesus
Christ, the Father of
compassion and the God of
all comfort, who comforts us
in all our troubles, so that we
can comfort those in any
trouble with the comfort we
ourselves have received
from God. For just as the
sufferings of Christ flow over
into our lives, so also
through Christ our comfort
overflows. If we are
distressed, it is for your
comfort and salvation; if we
are comforted, it is for your
comfort, which produces in
you patient endurance of
the same sufferings we
suffer. And our hope for you
is firm, because we know
that just as you share in our
sufferings, so also you
share in our comfort.” — 2
Corinthians 1:3-7, NIV.

In the Bible, God told his
followers they would be
called upon to suffer for his
cause, but it wasn't his plan
that our suffering be
intensified by worries and
anxieties. “Do not let your
hearts be troubled,” Christ
Jesus said in John 14:1,
NIV, “Trust in God; trust also
in me."
