Previously this stretch of highway 
had been graded, the caliche bed laid 
and most of the gravel base put on, but 
because of shortage in finance and 
freezing weather conditions, comple­
tion of the work was ordered held up 
until April 1. Now the paving coat of 
asphalt is to be laid and this stretch 
of road will be completed.

It is thought it will take about two 
weeks to finish the work, during which 
time the road will be barricaded and 
travel will be forced to use the old 
highway during the interim, according 
to Project Engineer H. N. Roberts.

It is expected that contract for 
grading Highway No. 7 through Lamb 
and the corner of Hockley counties, 
thus connecting this strip with the 
paving across Lubbock county, will be 
let sometime in June.

That a total of $127,218.00 state aid 

funds are due the 24 counties of the 
30th Senatorial district, is the gist 
of statement made in a letter received 
this week from Senator Arthur P. 
Duggan of this district, and Duggan is 
going to try to get the State to pay 
o ff in the near future.

Two years ago the Legislature 
passed a bill providing that the State 
pay 50 per cent of the pupil trans­
portation charges to truck drivers of 
the various school districts in these 
counties up to the maximum sum of 
$800, $400 being the state’s part of 
this payment. Some of this has been 
paid but there is a balance of more 
than $127,000 still due these various 
districts.

Last week Senator Duggan intro­
duced Bill No. 242 in the Senate which 
provides that the amounts due the 
schools of the 24 counties of this dis­
trict be included in the emergency ap­
propriation bill.

Of this sum $3,295.00 is due Bailey 
county for the school year 1931-32,

IS States To Vote On Amendment Repeal 
While 16 Others Working On Legislation 

Beer Effective in Some States April 7th
Six^en of the 48 States in the 

Union are moving rapidly toward a 
vote on repeal of the Eighteenth 
Amendment, with Michigan, Wisconsin 
Rhode Island and Wyoming leading 
the procession.

Sixteen other States are working out 
legislative plans to bring the question 
to a vote.

Ten states the encountering delay.
In the six remaining states the sit­

uation is indefinite.
These facts were disclosed today in 

a nationwide survey by International 
News Servioe.

The repeal resolution, passed by Con­
gress last January, must be ratified by 
conventions in three-fourths of the 
States, or 36 States, before the Eigh­
teenth Amendment can be erased from 
the Federal Constitution.

With beer legislation getting the 
right-of-way in some Legislatures, the 
matter of acting on outright repeal is 
not making as fast headway in some 
States as ardent wets had hoped. But, 
on the whole, steady progress is being 
made.

FLAGS . . . .  in Germany
The German flag has been changed 

again. Instead of the red, white and 
gold stripes of the Republic, the 
Nazi government has gone back to the 
old flag of the empire, red. white and 
black, with the swastika, cr hooked 
cross, imposed upon it.

Since the Great War there is hardly 
a national flag which has not been 
changed. The Stars and Stripes stands 
out today as one o f  the oldest flags 
in the world. Only the banners of 
Denmark and Switzerland are older 
than Old Glory.

We still think of the United States 
as a young nation. As a matter of fact, 
our country is about the only one In 

rid which has not undergone 
revolutionary changes in its form of 
government in the past 150 years. It 
seems to me that Americans ought t 
shake off the idea that other nation 
are older and therefore wiser than w< 
and assert our right to tell the rest 0 
the world where to get off, since we 
are net only the richest but the oldest 
member of the family of nations.

NEGRO . , . fatihful public servant
Eddie Savoy has retired. Eddie is_ 

the colored man who has been door-” 
keeper in the State Department in 
Washington ‘ for sixty-four years. He 
was a little boy of thirteen when he 
first went to work under Secretary of 
State Hamilton Fish, in 1869. Eddie Is 
77 years old now. He has served faith­
fully under 21 different Cabinet offi­
cers but his legs are getting rheu­
matic, so he told Secretary Hull the 
other day that he thought he would 
retire on his civil service pension.

Every foreign diplomat who has been 
in Washington since General Grant 
was President knows Eddie Savoy, and 
he got to know them all. His unfail­
ing courtesy and natural dignity never 
failed to Impress all who came in con­
tact with him.

A faithful public servant," said 
Secretary Stimson, as he said good­
bye to Eddie Savoy. That cannot be 
said of every white man who has held 
office In Washington.

CANADA . . . .  good banking
There are a gbod many things we 

could learn from Canada, and om 
them Is banking.

