Serious and Otherwise

The new federal tax bill went 
anto effeet Monday of this week, 
and the so-called “nuisance taxes” 
are upon us again bigger and bet­
ter than ever before. Buyers of 
everything from theatre tickets to 
cosmetics will feel the weight of 
the tax-gather’s hand. Cigarettes 
advance a half-cent; electrical en­
ergy buyers will pay up the SVa 
per cent additional; and many oth­
er taxes have been added or in­
creased. Did I hear some one say 
“ Who did it? ”  Well, we have an 
idea that Hitler and his axis 
friends lie at the bottom of the 
thing; because taxes would not 
have been necessary if the country 
had not found it desirable to pre­
pare for war; and we would not 
have had to prepare for conflict 
if Hitler and Mussolini and Stalin 
had died ten years ago.

Rains over all Texas have 
drenched farms and ranches; riv- 
-ers have been on rampages, espe­
cially the Colorado and Its tribu­
taries; and many people have suf­
fered heavy losses because of high 
water. One good thing has been 
brought to light, however. The 
construction of the Marshall Ford 
and Buchanan • Dams on the Color­
ado has saved Austin and nearby 
towns above that city from suffer­
ing losses; and the retention of 
flood waters in the dams has pre­
vented a much heavier damage to 
property below the dams. Their 
cost of construction seems to have 
been well spent money.

Automobile accidents still con­
tinue in this section. Most of them 
are non-fatal. But every time two 
hurtling vehicles crash, there is a 
potential opportunity for some one 
to die. Eveiy time a car is taken 
Out of the garage and driven down 
the highway, Death takes a front 
seat alongside the driver. The un­
welcome passenger is always at 
hand. Country roads, crowded city 
streets, or on open highways— t̂he 
story is the same. Death takes a 
a*ide.

Newspaper and radio reports in­
dicate that Stalin of Russia has 
taken a move that was unexpected 
a few weeks ago. His particular 
aims clash with those of Germany 
and Italy., Indications are -that 
England has found an ally— ĝiving 
Hitler samething else to think a- 
bout except his threatened inva­
sion of the “tight little isle” . 
Mussolini, too, will prosecute his 
war plans with considerable more 
trepidation than before. And the 
war may eventually work around 
to a conflict between England, 
Russia and Turkey on one side and 
C!«Tnany and Italy on the other. 
That would be a real scrap.

In tbis issue *of the paper will 
t>e found a financial statement 
from the First i|^(|,ti§uall^^.k, 
•which reveals the splendid con­
dition which the country here­
abouts enjoys. Resources of the 
bank are listed at more than a 
million dollars. And it is not every 
little counry town wihich can show 
such a healthy condition in its 
bank or banks as the one here.

Screwworms Found 
Troublesome On 
Edwards Plateau

Screwworm flies are becoming 
so numerous in the lower escarp­
ment area in southwest Texas— 
Bandera to Val Verde counties— 
that practically every wounded an 
imal is likely to be infested with 
this parasite.

Conditions last winter were ad­
verse to the screwworm, and most 
stockmen in the sheep and goat 
co'untry sheared early and treated 
the few early spring screwworm 
cases that did occur.

These practices helped keep the 
number of screwworm cases down 
to the lowest point during any 
of the past five years, Cameron 
Siddall, entomologist of the Tex­
as A. and M. Extension iService, 
has reported..

After the weather almost ex­
terminated the screwworms last 
winter, it turned right around yith 
conditions very favorable to the 
insects, and if the same conditions 
hold during July and August, the 
pests may yet cause heavy losses.

Infestations will occur all over 
Texas and as far north as Kansas 
and Missouri before the screw­
worm season is over, it is said.

Several Car Wrecks 
Occur Over Past 
W eek; Mexican 
Girl Killed

In an automobile wreck which 
was reported' to have occurred ear­
ly this Week on the highway near 
Rocksprings, a Mexican girl was 
killed, and the cars were badly 
damaged. Driver of one of the 
trucks, carrying vegetables left 
the scene of the accident, and was 
caught by highway patrolmen lat­
er.

'Final disposition of the accident 
as to charges, etc., were not learn­
ed here.

