courteous to oil scouts making
enquiries at this well, but that
since closing down on Wednesday
and the placing of guards about
the property no information was
being given out; that when the
drili had gone 3,800 feet the re-
port from the well was that the
log bad revealed formations as

< expected with the exception that

some of the stratas were thicker
than had been anticipated. All

of which has been confirmed by

later reports this week.

The News considers this the
best test well so far drilled in this
part of West Texas and if noill
fortune is met with will be of in-
calcuable benefit to other oil com
panies.
