In order to acquaint the people 
with the many uses to which mo 
hair is put and the many products 
into which it is manufactured, 
the Board of City Development 
secretary has made a request for 
a large display of manufactured 
moliair products to be shown in

Also the telegram 
and a letter to W. L. Aldwell of 
Son'ora stating that the Interstate 
Commerce Commission would 
hear arguments for the retention 
of the lload and if the facts 
should show the necessity to 
Commerce o f the extension of 
the road that funds were avail 
able for that purpose with pro 
per security.

The discussion was animated 
and Mr. W. L . Aldwell o f So 
nora, who was present, was asked 
to explain the situation as under 
stood by the General Committee. 
Having done so and after further 
discussion and when it became 
understood that the entire system 
of the Orient in Texas stood in 
the position of piobable abandon 
ment for want o f sufficient feed 
ers to provide business to make 
the road earn 6 per cent revenue 
as required by ths Esch-Cummins 
billj the meeting voted to I’elp 
save the Orient and if possible 
have the line extended south to 
Del Rio. Consequently a com 
raittee of ten able citizens were 
appointed to formulate plans and 
interview the people of Schleic 
her county with the hope o f rais­
ing a fund of 1100,000 ais *an as­
surance to the Interstate Com 
merce Commission o f their sin 
cerity in the behalf o f the neces 
sity of the Orient and its exten 
sion south to the commerce of 
the country.

A committee o f five was ap 
pointed to draw resolutions and 
furnish stiiiist'Ci showing tha 
necessity o f  the road to the Grt. t 
Divide counftry of Central South 
west Texas.

The Schleicher county commit 
tee will meet with those from 
other counties effected at San 
Angelo on Monday May 17th at 
which time the fate c f  the Road 
and the destinies o f the country 
served and proposed to be served 
will probably be determined.
