Demands Hard to Understand.
I wltnes.sed many demon.str«tion.s In 

Europe under the re<l flag. In which 
the leaders demanded three things 
from the goA'^rnment.

Flr.st. they denuttnled the release of 
all the men In jail who were IteM for 
political crimo.s. These iBclmled men 
foujid guilty, of .sedition anil trea.son 
during the war. 1 cannot understand 
this deimind. Why should men be re­
leased from jail wlio .sought to stab 
in the linek the men who went to the 
trenches to fight and die for freedoju?
I should jiiucli prefer to see all of the 
burglars rele.'ised. If I am (H)mpelled 
to choose between tlie traitor and the 
liiivylar, 1 will have no trouble in mak­
ing iny '’ ?4'lsloii.

Second, they demanded that no sol­
diers lie scut to Russia. The agitation 
on thi.s poijK was so stroiig that when 
the British government attempted to 
.send soldiers to Russia last .summer 
(IfiU)). the soldiers nmtinled, and so 
far H.S I am able to learn the feeling 
was so strong, the situation so erltieal, 
the govemment did not dare court- 
martial them.

Third, they demanded tlmt all con- 
BcriptfoH law.s be ahoMshed.

It is apparent that Uiese demands, 
coming from, a minority, btieked by a 
threat, constitute an lnva.sion of the 
rights of the people. The question 
Isn’t whether or not one believes these 
things shmild be done; the issue la the 
methoil resorted to. Per.sonaliy I do 
not believe soldiers should be sent to 
Rusal a. In my opinion sllleil > inter­
meddling has been stupid and hannful, 
but if (he.se matters of general public 
policy are to be decided, all of tiie 
ireople should have a vote In making 
up the verdict.

When you con.sldcr this new atti­
tude of labor In conjunction with the 
growing popularity of “direct action,” 
Ft Imticafcs that the labor movement 
l.s losing faith in law and political ac­
tion. I am not .saying that their ex- 
IKjriencc with politics, their betrayal 
by men they have supported, the de- 
fauU of polttfc-fll parties to carry out 
pre-eiectioB pledges, may not be re­
sponsible for a distrust in political 
guvenmientt I am not denying that 
capital hasshact the ear o,f government

more than it should; that property has 
been given more thought than human 
beings. I am concerned with the dan­
ger that these innovations promise, a 
danger to the working men themselves, 
a menace to Law affd order, without 
wMch CO one Is secure, without which 
there can be no freedom.

Poirtkat Action Called Failure.
1 heard n si)eeeh in l.oHvlfm that 

deeply impressed me. It was appinud- 
e«1 by several tfiousartd men ami wom- 
en-^average g<XM> British working peo­
ple. Most of the men \\’bre service 
badges. The sii.'eaker, a clean young 
Engll.shHi'sui of about thirty-five, said:

“ Political action is a failure. We 
vote and we are befrayed. I’ollth-al 
parties are the agents of bands of 
capitaf. Their punmse t.s to keep the 
workers apart, knowffig that divided 
V e are powerless. The ouFy time they 
arc willing we should tmlte is when 
war oaths for nten. What did we win 
In the war? Nothing. We. thought we 
Jmrf a stake In the' game, that the hand 
we were piaying was our own. Now 
that It is over we have discovered that 
we won nothiirg.

“Wliat did tlie worfclng man ever 
get by voting, except the w'orst of it? 
The word vote comes from a Latin 
word, meaning ‘to wish.’ Who ever got 
anything by wisliing?

“ We are like the story In Bellamy's 
TvOoking Back\^ard.’ You remember 
he .spoke of a coach. f)n top of thi.« 
coach the capitalists .sit in the sun­
shine enjoying the ride. On the side 
of the coach, lianglng by their tinger- 
nafls and toenails are the hundreds of 
tliousands who make up the middle 
clas.s. Minions of men are pulling tlie 
roach. They are ssrweatlng aiid trudg­
ing—they are the working men. Run­
ning along the side of the coach are 
inilMons more, fighting to get a clmnce 
to get hold of the rope and pull the 
coach. They are the idle. There is 
only one thing to do. That l.s to stop 
pulling the coach, let go of the rope. 
L>on’t wish about It; do it. The fellows 
on the top of the coach don't do any 
wishing—they boss and drive.”

