Over 80 per cent of the people of 
Rnsida are pea.sants. The land is their 
probiem. It means home to them— | 
work, life. Their one dream has been ' 
to own the land. Land ownership is  ̂
their definition of freedom, their idea 
of happiness.

The Russian peasant has been a 
stranger in his own countjy. The 
man who till.? the soli and lives on the 
land and j'et never owns en acre of 
It Is a foreigner, even though his 
forbears may liave been native to the 
country for centuries. The Russians 
have felt they are simple, home-
loving people. From the conversations 
I have had ivith Rns.sians of tbe peas­
ant class I bellev^ that they have suf- 
fcretl more he<*ause they never had a 
chance to own their own horae.s, their 
own farms, than from the denial to 
(hem of p<ditleal freedom. The land 
question Is a heart question, a hearth 
question to tiiem.

Crime in Land Distribution.
Some idea of the land crime in Rus­

sia Is told In the startling figures show­
ing the actual distribution of arable 
land, forests and meadows In Euro­
pean Rus.sla. The following table Is 
only one count In tlie indictment:

to 42 acres. Therefore the peasants 
were compelled 16 rent land from the 
landlords at fabulous prices. The 
aggregate value of the redemption and 
land taxes often reached 185 to 25U 
per cent of the cortual value of the 
allotment, not to speak of the ta^es 
for recruiting, uie chnrohe.' ,̂ roads and 
(oral administration, ehiefiy levied 
from the peasaift.s. The peasants have 
sunk deeper Imo debt every year. J'he 
scheme was a quicksand—the harder 
they worked and struggled the deeper 
into debt they fell. Increa.sing arrears 
have driven one-fi-fth of Uie Inhabit­
ants from their hou.ses. • Every year 
more than half the adfult males (in 
some districts three-quarters of the 
men and one-lhird of the women) are 
forced to quit their home.s ami wiin- 
<ler throughout Russia in search of 
work. In (lie governments of the 
lilack earth region the state of injt- 
tors Is hardly better.

'Pbe phrase ‘'clus.s distlnotlon’* was 
more than riietoric in Rassia— R̂ was 
part of the chains, it Imndcnffed de!<s 
tiny, bolted the door of opportunity. 
2'he great mass of the people. 8L6 
per cent peasants; 1.0 per ctnt inatle 
up Jhe nobility; 9 per cent the 
clergy; 9.3 per cent the burghers 
and merchants; G.l per oen! the mili­
tary; thus 147,000,000 of the RzxSisiaijs 
wT'rc; peasants.

The slavery in Russia consecrated 
by law in 1609 was partly abolished 
in 1861. Tlie Act only pretended to 
liberate the serfs. Even under the 
best landlords conditions ccr.tinued tc» 
be terrible. Household sen’ents or de­
pendents iittaciied to the personal serv­
ice of their masters were re­
leased. They joined the town pro­
letariat. The pea.sants were given al­
lotments of arable land. The^e al­
lotments were not given to .-the Indi- 
vlduaks, they were given over to the 
rural commune called the Mir, which 
was made responsible as a whole for 
the payment of allotments. It was a 
sort of land communism, except that 
the title did not pass even to the Mirs. 
The enormous charge against the land 
made them tenant serfs. The Mir 
was a mortgaged community. The re­
demption charge was »ot caicuiated 
on the value of tlie land, but wa.s con­
sidered as poymeut for the loss of the 
compulsory labor of the serfs. The 
enslavement of the iiensan-t was rec­
ognized in the Act which pretended 
einancii>atlon.

Feasants Systematically Cheated.
Many proprietors of land saw to It 

that the allotments did not give the 
pea.sants the need'ed pa.sture lands 
around their homes. This craftily cal­
culated scheme compelled the p<!»santa 
to rent pasture land from the laiuF 
lords at any price. The landlords 
hekl them (ip.

It was only as late as 1904 that the 
l.andIord was forbidden by law to in­
flict corporal punishment on the peas­
ant. Even this law was winked at 
and the practice of treating human 
slaves as bnites treat tired domestic 
anlmaks; continued. Tlie peasant was 
a chattel and the eheai>est fann fix­
ture. Tl>ere were plent.v of peasants. 
Notwithstanding the barbaric life to 
Russia, the population continued to 
g!*OW.

The peasants’ only participation in 
government was in the assembly 
called tlie Mir. With its quaint ens- 
Jonis, it Is of immemorial antiquity. 
The assembly of ttie Mir consiste<l of 
all tlie peasant householders of tlie vil­
lage. These elected a head man an<l 
collector of local taxes. It was the near­
est Russian peasants ever got to free­
dom. It was the clearing liouse for 
the trouhies, a sociaiism of sorrows, 
a touch of local self government which 
gave no rights; it simply provided a 
means of co-operating In burden 
bearing.

Coal Mining and Other Induetrle* Are

The Belgian coal mlne.s are now turn­
ing out about 80 per cent of the nor­
mal production. They supply nearly 
all the coal needed for the Belgian 
indu.strles, while some 350.000 tons of 
coal a month are exported to France. 
Tlien the great glass industry of the 
country, which before the war gave 
vk'ork to many thousands, Is rapidly 
regaining its former prosperity, and 
only quite recently the French minis­
try of reconstruction gave. an order 
to a single Belgian firm for 2,000,000 
square meters of window panes, to be 
utilized in the devastated region.s.

Great Britain Is 
already ,a considerable Impoider of 
Belgian goods, vviiiie the Uni-ied States 
recently placed an order In Belgium 
for more tlinn 300,000,000 francs’ worth 
of glassware,
