Grazing on Farm in New 
i York.

Many a re  the  in teresting  Idiosya- 
crasles of wild life m et w ith by tli« 
Conservation Coiniulssion’s field force 
as a resu lt of the many hours spen t in 
th e  open. Unusual or notew orthy oc­
currences a re  thus constantly  being 
brought to the a ttten tio n  of the  com­
m ission. An oddity of thi.s kind which 
w as of p a rticu la r lntere.st w as recent­
ly  reported  hy 1>. W. Kose, a game 
p ro tec to r of Itlchfiehl Springs, Otsego 
cofiiity, who told of a handsom e eight 
poin t buck tlm t could be seen alm ost 
any  day grazing in com pany w ith 
coAvs and sheep on a certa in  farm  in 
h is territo ry .

A ccounts a re  not uncommon of deer 
Avhich In the .stres.s of w in ter have 
en tered  burn yards and there  satisfied 
tlie pangs of hunger. B ut a deer 
v.hich in sum m er when food Is abund­
an t, has so fa r  departed  from  its  n a t­
u ra l in stincts of seclusion and self­
ob literation  a s  to “chum up" w ith farm  
anim als and graze in an open pastu re  
w as surely w orthy of record.

Tfhe services of th e  cam era nuHi 
w ere therefore  requisitioned, and both 
still p ic tures and movies of the  un­
usual deej- w ere secured. T he s ta r  
ac to r bfhaveti beautifully , fron^ a  
photograpliei-'s standpoin t—w as found 
ju s t w here he w as looked for, had no 
objection to the  b righ test sunlight, and 
w ent through all his paces la the  m ost 
approved m anner.

Of course, being a wild deer, he had 
to  be approached with th e  u tm ost cau- 
ticfi. E verj’ photograph of him  th a t 
wa.s obtained shows his head raised  
la instinctive suspicion, w hile his 
le tharg ic  companions a re  unconcerned­
ly m undiing  the  grass. T he best p icture 
r f  him w as m ade by sta lk ing  up be­
hind a feeding cow and w aiting, w ith 
cam era all set, until the  cow grazed 
o u t of range, Avhen a snap shot of 
the  doer and some of his associates 
wag secured before he realized th a t 
a stran g er w as In the ir m idst.

T he most n a tu ra l explanation  o f the  
unusual behavlcn* of thhs buck Ls th a t 
being unable to fiud the  companion­
ship of his own kind, he took th e  
h i's t substitu te  In the  only o th e r “big 
gam e” th a t  Avas available.
