Simple Ceremonies Mar. Induction 
Into Office of ‘Chief bceoutive 

of Lift Red State

W ashington^—Thb pr.pl!e of the 
C uited  Jitut.es now' h a .*' ■ 41 new pres­
ident, vice preijife'Dl, 4,..' a  new con­
gress.

The inauguration at the capitol of 
W arren  G. Harding df Ohio, as pres­
ident, and Calvin Coolidge of Mass­
achusetts ,  as vice president,  took 
m ace  Friday, a t  about the noon hour.

The inaugural program began at 
te a  o’clock when th e -Jb in t  congres­
sional cemmitteec headed by Senator 
Knox of PennsylTania and Uncle 
Joe Cannon of Illinoi.s motored te 
th e  Willard Hotel and took under 
escort Mr. Harding and Mr. Cool­
idge. .

The White  House, where Pres i­
den t Wilson joined the party, was 
the next stop; a f te r  which the motor 
ca rs  under military escort started 
for the  capitol.

In the first c a r  rode P res ident Wil­
son, President-Elect Harding, Knox 
and Cannon. The second car con­
tained Mrs. Wilson, Mrs. Harding, 
S enator  Nelson and Representative 
Rucker. In the third was Vice Pres' 
ident Marshall, Mrs. Coolidge an^l 
Senator Overman. The' fourth car> 
Tied V’̂ iee Presldeut-Eleci Coolidge, 
Mrs. Marshall and Reyresentutivo 
Reavis.

Upon arriving a t  th e  capitol, H ard­
ing and Coolidge went to an ante* 
room of the senate  chamber. Wilson 
went to the pres ident’s room neaj 
by to sign or re jec t  las t  m inute  le*i 
islation.

Congress shortly  before nooa 
paused. House m em bers marched to 
the sena te  chamber where the  dlylo* 
mats, arm y and navy officers and 
the supreme . court witnessed the in* 
duction of Coolidge .as Vice Pres i­
dent.  Wilson and Harding a ttended  
the  cereihony. Then -congress was 
declared adjourned and everybody 
went to th e  east  front of the capitol 
for th e  inauguration of Harding.

Imrnediately af ter  tak ing  tiie oath 
of office which was administered by 
Chief Jus tice  White. Pres iden t Hard­
ing delivered his inaugural address, 
outlining w hat he thought the poli­
cies of the  American government 
should be on various foreign and do­
mestic problems.

After the ceremonies the Hardlngg 
went to the White House, where lunch- 
-eon was served for the Harding familj". 
The VVTlsons then wept to the ir  new 
h»me.

Any wild experiment will 
only add to the confusion. Our 
best assurance lies in efficient ad­
ministration of our proven system.

Today,
II ;i never before, when peoples are 
seeking trade restoration and expan­
sion, we must adjust our tariffs to the 
ne'w order. We seek participation in 
the  world’s exchanges, because therein 
lie's our way to widened influence and 
the  tr iumphs of peace. We know full 
■well we can not sell where we do not 
buy, and we can not sell successfully 
■where we d ’3 not carry. Opportunity 
is calling not alone for the  reatoratiou, 
but for a new era  in production, t r an s­
portation and trade. We shall answ er 
it  best by meeting the demand of a  
surpassing home market, by promoting 
self-reliance in production and by 
bidding enterprise, geniu,s and effi­
ciency to carry our cargoes In Ameri­
can bottoms to the m ar ts  of the world.

An America of Homes.
W e would not have an America liv­

ing within and for herself alone, but 
we would have her self-reliant, inde­
pendent and ever nobler, s tronger and 
richer. Be ievifig In our h igher stand­
ards,  re i red  thruogh constitutional 
liberty and maLntained opportunity, we 
Invite the  wor’d to the same heights. 
But pride in things wrought is no r e ­
flex of a conr.'plated task. Common 
w elfare  Is the goal of our national en­
deavor. Wealth is not inimical to wel­
fare, it ought to be its friendliest 
agency. There never can be equality 
of rew’ards or possossiou.s so long as 
the human plan contains varied talehtk 
end  differing degrees of indu.stry and 
thr if t ,  but ours ought to be a  country 
free from great b’.; tches of dis tressed 
poverty. We ought to find a way to 
guard against the perils and penalties 
of unemployment. We want an Arneri- 
oa of homes, i ' luminated with hope and 
happines.s, where mothers, freed from 
the  necessity of long hours of toil be- 
V'cnd the ir  own doors, may preside as 
befit* the hearthstone  of A.T.erican 
citizenship. We w ant the cradle of 
American childhood rocked under con­
ditions so wholesome and so hopeful 
t h a t  no blight may touch it in its d«- 
V'Clopment, and vid w an t to pr vide 
th a t  no selfish interest, no niateriaj 
necessity, no lack of opportunity shall 
prevent the gaining of tha t  education 
so essential to best cit izenship.

There  is no short cut to the  making 
of these  ideals into glad realities. The 
world has witnessed, again and. again, 
the futility and the mischief of ill-con­
sidered remedies for social and eeona- 
raie disorders. But we are  mindful to­
day as never betore of the  friction ot 
modern industrialism, and we must 
learn Its causes and reduce its evil 
consequences by sober and tested 
methods. W here genius has made for 
g rea t  possibilities. Justice and happi­
ness must be reflected in a grea te r  
common welfare.

Service, the Suprem* Commitment.
Service is the supreme coir-mitnieiit 

of life. I would rejoice to acclaim the 
era  of the Golden Rule and crown it 
with the autocracy of service. I pledge ,
