Times
were when it was a task to be
dreaded by the smaller members of
the rancher’s household when the
old man mentioned pear-burning.

The only method known to this
writer in the early days was. to
build a big fire to which pears
were cut and hauled. By, means of 2
forked stick a bunch of pears was
held over the fire until all thorns
had-disappeared, then thrown back
to the wagon and- hauled to the

feed lot.

Today there is in use a gasolene
pear burner which can be carried
on the operator’s back from pear
patch to pear patch. After a thor-
ough scorching with these ma-
chines little is left of thorns, and
stock may browse with safety. But
like all gasolene burners, no mat-
ter for what use intended, there is
always trouble with the jet and
needle point. Carbon forming at
these points cause many a man to
lose not only his temper but his

religion as well.

Now it remains for a Sutton
county ranchman to perfect an in-
strument attachable to the pear
burner, which is claimed to work
sp. well than.any user may feel
that his religion is safe and his
temper remains quiet and peaceful.
Rex Cusenbary worked this thing
out and Bill Gilmore has made sev-
eral dozens of them for interested
parties. While the pear season is
now at an end—the drouth having
been broken—there are several uses
for the pear burner, such as heat-
ing branding irons, ete. It is
claimed that the attachment saves

the bag: “Defective.”

Where possible, shear in good,
clean pens on a wooden or concrete
floor. Wool that is sheared in a
dusty pen will naturally pick up
dirt and foreign matter that will
deter from the value of the clip.
Wool that is sheared on dewy or
foggy mornings, even though not
offered for sale on the warehouse
floor until several days after shear-
ing, will have a damp feeling.
The warehouses of Texas are en-
deavoring to convince the produc-
er of the importance of having his
wool put up in a good, merchant-
able manner. If the producer will
take more interest in the wool at
the time it is shorn and make it
look as attractive as possible he
will assist the warehouse in secur-
ing a better price for his product.

It is impossible, except to those
whose memories, like my own, go
back to the time when Edison was
known only as the inventor of the
‘multiplex telegraph.

There are probably more first-
class singers of American birth and
training, appearing in public now
than ever before. But the second-
rate and hopelessly third-rate mu-
sicians no longer command audi-
ences. The American people have
developed a higher taste in music.

CHURCHES
“I could empty every country

2 chgchand half the city chuches on

Sunday mornings by broadcasting
better sermons and services than
all but a few great churches of-
fer,” the head of one of the great
broadcasting chains said to me the
other day.

The time is coming when small
town churches will install radio
sets and get their music and their
sermons out of the air. They will
need no local preacher, but instead
will become centers for communi-
ty work in the name of God, mak-
ing it their ¢harge to protect the

communities, to inspire the amuse-
ments and elevate the educational
standards of their young folk.

RUBBER

Rubber gets its name because its
first use was to rub out pencil
marks. The Spanish conquestadores
found Mexican and Brazilian chil-
dren playing with balls of this pe-
culiar gum, but it was three hun-
dred years before it became a com-
mercial product. Mackintosh, the
Scotchman, used it first to water-
proof cloth; Goodyear, the Ameri-
can, found how to take the sticki-
ness out while retaining the elas-
ticity.

States, in California and Arizona,
rubber out of goldenrod, not as a!

where it is produced from the
guayule - shrub. Most of it comes
from- the East Indies and South
Ameriea. ' Harvey Firestone is
planting a million acres to rubber
trees in Liberia, Africa. Unskilled
cheap laber is necessary to keep the
price of rubber down. A difference
of 50 cents a pound in the price of

crude rubber may mean a differ- |

ence of $10 in the price of auto-
mobile tires,
The next step will be the discov-

ery of a method of reclaiming old;

rubber and using it again.

prison for life. He ‘had no option;

larceny and under the Baumes law
a fourth offender must be locked
up’ until he or she dies. That isn’t
going to do this girl er society any

case was when she was a child. She
grew up without education, with-
out moral sense, without any feel-
ing of responsibility.

The only reason we put people
in prison or execute them is because
we are afraid of them. Our prison
population has doubled in twenty
years. As we grow more prosper-
ous we become more afraid of the

unprosperous. It might be a good |

plan-to spend as much money try-
ing ‘to keep'people out of prison as
we spend now to keep them in it.

Fo:ty-Five Counties Served By
West Texas Utilities Get
New Enterprises

Abilene, March 27.—Nearly 90
industrial enterprises were estab-
lished in West Texas during 1929,
according to a report compiled by
the Industrial Department of the
West Texas Utilities Company over
counties they serve. This depart-
ment is maintained to ‘aid chambers
of commerce and other organiza-
tions in locating industries in West
Texas.

The . report consisted - of major
industrial concerns such as carbon
black plants, gins, airports, hotels,
produce companies, supply com-

panies, compresses and other pro-

ductive concerns which, though just
beginning business activities dur-
ing 1929, have materially added to
West Texas progress. The location
of these business enterprises has
not only gone a great way in
adding to the creative or manufac-
turing volume of West Texas but
has also served to relieve the gen-
eral unemployment condition. The
new concerns have given employ-
ment to nearly 2,100 persons. This
averages approximately 25 em-
ployees per concern.

Industrial development in this
territory must necessarily be dif-
ferent from that of companies op-
erating in large populated centers
The
towns in West Texas are small only
two having a population of 25.000

or larger, the average being 2,500. §

In view of these facts, it has been

‘]o,e'ical to build semi-large indus-

tries which go hand in hand with
the major sources of income in this
area,
