Oui-of-State Visitors See Affractions
In Texas in Record Numbers During "64

Visitors invaded the state’s at-
tractions in record numbers dur-
ing 1964, a year-end survey by
the Texas Tourist Development
Agency hag revealed.

Accounting for an increasing-
ly significant portion of the
increase was a rising volume of
out-of-state guests. Note was
taken also of the swelling Mex-
ican and Canadian markets.

Attendance records for the
year reflect an across-the-board
increase of 14 per cent—almost
identical with the mid-year tab-
ulation. But, while attractions
were reporting out-of-state fig-
ures of only about 6 per cent
then, by year-end non-Texas bus-
iness had climbed to 24 per cent
at representative sites.

Included in the
were 18 attractions

tabulation
plus the

state poarks. They were situated

in every part of Texas.

Together they reported host-
irg 24,989,714 visitors, an in-
crease of 3,006,484 over 1963.

Indicative of the similarity in
experience with burgeoning num-
bers of out-of-state visitors were
attractions in two far-distant
parts of the state: Six Flags
over Texas in the Dallas-Fort
Worth area and the John F.
Kennedy Memorial (Causeway
near Corpus Christi. Each report-
ed identical 24 per cent increases
in non-Texas business.

The Southwestern Historical
Wax Museum in Dallas’ Fair
Park told TTDA its nom-Texas
business accounted for half of all
tickets sold last year.

Commenting on the upturn in
total autumn-winter attendance,
Aquarena at San Mrcos talked of
a 76 per cent gain in the Decem-
ber-January period compared
with the same period a year

' earlier. A “tremendous increase”

in visitors from Mexico was
noted.

Wonder Cave, also in San Mar-
cos, said its brisk winter bus-
iness is especially marked by
Midwestern visitors. It said Ca-
nadian visitors are also much
more in evidence this winter.

The Caverns of Sonora noted
a 9 per cent gain for 1964 over
1963.

Rafe Reduction Set on Inferstate (alls

General Telephone customers
joined others throughout the na-
tion in receiving reduced station
to station interstate long dis-
tance rates effective February 1,
according to Joe H. Collyms, dir-
ector of public relations.

The rate reduction, announced
last year by the Federal Com-
munications Commission, ex-
tends the hours during which
station to station late night rates
and night rates are in effect.

For example, the late night
rates which apply only to station
to station interstate calls (form-
erly referred to as the “After 9”
rates) are now in effect all day
Sunday and from 8 p.m. to 4:30
a.m. Monday through Saturday.
Station to station interstate
night rates, formerly in effect
from 6 p.m. to 9 p.m. each day,
will now be in effeet all day
Saturday (from 4:30 a.m. to
8 p.m.) and from 6 p.m. to 8 p.m.
Monday through Friday.

Emphasis is placed on the fact
that only station to station calls
of over 431 miles between states
are affected by the new rate re-
ductions. Person to person rates
and regular day time rates re-
main essentially the same.

E. H. Danner, president of
General of the Southwest, has
indicated that it is Too early to
determine precisely what effect
the rate reductions will have on
the long distance calling habits
of General’s customers. How-
ever, he pointed out that it is en-
tirely possible that the effect
will be to provide an additional
stimulus to long distance traffic,
thereby resulting in little or no
change in General’s toll reven-
