Wool Incentive Rote Set

of lamb wool in relation to shorm
wool.”

The payments under the wool
program are based on the per
centage increase over the nation-
al average price received by pro-
ducers for wool that will bring
this average price up to a mna-
tional average incentive level.

‘T'he perceatage ‘meiiod is de-
signed to encourage producers
to do a good job of marketing
their wool, and takes into ae-
count the relative value of the
various grades of wool.

During each of the past nine
years of the program the incent-
ive level has been set at 62 cents.
In setting this level, the See-
retary of Agriculture is required
by law to take into consideratiom
prices paid by producers and
other cost factors affecting sheep
production. He is guided also by
the amounts remaining from the
funds available for the program,
which are limited to an amount
equal to 70 per cent of the duties
collected on imports of wool and
wool manufactures since January
1, 1963.

License Required
For Most Persons
Fishing in Texas

The idea of catching fish with-
out getting caught—without a
license—is a favorite selling
point nowadays by J. B. Phillips,
coordinator of law enforcement
of the Texas Parks and Wildlife
Department.

The fishing license, for resi-
dents and non-residents alike,
costs only $2.15, If caught with-
out one, a fisherman can expect
to pay fines ten times or more
the cost of the license.

A fishing license is required
of everyone who fishes in Texas
with only three exceptions: per-
sons less than 17 or over 65
years of age; persons fishing on
property on which they reside or
own; and persons fishing in the
county of their residence and
not using a reel or other winding

device.

Licenses are available at many
fishing tackle and bait dealers,
filling stations, grocery stores
and at Texas Parks and Wildlife
Department offices.

It also is advisable to pick up
a copy of the fishing laws before
you fish in an unfamiliar area.
Size and bag limits often vary
from county to county and from
lake to lake, A copy of the laws,
available at most sportimg goods
stores, is free.

In addition to
their clothing, each camper should
bring along any wheelchairs,
crutches, or braces ordinarily
worn or used.

The child will be given free
transportation to and from the
camp and professional care, and
e will not be embarrassed in any
manner. The camp administrat-

ors say that they seldom see a

child who wants to come home
when his two weeks are over,
Finklea added.

Texas Lions have an invest-
ment of about $750,000 in the
camp and equipment, and last
year operated on a budget of
over $100,000 supplied through
assessing each Lion member in
Texas $3 per year, and through
other endowments and gifts.

During winter months the
camp is operated as the Texas

exas today has one of the nation's finest,

most comprehensiye programs of medical
care for the aged. These programs—the
Texas approsch, we call it—include medical
benefits to Old Age Assistance recipients
and extensive ‘health cost protection
through the use of special insurance plans
for the aged. The Texas legislature is also
expected to implement a medical care plan
fr those who are not on Old Age Assis-

;tance but who do meed help in meeting

medical expenses,

® 229,000 needy aged, representing 30 per
cent of Texas’ entire aged population, now
have a Blue Cross-Blue Shield health in-
surance policy paid for by the State,

® This State program provides hospital,
medical, surgical, x-ray, and nursing home
benefits,

® 729 of the aged in Texas now have
one or more health insurance policies,

® Through the “Texas 65 Health Insur-
ance Plan,” Blue Cross’ “Senior Texan
Service,” and other special programs offer-
ed to the aged by private companies,
health insurance is available to all who
want it at a reasonable cost,

e Studies by Belden Associates indicate
that only a small percentage of the aged
actually still need and want help in paying
health costs (these aged would be covered
by the program now being considered by
the Texas Legislature).

In view of these facts, the national “medi-
care” tax proposal (the King-Anderson bill,
H.R. 1) is not needed. “Medicare” benefits
are very limited, covering about one quar-

ter (25%) of the total yearly health care
costs of the average aged person. “Medi-
care” would not cover physicians’ services
or surgical charges, nor would it cover the
cost of drugs outside of institutional care.

The “medicare” proposal is an extremely
expensive one. While we are starting to
enjoy a reduction in federal income taxes
as a result of action by Congress last year,
the “medicare” program would cost an
estimated $1.7 billion dollars in additional
taxes the first year. ‘“Medicare” would in-
crease payroll taxes to cover everyone over
65—even the wealthy. The employee who
now pays a maximum tax of $174 annually
would find the amount for Social Security
benefits and “medicare” increased to $291
by 1971. Employers would pay a similar
increase for each employee, thus resulting
in higher prices for goods and services,

The Texas approach of providing medi-
cal, surgical and hospital care to those who
need it is a more comprehensive, more eco-
nomical program than “medicare,” and it
provides more benefits. If you object to
paying higher payroll taxes for an un-
desirable, unneeded program, write your
Congressman today. Ask him to oppose the
“medicare” tax proposal, mentioning the
programs for the aged now available in
Texas. Ask him to support the Herlong-
Curtis Eldercare Bill (H.R. 3727), which
would make possible the broading of the
existing Texas program to provide medi-
cal, hospital and nursing home care for
those few remaining aged who are still in
need of help.
