You can’t win for losing might
well be a popular saying with
the City officials this week as
they attempt to solve the problem
of having Interstate Highway 10
pass through the golf course and
airport. The alternative would in
effect route the highway to the
north about a mile—a route that
might do lots of damage to the
business community of Sonora.

iCertainly too much work and
effort has gone into Sonora’s
golf and air facilities to complete-
ly lose them, but on the other
hand if we lose such an import-
ant asset as the highway’s close-
ness, there’ll be lots fewer peo-
ple to enjoy golf and flying
facilities.

City officials will make some
Sonorans mad no matter, but a
problem has been placed in their
laps and it has to be solved.

And G. H. Davis stands to
lose either way. With possibilit-
ies of a southern route being al-
most entirely eliminated because
of the extra expense of dealing
with small land owners and the
necessity of taking in the foot-
ball field, a northern route is al-
most assured. If the highway
goes through Sonora’s golf and
air facilities, then Sonora will
look to Davis to make available
land to recreate these community
assets. If the city rejects nego-
tiation on these facilities the

State will look to Davis for land

for the highway.

Davis already has a taste of
having a highway separate his
land, as about 1/3 of his proper-
ty is cut by U.S. 277. A highway
east and west through his land
would cut off two more pastures
and add inconvenience. Davis
says he would rather have the
golf and air facilities than the
highway cutting into the land,
but that a southern route around
Sonora would suit him best.

Residents to the north of So-
nora can only eye-ball and guess
how close the highway will come
to their homes. But they general-
ly want the highway either
through their house or out of
sight and earshot.

As for the “Devil”, we hope
the town will benefit from the
highway’s location since we’ve
grown mighty fond of Sonora
in our two years here. It would
be more pleasant to grow a little
rather than to diet and tighten
up our belts.

We see the proposed close
northern route as the most-bene-
ficial to Sonora and hope the city
fathers concur. We think that the
golf course and airport are im-
portant assets, but they can be
adjusted with far less effort than
can Sonora’s economy. With
growth comes more facilities,
more services, and more oppor-
tunity for the people of Sonora
and Sutton County. -
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Clayson White reports that he
found a porcupine by the high-
way, apparently killed by a car.
The full-grown animal was near
the six-mile park on Highway
290 West.

Clayson says it has been many
a day since he has seen a por-
cupine in this part of the country,
and he can’t find anyone else who
has seen one of the prickly crit-
ters around here recently.

Proposed Interstate Route

City commissioners agreed
Monday to negotiate with the
Texas Highway Department a-
bout the proposed route of U.S.
10 through Sonora, emphasizing
that the resolution to negotiate
made no binding commitment on
the City of Sonora.

Stressing the seriousness of
the route selection, the commis-
sioners discussed the effect on
the municipal airport, the golf
course, homeowners along the
route, and the flow of tourist
and highway-trade money into
town. The commissioners said
they would need to determine
the availability of land to re-
locate the airport, amd they ex-

please a majority of Sonora’s
residents.

" Need for discussion of the pro-
posed route of the interstate
thoroughfare arose when R. A.
MecCulloch,” resident engineer of
the Texas Highway Department,
asked A. E. Prugel, mayor, for
a resolution from the commission
to negotiate the route through
city property.

No definite location has been
established.

The route proposed by the
Highway Department would veer
north from existing U.S. 290 at
about the Sonora Veterinary
Clinic. Coming toward Sonora,
the highway would go north of
the race track and clip the south

extensions of the airport and
golf course. It would continue
north of the city power plant,
south of Sonora Cemetery, and
northeast out of town.

Access roads are proposed west
of Sonora, at the US 277 intersec-
tion, and at the intersection with
the Fort McKavett Road east of
Sonora.

This proposed route complies
with the State Highway Commis-
sion reccommendation that the
location of the highway be as
close to Sonora as possible. How-
ever, the Highway Department
will not condemn the city proper-
ty. A second route runs about a
mile north of Sonora.

i1 a newspaper last week while
my cow was cutting the grass.

According to it, some scientists
have developed a new lawn grass
that grows solid but only three
inches tall.

“Harry Shot Me!”

Watchers of TV westerns know
the scene by heart. Old Ed, the
victim of a shooting, lies near
death. The sheriff bends over to
catch his last words. Ed gasps:

“Harry shot me!”

On TV, that usually settles the
identity of the killer. But in real
life, if Harry were charged with
murder, would a statement like
Ed’s be valid in court?

There are  arguments both
ways. The main problem is that
Ed’s accusation, when repeated
later by the sheriff, is mere hear-
say—that is, secondhand evidence.
And the law has good reasons to
be wary of hearsay.

For one thing, Ed’s charge was
not made under oath. For another,
he is no longer available for cross-
examination by the person he has
accused. For another, a man in
his death throes might not be
calm enough or rational enough
to make a dependable declaration
on any subject.

Yet there are also ‘good rea-
sons for accepting: the evidence.
As a practical matter, it may of-
fer the best possible charce of
bringing a killer to justice. Fur-
thermore, the very mearness of
death is likely to induce the vie-
tim to be truthful: In the words
of a dying Shakespearean char-
acter: - BEAE Jradia

“What in'the world should
make me now deceive;.

Since I must lose the. use of
all deceit?” RN

Balancing ' * these :conflicting
considerations, the law generally
does accept a deathbed accusa-
tion as evidence—hbut -only under
careful safeguards.-

For example, it is necessary
that the victim not only be near
death but be aware of it. If he
still has hope  of surviving, he
might not be -sufficiently moti-
vated to tell the truth.

But if all hope has fled, his
words may be heard in: court. In

fact, if he is too far gone to

speak, even_gestures alone may
serve. In one case, a dying wo-

Twenty years ago the first ness”. The A-bomb shows what

atom bomb was exploded.

When Jesus was being captur-
ed in the Garden of Gethsemene,
He said, “Be ye come out, as a-
gainst a thief, with swords and
staves? When I was daily with
you in the temple, ye stretched
forth no hands against me: but
this is your hour, and the power
of darkness.”

Many people believe that our
own day is the hour of the
“power of darkness”. And some,
on the other hand, are entirely
unaware of the evil forces that
are loose in the twentieth centu-
ry. There are very real similari-
ties between the first century
and our own. Perhaps the Cross
is in the same relationship to
the tragedies of our lives as the
A-bomb is to rifles and cannon.
That is to say that the Cross
and the evil that we are aware
of are really one and the same
thing. And the A-‘bomb is no
different from the other weapons
of warfare.

The difference in each case is
one of degree. The Cross on
which Christ died shows what
happens when the evil and sin

happens when physical power is
released in its extreme form. A
great number of guns or even
matches could do the same dam-
age as one A-bomb.

The A-bomb shows the ultimate
result of war—self-destruction.
The Cross shows the ultimate
tragedy of all the little animosi-
ties between man and man and
between man and God.

But there is a world of differ-
ence between the Cross and the
powers of darkness that are a-
foot. By His death and Resur-
rection, Jesus Christ effected a
victory over evil that need never
be repeated. An Easter hymn
says, “The powers of death have
done their worst, and Christ their
legions hath dispersed.” The evil
abroad today, then, has no final
power over mankind or God’s
purposes.

But complacency has no place
in the Christian religion. The
power of Jesus 1IChrist must be
allowed to operate through each
of us. “Lord, revive thy Church,
beginning with me”. Worship
your risen Lord this and every
Sunday. - - %
