Water Gaps and Weeds in Spotlight

Local ranchers can select
from the cream of the angora goat
crop and pick up some practical
ranching knowledge at = the
Texas Agricultural Experiment
Station’s 23rd annual Angora
Goat Performance Test Field Day
and Sale on July 26 at the Sonora
Experiment Station.

Dr. Joe David Ross of
Sonora will start the day off
with an introduction and a
discussion of issues important
to local agriculture producers.
Dr. William Edmiston, DVM of
Eldorado will present a discussion
on biosecurity. This program will
identify disease threats, including
livestock diseases that have been
eradicated in the United States but
still exist in other countries. He
will also discuss foreign disease
symptoms.

Dr. Johnny Fields, DVM of
Sonora will present a workshop
on identification and eradication
of invasive plant species.
This program will offer one
continuing education unit (CEU)
for producers with pesticide
applicators licenses. Dr. Fields
will then join in a presentation
by Marvin Shurley, a Sutten
County rancher, regarding long-
lasting engineered water gaps.
These water gaps were reportedly
developed in the Pecos River
country and, even in the heaviest
deluges, appear to stand up to
flood waters.

Additionally, Zane Willard of
the Mohair Council of America in
San Angelo will give producers
a Mohair Market Update and
Outlook.

Dr. Chris Lupton and
Waldron Experiment Station of
San Angelo will make comments
on the test results followed
by presentation of the Mohair
Council of American awards and
recognition of certified bucks.

The sale of performance
tested animals will conclude the
day’s activities.

“The fleeces from the bucks
in this year’s test are the finest
we have ever had,” said Dr. Dan
Waldron, test coordinator. “The
average fleece was 33.9 microns.
This shows that the breeders have
responded to the current market
rewards for finer mohair.”

The goats that will be sold
July 26th began their stay at the
experiment station in February as
yearling bucks brought in, shorn,
weighed, and put on full feed.
Weights were taken in early May
and then again in June. At critical
points during the 4-month test the
bucks were all examined for
disa:mlifying factors, includin
teeth that don’t meet the denta
pad, foot and leg weakness,
and fleece irregularities. At
the end of June the bucks were
weighed for the final time and
the staple length was measured.
The animals were then shorn

and the computations began.

Curfew Ordinance Read by City Council

- Citizens Urged
to Be Aware

The Sonora City Coun-
cil had their first reading of
an ordinance to provide for a
juvenile curfew at their Tues-
day afternoon meeting. This
action is, in the words of City
Manager Jim Polonis, “a pro-
active step” in response to the
large extent of vandalism that
has kept city police and in-
vestigators busy all summer.

The wave of vandalism has
resulted in the arrest of a group
of juveniles and one 17-year-old
adult in the burglary, vandalism
and theft of computers at the mid-
dle school. The same group of
juveniles is implicated in a rash
of occurrences that include the
destruction of car windshields
and breaking of windows in
homes along Glasscock Avenue.

Local business owners have
reported several incidents of
vandalism and destruction of
their equipment, including the
bucket truck kept at the Sonora
office of West Texas Utilities.

The school board has
approved the bidding pro-

cess for installation of a
$100,000.00 security system.

Then there is the matter of
dead animals, including an axis
deer and 2 cats, found floating
in the public swimming pool.
The city manager said it took
three people a half a day of
overtime to clean up the mess at
the public pool. Vandalism is a
crime that costs and hurts us all.

In order to protect public
and private property from inten-
tional and malicious destruction,
the Sonora Police Department,
the Sonora City Attorney, and
the Office of the 112th Judicial
District Attorney have worked
together to draft the ordinance
that will provide for a curfew for
persons under 17 years of age.

According to Sonora Police
Chief Mike House, the purpose
of the ordinance is to create
provisions for law enforcement
to make investigative stops of
juveniles between the hours of
midnight and 6:00 a.m. “We
believe (the curfew ordinance)

will be a benefit in helping us

Q. Who put the Devil
over The Devil’s River News
and why?

A. According to the
April 25,1957 issue of the
paper, under a column called
Odds and Ends, it was John
Eaton who installed the Old
Devil for Mr. Bundy. Here
is the whole column: Af-
ter 19 months of research,
experimentation, etc., elec-
trician par excellence, and
vice-president in charge of
not hiding your light under
a bushel, this week installed
“The Devil” on 'his perch
over the door of the News
Office. From this vantage
point The Devil will keep
watch over the vigorous, if
somewhat unskilled journal-
istic efforts within.

