Las Posadas Recall 
Holy Pilgrims’ Journey

There is pure joy in their voices as they practice the refrain, 
‘Filter, holy pilgrims. Come into our humble dwelling and our 
hearts. The night is one ofjoy for, here beneath our roof, we shel­
ter the mother o f God. ” Beginning this Sunday, December 16th, the 
congregation of St. Ann’s Catholic Church will perform the tradi­
tional observance of “Las Posadas”. A religious observance marking 
Mary and Joseph’s quest for lodging in Bethlehem prior to the birth 
of Jesus, the posadas recall their pilgrimage in song.

“We love the posadas,” said Brenda Sanchez, whose mother 
was an organizer of the traditional ceremony in Sonora: “It is one of 
the most cherished traditions of our church.”

Sanchez explained that members of the congregation will gather 
for a rosario (rosary) and then form a candlelight procession, led by 
Michael Gonzalez carrying a nacimiento (creche) including the fig­
ures of Mary and Joseph. The gathering travels door to door singing 
“villancios” their request for “posada” or shelter, in the inn.

The pilgrims, portrayed by Michael Chavez, as Joseph, and 
Maritza Garcia, as Mary, go to several homes and meet two or three

SISD Board Meets

Superintendent’s
Performance

Evaluated

The Board of Directors of the Sonora Independent School 
District convened in executive session Monday evening to dis­
cuss personnel matters, specifically to evaluate the job perfor­
mance of the superintendent of schools, Doug Bawcom. Bawcom 
has recently come under fire for a grading policy dispute that has 
drawn the attention of parents and dramatically increased public 
attendance at the board’s monthly meetings. The superintendent’s 
contract was renewed last year for a three-year term, and is set to 
expire in June of 2010. The board will discuss extension of the 
superintendent’s contract and a possible pay raise at their January 
meeting.

During Monday night’s public meeting, members of the board 
expressed their displeasure regarding the transcription of minutes 
from the November 12th meeting. At that public meeting, the 
district’s grading policy and the superintendent’s grading “phi­
losophy” were discussed. Tammy Favila noted that the minutes 
of the meeting did not accurately reflect the discussion of board 
members. “None of us (board members) were quoted, except Mrs. 
Jennings” she said. She also noted that the minutes, as presented, 
reflected only the superintendent’s opinions. “There is a whole 
page of what you said, Doug, and nothing about what we said,” 
she remarked.

“I’d like (the minutes) to show, on the record, our direction 
to you to talk to the teachers,” Favila said. She instructed the su­
perintendent to “go back to the tape and put in the minutes what 
you heard me say.” She said the minutes, as presented, were inac­
curate and deceiving. Scott Jacoby also remarked that he wanted 
the minutes corrected to reflect his questions regarding the sub­
mission of the matter to a site-based committee. Barbara Jennings

Commissioners Hear Request 
For Paving City Streets

A request for paving by 

Sonora City Manager Jim Po- 
lonis was tabled by the Sutton 
County Commissioners Court 
on Monday. Polonis was present 
to formally request a proposal 
from the county for paving work 
involved in the city’s sewer sys­
tem replacement. He informed 
the commissioners that, as part 
of a pre-planning meeting, he 
recently approached county road 
and bridge superintendent Oscar 
Jimenez to get an estimate for 
the costs the city could expect 
to pay.

Polonis said whoever the city 
hires will need to have a milling 
machine to dig trenches in the 
streets and then, once the lines 
have been installed, will need to 
install chip seal over the top of 
the trenches. After the installa­
tion of pipelines and manholes, 
the city will re-pave its streets.

Sutton County Judge Carla 
Gamer informed Polonis that, 
normally, requests for infor­
mation of this type are done 
by approaching the county ad­
ministration, not a department 
head. She further stated that the 
county is, by statute, responsible 
for 383 miles of roadway in the 
county. Her concern, she stated, 
was that the city did not provide 
a schedule for the performance 
of the job. “We can’t give you 
a price unless we have a sched­
ule,” she remarked.

