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Trustees Deny Superintendent’s 
Contract Extension

A motion to extend the 

contract o f Sonora ISD Su­
perintendent Doug Bawcom 
was defeated Monday night. 
At-large Trustee Malfory 
Rousselot proposed exten­
sion o f the superintendent’s 
contract, a motion seconded 
by board president and pre­
cinct 4 Trustee Dean Der- 
mody. Rousselot and Der- 
mody voted in favor o f the 
contract extension, while 
precinct 3 member Barbara 
Jennings and at-large mem­
bers Tammy Favila and 
Scott Jacoby voted to deny 
extension. Jesse Bustaman­
te, who represents precinct 
1, was not present for the 
meeting.

The superintendent’s 
contract was renewed for an 
additional threfej-year term 
last year and is set to expire 
in 2010. Public outcry over 
the superintendent’s grading 
philosophy and a challenge 
to the recording o f school 
board meeting minutes like­
ly influenced the decisions 
o f the trustees.

The board’s decision fol­
lowed a meeting where mem­
bers got their first peek at an 
architectural and engineering 
contract proposed by Chap­
man Harvey Architects of 
Lubbock. The architectural 
firm was retained by the dis­
trict in 2007 to prepare a Mas­
ter Plan for improvement and 
upgrades o f the facilities at 
Bronco Stadium. The propos­
al includes new locker rooms 
for both the boys and girls 
and a multi-purpose building 
to allow for athletic practice 
in inclement weather, as well 
as improved public amenities. 
The Master Plan provides a 
comprehensive framework for 
the six-phase project and is 
intended to guide the district 
in land use issues and future 
improvements to the facility. 
Sonora ISD paid Chapman 
Harvey $11,000 for the Mas­
ter Plan design.

Larry Harvey, a partner in 
the architectural firm, told the 
board, “It’s up to us to con­
vince you to hire us to finish 
the work.” He thanked the

board for their input and for 
the opportunity to prepare the 
Master Plan and then present­
ed a preliminary dran of the 
standard architectural and en­
gineering contract, designed 
to cover all phases of the 
multi-million dollar project.

Harvey told the trustees 
that'the firm has determined 
that a portion of the schematic 
design had already been pre­
pared in the Master Plan ren­
dering, and that the remaining 
costs derived from the sche­
matic design phase could be 
met through an hourly cost. 
“You shouldn’t have to pay 
again for the work we’ve al­
ready done,” he stated. The 
contract proposes administra­
tive hourly wages for work by 
the firm to range from $60 per 
hour for clerical work to $130 
per hour for architectural and 
engineering time.

Once the schematic design 
has been completed, the firm 
proposes an 8% fee for archi­
tectural and engineering ser­
vices. Should the school dis­

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School Board Seeks Candidates 
for Spring Election

Monday, February 11th is the first day for candidates to file for a place on the ballot for the 

May 10th Sonora ISD Board o f Trustees election. The spring election will involve four seats 
on the seven-member board. Candidates are being sougnt for two-year terms from precincts
two and four. Candidates for precincts one and three will be elected to three year terms.

Persons interested in serving on the Sonora Independent School District Board of Trustees 
should file with Cynthia Keel at the School Administration Office, 807 SE Concho. There is 
not a fee required o f any candidate. In order to qualify, candidates must be registered voters. 
They must nave been Texas residents for at least 12 months and must have lived in the precinct 
they hope to represent for at least six months.

Persons considering service on the Board o f Trustees should know that this is a volunteer 
commitment. There is no pay for members’ efforts to guide the direction of our school district 
and to prepare our children for the future. Board members in Sonora oversee the expenditure 
of $14 million in taxpayer dollars, funding a public school district that serves the educational

cinct one; Barbara Jennings, representing precinct three; and Dean Dermody representing pre­
cinct four. An open seat on the board -  that of the precinct two representative -  has existedprecinct two representative
since mid-2007, when Tryon Fields resigned that position. All of those positions are up for 
election. The remaining board is comprised of at-large representatives Mallory Rousselot, 
Scott Jacoby and Tammy Favila. Those positions are not up for election this year.

