Chair Preston Faris called
the regular monthly meeting
of The Sutton County Hos-
pital District Board of Direc-
tors to order the evening of
Monday March 10th at 6:00
pm. All members of the Board
were in attendance, save Le-
nora Pool, who was out on a
business trip. Also in atten-
dance were Kristy Edwards;
LMH Chief of Staff, Michelle
Schaefer; CFO, and Robert
A. “Bob” Pascasio, FACHE,
CEO. Joe David Ross attend-
ed as a guest

Chair Faris began with the
routine consent items on the
agenda; including minutes
from past meetings, financial
and statistical reports, and
the CEO report, for consider-
ation. Vice-chair Lance Cas-
tro inquired about a few items
on the CEO report, requesting
additional information regard-
ing Administration’s efforts
on physician credentialing
and the Business Office oper-
ations, after which the Board
unanimously approved the
consent items.

The next item up on the agen-
da was the adoption and ap-
proval of the Strategic Action
Plan, recently developed with
the assistance of consulting
firm TMSI. The Board spent a
good deal of time considering
the action items, focusing pri-
marily on improving Business
Office operations; making that
process a bit more user friend-
ly, and, Outreach activities; to
insure that the communities
the organization serves are
fully aware of all the services
the organization has to offer.
All were in agreement that
the organization needs to con-
tinue its efforts at collecting
reimbursement that it is due,
but hoped and directed staff
to identify potential opportu-
nities to make the process a
more positive experience for
our patients and customers.
Discussion also included con-
cemns over the organization’s
pricing strategy, with Pasca-
sio reminding that based on
the study done last Fall, the
organization’s pricing is in
the bottom quarter of hospi-

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Rangeland Management Is The Key For
Surviving Drought

AMARILLO - Improved
management adapted to
changing rangeland condi-
tions will be a key to sur-
viving three back-to-back
years of drought, accord-
ing to Tim Steffens, Texas
A&M Agrilife Extension
Service rangeland manage-
ment specialist in Canyon.

“We have just had three
of the driest growing sea-
sons in recorded history in
a row,” said Steffens, who
is also a West Texas A&M
University assistant profes-
sor, spoke at the recent Pan-
handle Ranch Management
event. “We’ve had one of
the driest falls. We’ve had
one of the driest winters.
“So this coming year, don’t
be in any hurry to increase
numbers until we find out
for sure how much rain
we’ve got, and how much
grass we’re going to have
that can respond to further
rain showers later in the
year.”

Steffens warned that if
grass stdrts in bad shape
from last year, it probably
will remain in trouble this
year, even if it rains nor-
mally.

“If we don’t get rain in the
spring to get things started
and have some grass grow-
ing by mid-June, it’s prob-
ably not going to be a good
year. So by early July, you
need to assess the condi-
tions and make decisions
then. Then look again in the
fall and determine if you
have enough grass and if

you have had enough rain
to take care of the grass.”
Steffens said keys to man-
agement include provid-
ing adequate recovery for
grass before grazing, which
means letting the plants get
a full complement of leaves
before cattle regraze a plant.
A grazing ‘“system” that
does not provide adequate
recovery following graz-
ing won’t do much good,
he said. Whatever man-
agement strategy a rancher
chooses, adequate recov-
ery for severely defoliated
plants and leaving enough
residue after a grazing pe-
riod “is what is going to get
you where you want to go.”
Steffens said grazing deci-
sions can prepare resources
to respond favorably in the
good times or not go down
so far when things are not
good.

“Right now, I am not wor-
ried about weeds,” he said.
“If it will grow, I’m tickled
to death. Get something to
cover up that ground, pro-
vide some shade, protect it
from the wind, keep it from
eroding and provide some
cover so that something can
grow later.”

A few other items on his
management list include:

- Provide adequate re-
growth for heavily defoliat-
ed plants, and do that every
year, if possible.

- Improve distribution — get
the animals away from the
places they are overusing
and get them to places they

are underusing.

Provide every opportu-
nity for recruitment of new
plants. Most plants in pas-
tures reproduce vegetative-
ly; they don’t have to come
up from seed. But some
areas may need more seed.
“If you have to have the
seed, try to get some. But |
wouldn’t advise going out
there and wasting money
now trying to plant.”

- Maintain stocking rate
within carrying capacity.
“If you are overstocked, I
don’t care what you do, you
are a numerical failure go-
ing in.”

- Maintain or improve re-
silience of the plant com-
munity. A variety of plants
in unstable conditions is a
positive thing; there’s al-
ways something there to re-
spond to rain.

Steffens said feeding hay
on rangeland does not stop
overgrazing, because if any
grass does grow, the cattle
will go to it before eating
the hay.

“Get cattle out of abused
areas and to areas that still
have feed,” he said. “If you
have to continue to feed cat-
tle, I suggest getting them
into a pen and feeding them
there, where they won’t be
overgrazing plants.”

He said “planting fence
posts and pipe” or dividing
up pastures and allowing
periods of rest for the grass
may be more cost effective
than planting or buying hay.

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Governor Extends Drought Proclamation

Consider 4-H Judging
Teams

Today’s article is for kids
interested in the outdoors,
livestock, or wildlife. Sutton
County 4-H is looking for
youth (grades 3- 12) to form
judging teams. These will be
wool, mohair, range science,
or plant id. teams. Partici-
pants will get an understand-
ing in the areas of livestock,

range, and wildlife needs as

well as resource management
skills. Hands-on activities
provide visual examples and
opportunities to learn subject
matter, but also decision-mak-
ing skills: It is also fun.

Wool and mohair judging
are two separate contests in
which teams evaluate wool
and mohair on grade, texture,
crimp, etc. Judging contests
include the classification of
20 fleeces according to fine-
ness, length and yield. Judg-
ers also evaluate two classes
of four fleeces each.

Range Science itself has two
contests: Range Evaluation
and Pasture Grass Identifica-
tion. Contestants identify 20
to 40 range plants; determine
use, condition, site and man-
agement practices for a range

area; they also evaluate and
place four range plots.
Participants compete in 4-H
teams of 3 or 4 members, ac-
cording to age divisions. Con-
tests are held throughout the
Spring. We will attend several
contests in our area: Ozona,
Eldorado, Kerville, Boeme,
Fredericksburg, and Del Rio.
There is also a district contest.
The top 3 senior (high school-
age) teams at district compe-
tition advance to Texas 4-H
RoundUp (state competition)
held at Texas A&M each June.
While there, participants will
get to take part in contests, as-
semblies, dances, as well as
meet youth from across the
state and tour the campus. Se-
nior 4-H age consists of ages

14 and up.
All these activities teach
evaluation technique and

decision-making, both neces-
sary skills for youth. If you’d
like to have your kids explore
these activities with such
a rich tradition in our area,
please call Extension Agent,
Pascual Hernandez, at 387-
3101.

sponse to this threat are sus-
pended for the duration of the
state of disaster.

In accordance with the statu-
tory requirements, copies of
this proclamation shall be
filed with the applicable au-
thorities.
