Finding a Use for Mesquite:
It Can Drive Your Car

ey Mesquite Relative to Other
Energy Feedstocks for Bio-
energy Uses in the Southern
Great Plains.

The AgriLife Research team
conducting the study included
Dr. Seong Park, economist;
Dr. Tong Wang, a post-doc-
toral researcher; and Dr. Jim
Ansley, rangeland ecologist,
all in Vernon. They were
joined by Dr. Steve Amosson,
Texas A&M AgriLife Exten-
sion Service economist in
Amarillo.

Bioenergy feedstocks have
been promoted globally as
potential means to offset
greenhouse gas emissions by

replacing fossil fuels such as
gas and coal, Park said. In
the U.S., federal support has
played a key role in the biofu-
el industry. Examples include
the Renewable Fuel Standard,
established with the Energy
Policy Act of 2005, and later
expanded.

The Energy Independence and

Security Act of 2007 stipu-
lates the annual use of at least
16 billion gallons of cellulosic
biofuels and a cap of 15 bil-
lion gallons of corn starch
ethanol by 2022, Park said.
In addition, biofuels are being
examined from the standpoint
of lifecycle greenhouse gas
emission reductions.

Despite the initial promise of
grain-based biofuels, such as
corn, there have been a num-
ber of concerns that grain-
based biofuel may generate
even higher greenhouse gas
emissions than fossil fuels,
he said. Planting grain-based
species could also accelerate
the depletion of the Ogallala
Aquifer or other scarce water
resources.

The AgriLife Research study
evaluated the economic and
greenhouse gas efficiencies
of honey mesquite compared

to irrigated and dryland sweet
sorghum and dryland switch-
grass, Park said.

Despite its higher energy
density per pound, mesquite
production values on a per-
land area basis are lower than
other feedstocks observed in
this comparison and therefore
could not replace them en-
tirely, he said. But, mesquite
appears to be suitable as a
complementary feedstock to
contribute tototal biomass de-
mand.

“Our results suggest that mes-
quite lagged slightly behind
switchgrass when the bio-
mass and energy efficiency
were considered,” Wang said.
“However, mesquite appeared
superior to all the feedstocks
in two categories — green-
house gas offset efficiency
and greenhouse gas use effi-
ciency once land-use change
effects were accounted for.”
She said the study results are
“pretty robust as they still
hold true in the worst scenario
proposed for mesquite.”

Park said mesquite has even
greater potential if additional
benefits such as increased
grass production for livestock
grazing and reduction in her-

cent conservation efforts and
to collect public input to help
guide future conservation
activities. = Through regular
identification of conservation
opportunities, effective Farm
Bill investment can contin-
ue to benefit Sutton County.
Farmers, ranchers, conserva-
tionists, and others interested
in obtaining Federal technical
and financial assistance to im-
prove private land in Sutton
County are invited to partici-

bicide or mechanical removal
costs for mesquite control are
considered.

“The biggest negative is lower
biomass production per acre
per year for mesquite com-
pared to other feedstocks,” he
said.

However, features such as no
fertilizer, irrigation or weed
control costs; the unlimited
re-harvest potential every 10-
12 years; the ability to harvest
year round; and a dry mois-
ture content all help costs and
improve carbon efficiencies.
Additional studies are needed
to put mesquite’s potential
into perspective, Park said.
Future research areas could
focus on developing a land-
scape scale, GIS-based deci-
sion support system to de-
termine optimum feedstock
harvesting and processing lo-
gistics on rangelands.

Other potential studies he-
outlined could determine the
rate of ecosystem restoration,
hydrological impact, and eco-
logical and economic sustain-
ability of woody harvest, as
well as compare these fuels on
regional water use and water
use efficiencies.

Jforcement reports.

