0zona Man Jailed in Connection with Bomb Threat at DCP Midstream Plant

An Ozona man has been
arrested for allegedly making
a bomb threat at the DCP Mid-
stream Plant in Ozona. :
At 8:45 a.m. Monday, April
4, DCP officials reported to the
Crockett County Sheriff’s Office
that after being terminated a
former DCP employee allegedly
made a threat of a bomb, said
Sheriff Robert Rodriguez.
Ruben Cruz Jr., 38, of Ozona,
was arrested by 9:23 a.m. Mon-
day. He has been charged with
false alarm or report, which
is a'Class A misdemeanor that

carries a punishment of a fine
up to $4,000 and a jail term of one
year.

When Cruz was being
escorted out of the DCP Mid-
stream Office Monday, a DCP
supervisor stated Cruz said
“you’re not going to find the
bomb,” according to a complaint
affidavit filed by Crockett
County Sheriff Deputy Sammy
Longoria. The supervisor then
called the sheriff’s office to
report the incident.

Cruz told deputies that he
said “you act like I'm going to
place a bomb in the office” while
he was being escorted out of the

DCP Midstream Office, the affi-
davit stated.

Local emergency officials
quickly put the county’s emer-
gency plan into place.

“We knew we had plenty of
people to help because there
was not an explosion. We didn’t
hesitate to take it seriously,” said
County Judge Fred Deaton. “All
key players were in place and we
had what we needed in place.”

County and school officials
decided it was best to evacuate
Ozona Elementary School and
the Ozona Community Center
due to its location. The DCP Mid-
stream plant is located south of

Ozona off of State Highway 163.
Around 9 a.m. CCCCSD
School Officials and Ozona Com-
munity Center Officials began
evacuating their buildings.
Around 450 OES students
plus teachers and staff were
taken by buses to the Crockett
County Fair Park Convention
Center where parents and family
members could pick them up.
The Ozona Community
Center took their children to the
Ozona United Methodist Church
for parent pick up.
“We felt the kids needed to
be with family members,” said
Eddie Martin, county emergency

coordinator. “It was all done
in less than two hours, which I
thought was pretty amazing.”
“The kids were not panicked.
They were all lined up ready to
go. Everything went smooth,”
added Superintendent Raul Cha-
varria. “I would like to thank
the OES Staff, Crockett County

' First Responders, and DPS for

such a quick and orderly evacu-
ation of OES. Most of all I want
to thank all of the parents who
were patient, calm, and allowed
our evacuation procedures take
place.”

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Senate Finance Chair Confirms Behavioral Health Budget

AUSTIN — The Texas Health and
Human Services Commission will have
some $6.7 billion to fund the state’s behav-
ioral health services efforts during the
2016-2017 fiscal biennium.

Senate Finance Committee Chair Jane
Nelson, at a March 30 meeting of the com-
mittee, confirmed the $6.7 billion, using
figures provided by the Texas Health and
Human Services Commission and the
10-member Legislative Budget Board. In
the 2014-2015 state budget the amount for
behavioral health funding was an esti-
mated $6.2 billion.

One of the legislative interim charges
assigned to the committee by the

lieutenant governor is to monitor the
state’s progress in coordinating behavioral
health services and expenditures across
state government.

“We have serious challenges to address,
but I want to make sure we have a true
understanding of our commitment to
mental health — by knowing not only how
much we are spending — but also how we
are spending the funds,” Nelson said.

The budget includes a rider by Nelson
coordinating the delivery of care among 18
state agencies.

Several members of the committee
mentioned a shortage of “forensic beds”
for patients assessed with mental illness,

especially in Dallas and Harris counties,
the state’s highest-population counties.
More forensic beds, they said, would help
relieve the strain on jails, where people in
need of behavioral health services may be
placed when county facilities lack capacity
for such purposes.

Grants aid communities

On April 1 the governor’s office
announced the awarding of a second round
of more than $15 million from the Texas
Military Preparedness Commission’s
Defense Economic Adjustment Assistance
Grant program.

Under Gov. Greg Abbott’s leadership,

the Texas Legislature in
2015 allocated some $30
million to the program
to assist communities
that may be negatively
impacted by a future
congressionally man-
dated Base Realign-
ment and Closure
(BRAC) round.

In 2014, more than
217,000 patients in the 23rd Congressional
District of Texas were seen at these clin-
ics, which equaled almost 850,000 medi-
cal, dental and mental health visits.

(ave Event in Rocksprings
Altracts Statewide Experts

The weekend of April 22
to 24 will see cavers, cave |
scientists, cave explorers,
and cave owners from all
across Texas converge on
the town of Rocksprings for
the annual spring conven-
tion of the Texas Speleo-
logical Association. This
year’s convention focuses
on the caves and karst of
the Edwards Plateau, the
40-county area of central
Texas underlain by lime-
stones and having thin soils
and little surface water.
This vast area is mostly
karst, a type of landscape
dominated by soluble bed-
rock (such as limestone),
and containing caves, sink-
holes, pits, sinking streams,
and springs.

For the first time, this
normally-exclusive meet-
ing will be open to the
public. Local residents,
ranchers, hunters, and
land managers can attend
to learn more about the
known caves in the area
and find out about the large
potential for undiscovered
and unreported caves.
Currently, the Texas Spe-
leological Survey (the state
cave archives) lists 5,506
caves throughout Texas,
but mostly concentrated
in the Edwards Plateau. A
cave, as defined by the TSS,
is “a naturally occurring,
humanly enterable cavity
in the earth, atleast 5m (15'
6") in traverse length, and
where no dimension of the
entrance exceeds the length
or depth of the cavity.”

Talks begin at 9:00 am
on the morning of Saturday
the 23rd at the Edwards
County Fairgrounds on
Highway 377 in the north-
east corner of Rocksprings.
Presentations will cover the
geology of the Edwards Pla-
teau, how caves form, what
lives in them, and what else
makes them important,
such as fossil deposits,
archeological remains, and
groundwater. After a break
for Iunch, presentations
will continue through the
afternoon, focusing on the
exciting exploration and
mapping of some of the
Plateau’s most significant
caves.

Other activities on
Saturday include live dem-
onstrations and workshops
on caving techniques, such
as vertical (rope) work, cave
mapping, and safety and
rescue. There will also be
various educational booths
set up by our co-sponsors
from Texas Parks and
Wildlife (Kickapoo Cavern
State Park and Devils
Sinkhole State Natural
Area), the Devils Sinkhole
Society, Caverns of Sonora,

the National Speleological
Society, Texas Speleological
Survey, and Texas Cave
Management Association.
Caving gear, books, and
related items will also be
on sale from various speleo-
vendors all day long.

The day concludes with
a buffet-style banquet and
a guest speaker. While
admission to the talks
is free to our non-caver
visitors, guest tickets to the
banquet will be on sale for
$10 to help offset the costs
of the meal. The dinner
program will be award-
winning videographer Greg
Passmore talking about his
latest project, a virtual-real-
ity caving adventure. After-
wards, for those wishing to
stay a while longer, there
will be a short fundraising
auction to benefit the Texas
Cave Management Associa-
tion’s efforts to purchase
more caves.
