Local Voters Decide City, Hospital, School Board Elections
The final count from the May 

7th election shows Sonora City 
Council candidates Norm Rous- 
selot and Juanita Barrera as the 
top finishers.

Additionally, running unop­
posed, Wanda Shurley remains 
the acting Mayor of Sonora. 
Shurley acquired 383 votes.

Sutton County Hospital 
Board member at large, Don 
Longoria finished above his 
opponents, Lance Castro and 
Preston Farris.

As well, Sutton County Dis­
trict Hospital Board Member,

Precinct 1, Adelita Alvarez was 
elected ahead of Cody Bush. 
Board member and Precinct 3 
Edward Earwood was elected 
over incumbent Sandy Glover.

Proposition No. 1 encompass­
ing a request, by petition, for the 
City of Sonora to de-annex the 
Loma Alta subdivision passed 
with 295 votes.

Proposition No. 2 consisting 
of a request, by petition, for the 
City of Sonora to de-annex the 
Sinaloa subdivision passed with 
288 votes.

Early voting totals showed a

turnout of 1,273 voters compared 
to the 362 votes cast on election 
day, according to information 
received from the City of Sonora.

Doug Huddleston, owner and 
rancher, said this is the 13th year 
that they have hosted the event.

“We just want to help recog­
nize and show our support for 
these men for their service to our 
country,” Huddleston said.

Fellow ranchers, ranch 
hands, family, friends and volun­
teers alike came out to help make 
the event a success.

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AUSTIN — U.S. Sen. Ted Cruz, R-Texas, 

suspended his presidential campaign May 
3 after losing Indiana’s GOP presidential 
primary to frontrunner Donald Trump of 
New York.

The Indiana loss mathematically elimi­
nated Cruz from achieving the necessary 
delegate count to gain the nomination at 
the Republican Party National Convention 
in Cleveland, Ohio, July 18-21.

On May 6, Rick Perry, Texas’ former 
and longest-serving governor (December 
2000 to January 2015) endorsed Trump for 
president. Perry, who dropped out of the 
GOP presidential primaries in 2012 and 
2015, also signaled his availability as a vice

presidential running mate for Trump.
Cruz, who served as solicitor general 

under then-Texas Attorney General Greg 
Abbott, was elected to the U.S. Senate in 
2012.

Revenue total increases
State sales tax revenue in April totaled 

$2.38 billion, up 3 percent compared to 
April 2015, Texas Comptroller Glenn Hegar 
announced May 3.

However, Hegar said, “As expected, 
receipts from oil- and gas-related sectors 
continued to fall due to the ongoing decline 
in drilling activity.” And, he added, total 
sales tax revenue for the three months

ending in April 2016 was down 0.8 percent 
compared to the same period a year ago.

For the month of April, Texas collected 
the following revenue from those taxes:

- Motor vehicle sales and rental taxes, 
$250 million, down 31.9 percent from April 
2015;

- Motor fuel taxes, $302.9 million, up 3.2 
percent from April 2015; and

- Oil and natural gas production taxes, 
$147 million, down 36.1 percent from April 
2015.

According to the comptroller’s office, 
sales tax revenue is the largest source of 
state funding for the state budget, account­
ing for 56 percent of all tax collections, and

motor vehicle sales and 
rental taxes, motor fuel 
taxes and oil and natural 
gas production taxes 
also are large revenue 
sources for the state.

Del Rio’s Biker Priest
Clay Hunt grew up tending flocks of 

sheep on the family ranch near Brackett- 
ville. Now he’s tending another type of 
flock. He is a Catholic priest at St. Joseph 
Church in Del Rio.

“Looking back I can see that the Lord 
was preparing 
m easiw as

 ̂ ®  doing my daily
A l o n g  chores on the 

ranch,” says 
Father Clay. “I 
didn’t recognize

by Tumbleweed Smith time,
but as they say,

hindsight is 20-20. If you could talk to 
some of my friends, they would tell you 
they were surprised to find out I was a 
priest.”

