valuation

A C Malone, county auditor, 
added that during 1977 $41.418.51 
co llected fo r the H ighland 
interest and sinking fin d  was 
tra n s fe rre d  to the Highland 
General account Tax dollars of 
$11.526 77 co llected for the 
a irport interest and sinking fund 
were transferred to the airport 
construction account 

The co in ty  paid $122.000 out of

the g e n e ra l fund to  help 
Highland meet expenses during 
November

Another m ajor expense for the 
co in ty was due to the creation of 
the 223rd jud ic ia l d is tric t

The county appointed a new 
assistant d is tric t attorney. Mark 
Buzzard, and a secretary for 
223rd d is tric t judge Don Cain 
Equipment and stationery were 
purchased A new courtroom for 
non • jis ’y cases was constructed 
on the th ird  flo o r o f the 
coia-thouae

HEW fails 
racial plans

WASHINGTON (AP) -  HEW 
Secretary Joseph A. Callfano 
J r declared today that Georgia 
and V irg in ia have failed to 
present adequate plans to 
elim inate racia l segre^tion  in 
the ir state colleges and univer­
sities

A t the same tim e, he said 
that only part of North Caro­
lina 's desegregation plan for 
higher .education was accept­
able But he found plans by the 
states of Arkansas. Oklahoma 
and Florida fu lly  acceptable

A federal judge in Washing­
ton last A pril I ordered the six 
states to draw up desegreption 
plans by Feb 3 to elim inate 
"the vestiges of the ir de jir e  
(by law) racia lly segregated 
college and university sys­
tem s." Califano noted in a 
news conference statement

He said discussions would 
continue w ith the three states 
w ith plans he found inadequate 
BU he said the Department of 
Health. Education and Welfare 
would conduct a hearing w ithin 
45 days that could lead to a cut­
off of federal funds to the 
states' educational institutions

"Die actual process for cutting 
o ff funds would be lengthy 
However, if no settlement is 
reached after 45 days. Califano 
said, he w ill act immediately to 
hold up approval of any new 
applications for federal funds 
from these schools, "but only if 
those new funds would contrib-

Polanski escapes to Paris
PARIS (AP) — Movie direc­

tor Roman Polanski arrived in 
Parts today following his fligh t 
from  C alifornia to escape sen­
tencing fo r having sexual rela­
tions w ith a 13-year-old g irl 
His extradition to the United 
States appears istlike ly 

The French news agency 
Agence France Preaae quoted 
friends as saying Polanakl, a 
French citizen who has a home 
here, plans to stay in Paris a 
few days

The London Evening News 
quoted a manaervant at the 
movie d irector's residence as 
saying Polanski was "ve ry  
1 ir ^  and Is resting quietly He 
is not ill.  just tired  "

The 44-year-old director of 
' ' R o s e m a r y ' s  Baby" and 
"Chinatown”  arfived i t  Lon- 
d o n ' s  H e a t h r o w  A irport 
Wetbiesday morning on a B rit­
ish a irlin e r from  Los Angeles, 
but reporters were unable to lo­
cate him afterw ard 

Scotland'Yard sold it was not 
looking fo r Mm 

"He has committed no crim e 
In B rita in , and as fa r I know

we have not received any mes­
sage from  America about 
h im ." a spokesman for the 
Yard said

Polanski is a French citizen, 
reportedly w ith homes in both 
London and Paris, and the 
prosecutor handling Ms case in 
C alifornia suggested he was 
headed for France, where he 
would be safe from extradition 
Friends In Paris indicated they 
had talked w ith  Mm In London 
but said they did not know 
what his plans were

French citiaens cannot be ex­
tradited from  France on any 
charge

Polanski fa iled to appear for 
sentencing in SanU Monica. 
C a lif, Wednesday Hia lawyer, 
Douglas Dalton, annoinced in 
the packed courtroom : “ I re­
ceived a ca ll from  M r Polanakl 
this morning advising me he 
would not be here . I do not 
believe he is in the United 
States "

Superior Court Judge Lau­
rence J Rittenband issued a 
bench w arrant forthe director's 
arrest and granted Dalton's re-

quest fo r tim e to try  to per­
suade him  to  re tían  The judge 
scheduled another hearing Feb 
14, when he could sentence Po­
lanski in  absentia

Dalton said he would "uae ev- 
9 y  e ffo rt"  to have his client 
return by then

Potanakl's le p i troubles be- 
p n  last March after he took 
the 13-year-old g irl to the home 
of actor Jack Nkholson, who 
was out o f town The director 
was arreated the next day on a 
com plaint filed  by the g irl's  
mother A fte r plea h a rp in iq g , 
he pleaded gu ilty  in Augurt to 
one count o f unlawful a n ia l in- 
tffc o irs e  w ith a minor.