Canada has been going through just
s difficult an economic crisis as the 

United States, but there has not been 
a bank failure there in ten years. Only 
two Canadian banks have closed their 
doors since 1910.

The reason for this is that there are 
only ten banks in Canada. All of them 
have headquarters either in Montreal 
or Toronto. They have about 4,000 
branch banks, however, so that the 
smallest community entitled to bank­
ing facilities has them, and has behind 
its local branch all the resources of the 
powerful parent institution.

I have never been able to see any 
sound reason why the United States 
should not permit branch banking on 
the Canadian plan. Certainly the ex­
perience of the past three of four years, 
with small banks failing by the hun­
dreds, ought to be proof enough that 
the present system is a poor one.

Austin—The Senate has started to­

ward final adoption a constitutional 
amendmnet which proposes to arbltrar 
ily limit the expenditures of the State 
goverment to $10 per capita per year 
The basis of calculating the maximul of 
expenditures for any given year is the 
preceding United States census. This 
would mean that increases could be 
made only one each ten years. The 1930 
census gave Texas a population of 5,- 
800,000 plus. The adoption of the 
amendment in its present form would 
limit State government expenditures tc 
approximately $58,000,000 annually.

Another amendment has been intro­
duced in the House that would lower 
the limit of State ad valorem (prop­
erty) tax to 57 cents on the $100 valu­
ation. At present the limit is 77 cents, 
divided as follows: 35 cents for 
schools, 35 cents for general revenue 
purposes and 7 cents Confederate pen 
sions tax. This amendment would leave 
the school and Confederate pensions 
levies as they are now and would re­
duce the amount of the levy for general 
purposes to 15 cents, Instead of the 
present figure of 35 cents.

Public school reorganization is pro­
vided in Senate bill No. 387, reported 
favorably to the Senate. Its principal 
feature is that it makes the county the 
unit for administrative purposes. Ex­
isting districts will continue to func­
tion so far as taxes, bond issues, etc. 
are concerned. Administration of 
schools would be vested In a county 
board of seven trustees, elected by pop­
ular vote for terms o f six years, and 

county superintendent, elected by 
the trustees.

This county board would exercise the 
functions now required of district 
trustees. District school taxes would 
continue to be levied, collected and ex­
pended, as at present. Bond issues

ould remain as obligations of the 
districts. There would be no pooling 
of finances or of outsanding bond is­

les.
Essentially the measure is one for 

county unit administration and is in­
tended to co-ordinate and reduce the 
cost of supervision and administration 
of the public schools. At present there 
are. approximately 7,800 school dis­
tricts in Texas, with 28,000 trustees, 
employing 46,000 teachers and expend­
ing $80,000,000 of the taxpayers' money.

Analyses of school finances, together 
with the machinery of administration, 
furnish convincing evidence that what 
Texas needs is wise expenditure of 
money already available rather than 
an increase in financial support. Texas 
ranks well among states of the union in 
support of schools' and value of prop- 1 
erty. Based on income Texas is almost 
exactly where she should be in these 
respects, being ninth in earnings, ninth 
in school expenditures, and eighth in 
school property value. Yet, in attend­
ance, teachers' salaries, literacy and 
other standards of measurement she 
ranks from 35th to 42nd among the 
States of the Union.

UNMAILABLE MATTER 
S S V

A great many articles that ordinarily 
unmailable are permitted in the mails 
when certain well-defined conditions 
are complied with. There are other ar­
ticles, however, which are not mailable 
under any circumstances.

Broadly speaking, these Include any 
matter which is of a harmful nature, 
such as poisons, explosives, or corrosive 
articles. Safety matches may be mailed 
but other varieties may not. Day-old 
chicks, day-old geese, day-old guinea 
fowls, and day-old turkeys may be 
shipped, but live animals, fowls, insects 
and reptiles are banned. Neither is 
anything mailable which exhales a bad 
odor.

It is hardly necessary to say that un­
mailable matter also includes vinous, 
spiritous, and malt liquors, and that 
postal laws provide a severe penalty 
for the mailing either of intoxicating 
liquor or of harmful articles. It is 
safe to include in this category any­
thing which, when broken in handling 
would injure the other mail or en­
danger the postal workers.

Unmailable matter also applies, of 
course, to matter not fully prepaid; 
overweight or oversize; game killed or 
offered for mailing in violation of the 
law; meat without required inspec­
tion certificate; obscene and indecent 
matter, and dunning postal cards.