In another wreck which occur- 
ed last week-end some three miles 
west o f Sonora, in which an 0*zona 
car was in collision with a pick­
up with trailer attached, no one 
was injured, and again the driver 
of one fbe cars, reported to be 
a Mexican, left the scene of the 
accident and could not be found.

One or more other wrecks of 
similar nature were reported. One 
of them was the collision which 
resulted in a badly damaged car 
and the death of a fine saddle 
horse for Sam Allison. Driver of 
the car, Mrs. M. P. Leonard of 
Dallas, who ranches near Jimc- 
tion, was coming toward Sonora 
early Monday morning when she 
ran into the horse. She was badly 
bruised, although no broken bones 
were suffered.

Livestock shipments from Tex­
as ranches to Fort Worth stock- 
yards '̂ amF to other states during 
May showed a 3.1 per. cent d-^line 
'frbm that of Jlay 19i39, with calv­
es and sheep showing the only 
gains— 7̂.7 and 28.3 per cent re­
spectively, the University of Tex­
as business research bxxreau re­
ports.

Cattle shipments dropped 13.0 
per cent to only 4,630 cars and 
hogs decreasi^ S.,6 per cent to 
824 cars. Shipments of all classes 
of livestock totaled 8,652 cars.

For the first five months of the 
year, shipments totaled 34,197 cars 
as compared with 43,101 cars dur­
ing the same period last year.

Though still small—only. 18 

cal's—turkey shipments from Tex­
as in May doubled those of May, 
1939, and contributed to an 18.9 
per cent gain in the movement of 
poultry from Texas to other 
states. University of Texas stat­
isticians have reported.

The 70 cars of chickens shipped 
showed a 7.7 per cent gain over 
May of last yeai*, the Bureau of 
Business Research statement said. 
The 18 cars of turkeys shipped 
were twice those of May, 1939. 
Shipments of turkeys and chickens 
combined totaled 88 cars, as com­
pared with 74 last year.

Egg shipments gained 37.1 per 
cent to total 122 cars.

■Six cars of eggs were received 
from other states during May— 
three cars from Kansas, two from 
Missouri, one from Tennessee'— 
compared with sixteen carloads re­
ceived from Kansas in May of last 
year.

The most enjoyable athletic e- 
vent of the year was the donkey 
softball game play-ed Wednesday 
evening on the high school graunds 
in which contest, a team selected 
by the Fire Department o f Sono­
ra played against a similar group 
from Eldorado. The Sonora boys 
won the game by a score of three 
to one, with Cashes Taylor pro­
viding the big event of the even­
ing when he poled out a home run.

A large crowd of enthusiastic 
fans were present for the unusual 
contest. The donkeys provided as 
much thrill as the players— în 
fact, the donkeys were the biggest 
half of the entertainment.

As announced in our last issue, 
the equipment, including lights, 
was furnished by the Texas Ran 
ger Club, an organization which 
has played something like 600 
games similar to the one Wednes 
day evening in various towns over 
the Southwest.

Pedestrian Deaths 
Lead In State A t 
Present Time

It’s still open season on careless 
pedestrians in Texas, statisticians 
of the state police accident sec­
tion, driver’s license division, con­
cluded today, after traffic reports 
through May of this year showed 
that 25 per cent of Texas traffic 
victims are pedestrians.

In the first five months of 1940 
the pedestrian fatality list rose to 
165, a seven per cent increase over 
the same period last year.

Death struck rural pedestrians 
more often than those walking 
carelessly on city streets, reports 
at the state police headquarters re­
vealed, and 57 per cent of the ped­
estrians w e »  killed during the 
houi's of darkness!. Nearly twice as 
many lost their lives on Saturdays 
as on any other day of the week.

The pedestrian problem is us­
ually associated with children, 
however out of 165 pedestrians 
killed in Texas only 21 were of 
school age while 41 were over 65 
years of age. Ten children under 
four years of age were killed while 
playing in streets and roadways.