T'ho crowd cheered. There is some 
tnfth in the speech. It i.s true tha! 
the working man ha.s not liad a square 
deni, but the fact that he has not had 
fair treatment doe$ not make the plan 
of direct action a sane, wi.se plan. 
Revolution would only lead to blood 
and di.sorder and leave the very men 
who revolted In a worse plight than 
tliey are now. The millions who are 
the majority have an Infinitely better 
weapon than force. They have the 
ballot. They are in the majority. Men 
must think their way out of the wil- 
derne.ss. n iey oanaot fight tliefr way 
out. When they tr>’ Co they go deeper 
In, —^

Bolshevism Finding Favor.
T found the word bol.shevism in the 

minds and on the lips of the workMng 
pi^ople of Europe. 1 expected to hud 
them antlbolshevlk If for no otlier rea­
son than that bolshevism came from 
Russia and the bolsheviks made peace 
with Germany while the nllle.s were in 
a death stniggle with her with Uie rê  
suit In doubt. I found them confess- 
fns their faith in bolshevism, speaking 
of it as a new religion, resenting me 
obstacles their own goveiYiiueats had 
placed in its way.

In Ireland, the last place I Expected 
X6 find a leaning toward bolshevism. 1 
found an open devotion to It. The Irish 
people are in many respects the most 
conservative in the world. The only i 
radh'nli.sm they have ever .shown is the ! 
revolutionary .spirit expressed in up- ‘ 
risings for freedom. The Irl.sh are a 
pieople of reminiscence and tradition. 
The Celtic inir.d Is devoteil to form 
and custom. I was present at the IrLsh 
Federation of Labor convention held 
In Augtjst, 1919, at Droglteila. Tlie 
delegates to this convention, repre-' 
sentlng 300,000 union men and womwi,, 
went on record almost unanlxnoutUy  ̂
for bolshevism, I later learned tliat 
fetv erf thetu, if any, knew exactly 
what boKslievism was. 1 asketl a lead­
ing spirit of the convention if he be­
lieved in communism, the abolition of i 
the private ownership of proport5\ 
and he said, “Of course not; that’s ' 
rank nonsen.se; socialism; impossible, 
and imiiractlcul,” Tlie pre and con of j 
bolshevism has from the beginning! 
been partisan and prejudiced. Work­
ing men are bolsheviks because em­
ployers are against it, and employers 
are against it because the men are for 
It.

ti. S. Bureau Experiments on 
Animals Deve’op Cure for 

Olive Poisoning.

It vraS serum prepared \ff tefetlnary 
scientists of the bureau of animal 
husbandry for expertmental purposes 
in treating forage poisoning of horses 
that salted the life of Lena Deihane, 
after fbe other six members of her 
family had died from eating poisonous 
oHrem I» New York recently, accord­
ing to the department of ugi lculture.

The serum whs made from the blood 
o f a sheep that had been lmmunl2ed 
against bacillus poisoning., '

Id fnvrstigatlng forage poi.soning o f  
horses the bureau made extensive c^- 
I>eriineRt.s with serums and discovert^d 
there were two strains of bacillus 
hotulinu.s. They look alike and the 
poisons they create pro<Tuce the same 
effect, but Immunization against one 
does not afford Irainimlzntlon against 
the other. The two strains are coiu- 
moBly known by the govemment in­
vestigators a.s “ the olive strain” and ! 
the “chee.se strain,” Three Instances 
o f olive poi.soning. one in Michigan, 
One in Ohio and the third In Montana, 
were all caused by the “olive strain.” 

The veterinarians, therefore w’ere 
reasonably certain that the serum 
afforling protection against the poison 
generated by the “olive .strain” would 
be effective In the New York cases, 
and It proved to be In the one ca.se 
where it could be given a fair trial.