Equal credit for The
Devil’s creation must be
given to staff artist Tommie
(Mrs. Bill) Lee. When, upon
- completion of the artwork
involved, Mrs. Lee was
asked to comment upon her
undertaking she said, “Any
success [ may have achieved
in this portrayal of The Devil
is due to the untiring efforts
of my husband who sat as a
model-and sat-and sat-and
sat.”. .
Also to Jim Perry, that
brave man and true, who
took up his torch and burned
The Devil out of a piece of
sheet iron.

; Cost of the project can

never be accurately deter-
mined. We have justreceived
Mr. Eaton’s bill for his work
and we feel compelled to
submit, publicly, a counter-
statement to him:

Item 1: 116 cups of cof-
fee we were forced to pro-
vide for Mr. Eaton, at 10
cents per cup: $11.60.

Item 2: One quart Grade
A quality, Air Force Red
Fluorescent paint which Mr.
Eaton designated as essen-
tial to the project. (He didn’t
use it). $12.45.

Item 3: Time lost hold-
ing wobbly ladder for Mr.

Item 6: One pair of trou-
sers torn on “Devil” left in
traffic aisle by Mr. Eaton,
(100 percent wool natural-
ly), $15.95.

Item 7: Estimated loss

of sales from hordes who-

would have thronged to
our door if they could have
found it, $10,800.29.

Total: $10,918.69 This is
due and payable on the tenth
of the following month.

From the sounds of this,
Mr. Bundy and Mr. Eaton
had “the Devil of a time”
putting up the old Devil.

Now, why was the Devil
put on the building? My best
guess is it goes back to Mike
and Steve Murphy. They had
a sign over the old building
at the comer of Main and
Concho that said “Devil’s
Retreat.” It is a play on the
old terms calling a printer
and his helper the Devil and

the Devil’s apprentice.

These men worked long
hours, with low pay, in heat
of summer and cold of win-
ter. They worked in a dark
corner with lantern light at
first, then bare bulbs glaring
down on their work to write
copy and set and proof the
type for the paper. Then they
had to print the paper by hand
on the old Washington Press
that was second hand from
The Standard Times. They
were often covered in ink and
oil, which often made them
break out in a rash, so they
were blotchy red and black.
They had to go to many af-
fairs and smile and be nice so
that he could cover the event;
when they would really rath-
er be home in bed and getting
some rest or getting type set
for the next issue. Of course
Steve and Mike also might
have preferred to be in the lo-
cal saloon tipping a few with
their friends. Lord help them
if he left out even one name
of the attendees.

The Old Devil’s efforts
were never appreciated. No
matter what he wrote and
printed someone always had
a complaint, so he would
be bedeviled by his readers.
Many called him a Devil for
printing some article they
didn’t like. Some told him
to go to the Devil in no un-
certain terms. Several times

they even had a mysterious
colorful Devil superimposed
on the paper. Even this gave
them the Devil of a time as
they had to run the sheets
through once to print the
black lettering and another
time to do the colorful Dev-
il.

No, the Old Devil and
the Devil’s apprentice didn’t
have an easy time of it. I can
just picture Mr. Eaton and
Mr. Bundy with a devilish
gleam in their eyes as they
plotted hanging their smil-
ing red and black figure over
the office in honor of all the
poor devils that had worked
for the paper since its’ start
in October of 1890. I'm sure
they had the devil of a time
putting it up; were bedeviled
by the locals and just grinned
all the way home when they
were finished.

We do live on the banks of
the Dry Devil’s River, so of
course our paper was called
The Devil’s River News.

Keeping Summer’s
Bountz Safe to Eat

Fresh melons and berries
fill the aisles of grocery stores
and markets. Roadside produce
stands full of home grown fruits
and vegetables are seen along the
highway. All of these are signs
that summer is here and so 1s a
bounty of fresh produce. Sum-
mer’s harvest of fresh fruits and
vegetables is an important part
of a healthy diet. Just remember
to handle fresh produce safely to
prevent foodborne illness.