A number of streets will be 
trenched to make way for im­
provements to the city’s sewer 
infrastructure, and the timing 
and scope of the project is pres­
ently under review by the city’s 
engineers. Polonis said the city 
will have prioritized projects, to 
repair those areas of the infra- 
stmcture that have been identi­
fied as the worst in the city.

We would like to start 
the column today by extend­
ing our heartfelt thanks to the 
children in the Cub Scouts 
and Boy Scouts and other vol­
unteers who helped to clean, 
rake leaves and mow the grass 
on the Miers Home Complex 
this week. We so appreciate 
these young people taking 
time from their busy sched­
ules to help us out. The work 
they did was wonderful!

Q. Do you have any ar­
ticles on Mr. Binyon drilling 
wells in this area?

A. In the November 16, 
1934 issue of “The Devil’s 
River News,” there is the fol­
lowing article:

Plodding horses, “Power” 
used for first well drilling on 
Devil’s River Draws. Only a 
foot or two a day was made 
back in the 1880’s when B. L. 
Binyon drilled what he says 
was the first well on either 
o f the Devil’s River draws 
through the Sonora country.

Mr. Binyon was living 
in Rankin in 1934 and visit­
ing his daughter, Mrs. Louis 
Roueche and family. In a rem­
iniscent mood he visited the 
NEWS office and told of his 
early life in Sonora.

The well, known as the 
“old Hammond Well,” was on 
Turkey Roost Draw near the 
Taylor pasture, west o f town. 
Six months, (and they were 
long ones Mr. Binyon indicat­
ed), were needed to drill the 
165-foot depth. At 31 feet the 
drill hung and had to be dug 
and blasted out.

The only power was that 
“developed” by plodding 
horses. Horses, however, need 
water - even as do humans - 
and water was just what they 
didn’t have. Six barrels of 
the precious fluid was hauled 
each day from Beaver Lake, 
40 miles away. Four horses 
were used for this work.

The well was drilled on 
the north side o f a hill. No 
reckoning had been made of 
wind problems and when the 
wind was from the south no 
water was available.

In January 1886, Mr. Bin­
yon says, he killed the last 
buffalo in this country. It was 
at the well. Deer, Mr. Binyon 
stated, were so thick some­
times at the well that it was 
difficult to round up the sad­
dle horses.

When Mr. Binyon, who 
will be 74 on December 30th, 
came here in 1886 from Fort 
Worth and Callahan County 
this section was a part of Tom 
Green Territory. Jurisdiction 
o f this section was vested in 
Kimble County.

Mr. Binyon was one who

contributed to the building 
of the Masonic Hall building 
when it was located in Wen­
tworth, 4 miles from here. 
(Note, it was later moved to 
Sonora by horse teams on 
rollers then tom down when 
the current lodge was built.)

About 1900, Mr. Binyon 
says he paid $ 100, “in horses,” 
to a man to move his home to 
Ozona. It was moved in two 
days and was the first house 
there. A saloon, operating in a 
long tent, and a store mn by 
Mr. F. M. Boykin, were the 
only business places.

Mr. Binyon was bom in 
Anderson County, about nine 
miles from Tennessee Colony, 
Texas, which derived its name 
from the fact that Tennessee 
people seeking a new home in 
the west settled there. He was 
a ranchman in this section un­
til 1918, when he moved to 
San Angelo. He has lived in 
Rankin for several years.

Sutton County Historical 
Society note: Benton L. Bin­
yon (1861-1935) and Emma P. 
Binyon (1871-1935) are bur­
ied in the Fairmount Cemetery 
in San Angelo. It is good that 
“The Devil’s River News,” 
recorded so many stories like 
this one in the 1930’s. They 
have preserved a lot of the 
early history o f our county.

In the same issue we found 
the following from a sermon 
by the Rev. Frank Nixon of 
the Baptist Church. “War 
brings nothing good and does 
cost in a great many ways, 
among the most important 
of which is human suffering. 
The terrible horrors of war are 
certainly not Christian. The 
need of the world today, as a 
step toward world peace, is a 
spirit o f righteousness rather 
than one of greed.”