The last day for candidates to file for a place on the spring ballot is March 10 th. March 
17th is the last day for write-in candidates to file. Early voting in the school board election 
begins at 8:00 a.m. Monday, April 28th.

Homicide Investigation 
Continues

As the dust settles around the events of last Tuesday, the picture is 

not much clearer regarding the body found at the Stadium Trailer Park. 
According to the incident report supplied by city attorney Beth Wallace, 
Sonora resident Joel Harrell (originally from Sanderson, Texas) was the 
victim o f foul play. Harrell was found by his employer Robert Mittel at 
^proxim ately  7:00 a.m. January 15, 2008, and officer Jarratt from the 
Sonora Police Department responded on scene. At the time of press, 
there was no indication that the investigators had any suspects or were 
looking at any person o f interest.

While Sonora’s crime rate was about 60% less than the national av­
erage between 2001 and 2006 (based on a crime index compiled from 
FBI and census data), our close approximation to Mexico and being 
on Interstate 10 makes us particularly susceptible to the drug trade. In 
2000, drugs accounted for over 40% of the total violations in Sonora, 
while all the assaults, thefts, and DUIs combined only accounted for 
22% o f  the crime rate.

Living in a small town, we tend to think of ourselves as sheltered 
from much o f the crime associated with the big city, but last week served 
as a sobering reality that we are not immune.

What is a church? Most people would say that a church is a place of worship, 

or more specifically a building. Some people see church as religion, or the central 
location lor that religion. For Don Longoria and his congregation at Lighthouse 
Community Church, a church is much more simple than that. For them, a church 
is made up of people and brought together by a sense of community, the building 
itself is just stone, metal, and glass.

Don Longoria (or Don Don as the younger members o f his church call him) 
has a singular vision when it comes to his church’s mission, “Everything we do is 
a bridge to the community. We want to reach unchurched people and people that 
have given up on traditional church.” Don proudly told me about an evangelist 
preacher that recently visited Lighthouse Community Church and referred to the 
makeup of the congregation as “The Island of Misfit Toys” commenting on the di­
verse makeup of the people. Don was quick not to criticize other churches and the 
way they worship, “Our church is not for everyone, we iust want to give people 
another option.” Don continues to work with other churches in town towards their 
combined goal to spread a message.

In late 2002, Lighthouse Community Church outgrew its home and started 
looking for a new one, and in January 2003 they found it in the old movie theatre 
in the western part of town. From the start, the renovations were a community 
event, “When we bought the old movie theatre, we would have family night, 
bringing the entire family to help work on the church. We had 80 year old women 
pushing wheelbarrows while 6 year olds worked next to them.” The Herculean 
renovation effort enabled the church to hold its first service in only 4 months. 
They worked hard to make the church a comfortable and functional space, and 
have used it for more than just worship services; hosting concerts, youth events, 
and educational programs.

The popularity of those programs prompted the church to start looking at 
building the new fellowship hall, “We had a youth program we put together with 
Eldorado and had a line running outside of the building. ’ The new fellowship hall 
will be 2,000 square feet (with the upstairs area, the total amount o f usable space 
totals up to over 7,000 square feet) and will contain offices, conference rooms, 
and a large worship center. The future vision of this church does not stop at the 
borders of Sutton County, “I would like our church to have a regional influence. 
We want to equip and train other churches on different ways o f teaching the mes­
sage”, Longoria commented. The size of the new fellowship hall is not the most 
impressive factor in its construction, as the church plans on building the entire 
building debt free. Jane Rushing, who acts as a ambassador to the community and 
women minister, commented, “We don’t want to put money into a build

Q. Do you have any infor­
mation on the death of one Buck 
O’Connor in 1926?

A^The Devil’s River N ew s” 
November 6, 1926 - Buck
O’Connor, age 25, of Glitner, Ne­
braska, is dead and Jack Jones, of 
Chester, Pennsylvania, is in jail 
here, charged with murder, as the 
result of a shooting Tuesday after­
noon on the Sim Glasscock Ranch 
25 miles southwest of Sonora, 
which Jones claims was accidental. 
The verdict of Justice of the Peace, 
S. H. Stokes was that O’Connor 
met his death through a gunshot 
wound inflicted by Jones.