. Smoke Signals A
game warden patrolling the
. Lakeside subdivision noticed
a car parked at the end of a
street. When he approached
the vehicle, he saw the pas-
senger smoking something.
The driver sped off and turned
onto another street without
using his blinker. A traffic
stop was made and as the war-
den approached the vehicle,
a strong odor of marijuana
could be smelled. During
the vehicle search, the war-
den found a backpack with a
scale, zip lock bags, individu-
ally wrapped bags of mari-
juana and two larger bags of
unprocessed marijuana. The
individual was placed under
arrest and taken to the Webb
County jail.

. “Owls” Well That
Ends Well Two Starr County
game wardens attending ca-
reer day at a local high school
got a chance to make one stu-
dent wiser, at least when it
comes to game laws. While
speaking to a student, the war-
dens learned that he had an
owl in captivity. After a few
more questions, the wardens
were able to locate where the
owl was being kept. The owl
was recovered and released.

. Blood-shot Eyes Were
a Clue Two game wardens
were patrolling Lake Brown-
wood with a Brownwood
Lake patrol officer when they
stopped a pontoon boat for a
routine water safety check.
The operator had blood-shot
eyes and slurred speech. One
of the wardens took the driver
ashore for further testing, in-
cluding field sobriety tests,
and arrested him for boating
while intoxicated. The man
consented to a blood draw and
was transported to the Brown
County Jail.

» . Safety First A Shack-
elford County game warden
and a Stephens County game
warden received a call about
three teenage boys missing
at Hubbard Creek Lake. The
boys had left before dark in
a canoe and had not returned.
The wardens found the boys
stranded on an island in the
middle of the lake. They said
the wind was too strong for
them to paddle back across.
They were returned to their
parents at the boat ramp.

. With a Little Help
From My Friends A Tarrant

County game warden was
checking bank fishermen at
Benbrook Lake, when she no-
ticed a man walking carrying
an ice chest full of fish quick-
ly to his truck. After contact-
ing the subject, the warden

found two ice chests full of

white bass. The man said he
was told by his friend that the
limit was 75 white bass per
day. The man insisted that he
was under his limit. A total
of 56 white bass were in the
man’s possession. The warden
seized 31 white bass, issued
citations, and gave the man a
copy of the Outdoor Annual.
Cases pending.

. In the Heat of the
Night A Shelby County game
warden patrolling Toledo
Bend boat ramps and camp-
ing areas checking night fish-
erman, noticed a campfire
along the shoreline near a boat
ramp. As he approached the
fire, he heard cast nets hitting
the water. After watching the
two subjects fish for a while,
he made contact. The warden
found an ice chest contain-
ing bass, crappie, and catfish.
Multiple citations were issued
for undersized largemouth
bass, and fishing using illegal
means and methods. Cases
and restitution pending,

. Wild Blue Yon-
der Four Tarrant County game
wardens and a K9 warden as-
sisted local agencies by pa-
trolling the perimeters of the
Naval Air Station Joint Re-
serve Base in Fort Worth dur-
ing the Air Power Expo that
featured the Blue Angels. In
addition to patrolling for wa-
ter safety, the wardens made
sure boaters maintained a safe
distance from the airfield and
end of the runway.

. Fifteen and Seven
Equals Ticket and JailA
Montgomery County game
warden performed a water

safety check on a 15-foot’

boat with seven adult pas-
sengers on Lake Conroe. The
boat was found to only have
three lifejackets, displayed in-
valid registration, and had no
fire extinguisher. Following
field sobriety tests, the driver
was also arrested for boating
while intoxicated.

a vessel for a water safety
check. During the inspection,
the game wardens discovered
a largemouth bass in an ice
chest with its head removed.
When the wardens asked the
fishermen what they did with
the head, they replied, “We
were using it as gar bait.” A
citation and a warning were
issued. Cases pending.

. Caught  Red-Hand-
ed A Starr County game war-
den and a state trooper made
a traffic stop and noticed the
passenger had fresh blood on

his hands. The man said they .

had just cleaned a deer, but
the driver said it was a lamb.
One thing they agreed on was
that they were going to buy
ice and put the meat in a cool-
er. After the stop, the trooper
and warden followed the ve-
hicle back to the residence of
one of the men and saw the
men packing meat in an ice
chest. After a few questions,
the two admitted to having
just cleaned a whitetail deer.
Criminal charges were filed.