He stays busy.
“On Sunday we have six masses 

because this parish is fairly large. We 
have about 3,500 families,” he says.
“We’re one mile from the border of Old 
Mexico. This barrio, called Chihuahua, 
is predominantly Hispanic, so we have 
75 percent of our liturgy in Spanish. We 
have 16 scheduled masses a week.”

He is a popular figure around Del Rio. 
You can definitely call him a character.
He rides a motorcycle and carries a gun. 

^Popple call him different things.
“Pistol Packing Padre is my favorite,” 

he says. “I grew up hunting. I grew up 
with guns. I’m a patriot and love our 
country. I love the principles under 
which our country was founded and that 
was part of the wisdom of our forefa­
thers, who said we have the right to bear 
arms.”

He says he rides a steel horse.
“I’ve been riding motorcycles about 25 

years. I went to school at Sul Ross State 
University in Alpine and used to ride up 
in the Davis Mountains and Big Bend 
National Park. So I’ve always had a great 
love for motorcycles. Here in the fall we 
do what’s called The Blessing of the Bikes. 
We typically ride out west of here to the 
Pecos High Bridge and have a mass out 
there. We do the Blessing of the Bikes and 
enjoy our time there with some food, then 
we ride back together.”

It’s difficult to say just what type of 
outfit he’s wearing. Once on St. Peter’s 
Square in Rome a British reporter stopped 
him.

“He recognized that I was a priest by 
my collar, but what threw him off was the 
rest of the way I looked. I was wearing a 
biker jacket. I had a big handlebar mus­
tache and I had a beanie cap from Jerusa­
lem. He got a kick out of that. Sometimes 
I have a full beard that is strikingly red. 
My grandmother was a red head. Some­
times I shave my head. It is unique to 
have like a cowboy priest or a biker priest. 
People like it, you know, they get a kick 
out of it. They like to see that their priests 
are just regular people.”

Father Clay says the journey to the 
priesthood is lengthy. He studied 10 years 
and served in Mexico and San Antonio 
before being assigned to Del Rio. He likes 
being close to home.

Today w ell discuss the 
second installment regard­
ing high school students, 
graduation, and career 
choices.

Whether you know 
someone who will be gradu­
ating soon or just starting 
high school, it’s worth 
asking them to consider 
life after high 
school.

You might 
look at these 
points with 
them.

Attending 
high school 
with a career 
in mind can 
help you 
better tailor 
your school
experience towards college 
preparation.

Regardless of whether 
you plan to attend a col­
lege, technical school, or 
university, you will need to 
acquire a level of education 
that can help meet your 
career goals.

The classes you take 
and activities you do in 
high school play a role.

Whether or not you 
plan on attending college, 
high school is a good time 
to begin to look at your 
aspirations, experiences, 
strengths (and weak­
nesses), and start to figure 
out what sorts of things you 
might like doing when you 
graduate.

High school students 
should research potential 
career interests and find 
out the requirements for 
college programs you may 
want to pursue.

Set goals regarding 
grades, standardized test 
scores, and involvement.

Also, begin searching 
out experiences related to 
jobs you might want to do 
or subjects you might want 
to study. Clubs at school, 
job prospects in town, and 
volunteer activities in the 
community can all help 
you better explore your 
interests. ;

If you graduate and still

don’t have a career choice, 
it’s okay to wait until 
college.

Try various classes 
in the first year or two of 
college before deciding 
what field of study is most 
appealing.

However, DON’T wait 
too long! College is expen­

sive and you don't 
want to waste too 
much time. Stu­
dents and parents 
should ask if the 
college offers any 
assessment tools 
that help you find 
a major that suits 
you.

You can also 
speak with the 
career services 

offices and the departments 
themselves to learn as 
much as you can about the 
major before you commit.