He went to priaon in Decem­
ber for dlapwatk pycMotiic 
teals and wee released on $2,900 
bond Friday after 62 days.

Those who believe in government restoration of 

rundown urban areas should have been warned 
by the dism al failure of P ru itt Igoe That 
m u ltim illio n  do lla r urban renewal housing 
project in St Louis — having become so filth y , ra t 

infested, vandalized and crime ridden that 
moat of its  is iits  stood empty — was demolished 

But for those who weren't paying attention 
when P ruitt-lgoe was dynamited into oblivion 
there now comes a second opportunity to face up 
to rea lity  the failure of the so called Model 
Cities program in Atlanta 

Towards that end. consider the words of 
Charles Lcngstreet TVeltner. a form er advocate 
and en thusiastic  supporter of the Atlanta 
experiment in soaal planning w ith taxpayer 
dollars Presently a judge of the Atlanta Judicia l 
C ircuit.

Atlanta, would benefit by the largesse of 
this legislation, and that K would be a help to the 
folks back home "

M îth emphasis on local planning, 'including 
plans to deal with a ll physical and social 
problems ' Weltner explained, “ there seemed to 
be nothing wrong with the program and " if  
Model Cities was going to work, it ought to work 
in Atlanta If it would not work here, it probably 
would not work anywhere 

Atlanta authorities were equally enthusiastic. 
Vkeltner te lls us. and "quickly chose as the 
proposed model neighborhixxl an area covering 
approxim ate ly 3.000 acres at the heart of 
downtown Atlanta "

That was in 1966 Today. I I  years and fl73  
m illion of the taxpayers' money later. Judge 
Vkeltner asks. 'W hat has happen^ to the people 
of Model Cities (A tlanta)’ ”  He proceeds to te ll 
us

the model-  One th ird  of the people in 
neighborhood have moved away

— I he percentage of substandard housing in 
the area remains 2 6 times that of the c ity  at 
large, only one - tenth of one percent bwer than it 
was

— Since 1966. welfare expenditires have risen 
from 13 5 m illion annually to a projected IS 8 
m illion

— The Food Stamp program along w ith AFDC 
has Increased welfare ^tending by 13.2 percent, 
excluding old age. disability and blind assistance

- I n  1968. 33.9 percent of the work force was 
"service unsk illed " By 1970. that had increased 
to 40 7 percent, while the equivalent c ity  - wide 
level. 18 6 percent, remained constant

— The median income, baaed on purchasing 
power of the 1967 dollar, declined from  14.900 to 
$4.399 real dollars in 1970

— Based on standardized teats in education, 
there is p la in ly a progression of deficiency, the 
gap between model neighborhood and national

D uring a news conferenoe in 
Houston, Turner said the Amer­
ican people should laxlerstand 
that "w e w ill operate w ith in 
certain guidelines and we are 
not in  the business of surveil­
lance of the American people."

In his second news confer­
ence w ith in  two days. Turner 
said there is an attem pt being 
made to convince the public ^  
the cre d ib ility  of the Q A . in­
cluding frequent meetings w ith 
reporters.

He denied that any news­
persons were on the agency 
payroll, “ although we w ill be 
glad to hear about any inform a­
tion offered by a newsperson cn 
a voluntary bM is."

Although the G A  w ill at­
tem pt to deal w ith the news 
media on an open-door policy. 
Turner said, “ we do have to 
futd ways to  stop the leaks of 
secret m ateria l.’ ’ .

Asked if  he fe lt the uae o f se­
cret m ateria l by the news 
media was hurting the nation’s 
intelligenoe un it. Turner an­
swered, "Y ou have your own 
responsibiUties. We e ^  have 
a rote to ptay. I t  is not my job 
to decide what should be used 
or not be used. It is yours.”  

Turner said the Unites States 
is s till “ the No,̂  1 intelligence 
system in the w orld  We are 
well ahead in sophisticated 
technical methods and we have 
the advantage of interpreting 
the inform ation we receive be'̂  
cause we are a free society. We 
report what we th ink the in fo r­
m ation means, not what we 
think our superiors want to 
hear."

The G A  chief said again 
what he had stated in Washing­
ton a day e a rlie r-th a t the So­
viet Union has k ille r satellites 
capable o f shooting down U.S. 
satellites now in o ^ t ”

He refused to discuss if  the 
United States had the same 
a b ility .

Turner said. "We can have 
an effective intelligence system 
w ithout vio lating the standards 
of our society...And understand, 
we never spy on American cor­
porations."

‘Treaty failure
could spark war’

HOUSION (AP) -  Sol M Li- 
nowltz. one of the cow gotia- 
tors o f the Panama Canal 
treaties, sayi failure to approve 
the documents could lead to 
violence in the South American 
ooiaitry in one form or another.