Accident statisticians, after a 
study of pedestrian accident re­
ports, issued the following warn­
ings to pedestrians:

1. Cross streets only at inter- 
sectipps or at designated cross­
walks.

2. When necessary to walk in or 
along a roadway, always "^Ik on 
the left hand side, facing traffic.

2. Walking at nigl^ time in ru­
ral a r '^  is very d^'̂ erous. Wear 
light colored clothing, carry a 
flashlight or use some other means 
to be sure that'the niotorist can see 
yoiL

4. Be ĉ rtremcly cairtious when­
ever near motor vehicular traffic.

Supt. F. T. Jones 
Discusses The New 
12-Grade School Plan

iSbpt. F. T. Jones and family oce- 
tumed Wednesday from Goree and 
other points, where they had been 
on vacation. On his return home, 
Supt. Jones visited in Austin, 
where he had gone for the pur­
pose of attending a convention o f  
school men who met for the pur­
pose of discussing the 12-grade 
school system as being set up in 
Texas.

General concensus o f opinion at 
the meeting was that the 
grade system of high schools in 
the state will be adopted one hun­
dred per cent within the next two 
years, and predictions were freelj 
made that during the next year 
the schools of the state will have 
become sixty-five per cent trans­
formed into 12-grade systems. 
Mr. Jones stated that so far as the 
system is concerned, he is con­
vinced that it is a good move, fo r  
he states, “ it prevents, among  ̂
other things the graduation of pu­
pils at too early an age, and offers 
many other advantages which the 
present system doees not possess. 
There is only one disadvantage to 
the 12-grade system as being a- 
dopted at present, which is the 
lack of uniform system. Some of 
the schools have placed the addi­
tional year of instruction at the 
beginning of the school life of the 
child; others have sandwiched the 
extra year 'between the close of 
grammar school and the beginning 
of the high school; while still oth­
ers have placed the additional year 
at the end of the school studies. 
In other words, until there is 
some uniform system adopted, and 
some steps taken to smooth out 
the difficulties which naturally a- 
rise from so much confusion, the 
system cannot operate at full ef­
ficiency.”

In commenting on the grading 
system further, Mr. Jones pointed 
out that all such difficulties will 
be ironed out before many months, 
and some uniform system adopted 
which permit any student to trans­
fer from one school to another and 
meet with the same classroom con­
ditions and arrangement.

Texans Bay More 
Savings Bonds 
In Past Months

Texas purchased 31.,6 per cent 
more savings bonds during May 
than in May, 1939, according to 
the University of Texas Bureau of 
Business Research.

For the first five months of 19- 
40, purchases were 42.9 per cent 
higher than during the same per­
iod of 1939.

Purchases in 34 Texas cities ag­
gregated $865,567 in May and $6,- 
765,618 from January through 
May.

Texas refineries produced 185,- 
616,000 barrels of gasoline last 
year.

An anverage of 18% new oil 
wells per day were completed in 
Texas last year.

Strategic Minerals 
Are Found In State 
In Considerable 
Amounts

Minerals classified by the Army 
and Navy Munitions Board * as 
“ strategic” and other materials 
listed as “ critical” in the national 
defense program are to be found 
in considerable number in Texas, 
Dr. E. H. Sellards, director of the 
University’s Bureau of Economic 
Geology, announced in a report 
just filed at Governor W. Lee O’-  
Daniel’s request.

Particularly important among 
the “ strategic minerals”  found in 
Texas are mica, chromite, pian- 
gane!^, mercury, and tin, Dr. Sel- 
laxds said.

Mineral production of Texas 
dimng 1937 exceeded in value the 
p^ uctipn  of the n e a r^  stat^ by 
35 per cent. Df the total minerals 
produced in the United States dur­
ing 1937 Texas produced 15 per 
cent, valued at $813,270,605, the 
report -reyealed.

The mineral production for 1938 
was valued at $740,141,000.

It is expected that Texas will 
figure prominently in the indus­
trial mobilization program of the 
United States, due to its prepon­
derance of raw matesiali.

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Taxes, W ars and 
Deficits Face 
U. S. Citizens

Appalling events have taken 
place in Europe with bewildering 
rapidity. Since last September, 
nine countries have been conquer- 
'ed by Germany, and Great Britian, 
the last stronghold of democracy 
in Europe, is fighting for her life 
In view of these developments, 
our defense program has been 
speeded up to provide protection 
against possiible aggression. This 
is a stupendous undertaking that 
entails not only vast appropria 
tions of' money but also the most 
iefficient operation of our whole 
productive system.