The Centers for Disease
Control and Prevention estimate
that there are 76 million cases
of foodbome illnesses each year
resulting in 325,000 hospitaliza-
tions and 5,000 deaths. Although
not traditionally associated with
foodborne illness, fresh fruits
and vegetables have recently
been linked to several outbreaks.
That’s because fresh produce is
often eaten raw. In fact, in recent
years the proportion of cases of
foodborne illness linked to fresh
fruits and vegetables has in-
creased. To help consumers keep
fruits and vegetables safe to eat,
the Partnership for Food Safety
Education (www.fightbac.org)
gives six recommendations for
safe handling of fresh produce:

Check: Food safety for
fresh fruits and vegetables be-
gins at the store. Before pur-
chasing, make sure the produce
is not bruised, cut, or damaged.
If purchasing items that are pre-
cut, such as melons, or pack-
aged, such as salads, buy only
the items that have been kept
refrigerated.

Clean: Hands should be
washed in warm, soapy water
for at least 20 seconds before
and after handling fresh pro-
duce. Make sure cutting boards,
counter tops, peelers and knives
are also clean before using them.
Fresh produce should be rinsed
under running tap water be-

fore you eat it. That’s also true
for fruits and vegetables that
have rinds or skins that will not
be eaten. People don’t realize
theyneed to scrub the outside of
melons with a vegetable brush or
rub them with their hands under-
running water. If bacteria con-
taminate the outside of a melon
for example, when you slice
into it you have the potential of
bringing that contamination into
the fruit. Clean firm-skinned
produce with a clean vegetable
brush or rub it with your hands
under running tap water. Do not
use detergent or bleach to wash
fresh produce. After washing,
dry fruits and vegetables with a
clean cloth or paper towel. Veg-
etable brushes can be purchased
at your local variety store for
two to four dollars. They are an
inexpensive tool that can help
you keep your fresh produce
safe to eat. Separate: In the
grocery cart, keep fresh fruits
and vegetables away from such
items as cleaners, detergents,
and raw meat, poultry, and fish.
At home, that advice also holds
true during storage in the refrig-
erator and during preparation:
Keep fresh produce away from
raw meat, poultry and fish.

Do not use the same cutting
board for produce and meats un-
less it is cleaned with hot, soapy
water before and after food
preparation.

Cook: If fresh produce has
been in contact with raw meat,
poultry, fish, or their juices,
throw it away or cook it thor-
oughly.

Chill: To prevent bacterial
growth, store all cut, peeled, or
cooked produce in the refrig-
erator within two hours.Throw
away: Fresh fruits and vegeta-
bles that have not been refrig-
erated within two hours of cut-
ting, peeling, or cooking should
be thrown away. Remove and
throw away bruised or damaged
portions of fresh produce before
cooking or eating it raw. Any
fruit or vegetable that will not be
cooked and that has been con-
taminated by raw meat, poultry,
fish, or their juices should also
be thrown away. If in doubt
about the safety of a fruit or veg-
ctable, throw it out! For more
information on safe handling of
fresh produce, contact your local
County Extension Agent at 325-
387-3604 or k-thorp@tamu.edu.

The objective of this study
is to determine water use of com-
mon recommended groundcov-
ers, shrubs, annuals and perennials
as compared to a common lawn
grass. In this study, Asian jasmine
(Groundcover), Nandina (shrub),

Geranium (tender perennial grown
as an annual), and Lantana (peren-
nial), will be compared to Bermu-
dagrass.

The flora were planted in six-
foot plastic tubs and replicated four
times (for a total of twenty tubs). A
tensiometer will gauge soil mois-
ture level, and water by subsurface
drip irrigation when the soil dries.
A water meter will then record vol-
ume of water used. At the conclu-
sion of the study, we should have an
idea of just how much water each
plant species uses and how it com-

pares to the Bermudagrass. Other
data collected will include ambient
temperature, leaf temperature, soil
surface temperature, and soil tem-
perature (at six inches). Data will be
collected weekly. It is worth noting
that the study has been hampered a
bit by the good rainfall we’ve en-
joyed.