Severo Chavez and Gil- 
berto Castillo of Sonora at­
tended the LULAC conven­
tion in San Antonio. Colonel 
Tuttle addressed them con­
cerning the work of the Boy 
Scouts of America.

Also in this issue: Credit 
for creation of a timely and 
interesting window display 
which is attracting attention 
this week goes to Preston Prat­
er of the E. F. Vander Stucken 
Co. Against a background of 
colorful sumac, Mr. Prater has 
built an outdoor scene featur­
ing his firm’s merchandise for 
outdoor workers and hunters. 
At one side of the display a 
tent, with a lantern for light­
ing, has been set up. The 
campfire, graced by a black 
pot, has glowing “embers” 
and partially burned wood.

Over the tent entrance 
is the deer hunter’s red cap. 
Several rifles as well as boots, 
jackets and caps are displayed. 
A “moon,” autumn tinged in 
color, may be seen at the rear 
of the camp scene adding a 
final touch to a cleverly ex-

Jam in a 4 lb. jar for 65 cent 
and in a small jar for 15 cent: 
Falfurrias sweet cream butter 
was 35 cents a pound. Crys­
tal Sugar Cured Bacon was 
35 cents a pound, Weiners 14 
cents a pound. Idaho Spuds #1 
10 pounds for 21 cents, large 
celery stalks were 12 cents, 
green beans were 8 cents a 
pound, bananas were 15 cents 
a dozen, bell peppers were 8 
cents a pound, mustard greens 
in extra large bunches were 
4 cents and Delicious apples 
sold for 19 cents a dozen.

Selecting Pecan Trees Requires Some Thought
EXTENSIONMM SySwt'

If you are thinking about 
planting a pecan tree in your 
landscape, there are some 
things to consider. Not all va­
rieties do well in our area, so 
selection is important. One 
thing to keep in mind is pol­
lination. Pecan varieties do 
only a fair job of self polli­
nation because sortie variet­
ies shed pollen early (before 
female flowers are receptive) 
while others shed late (after 
female flowers are receptive). 
Fortunately, there are good 
early- and late-pollen-^ed- 
ding varieties available to 
ensure effective cross-polli­
nation. Pecans are wind-pol­

linated and can cross-polli- 
nate with trees up to 1/4 m ile , 
away. If inadequate pollina­
tion is probable, plant at least 
one early- and one late-pollen 
shedding variety in your land­
scape. Be aware that bare root 
pecan trees should be planted 
m late winter when they are 
completely dormant.

The following early-pol­
len-shedding varieties should 
do well in our area:

Western can grow and 
bear nuts with less manage­
ment than any other variety 
in the far west. The tree is 
strong, easy to train and pro­
ductive, coming into produc­
tion in 7 to 8 years. However, 
it is highly susceptible to scab 
disease. Nuts/lb -52.

Caddo is an excellent yard 
tree because of strong limbs, 
scab resistance, early ripening 
and attractive foliage. Its nuts

Sutton County UWCD 
Urges Management 
of Water Resourees

by Greta S. Ramsdell
This year has generally 

brought more rainfall and low­
er temperatures than the past 
several years. Just because we 
have been blessed with more 
rainfall this year is no reason 
to abandon efficient use and 
conservation of groundwa­
ter supplies. Conservation 
should be the norm of how we 
use not only groundwater, but 
all resources.