O’Connor was shot in the pit 
of the stomach and lived only a few 
hours. Reviving shortly before he 
died, he termed the shooting “just 
foolishness” according to Dr. A. J. 
Smith. Jones said that he had shot a 
diseased sheep with a 25-20 caliber 
rifle and, starting toward the ranch 
house, had turned to O’Connor, a 
distance of about thirty steps, with 
the remark, “let’s go get something 
to eat,” when the rifle acciden­
tally was discharged. He said he 
believed that when he ejected the 
shell after shooting the sheep, the 
rifle was left cocked but he could 
not account for its firing the second 
time.

Both men worked on the Glass­
cock Ranch. O’Connor died on the 
way here. His body was taken to 
San Angelo, Wednesday morning, 
in the Sonora Motor Company’s 
hearse and will be sent by the 
Robert Massie Co., 'to Glitner, Ne­
braska, per telegraphic request of 
O’Connor’s mother to Sheriff B. 
W. Hutcherson.

An army discharge among 
O’Connor’s effects showed that 
he was bom in El Paso, enlisted 
at Omaha in May 1923, and was 
transferred to Camp Travis, San 
Antonio, where he was discharged 
in August 1924. The discharge lists 
O’Connor as being married. Other 
papers indicated O’Connor last 
year worked with a pipe line gang 
in Reagan County. He had been 
employed on the John A. Martin 
Ranch, adjoining the Glasscock 
Ranch, but had quit a few days 
ago and had secured a job on the 
Glasscock Ranch, where Jones was 
employed. Apparently the two men 
had become friends.

There is no phone on the Glass­
cock Ranch and after the shooting 
Jones walked four miles to the W. 
A. Miers’ McMullan Ranch and 
phoned for a doctor. Sheriff B. W. 
Hutcherson, Deputy Sheriff J. L. 
Cook and Dr. A. J. Smith answered 
the call.

Leavenworth, Kansas, was taken 
to Ft. Sam Houston at San Anto­
nio by Deputy Sheriff, Jesse Cook 
last week and turned over to au­
thorities there.

Q. Please tell the story of 
the baby climbing the windmill 
if you still have it?

A. “The Devil’s River News” 
November 13, 1909 - Betsy 
Windrow and Lawrence Lewis, 
the hopeful two year olds of Mr. 
and Mrs. Clyde Windrow and Mr. 
and Mrs. C. J. Lewis were playing 
in the Lewis yard Monday after­
noon, as had been their custom. 
Mrs. Lewis was attracted from 
her work by the baby Lawrence 
pulling at her dress and talking 
in infant language to her. Moth­
er instinct told her that her son 
wanted her attention and think­
ing that Betsy might have gotten 
into trouble went with the child to 
investigate and find Betsy. Mrs. 
Lewis looked all around the place 
for Betsy but Lawrence kept tak­
ing his mother to the windmill and 
at last by pointing his hand caused 
his mother to look up-and there on 
the platform, 20 feet above ground 
was Betsy. Mrs. Lewis called Mrs. 
Windrow who was so frightened 
she could scarcely stand and Mrs. 
Berger and another neighbor see­
ing the predicament climbed the 
ladder and held Betsy until Mr. 
Windrow could be brought from 
town to take Betsy down from her 
perilous predicament. The lower 
rounds have been taken from the 
ladder and there is no danger of a 
repetition of the scene.

Q. Has there ever been an 
earthquake in Sonora?

A. We have not been the epi­
center of a quake but we have felt 
tremors, at least once since I lived 
here and in “The Devil’s River 
News,” of Friday, August 21,1931 
we found the following: Sonora 
citizens were among those in the 
state to experience the earth quake 
which traveled a five hundred mile 
trip through Texas on last Sunday 
morning.

The quake here was of a light 
nature and a short duration, dis­
turbing the rest of a few but a great 
many were unaware of nature’s 
phenomenon until hearing of it 
later in the morning. It had been 
more than a quarter of a century 
since Texas has had a disturbance 
of this sort.