. Pointing  Fingers A
Travis County game warden
was observing Lake Austin
bank fishermen on the op-
posite shore, when two men
walked by his patrol vehicle
carrying three large black bass
and fishing poles. When the
warden approached the men,
they said they did not have a
fishing license. When asked
who the fish belonged to,
they denied ownership. When
asked whose fish they were,
they pointed at each other and
then pointed to a friend who
was sleeping in the pickup
truck. Citations were issued to
the men in possession of the
bass.

. Pest Control A Hen-
derson County game warden
was given information about
a deer that had been shot. The
warden drove to the suspect’s
location and questioned him
about the deer. After speak-
ing to the man for a while,
he admitted to shooting a doe
and hauling it off because it
was in his garden. The war-
den briefed him on the laws of
shooting deer and alternative
ways to keep deer out of his
garden. Cases are pending for
shooting a doe during closed
season and waste of game.

SAN ANGELO - “Today’s
Ranching Perspectives” will
be the theme for this year’s
41st annual Sheep and Goat
Field Day set Sept. 4 at the
Texas A&M Agrilife Re-
search and Extension Center
at San Angelo.

The center is north of San
Angelo on U.S. Highway 87.

Registration will begin at 7:30
a.m. with the program begin-
ning at 8:30 a.m. The field
day is set to end with the noon
meal, but there is an optional
Texas Department of Agricul-
ture program following at 1
p.m. that will offer three con-
tinuing education units, one
each in the categories of laws
and regulations, integrated
pest management and general.
“This year’s field day is dedi-
cated to two of our longtime
center coworkers who are re-
tiring the end of August, Dr.
Frank Craddock and Scott
Durham,” said Dr. John Walk-
er, Texas A&M AgriLife Re-
search resident director at the
center. “Both these men are
well known and recognized
across the state in their re-
spective roles.

“Dr. Craddock is Texas A&M

AgriLife Extension Service’s
state sheep and goat specialist
and Mr. Durham is the Agril-
ife Extension administrator
for the 23-county West Cen-
tral District headquartered
here. Frank’s 29-year AgriLife
Extension tenure was spent in
Uvalde and San Angelo, while
Scott’s 35-year career began
as a county agent in Lee, Ban-
dera and Comal counties be-
fore moving into district-level
administrative posts in Vernon
and Overton before coming to
San Angelo.”

Walker said the annual event
gives the AgriLife staff at the
center a chance to showcase
their work, address issues fac-
ing the ranching industry, en-
joy lunch together and see old
friends.

“This year’s theme, ‘“Today’s
Ranching Perspectives,” is
meant to be very positive as is
the current ranching climate,”
Walker said. “We’ve had
some good regional grass-
growing rains, livestock mar-
kets are extremely strong and
weather forecasters predict a
fall of moderate temperatures
and possibly more moisture,
so this field day should prove

to be very upbeat and optimis-
tic to go right along with that
theme.”

Topics will include
Rambouillet/Dorper  sheep
breed comparisons, Texas

Rambouillet wool compared
with Australian Merino F1
crossbred wool in active-wear
apparel and supplemental di-
saster programs of interest to
ranchers in the 2014 farm bill.
“One of our guest speakers,
Dr. Roel Lopez, director and
professor, Institute of Re-
newable Natural Resources,
Texas Water Resources Insti-
tute at College Station, is set
to speak on Texas water issues
and what’s on the horizon for
that critical topic,” Walker
said. “Marvin Ensor, AgriLife
Extension regional program
leader here, and I will offer
center updates from our re-
spective agencies and then,
just prior to lunch, the formal
program will end with up-
dates from the various sheep
and goat industry groups in
the area.”