It’s likely that after 
students have had time to 
explore various fields of 
study, they'll find an aca­
demic AREA that appeals 
to them.

Be aware of the excep­
tions to these rules: Stu­
dents who want to attend 
medical school will need to 
make that decision as early 
as possible. It’s been true 
for a long time that students 
need to plan out pre-med 
classes weU in advance. 
Engineering, physical ther­
apy, and nursing, etc. also 
require jumping into the 
field of study immediately 
and carefully planning 
your college curriculum.

The military is also 
a good option for some. 
There is risk and reward 
involved, and you will be 
serving your county. You 
can also learn useful skills 
and earn money for further 
education.

Regardless of the path 
you choose, advancement 
comes to those who are best 
prepared with both educa­
tion and experience. As 
we said last week, students 
should start by visiting 
with a school counseloribr 
discussing options.

receive a Save Texas His­
tory kit that includes a lim­
ited-edition t-shirt bearing 
the phrase, “I saved Texas 
history.”

The Texas General 
Land Office maintains an 
archive of more than 35.5 
million documents and 
45,000 maps dating back 
to the year 1561 and trac­
ing the history of Texas’ 
public lands. But, Bush 
said, because no general 
revenue from the Texas 
Legislature is appropriated 
for conservation of the 
documents and maps, that 
conservation depends on 
private donations, map 
purchases and corporate 
sponsorships.

Buckle-up program  is set
The Texas Department 

of Transportation on May 3 
promoted its annual “Click 
It or Ticket” campaign, 
reminding Texans that 
properly fastened seat belts 
save lives.

Police departments 
across the nation will step 
up enforcement efforts from 
May 23 through June 5. In 
Texas, the law requires 
everyone in a vehicle to 
buckle up or face fines and 
court costs up to $200. Chil­
dren younger than eight 
must be in a child safety 
seat or booster seat unless 
they are taUer than 4 feet, 9 
inches.

“With Memorial Day 
weekend and the summer 
vacation season approach­
ing, we’re urging people 
to buckle their seat belts 
every time they get in 
their vehicle,” said TxDOT 
Executive Director James 
Bass. “Every person in a 
vehicle— front seat or back 
seat— needs to buckle up. 
Not only is it the law, but 
seat belts save lives.”

A lert: Post-flood car sales
The Texas Department 

of Insurance on April 
28 posted a consumer- 
protection message telling 
Texans: “There’s a reason 
why insurance companies 
usually declare flooded 
vehicles a total loss. Once 
an engine gets waterlogged, 
it’s almost impossible to 
ever make it right.

Unfortunately, some 
unscrupulous sellers will 
try to buy these cars at 
auction and resell them to 
unsuspecting buyers.”

The department sug­
gests that shoppers look 
for the signs and smells 
of water damage, such as 
dirt or debris in the vehicle 
and the smell of cleaner 
or disinfectant applied to 
cover up odors. Also, the 
department suggests that a 
potential buyer check the 
vehicle’s title and vehicle 
identification number 
(VIN), have a trusted 
mechanic inspect the vehi­
cle and buy from a repu­
table dealer. For more infor­
mation, Texans may call 
the department's consumer 
help line, 800-252-3439.

Mohair Producers Board Announces 
Biennial Elections For Four Board Seats

There is one seat open 
for election in voting dis­
trict eleven, which consists 
of San Saba, Hamilton and 
Mills Counties.

A person is eligible to 
vote in this board election 
if he or she is currently 
a producer of mohair, or 
for at least one production 
period during the two years 
preceding the date of this 
election (May 31,2014), has 
been a producer of mohair 
or has caused mohair to be 
produced for commercial 
purposes including own­
ers of ranches and their 
tenants.

Nomination forms 
received after July 5,2016 
will not be valid.

The Mohair Producers 
Board is a research, educa­
tion, and promotion pro­
gram for mohair funded by 
a uniform mohair check-off, 
collected on a refund basis, 
from mohair producers in 
fifty-six counties in Texas.