"U ie  consequences would be 
grave, the resentment would be 
strong and the frustration of 
people whoae expectations have 
been raised would be high.”  Li- 
nowitz said Wednesday after 
addressing a luncheon m ee tii^ 
sponsored by the International 
Chamber of Commerce.

"And under those conditiona 
and knowing the story of ten- 
aion and diaaientian and hostility 
in Panama in the past. I think 
it would be unrealistic fo r us to 
think tha t th is would not orupt 
in one form  or another."

Linow itz said he has proposed 
that a statement of wider- 
standing siipied last O cU ite by 
President Carter and Panama 
General Omw T o rrijo s^b e , 
made a part of the instrument 
of approval to satisfy criticism  
by the Senate F o ré s i Rela­
tions Committee.

The statement of under­
standing c learly q ie lla  out the 
neutra lity  of the canal and the 
United Statees' r i ^  to  use the 
canal and to act independently 
if  the canal's neutra lity was 
threatened

"The statement of wider- 
standing «issued by President 
Carter and Geno-al Torrijos be­
comes an unmistakeable. ir ­
revocable part o f the record so 
that no one in  the fu tire  can 
ever be confused that that's 
what they m eant."

The U.S. and Panama agreed 
from the sta rt of treaty nego­
tiations concerning the neutral­
ity  of the canal and the United 
States' righ t to  use the canal.

Doctor b ills  are  too high and 
on a fixed  incom e (socia l 
se cu rity ), I cannot be nm-. 
ning to  a doctor a ll the tim e .

DEAR R EAD ER  -  The 
u ltim a te  cause o f a nose 
bleed is a broken blood ves­
sel and cau te riz ing  i t  w ith  an 
e lectric  needle is  often s u ffi­
cient.

In other cases i f  there are 
a lo t o f blood vessels, it  is 
necessary to  su rg ica lly  tie  
the source o f them  shut.

Why don’t  you go see a 
specia list in  ea r, nose and 
th roa t d isorders i f  you can? 
He m ay be able to  do some 
local co rrection  th a t helps.

M eanw hile, use a snriall 
cotton swab and coat the 
inside o f your nose w ith  baby 
o il in  the m orn ing when you 
get up and again a t n igh t 
before you go to  bed. Keep­
ing the area soft and p re  
venting dryness often pre­
vents ( rusts, irr ita tio n  and 
bleeding.

Even though your high 
blood pressure is o f m ore 
recent o rig in  it  can provide 
the increased pressure to 
bleed fro m  tin y  broken blood 
vessels so i t  m ay be an 
aggravating fa c to r.

Injection law upheld
AUSTIN, Texas (API -  The 

Court o f Q im ina l Appeals up­
held today a 1977 law changing 
capita l punuhment from the 
e lectric chair to  injection of a 
lethal substance.

The c o v t denied applications 
fo r habeas corpus fo r Kenneth 
G ranviel and B illy  Joe Battle, 
both o f Tarrant County.

G ranviel was convicted of the 
1974 knife slaying of Natasha 
McClendon A te r raping her He 
adm itted k ilik ig  a total of sevm 
persons — five  of them mem­
bers o f the McLendon fa m ily - 
in frenzies that accompanied 
rapes and attempted rapes.

Battle was convicted o f the 
shooting death o f Peggy Hester 
in the course o f a robbery in 
197S.

The defendants contended 
death by injection violated the 
E ighth Amatdment prohibition 
against cruel and unusual pixi- 
iAim ent.

The also contended the new. 
law was inconstitu tionally 
vague because it failed to spec­
ify  what substance or sub-

. stances were to be used.
Also. G ranviel's lawyer said, 

the Legislature im properly 
delegated its  authority to the 
d irector o f the Department of 
Corrections.

Only Texas and Oklahoma 
have death-by-injection laws.

The defense argued in the 
G ra n v ie lc a s e  that possible 
com plications in the injection 
p ro t^ u re  m ight cause addi­
tional pain to the condemned 
man.

“ We conclude that that possi­
b ility , should it arise, does not 
make the means o f in flic ting  
death inherently cruel.”  the 
high court said.

"R ather, it  could be charac­
terized as a possible discomfort 
o r su ffe ring  necessary to  a 
method o f extinguiA iing life  hu­
m anely," it  said.

Energy plan mired

WASHINGTON <AP) -  Frus­

trated by the deadlock that has 
stalled action on a national 
energy plan.the Carter aiknin- 
istration is sounding out Re­
publicans on possible con­
cessions to break the stale­
mate.

But a group of House liberals 
is w srning that they w ill balk 
at any e ffo rt by President Car­
ter or the Democratic congres­
sional leadership to go along 
w ith a compromise calling for 
deregulation of natural gas 
prices.