No one knows how many billions 
will be paid out for military pur­
poses but if present schedules are 
carried out, the total will be stag- 
g:ering. The country is ready and 
anxious to expend whatever is nec­
essary for adequate defense but 
there must be economy in other 
lines of governmental activity. 
Otherwise, the nation will break 
down under the strain. No time 
should be lost in eliminating waste 
and extravagance which should 
BDW be considered a menace to our

security. We should reduce govern­
mental bureaus and commissions 
and abandon forthwith the philo­
sophy of spending our way into 
better times.

i The spending policies that have 
prevailed during the past fev/ 
j êars have provided an opening 
wedge for the pressure groups 
to make raids upon the Federal 
Treasury tut these funds for the 
most part have not been put to 
productiv^e use. Many billions 
have (been spent to prime the pump 
to create new jobs but this process 
has not been effective as is shown 
by the many millions still on relief 
No one questions that those in act­
ual need should be provided for 
but this should be done as far as 
possible within the capacities of 
states and municipalities where it 
can be more efficiently handled 
and the responsibility more defin­
itely fixed. The greatest contribu­
tion toward social security would 
be sound monetary and economic 
policies all along the line.

Moreover, the tax base should be

current outgo that can be borne 
by taxation or met out of public 
subscription from savings, the 
more secure will be our financial 
foundation, the keystone of our 
economic defense.

PREPARE TO RESCUE FISH

Millions of fish are stranded in
before us, industry must operate Texas lakes and streams each
at the highest level of efficiency. 
This is necessary not only to pro­
vide additional national income to 
defray the recordbreaking peace­
time expenditures but particularly 
to meet the requirements of our 
defense program. The real test of 
our preparedness is the ability of 
industry to turn out quickly and 
in large quantities the necessary 
military equipment and at the 
same time to provide the essential 
goods and services for our people. 
To do this adequately, industry 
must be geared to a war-time bas­
is. Red tape must be cut and the 
shackles removed from business. 
No social benefit to any group 
should be permitted to stand in 
the way of a steady flow of goods 
for national security. In this con­
nection we should profit from the 
tragic experience of France. The 
Battle of France was not lost on 
the battlefield but years ago when 
she adopted the so-called liberal 
social philosophy, which was re­
flected in the breakdown of her 
economic system. The severe limit­
ation upon production in that 
country, together with the sharp 
increase in the wage rates, caused 
a spectacular rise in prices with 
consequent reduced domestic con­
sumption and a serious decline in 
exports as well as in government­
al revenue. This led former Prem­
ier Chautemps to remark as far 
back as the latter part of 1937, 
“ It is essential for the life of the 
country that production be increas­
ed, and this necessity must be 
placed before all others since the 
whole social fabric depends on it.” 
But the warning went unheeded 
and in consequence Francj was

While the unusually abundant 
rsins this year pro'bably will pre-! 
vent soma lakes and streams f-om ! 
drying up during the hot months, 
the Game Department Avill ba forc­
ed to rescue many f sh. These are 
transported to the nearest stream 
or lake in which it is known the 
water supply is constant and are 
placed in these waters with as 
much care as the more than 6,- 
000,000 fish raised in the state 
hatcheries.

Many states are now supporting 
fish rescue stations placed in var­
ious parts of the state. The Tex­
as Game Department, according 
to the executive secretary, has 
long desired to do just that, but 
lack of funds has made it impos­
sible. Instead, wardens and hatch­
ery workers handle the task. Spe­
cial equipment should be available. 
Trucks with large tanks through 
which air circulates while the 
fish are being transported are 
needed. Washing tanks, with 
which to cleanse the silt from the 
gills of fish rescued in extremely 
low water, are also needed.

MERGE TWO U. S. BUREAUS
The U. S. Bureau of Biological 

Survey and the Bureau of Fish­
eries have been combined into one 
new federal agency, to be known 
as the Fish and Wildlife Service.

Under the new agency the Fed*- 
eral aid to wildlife program now 
being carried on in Texas by the 
State Game Department and in 
other states will be administered 
as before.

Dr. Ira N. Gabrielson, former 
chief of the Biological Survey, is 
the director of the Fish and Wild­
life Service.