Though this has been a wet year

so far, water is a limited resource in
Texas, and it will become more lim-
ited as the population grows. Yet
homeowners know how important
water is to a healthy landscape. We
need to conserve water and one way
is by landscaping with well-adapted
plants and by properly managing ir-
rigation of those plants. This study
ought to provide some relevant in-
formation which quantifies the vol-
ume of water used by these sample
plants.

The Sutton County Agricultural Extension Agent recommends that
ranchers resist the temptation to re-stock to pre-drought levels and ad-
vises area stockmen to use approved grazing management practices.

SIDC Reviews Findings
From Workshops

Following the community
workshops held on June 23-
25, AdventGX, the consultants
hired by the Sonora Industri-
al Development Corporation
(SIDC) to assist with the Eco-
nomic Development Initiative,
waded through a plethora of
information provided by over
60 Sonora citizens who partici-
pated in three workshops open
to all Sonora and Sutton County
residents. The consultant team
went back to College Station
with over 15 hours of video-
taped citizen input and the spe-
cialized notes of nine participat-
ing consultants.

In the ensuing three weeks,
it has been the task of the con-
sultants to analyze the input and
suggest economic development
projects based on their analy-
sis and understanding of the
community’s needs and desires.
They have recently submitted
their preliminary findings to a
14-person group consisting of
Sonora civic leaders and citizens
knowledgeable in subject matter
vital to our local economy. This
Advisory Committee will sug-
gest changes and amendments
to the preliminary work and pri-

oritize, according to their exper-
tise, an order of the initiatives
that are identified. At the appro-
priate time, a special meeting of
the Advisory Committee will be
held to finalize the work. This
meeting will be publicized and
open to all citizens who wish to
participate.

With this listing of prior-
ity initiatives, AdventGX will
then begin work to design spe-
cific projects and develop im-
plementation plans for each of
the top ranking initiatives. Or-
ganization of the projects and
detailed implementation plans
will evolve into our Community
Master Plan for Economic De-
velopment. A steering commit-
tee made up of County Judge
Carla Gamer, Mayor Gloria
Lopez and SIDC Director Max
Howorth will review and ap-
prove the final master plan.

The whole process should
be completed by early Sep-
tember. Meanwhile, SIDC,
the project sponsor, will keep
the community informed as the
master plan progresses.

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Abandoned Wells Plugged

The Sutton County Underground Water Conser-
vation District recently received $1,909.02 to plug
four abandoned water wells within the City of Sonora.
Plugging these wells will prevent contamination to the
drinking water supply for the residents of Sonora.

Additional funds are available for plugging aban-
doned water wells in all of Sutton County, so if you
know of abandoned wells please call 325/387-2369.

Abandoned wells are potential hazards to humans
as open wells often attract the interest of children who
may fall into the wells. Adults and even animals have
also fallen into abandoned wells. Contaminants may
be poured into open wells, as people do not understand
the direct path these chemicals have into groundwa-
ter. Without the normal filtration occurring in the soil,
old and new wells may be contaminated by pollution.
Common contaminants include pesticides, motor oils
and garbage. Leakage from nearby fuel and chemical
storage tanks, septic system waste and farm and ranch
waste may also contaminate the groundwater through
abandoned well sites. Real estate buyers often contact

our office to have water tested prior to purchasing land,
and the clean-up of contaminated water can be very ex-
pensive and time-consuming. Environmental studies
may complicate or prevent the sale of land containing
abandoned wells or contaminated water.

The recent plugging project was coordinated be-
tween the Sutton County UWCD and the Concho Val-
ley RC&D Area, Inc. Through an innovative approach
to resolve enforcement actions assessed by the Texas
Commission on Environmental Quality (TCEQ), the
Supplemental Environmental Program (SEP) provides
an alternative payment method. The amount of the ad-
ministrative penalty incurred by a local entity is to be
used for improving environmental quality. A respon-
dent in an enforcement action may negotiate an agree-
ment to perform an SEP contract in return for a reduc-
tion in administrative penalty. For more information
on the SEP Program, you may contact Concho Valley
RC&D at 325/597-4666 or visit the TCEQ website at
www.tceq.state.tx.us.