With only 1% of the 
earth’s water usable, it is very 
important not to waste water. 
In fact, the Sutton County Un­
derground Water Conserva­
tion District has a rule which 
addresses waste. Waste is 
defined as any one or more of 
the following:

• the withdrawal of un­
derground water from an un­
derground water reservoir at 
a rate and in an amount that 
causes or threatens to cause 
intrusion into the reservoir of 
water unsuitable for' agricul­
tural, gardening, domestic, or 
stock raising purposes;

• the flowing or producing 
of wells from an underground 
water reservoir if the water

reduced is not used for a 
eneficial purpose;

• the escape of under­
ground water from an under­
ground water reservoir to any 
other reservoir that does not 
contain underground water;

• the pollution or harm­
ful alteration of underground 
water in an underground wa­
ter reservoir by salt water, 
other deleterious matter ad­
mitted from another stratum, 
or from the surface of the 
ground;

• willfully or negligently 
causing, suffering, or permit­
ting underground water to 
escape into any river, creek, 
natural watercourse, depres­
sion, lake, reservoir, arain, 
sewer, street, highway, road, 
or road ditch, or onto any land 
other than that of the owner of 
the well; or

• groundwater pumped 
for irrigation that escapes as 
irrigation tailwater onto land 
other than that of the owner 
of the well unless permission 
has been granted by the occu-

For the week ending December 
8, 2007, cash feeder steer prices at 
Texas auctions were down some­
what from the previous week’s 
average, with most of the decline 
coming late in the week.

pant of the land receiving the 
discharge.

The inefficient use of wa­
ter may also be considered 
waste. The Water District 
promotes the wise use of wa­
ter through outdoor conserva­
tion practices. The fall and 
winter seasons arc great times 
to adjust automatic sprinkler 
systems to avoid over water­
ing during cold months. Most 
grasses become dormant and 
do not need to be watered as 
often as in the summer when 
they are actively growing.

When watering is neces­
sary, water lawns with large 
water droplet sprinklers. 
Use soaker hoses and mulch 
around trees shrubbery and 
flower beds. To further con­
serve water, leaky faucets 
should be repaired, which 
often only requires replacing 
rubber washers. Other wa­
ter saving tips include using 
buckets of water for washing 
vehicles rather than letting the 
water run and sweeping side­
walks instead of hosing them 
off Many gallons of water per 
day can be conserved through 
changing habits.

agreed that the minutes from the November 12th meeting were inaccurate. “This is the first time I’ve ever seen them done like this,” she 
said.

Superintendent Bawcom informed the board that, if they want to be quoted verbatim, they must indicate such when making their 
remarks in the public meeting. “If you want (your remarks) to be verbatim, you must indicate by stating the words “for the record,” he 
said.

The board instructed Bawcom to have the minutes corrected to reflect the concerns voiced at the November 12th meeting. Favila said, 
“We want you to quote us verbatim, and to quote Mr. Bawcom’s response, as well. We asked if you (Bawcom) could talk to your teachers, 
and (you) agreed to do that. We want the minutes to reflect the direction the board gave to you in order to stop this nonsense,” she said.

Later in the meeting, the board reviewed the proposed local policy update that directs school district policy as it relates to staff, stu­
dents, absences and grading. “This is our one chance to make it legal and make it clear,” Barbara Jennings told the board. She suggested 
that the board adopt a grading policy that would assess a penalty for work turned in late completed under the supervision of anyone other 
than the teacher of that course. “We want to give the teacher the right to count off for late work, and to give the teacher the discretion to 
work with students who may need extra help,” Jennings said.

The board instructed the superintendent to review their suggested changes with Kathy London, who drew up the policy revisions, and 
to have her present the revised policy in its entirety for approval by the board at the January meeting.

In other business, after a lengthy discussion regarding costs and phasing, the school board agreed to adopt the conceptual facilities 
master plan for expansion and upgrading of athletic facilities at Bronco Stadium. Board member Tammy Favila said she is concerned that, 
although she. has been a proponent of the construction of a girl’s locker room at the football field, she has heard there is a staph infection 
in the boys’ locker room. “The taxpayers understand how important it is for the girls to have a place to dress, but we don’t want the boys 
to be in an unsafe place.” She urged the board to proceed with construction of the boys’ locker rooms as Phase I of the project.

Scott Jacoby told the board that he is of the opinion that the proposed 21,000 square foot multipurpose building is a “luxury we don’t 
need. When we started this, we were looking at the tennis courts and locker rooms, and it (the project) has grown into this,” he stated. 
Jacoby has previously voiced his concern regarding the financing of the project.