It was reported on the streets 
that a chimney on the house of 
Thomas Adams had been de­
stroyed by the shock, but upon 
investigation proved to be false. 
Other towns in West Texas were
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not so fortunate, however. At Val­
entine it is estimated that $75,000 
damage was done. Although many 
houses, of the ‘dobe variety, were 
shaken down no loss of life was re­
ported. Valentine, which seems to 
have been the center of the quake, 
has later experienced a second 
shock somewhat less severe than 
the first. San Antonio citizens had 
some of their choice china broken 
and window lights knocked out, 
but fell heir to no great damage.

tion project after receiving 
bids, the firm will still receive 
8% of the lowest bona fide 
bid or the district’s budgeted 
cost. With a proposed budget 
o f $ 1 million for Phase 1, the 
firm could receive $80,000 
for preparing the construction 
documents and for architec­
tural and engineering services 
through the bidding phase, 
even if  nothing is constructed 
on the site. Additionally, the 
firm proposes recovery o f re­
imbursable costs with a 15% 
markup for costs including 
travel, postage and copying 
fees.

The board discussed time 
lines for approving the archi­
tectural and engineering con­
tract as well as preparation o f 
the construction documents 
and putting the project out for 
bid. “Time is critical, Harvey 
told the board, “the construc­
tion documents need to be out 
by April so that the bid can 
be let, and when the kids are 
walking out the door for sum­
mer vacation, your construc­
tion is ready to begin.” Trust­
ees are expected to review the 
proposal with their legal advi­
sor and vote on the contract at 
either their February or March 
meeting.

The board was informed

Two Historic Sites 
in Texas

Change Jurisdictions

AUSTIN - The start o f a new year marked the beginning 
of a bright future for two o f the region’s historic sites, as 
both Fort McKavett in Menard County and Fort Lancaster in 
Crockett County officially transferred from the Texas Parks 
and Wildlife’s jurisdiction to the Texas Historical Commission 
(THC) on January 1 st.

“Tne transfer of Fort McKavett and Fort Lancaster to the 
Texas Historical Commission will bring many positive chang­
es and enhancements to these unique sites,” said Rep. Harvey 
Hilderbran (R-Kerrville).

The sites were two of 18 across Texas to be transferred to 
THC as a result o f legislation authored by Rep. Hilderbran 
during the 80th legislative session.

“Fort Lancaster has stood in the Pecos River Valley for over 
150 years protecting the people o f Texas,” said Fort Lancaster 
site manager Chris Elliot. “This transfer is an opportunity for 
the people of Texas to protect it, for their heritage and their 
children’s heritage. It will allow Fort Lancaster to expand its 
operation to provide an unforgettable visitor experience”.

Prior to the passage of H.B. 12, parks and historic sites were 
funded from the same account. The historic sites will now be 
funded through a historic site fund which will receive six per­
cent o f the sporting goods tax revenue.

“Creating a separate fund exclusively for historic sites 
means that whether in good times or bad, our historical sites 
will receive sufficient funding without having to compete with 
more popular recreational sites,” Rep. Hilderbran said. “In 
the long run, this will help protect the funding and ensure the 
success of the state’s historic sites.”

In December, Rep. Hilderbran presented flags to Elliott and 
Michael Garza, site manager at Fort McKavett, at the State 
Capitol to commemorate the transfers.

“Fort McKavett is very excited to be a part o f the Texas 
Historical Commission and we are looking forward to more 
actively promoting Heritage Tourism in this area,” Garza said. 
“Because o f the increase in funding and staff we will be able to 
offer additional interpretive programs, outreach to the public, 
and preservation o f the site.’̂

The other transferred sites include Magoffin Home; Acton in 
Johnson County, Caddoan Mounds in Cherokee County, Casa 
Navarro in Bexar County, Confederate Reunion Grounds in 
Limestone County, Eisenhower Birthplace in Grayson County, 
Fannin Battleground in Goliad County, Fort Grinin in Shack­
elford County, Fulton Mansion in Aransas County, Landmark 
Inn in Medina County, Levi Jordan in Brazoria County, Sa­
bine Pass Battleground in Jefferson County, Sam Bell Maxey 
House in Lamar County, San Felipe in Austin County, Stan- 
Family Home in Hanison County and the Vamer-Hogg Plan­
tation in Brazoria County.