This election in four 
of the Mohair Producers 
Board voting districts is the 
biennial election required 
by the Texas Commodity 
Referendum Law.

Hog Tails Bring Funding to 
Sutton County Landowners

May is 'Hog Out month 
and Sutton County needs 
your feral hog tail.

In addition to eradi- _ 
eating these destructive 
predators, Sutton County 
is eligible to receive a grant 
from the Texas Depart­
ment of Agriculture. The 
grant ranging from $2,000 
to $5,000 helps pay for hog 
abatement in the county.

To qualify, and compete 
for this competitive grant, 
hogs must be killed in 
Sutton County during the 
month of May.

If awarded to Sutton 
County, funding will 
be used to harvest feral 
hogs free of charge to 
landowners.

Hunters are required 
to bring all hog tails to the 
Sonora Woolhouse, for an 
accurate count, and qualifi­
cation for the contest.

Additionally, obtained 
hog tails qualify hunters for 
an entry in a rifle contest 
currently underway by the 
Sutton County Predator 
Management Association.

Contest and prize details 
are available at the Sonora 
Woolhouse.

Home Repair Funds 
Available Through USDA 
Rural Development

Texas USDA Rural 
Development has 
announced funding is 
available for the purpose of 
repairing homes in eligible 
rural areas.

The funds are available 
through Rural Develop­
ment's 504 Home Repair 
loan and grant program.

The program is 
available to low income 
recipients to make essen­
tial repairs to modernize 
and repair homes, and to 
remove health and safety 
hazards.

Most repairs completed 
under the program are 
for roof, window and door 
replacements, as well as 
electrical, plumbing and air 
conditioning upgrades as 
well as other repairs needed 
to increase the home’s 
energy efficiency and over­
all comfort and quality.

Renovations to make a 
home wheelchair or handi­
cap accessible are also 
considered.

To qualify for the 
program, applicants must 
own their home, and fall 
within Rural Develop­
ment’s income guidelines, 
defined as below 50 per­
cent of the area median 
income and unable to 
obtain affordable credit 
elsewhere.

Homeowners, at least 62 
years old, may qualify for a 
grant.

Grant funding up to 
$7,500 is limited and many

times repairs will be funded 
with a combination of loan 
and grant.

One percent loans 
up to $20,000 will be on a 
repayment term of up to 20 
years and will require low 
monthly payments.

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Sutton County Hospital District Faces Common OiaUenges as Rural Health Care FacHity +
By John Graves, CEO

The Sutton County 
Hospital District (SCHD) is 
facing concerns no different 
than other rural health­
care facilities around the 
country.

The number one con­
cern, as with most rural 
health facilities, is financial 
security for the immediate 
and long-term.

There have been 72 
rural hospital closures 
nationwide since 2010, ten 
ofthose in Texas.

There have been 10 
closures cdready in 2016 and 
the expectation is up to 32 
before the end of the calen­
dar year.

One-third of rural hos­
pitals are at risk for closure 
and 41 percent operated in 
the red.

Common concerns all 
over the country include 
increasing out-migration 
where people are choosing 
to get their primary care in 
urban settings that better 
align with immediate spe­
cialty care needs, declining 
economy, declining popula­
tion, aging population, and

implications of the Afford­
able Care Act where people 
choose affordability over 
wellness needs when pur­
chasing health insurance 
plans with lower premiums 
and higher deductibles, 
which the latter leads to 
higher patient bad debt 
ultimately turned over to 
collections.

Other challenges are 
decreasing reimburse­
ments from commercial 
and government payers, 
decreasing government sub­
sidies for uncompensated 
care, transitioning from fee 
for service to value-based 
initiatives completely over­
hauling how we are paid for 
the delivery of healthcare 
services.