Sen. Henry M. Jackson, 
chairm an of the Senate Energy 
Committee, and other leaders 
in the congresaianal energy 
battle have indicated that some 
form of natural gas deregula­
tion may be needed to get the 
president’s stranded energy b ill 
moving again

And Energy Secretary James 
R. Schlesinger, in a surprise 
meeting late Tuesday with key 
Republican energy negotiators, 
indicated fle x ib ility  on the gas­
pricing issue and a w illin^iess 
to support some form of lim ited 
deregulation if  necessary to

break y ie  impasae, according 
to participants.

The House passed Carter's 
plan to keep price controls on 
natural gas a t higher levels 
than a t present while the Sen­
ate voted to deregulate newly 
produced gas after two years. 
The differences threw the b ill 
into a House-Senate confo'enoe 
committee, which U supposed 
to d ra ft a compromise b ill

But the inab ility  of Senate 
conferees to settle their own 
differences on deregulation has 
stalled action on Carter 's ener­
gy plan fo r almost two months.

The Republicans, who in the 
past have accused the adm inis­
tration of ignoring them on 
energy issues, said Schlesi- 
nger's v is it encoiraged them to 
hope that a compromise they 
can support may be w ithin 
the ir gra^).

Small towns sue HUD

towns and cities in a challenge 
to pending community aid regu­
lations

Robert E llio tt, HUD counsel 
during the Ford adm inistration, 
filed the class-action lawsuit on 
behalf a ll communities w ith 
populations o f 50.000 or less, 
challenging the legslity o f the 
proposed HUD regulations

The National Association of 
Smaller Communities, the Mis­
sissippi Conference of Black 
Mayors and 10 other commu­
nities allege in the suit that 
HUD would work "severe hard­
ships" by prohibiting their par­
tic ipation in certain Community 
Development Block Grant pro­
grams

E llio tt ■ filed the suit on 
Wednesday and said he expects 
HUD to issue its regulations 
th is month, to take effect im ­
m ediately

"We've been negotiating 
since December, and there's 
been little  movemeiM,' he said 
The regulations w oe issued for 
comment last November

Specifically, the sm aller com­
munities are challenging pro­
posed regulations that would 
exclude towns of leas than 2.500 
population from  applying for 
"com prehensive" community 
development grants.

According to  E llioa . HUD 
seeks to  re s tric t sm all towns to 
single-project programs while 
larger commumties can apply 
for broader programs

The National Aaaociation of 
Smaller Communities says the 
regulations ‘ would exclude 
most o f the nation's black may­
ors from  applying for com­
prehensive grants, since moat 
of th e ir commixiiUes are under 
2.500 population "

The suit also challeges regu-

btions that would restrict com­
munities of less than 50.0(|p pop- 
ulaUon from  receiving m ulti­
year funding fo r the programs 
Larger cities can apply fo r 
three-year grants, allowing bet­
ter planning

"S m aller com m inities cannot 
afford to employ a sta ff expert 
in comm unity development un­
less they have assured funding 
for several years' activ ities." 
the suit explains

HUD'S 14 b illion Community

near Shiner They had been 
shot to death.

W ilkerson had not previously 
been charged. He had appeared 
before the grand ju ry  In­
vestigating the disappearance 
of the three but last Friday he 
was ja iled on a 8300,000 mate­

ria l witness bond Roeder and 
Cass were arrested in Colorado 
and returned to Houston this 
week. Poiioe said Avila led au­
thorities to the bodies Saturday.

NE A )-Lestei 
Maddox says lie got started 
in life with $4 in his pocket. 
He was 16 years old then, the 
scrawny son of a Georgia 
millworker, and he used the

confectionery. He went on 
from there to become the 
governor of this state.

Now 62, Maddox says 
th in g s  h a v e n ’t re a l ly  
changed much for him. “ I 
started with $4 and it looks 
like I’m ending up the same 
way.” The one time symbol 
of southern segregation says 
he is broke, deeply in debt, 
and he fears the pressures of 
the predicament may very

well send him to an early 
’ grave.

Maddox says his problem 
is rooted to his past political 
efforts. “ I would have been a 
lot better off if I’d never 
been governor.” As it is, he 
says, he still owes $182,000 
from his political campaigns 
of 1966 through 1974. “ I can’t 
possibly pay it off,|’ he adds, 
‘all I got to iny name right

The former governor is 
still recuperating from the 
seizure at his upper middle 
class home in northwest 
Atlanta.

The pair- have 
feuded since Maddox served 
as Carter’s lieutenant gover­
nor in 1970-74. When Carter 
announced his presidential 
candidacy in 1976, Maddox 
entered the race “so that I 
can show America what a 
phoney and a hypocrite 
Carter is.”

Maddox says he prays 
many times a day. But 
though he feels God saved 
his life during the heart 
seizure, he has not yet had 
any divine interference in 
his financial troubles.