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Physical Fitness Is 
Essential Requiremen 
In National Defense

“ America has with good reason 
become preparedness-conscious. All 
tvorld events have emphasized the 
necessity of developing the nation’s 
fighting power to a point where it 
can meet any exigencies which the 
fiitnre may present. While in the 
present preparedness program the 
greater emphasis is being placed 
vpO'n the production of mechanical 
equipment, the armed forces con­
tinue to be aware of the need of 
physical fitness in their person­
nel,’* declares Dr. Geo. W. Cox, 
State Health Officer.

‘Tn 1917 more than one-third of 
tte  drafted men examined were 
declared unfit for military duty. 
Though in recent years the per­
centage of applicants unfit for ser- 
■vice may have dropped slightly, 
■^e number is still too high. 
^Therefore, it would appear both 
fr&m the standpoint of the in­
dividual’ s welfare and the nation’s, 
that an increased or more intelli­
gent appreciation of the value of 
good health and maximum vitality 
•well could be displayed not only 
nn the part of men of military age 
but by the nation as a whole. Both j 
good sense and patriotism demand j

‘*Whether in peace or war, a 1 
country is only as strong as itsi 
people. But it is equally true that 
real and happy living to the great­
est possible extent can only be en­
joyed by those who, by a rational 
observance of nature’s basic laws, 
atre giving their bodies a square 
deal.

“ In this connection, the logic of 
surrounding the youg with preven­
tives available through science is 
obvious. Immunization against 
diphtheria, smallpox vaccination, 
proper food in proper amounts, 
sufficient sleep and rest, and the 
removal of remediable physical de­
fects merely represent sound judg- 
'Btient and an essential parental 
duty,” Dr. Cox pointed out.

“ But to stop at this point is to 
fall short of the individual’s and 
•^e nation’s need. All adults profit­
ably could take stock of their ha­
bits, eliminate those which they 
know are detrimental, obtain med­
ical advice on others concerning 
which they have reasonable doubts, 
and strive in a sensible, rational 
ananner to develop and keep maxi- 
xnum health and vitality.

“ In short, the physical examin­
ation to discover possible physical 
defects, and a non-fanatical ad­
herence to fundamental require­
ments in food, rest, exercise, and 
•other essentials are points that 
should not be overlooked by an 
■adult who has at heart not only 
his own personal happiness and 
health, but the interest of the ben- 

 ̂ .cfkient nation in which he lives.

Local industrialization commit­
tees iu 226 Texas communities are 
at work on plans for the further 
development of their respective 
areas. Governor W. Lee O’Daniel 
announced today.

The committees represent a com­
bined membership of 1258 citizens 
of the State.

Appointed by Mayors of the var­
ious municipalities at the Gover­
nor’s request, the committees make 
surveys of local resources and 
attractions for industry and main­
tain contact with the central of­
fice at Austin which is directing 
the state-wide development pro­
gram.

The committees work in co-op­
eration with the municipal gover­
nments and with the chambers of 
commerce and other civic organiz­
ations of their localities, the Gov­
ernor said.

From the data furnished by the 
local groups and by the research 
bureaus of state educational insti­
tutions, the Governor’s office ans­
wers inquiries from potential new 
industries and also prepares pros­
pectuses to help the communities 
themselves organize and finance 
new enterprises.

“Type ‘L’ Paint: The pigment con-, 
sists entirely of white lead except: 
for the additions of colored pig-' 
ments to make the tinted paints. 
This paint, if used exclusively, re ­
mains the best choice for house own­
ers who wish to allow very long in­
tervals, longer than the d u ra b ili^  
of any other white or tinted paint. ' 
to elapse between paint jobs.

“When worn out, a coating con­
sisting wholly of white lead, on 
woods that hold paint well, will still 
go through a long period of neglect 
during which it looks shabby but 
not unkempt. After such neglect, 
white lead surface can easily be re­
painted w i t h o u t  u n d u e  expense^ 
Paint of type *L' is recommended 
also for houses in which moisture e t  
times collects behind the painted 
woodwork. The coating will blister 
as readily as other paints, but, if the 
coating consists entirely of white  
lead paint, the blisters usually dis­
appear when the wood dries out 
without leading to a subsequent 
peeling and scaling.”  i.