Superintendent Bawcom, addressing the board’s concerns, stated that the cost of the project must be negotiated at the onset. The archi­
tectural firm has not given the board a firm estimate for the construction drawings; rather, they have indicated that the cost of the drawings 
will be a percentage of the project. The board directed Bawcom to have the architect present at the January 14, 2008 meeting to discuss 
costs, before proceeding with construction drawings for Phases I and II of the eight to twelve-million dollar project.

The superintendent reviewed with the board the payment schedule for upgrades at the elementary campus. The $7.5 million bond issue 
was approved by voters and funded in September 2002 for a 10-year payout at 3.37 percent interest. As of August 31, 2008, the district has 
paid $4,863,016.58 on the bond, and still owes $4,100,978.16 as of the end of this school year. When paid in full, the district will have paid 
$8,963,994.74 over the ten-year period. Diane Jacoby, the district’s business manager, informed the board that, in order to take advantage 
of the low interest rate and the short payout, the debt cannot be paid early.

The Sutton County Tax Appraisal District reported that $750,175.25 of the 2008 ad valorem tax has been collected as of December 1st. 
The total tax roll for the district is $14,623,751. The majority of taxes are collected during the months of December and January.

The school district has a balance of $14,516,600.70 in TEXPOOL investments. This money is earning 4.7144 percent interest. The 
business manager reported that the current school district fund balances are $12,147,539.79, with $8,071,507.78 in designated funds. The 
board approved the designation of the remaining $4,076,032 in school district funds.

Following the public meeting, the board went into executive session to evaluate the superintendent’s job performance. No action was 
taken in the executive session.

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Make Plans for Having a Safe, Merry Christmas

Decking the halls carelessly 
can lead to a memorable holiday 
season but not necessarily for 
happy reasons. That’s why safety 
should come first during this fes­
tive season, said a Texas Coop­
erative Extension expert.

When decorating for the 
holidays, make the first step be 
ladder safety, said Janie Harris, 
extension housing and environ­
ment specialist. And then follow 
these steps :

- Inspect the ladder to make 
sure it is well maintained, clean 
and intact. Make sure the spread­
ers (the devices on the sides that 
hold step ladders open) function 
properly and never climb on a 
ladder that is slippery or shaky.
- Plant the base of the ladder on 

a firm, level surface. Spreaders 
should be open and locked be­
fore the ladder is used.
- When climbing up and down, 

face the ladder, keep the body 
centered between the sides and 
have one hand and one foot on 
the rung at the same time. Don’t 
carry equipment when climbing; 
instead have someone hand it to 
you or wear a tool belt.
- When on the ladder, keep 

weight evenly distributed; don’t 
overextend your reach.
- Don’t attempt to move a lad­

der while standing on it. Clear 
the ladder of people and equip­
ment before moving it.
- Don’t stand on the ladder’s 

bucket shelf -  that is not de­

signed to hold people.
- Read and follow manufac­

turer’s guidelines and warning 
labels on the ladder itself. And 
make sure you’ve picked the 
right kind of ladder, Harris ad­
vised.
“Task determines which type 

ladder as well as the material 
the ladder should be made of,” 
she said. “If the ladder will be 
used near electrical sources, use 
a wooden or fiberglass ladder to 
reduce the possibility of electric 
shock.” Be aware of other elec­
trical hazards to holiday decorat­
ing, she advised. Don’t forget to 
check electric plugs, cords and 
outlets before hanging lights and 
other decorations. Replace any 
damaged plugs or cords to re­
duce the danger of fire or shock.

When it comes to safe holi­
day decorating, Harris recom­
mended these tips from the U.S. 
Consumer Product Safety Com­
mission:
- If buying an artificial tree, 

choose one that is fire resistant.

Mr. Jimenez told the com­
missioners that he feels it would 
be better for the city to hire an 
outside contractor for the job.