The THC presently oversees the successful operation of 
two additional historic sites, the Sam Rayburn House Museum 
in Bonham and the National Museum of the Pacific War in 
Fredericksburg.

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New Junior 
State Record 
Bass Caught

AUSTIN, Texas — By the slim­
mest of margins, Tyler Goetzman 
of Willis is Texas’ newest junior 
state record holder for largemouth 
bass.

GoetzmarTs 13.06 pounder- 
caught on l.ake Conroe Jan. 13 th 
eclipses a 13.00-pound largemouth 
taken by Kenny Schuette on Lake 
Alan Henry in June 2005.

The 15-year-old was fishing a 
tournament when the big bass took 
a Rat-L-Trap in six feet of water. 
The fish was 24 inches long and 
20.25 inches in girth. By compari­
son, Schuette’s fish measured near­
ly two inches longer.

The big bass is also a new junior 
lake record for Lake Conroe.

Goetzman donated his record 
catch to the Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department’s Budweiser 
ShareLunker program. This is only 
the fourth time in the ShareLunker 
program’s 21-year history that the 
season’s first entry' came in Janu­
ary'.

l.ake Conroe has now produced 
12 ShareLunkers and ranks fourth 
in the number of entries from pub­
lic waters, behind Lake Fork, Lake 
Alan Henry and Sam Rayburn Res- 
erv'oir. Goetzman’s fish is number 
442 in the list of ShareLunker en­
tries.

sciences, and community eco­
nomic development.

“We are making these chang­
es to better communicate the 
life-sustaining and life-chang­
ing impacts that both AgriLife 
Research and AgriLife Exten­
sion deliver to the people of 
Texas and beyond,” said Dr.

Chilling 
Requirements 
of a Fruit Tree

The cold weather during 
winter is stressfiil to live­
stock and wildlife, but it can 
be a positive for plants. Some 
trees, for example, benefit 
from the cold. In fact, they 
require cold weather in order 
to produce properly.

Many fruit trees require a 
certain amount of “chilling” 
each winter in order to bloom 
and begin growth the next 
spring. Most years we do not 
worry about it" much, because 
it just happens. However, it 
is those wann winters which 
give us fits. So the questions 
are, what is chilling and why 
is it important?

Fruit trees with chilling re­
quirements begin to go dor­
mant in the fall in response to 
shorter day lengths and cooler 
temperatures, regardless of 
the weather conditions. Plants 
without a chilling require­
ment, such as grapes, continue 
to grow as long as conditions 
are favorable for growth.

Most fruit trees have typi­
cally already fonned buds tor 
the next growing season by 
mid to late summer. Hence, 
dormancy is necessaiy to 
protect the tree from freezing 
temperatures during the win­
ter. By the sam eloken, the 
chilling requirement is needed 
to maintain the tree dormant 
for the remainder of the win­
ter and not let it bud out too 
early, or not only will the fruit 
crop be lost, but the entire tree 
could be killed.

There are visible signs of 
inadequate chilling. A clas-

ter, they will see that connec­
tion more clearly, even within 
a state population that is now 
85 percent urbanized.”

sical symptom of insufficient 
chill is (lelayed foliation or 
“leafing” in the spring. Trees 
may have small tufts of leaves 
on a few branches, but for the 
most part, the branches are 
bare.

The fruit trees which are 
most affected by chilling are 
peaches, plums, apples, and 
pears. The chilling require­
ment for peaches can range 
from a low of 200 hours or so 
to over 1000 hours. There­
fore, it is very crucial that the 
proper variety be selected for 
our zone or the planting is 
doomed to failure. For addi­
tional or related information, 
contact the County Extension 
Office or visit the website at 
http://sutton-co.tamu.edu.