All of this is confusing 
but the point is we are no 
longer living in the era of 
well funded healthcare for 
rural areas. All of rural 
health is looking for ways 
to improve revenue growth 
and cut costs to ensure 
financial solvency. All of 
this said how is it looking 
for Sutton County?

The good news is the

district’s net financial 
position increased $2.1M 
from 2012 to 2013, but only 
increased slightly over $1M 
in 2014 amounting to a 54 
percent decrease. The bad 
news is based on current 
data the net position for 2015 
will shift downward 100 per­
cent or more from 2014.

This is subject to the 
final audit for 2015 which 
will be presented to the 
SCHD Board of Directors 
in June.

I am hoping we have a 
better outcome so please 
stay tuned. The balance 
sheet indicates the SCHD 
is financially secure rela­
tive to assets, liability and 
equity. The balance sheet 
over time is ultimately 
impacted by the income 
statement (net income/ 
loss). Net loss over time will 
impact the balance sheet 
as assets; particularly cash 
assets dwindle away to 
cover losses in the income 
statement.

The income statement 
for 2015 currently indicates 
the district is operationally 
insolvent where expenses

exceeded aU sources of 
revenue.

For the non-accountant 
readers, cash in the bank 
does not mean an organiza­
tion is operationally solvent.

Although the financials 
currently presented each 
month to the Board cur­
rently show cash balances, 
the reality is our net posi­
tion is rapidly declining.
It needs to be imderstood 
net position or statement 
of assets is defined as the 
representation of residual 
effect of aU the elements 
presented in the financial 
statements.

The cash balance in and 
of itself does not accurately 
reflect the overall financial 
strength of the hospital 
district.

When the taxing district 
was created for generating 
non-operating income in 
the form tax revenues the 
purpose was to offset the 
cost of assisting the under 
or uninsured patients 
receiving necessary health­
care services.

Due to healthcare 
reform associated with the 
Affordable Care Act one 
could argue the revenues 
are to help compensate 
for the balance of bad debt 
and charity care, which is 
hovering around 2.4 mil­
lion dollars, he current 
effective tax rate yields just

above one million dollars 
leaving about 1.4 million 
dollars of bad debt and 
charity care.

It is in my opinion the 
utility of tax revenues, or 
how much of it is spent or 
left in the bank, is a good 
indicator of the financial 
health of the district.

For some years prior 
and up through 2013 one 
hundred percent of the tax 
dollars were deposited or 
invested in the future of the 
district. All but 69,204 dol­
lars in 2014 were deposited 
or invested. In 2015 all tax 
revenues were expensed 
to cover operating costs. 
From a net income/loss 
discussion it is expected the 
final audit will reveal the 
district operated in the red 
for 2015.

I have provided informa­
tion on the revenue side of 
the equation, how about the 
expense side? From 2012 
through 2014 the district 
experienced a 10.1 percent 
or 891,957 dollars increase 
for expenses.

For 2015 and with some 
difficult decisions the 
expenses only increased .17 
percent (less than 1%) or 
69,204 dollars. Our auditor, 
BKD, was ask to present at 
the June 2016 Board meet­
ing a comparative analysis 
between our district and 
other like districts with a

critical access hospital and 
rural health clinic specific 
to the annual cost report 
we are required to submit 
to the Centers for Medicare 
and Medicaid.

The purpose is to assess 
how well we perform 
against our peers for rev­
enue and cost; particularly 
the cost for each episode of 
care. Secondly, BKD will 
assess how we compare 
for the reported ratio of 
the individually reported 
physician and mid-level 
fun time equivalents to 
outpatient visit standards. 
This review will allow us 
to see where we can make 
improvements for the 
long-term.

The above information 
is not provided to present a 
picture of gloom and doom 
but to educate the public 
things are not well for rural 
health; particularly those 
who rely cm tax revenue 
for other non-operating 
income.

All rural health sys­
tems are working hard 
to resolve the challenges 
they face individually and 
collectively.