Another miracle occurred iit 
Texas the other day, convincing 
us that the age of miracles haa 
not passed,

A fast stream-lined passengefr 
train rammed a crowded automo­
bile at a grade crossing. The mir­
acle was that none of the occup­
ants of the automobile were  kill­
ed. It probably wouldn’t happmi 
3gain in a hundred cases of this • 
sort.

The railroads have erected signs, 
at every grade crossing in Texas- 
These say, “ Railroad Crossing- 
Stop, Look and Listen” . At a. 
great many of them they also have 
electric signals flashing red and 
green lights. But with all these 
precautions people will drive 
squarely upon a railroad track 
without looking in any direction,

My observation is that about the 
only drivers who observe these 
signs or use proper precautions a t-  
these grade crossings are those 
who operate motor passenger bius- 
ses.

In a great many cases school 
busses do so, and all of them most 
certainly should. We have had a  
few terriblig accidents in Texas 
because they didn’t. And it goes- 
without saying that every driver- 
of a motor vehicle should alsO' ob­
serve these warning signs for his 
own safety.

The day will come in Texas when, 
three will be no grade cro-ssings,. 
at least on our principal highways. 
They are being rapidly eliminated 
and are never seen in -new road 
construction. But until that day 
comes, it behooves our people ta 
be careful and exercise precau­
tions at these crossings. All of us 
know precisely the route the ti*ain 
will take, and'there is no way-it 
can dodge us once wo drive square­
ly in front o f it.

W ool Activity In 
Nation Shows A  
Seasonal Gain

Wool mill activity r’egistered the 
usual seasonal upturn in May and 
is expected to move considerably 
bigher during the summer months 
as recent United States Army con­
tracts are pushed through at a ra­
pid rate. The initial government 
orders amount to only a little 
more than one month’s normal 
production for the entire industry 
and so the normal flow of civilian 
floods is not being seriously dis­
rupted, particularly since the 
lieavyweight season has been dis­
appointing. Clothing retailers were 
overstocked on spring apparel and 
licsitated to make normal com­
mitments for fall until the con- 
atzming public had shown more in­
terest. Followup orders for men’s 
and women’s fabrics accordingly 
did not materialize in substantial 
volume and sales for the first five 
months were about 25 per cent be­
low the year before. While cloth 
prices advanced roughly ten cents 
a  yard under the momentum gen- 
terated by the government contracts 
fids gain merely erased the nomi- 
aal decline which took place dur- 
ingr the spring. Trade interest now 
is turning to tropical worsteds 
aJid gabardines for 1941, with the 
i^ u la r  lightweight season to fol­
low .

Yam, wool top and raw wool

bidding for government orders 
covered their requirements, pro­
bably with some duplication. Raw 
wool more than recovered the en­
tire loss of late May when a sud­
den dip in the wool top futures 
market permitted thg liquidation 
of small quantities of hedged wool 
as low as 75 cents per scoured 
pound for good French combing 
grades. This typ^ now is quoted 
fairly firmly at about 86 cents or 
5 per cent to 10 per cent below 
the Boston price of comparable 
British-controlled Australian wool. 
About one-half the current dom­
estic clip is estimated to have 
changed hands in the West. Total 
stocks are only slightly below nor­
mal for this time of year but mod­
erate imports may be necessary la­
ter in the season, particularly if 
additional government orders are 
placed.

There is some uncertainty re­
garding the future course of world 
wool prices over the long term. 
With Germany, the largest factor 
in the world’s rayon industry, con­
trolling the French wool goods 
industry she is in a strong bar­
gaining position with respect to 
the important Southern Hemis­
phere apparel wool clips. Austra­
lia normally ships about three- 
fourths of her wool exports to 
Europe. In this situation an in­
crease in the use of staple fiber 
will have an important effect on 
world wool prices. The outlook for 
our own raw wool and cloth mar­
kets will depend in part upon steps 
taken by the Administration 
gainst any adverse developments 
abroad.

Individual Texas oil operators 
drilled 70 per cent of all the oil 
wells drilled in Texas last year. 
Large companies drilled 30 per 
cent.

After producing nearly one and 
a half billion ban*els of petroleuni 
since 1937, Texas crude oil reser­
ves are 68 per cent larger today 
than at the beginning of that year.