“I just feel that this could 
cause a problem for the county, 
if we have paving projects on 
tap and we are already commit­
ted to work for the city,” Jimenez 
said. The county’s paving plant 
is only operational two months 
each year, and all of the county’s 
paving work is scheduled for 
that time.

In other business, the com­
missioners discussed the cost of 
court-appointed attorneys paid 
out of the county budget. Com­
missioner John Wade request­
ed information on a bill in the 
amount of $3,432.20 for a San 
Angelo attorney, which was pre­
sented for payment. Judge Gar­
ner assured Commissioner Wade 
that the bill was for 11 months of 
work on a district court case. Dis­
trict Judge Pedro Gomez, Gamer 
said, reviews each of the bills 
and “conscientiously checks the 
hours billed” by court-appointed 
attorneys. The county pays $80 
per hour to court appointed at­
torneys. Sutton County has bud­
geted $90,000 for this expense 
for 2008.

Judge Gamer told the com­
missioners that the court-ap­
pointed attorney program is 
mandated by the State of Texas, 
which reimburses a percentage 
of the expenditures based on a 
formula. “We have a revolving 
list of attorneys who participate 
in the program -  most of them 
are from San Angelo,” she said. 
Persons who are arrested and 
charged with a crime in Sutton 
County who cannot afford an 
attorney request appointment 
through Judge Gamer or through 
Justice of the Peace John K. Wil­
son. The state has established 
financial criteria for persons to 
qualify for the program.

Justice of the Peace John 
K. Wilson told the commission­
ers his office is still collecting 
on cases filed in 1997, 1998 
and 1999. During the month of 
November, he said, his office 
collected $85,563.22 in fines 
and fees. Of that amount Sutton 
County will retain $44,346.31, 
the state will collect $32,772.96

and the collection agency re­
ceived $5,299.95. During No­
vember, his office received 725 
traffic cases, was the magistrate 
for 1 case, held one inquest, and 
issued five arrest warrants and 
one emergency protective order.

The Sutton County EMS 
reported 29 ambulance mns for 
the month of November. Oscar 
Jimenez reported that his crews 
are working on a water heater 
leak at the civic center. County 
Attorney David Wallace reported 
the collection of $852.80 in hot 
checks for the month. The dis­
trict clerk reported the collection 
of $19,311.88 from district court 
for November and payment of 
bond forfeitures in the amount

- When decorating with a 
fresh tree, reduce the risk of 
fire by placing it away from 
sources of heat such as fire­
places or radiators. Trim the 
trunk and keep it in water and 
out of high traffic pathways.
- Use flame-resistant deco­

rations on the tree and child- 
friendly ornaments such as 
plastic icicles and non-break- 
able balls.
- When using holiday lights

-  both indoor and outdoor
-  look for those that have an 
independent laboratory’s cer­
tification for safety. Make sure 
each set of lights, whether old 
or new, has no broken sockets, 
frayed wires or loose connec­
tions. Any damaged light sets

should be thrown away.
- Plug in no more than three 

standard-sized light strings to 
any one electrical extension 
cord.
- To prevent a fire hazard, turn 

off all holiday lights, including 
those on the tree, before going 
to bed or leaving the house.
- Do not use electric lights on 

a metal tree.
- Keep green branches, pa­

pers and other holiday decora­
tions away from fireplaces and 
other sources of heat.
- Do not bum wrapping pa­

per in a fireplace -  that could 
cause a flash fire.
- Don’t put candles where 

they can easily tip over and 
never use lighted candles to

decorate trees.
Above all, use common sense 

when it comes to safety during 
the holidays, Harris advised. 
The festive decorations can 
also be safety hazards if not 
used with care and caution.

of $12,500. The clerk collected 
$10,398 in fines and fees along 
with $3,176 for copies of legal 
documents.

The commissioners voted 
unanimously to institute a fire­
works ban for Sutton County.

“At this 
time Sutton County Meets the 
Texas Forest Service drought in­
dex,” Judge Gamer explained. “If 
we enact the ban and the county 
goes off the drought index, then 
this action will be void.”