Strives to Improve Rainfall
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Fire Department 
Receives 

New Equipment
by Jacqu i Thomas 
S!.

Monday, January 14th, the Sonora Volunteer Fire Depart­
ment received training on its new breathing air compressor 
system. The new system has come to Sonora in stages, over a 
period of about a year.

Sonora has long needed to upgrade its system for filling 
its self-contained breathing apparatus (SCBA) air bottles, but 
the cost has been prohibitive. When the Texas Fire Commis­
sion made available funds for such upgrades, fire department 
members researched systems and applied for funding. The 
Fire Commission awarded just under S I7,000 in grant money 
to the Sonora department and the upgrade was under way.

The new system, manufactured by Scott Health and Safe­
ty, consists of a compressor, a charge station, and air storage 
bottles. The equipment was recently received and installed at 
the lire hall, awaiting the final installation by a manufacturer 
representative. Casey Smith, a Scott Master Teclmician from 
Municipal Emergency Ser\'ices Incorporated o f Houston, took 
care of the final touches and conducted a training lasting most 
of the morning. Department members learned to operate and 
maintain the equipment, which has numerous state-of-the-art 
operating and safety features. The controller on the charging 
station is of a new digital design; Mr. Smith commented that 
here in Sonora w-as the first time he had seen the new control­
ler in the field.

The training was attended by Chief Rick Cearley, Kyle 
Donaldson, Carl Jolinson, Carl Teaff, Wayford Tyler, and Jac­
qui Thomas.

In 1996 the Sutton County 

Underground Water Conser­
vation District Joined a cloud 
seeding program that noŵ  in­
cludes Glasscock, Sterling, 
Reagan, Crockett, Irion, and 
Schleicher Counties as well 
as a portion of Tom Green 
County. The science of cloud 
seeding and weather modifi­
cation is fascinating and im­
pacts one of our most impor­
tant resources. This refresher 
ŵ ill bring you up to date on 
the latest happenings in West 
Texas weather modification.

Currently, cloud-seeding 
projects are conducted in 
some 37 million acres of the 
state (or about one-fifth of the 
state’s land area). The Texas 
Department of Licensing ad­
ministers the Texas Weather 
Modification Act (enacted 
by the Texas Legislature in 
1967) and the program is­
sues licenses and pennits to 
organizations and individuals 
responsible for caiTying out 
both cloud seeding and other 
weather modification opera­
tions.

The West Texas Weather 
Modification Association 
(WTWMA), based in San 
Angelo, is in its eleventh con­
secutive year of operation. Its 
target is the third largest in the 
state—some 6.4 million acres 
in West Central Texas between 
Midland and San Angelo. The 
WTWMA decides when and 
how' rain enhancement opera­
tions are done thi'ough a gov­
erning board with representa­
tion from each of me seven 
counties participating in the 
project, as well as from the 
City of San Angelo. The WT­
WMA owns four aiiplanes 
and employs a full-time me­
teorologist and pilots who 
use Doppler weather radar 
data produced by the National 
Weather Ser\^ice. The me­
teorologist is based at Mathis 
Field, wliile aircraft are locat­
ed at the San Angelo airport 
and other locations within the 
target area. The staff of the 
WTWM;A can provide more 
information about this project 
(325-949-1950; www.wtwma. 
com). The cost of cloud seed­
ing is assessed uniformly over 
the entire target, using acre­
age in each county as Ihe ba­
sis for cost assessment. Eight

operate elsewhere in West 
and South Texas during the 
warmer half of the year. The 
counties’ water-conservation 
districts ser\'e as a method to 
finance the cost of a cloud- 
seeding operation through ad 
valorem taxes.

Clouds-the billowy, cau­
liflower-shaped clouds often 
seen in Texas skies during 
much of the year-are impor­
tant rain producers in every 
sector of the state. As the pre­
dominant cloud type during 
the wannest eight months of 
the year (March-October), cu­
mulus (or convective) clouds 
are responsible for producing 
the bulk of rainwater given by 
the atmosphere in any given 
year in Texas. These tower­
ing cloud formations fomi 
from strong updrafts of warm, 
moist air into an atmosphere 
that is unstable. Intense day­
time heating of the near-sur- 
face layer of air, or a wedge 
of cold air moving across the 
state (as a cold front), usually 
triggers the fonnation of con­
vective clouds.

Not all cumulus clouds be­
come rain producers. In fact, 
only a small percentage of 
them ever develop the capa­
bility to yield an appreciable 
amount of rainfall. Those 
convective clouds that do pro­
duce rainwater are often inef­
ficient. For all the moisture 
they incoiporate from below, 
only a tiny fraction of that 
moisture (as cloud droplets) is 
ever used to grow large rain­
drops, which ultimately fall 
to tne ground as rainfall. This 
may be due to the fact that an 
insufficient number of ice par­
ticles exi.st within the cloud, 
thereby limiting the amount 
of cloud droplets that can co­
alesce to create raindrops. Or 
the clouds simply do not live 
long enough, on their own, to 
allow those tiny cloud drop­
lets to collide enough times 
with neighboring droplets to 
yield larger drops-and even­
tually rainwater. Seeding is 
intended to introduce into the 
cloud many more of these ice 
ciystals (also called cloud nu­
clei) to allow much more of 
the moisture supply within 
the cloud to be converted into 
rainwater.

If done in a timely way and 
properly, cloud seeding can 
assist the natural process in 
clouds by giving them enough 
“seeds” to make a meaning­
ful number of large raindrops. 
Silver iodide is a favored seed­
ing agent because its crystal­
line stmcture is nearly identi­
cal to the natural ice crystal. 
In a matter of moments, the 
ice ciystal is transformed 
into a large raindrop which is 
heavv enough to fall through 
the cloud mass as a rain shaft. 
Questions often arise regard­
ing the impact of cloud seed­
ing on hail. Though very little 
research on hail suppression 
has been done in Texas, we 
do know from sound research 
conducted in other parts of 
the U. S. that seeding for en­
hancing rainfall very likely 
lessens the amount, and size, 
of hailstones. This is because 
the additional ice crystals in­
jected into a growing thun­
dercloud compete with the 
hail seeds (or “embiyos”) for 
the available cloud moisture, 
thereby reducing the chance 
that many hailstones would 
grow large. With the ice ciy ŝ- 
tals using more of the avail­
able cloud droplets to grow 
large raindrops, there would 
be less cloud moisture avail­
able to grow the embryos into 
damaging hailstones.

The Texas Department of 
Agriculture has conducted 
independent evaluations of 
ongoing seeding activities in 
Texas. A statistical analysis 
of all seeded thunderstorms 
in Texas during 2002 (which 
totaled 897) estimated that 
an additional 481,252 acre- 
feet of water was generated 
as a consequence or seeding. 
Comparing the seeded storms 
with neighboring untreated 
storms (designated as “con­
trol clouds” for the sake of 
analysis) revealed that seeded 
storms lived 39 percent lon­
ger, covered 18 percent more 
territory, and produced a “pre­
cipitation mass” that was 89 
percent greater than cloud

towers left unseeded.
Sutton County experienced 

substantial amounts of rain­
fall in 2007 due to the abnor­
mal pattern of the jet stream 
and several unusual weather 
systems. Unfortunately the 
clouds were not the best type 
for cloud seeding and the wet 
pattern ceased quickly in Sep­
tember, failing to produce ad­
ditional clouds for rain during 
the fall. Despite these condi­
tions, Sutton County received 
an extra inch of rain this year 
due to cloud seeding. That 
calculates to 76,400 acre 
feet, with an acre foot being

enough water to cover one 
acre of land one foot deep. In 
our arid climate an extra inch 
of rain is a blessing. 2006 was 
an even better year due to the 
type of clouds crossing the 
county, and we received an 
additional 256,800 acre feet 
of rain, which is tantamount 
to 3.31”. Weather modifica­
tion is an important facet of 
the Water District, and we 
will continue our endeavor 
to increase rainfiill in Sutton 
County. Please call 325/387-
