Funeral service for Wm. S. White @
©5, who was the victim of devour-
ing flames in an overturned truck
Thursday morning of last week,
were held from the Methodist
church at Sudan Friday afternoon,
with Rev. H. Hamilton, pastor, as-
sisted by Rev. R. N. Huckabee, of
Muleshoe, and interment of remains
was made in the cemetery of that
place, with Wiggins undertaker in
charge.

The victim was cremated when |
the heavy six-wheel trailer-truck
he was driving struck highway em-
bankment guard posts and plunged

pproximately 25 feet over a cul-
vert into a canyon five miles east
of Matador—a mass of tangled,
burning wreckage. Highway pa-
trolmen and citizens of the area
who went to the scene of the trag-
edy were unable to remove the
charred remains of the driver until
daylight because of the heat from
the still smouldering wreckage.

Observers surmised that White
had fallen asleep, allowing the
truck to skid against one of the
wooden posts, thus losing control.
Site of the crash was on a straight-
away portion of the highway short-
ly after a dangerous curve had been
negotiated.

Small cans of oil carried on the
truck were hurtled 100 yards ahead
of the scene of the crash. Investi-
gators, who had to scramble down
into the canyon-like cranny where
the trailer portioniof the truck had
Janded right side up, reconstructed
the tragedy as follows:

White had reportedly refucled
and reloaded at Wichita Falls about
8 o'clock Wednesday and started

his run back to Muleshoe. Shortly
after passing the dangerous curve,|
scene of several serious accidents
the past few years, he probably doz-
ed off, allowing the wheels to “kiss”
the highway banister guard thus|
throwing the truck out of control I
The heavy vehicle skidded and|
crashed through about five of the|
posts ripping away the steel ribbon
which they support, then plunged
some 25 feet down an embankment,
catching fire.

Soon after the accident occurred,
a passing motorist brought word in-
to Matador and the town's chemi-
cal fire truck was rushed to the
scene.

White was employed by H. C.
olt, Muleshoe distributor for Pan-
andle Refining company.
According to Mr. Holt, the con-
‘nts of the heavy load were kere-
‘me, oil and naphtha, all divided
ito the compartments of the trail-
* portion of the truck. One of
1ese either had' exploded or open-
1 to allow the liquid to run out,
unishing most of the fuel for the
re. Parts of the tires and other
ortions_of the truck were bumed
isp, 1t was said.

‘Top of a 30 foat telephone pole at
cene of the accident was burning
when investigators reached the
scene an hour after the crash. But,
strangely enough, remainder of the
pole was unchanged.

Besides his wife, the victim left
three children, two daughters, Vir-

No farmer, whether an individual
partnership, corporation, association
or other legal entity, shall be en-
titled to more than one vote, even
though he may have been
in the production of cotton in 1940
on two or more farms or in two or
more communities, counties, or
states. In case two or more per-
sons were engaged in producing
cotton in 1940 not as members of
a partnership but as tepants in
common or joint tenants or as own-
ers of community property, each
such person is entitled to ope vote,
the committee declared. No poll
tax is necessary.

After the balloting the votes in
each community will be reported

| to the county committee which will

then transmit them to the State
AAA office where they will be tab-
ulated and reported to Washington.
A two-thirds majority of all votes
cast favoring guotas is necessary for
quotas to be in effect in 1941.

Dr. Agar said the press was sub-
ject to criticism on some points, but
the fact that it opposes any indi-
vidual is no indication that it is
not free. The trouble, if any, he
added, is that newspapers are run
by “human beings” and not by the
government or any outside pressure
groups.

port was not circulating in “New
Deal circles” nor in “official quar-
ters.”

Significantly, he did NOT deny
or confirm that some cabinet
changes might be made. He only
declared that the reporter involved
had attributed his story to erron-
| eous sources.

Next, the President assailed a
newspaper story from London which
‘Sakl “high official sources” there
reported an agreement in principle
‘on defense cooperation in the Pa-
cific between Great Britain, Aus-
tralia, and the United States.

Again, the President neither con-
firmed nor denied that such an
agreement had been reached. He
simply said he was certain that such
reports did not come from “high
official sources.”

All this preliminary discussion,
informed Washington believes, must
be leading toward something. The
question is: What? Therefore, re-
porters in looking around have had
their attention attracted to a pend-
ing bill which already has passed
the Senate.

This column reporteed last week
how the Labor Board was nearing
the point where it could control
small newspapers and retail busi-
nesses. So reporters were particu-
larly interested in the so-called La-
Follette “oppressive labor practices”
bill.

This measure on its face is de-
signed to prevent oppressive labor
practices against employees. But its
phraseology certainly raises a ques-
tion as to whether a reporter who
obtained, and a newspaper which
published, information about the
future plans of a labor union to
strike or to do anything else might
not be guilty of an oppressive la-
bor practice.

That might be the direction of the
next move.

For the first time this season 1940
cotton ginnings exceeded those of
1939 for the corresponding date,
when totals up to November 14,
showed 322,157 bales compared to
315,808 for last year.

Hockley county leads the area,
with 45,893 bales, to place 14th in
the state; Lamb county is a close
second with 41,174 bales to place
16th in the state and Lubbock is
third with 39,036 bales, to rank 19th

Net increase is 7,077 bales. For the
state, ginnings were 2,728,505 this
year compared to 2,544,264 a year
ago.

Eleven counties in this area show
increases over 1939; Bailey, Briscoe,
Cochran, Dawson, Floyd, Gaines,
Hockley, Lamb, Motley, Scurry and
Terry.

Lynn county ranks fourth in the
area; Dawson, fifth; Terry sixth
and Bailey seventh. All of these
counties ginned more than 20,000
bales.

Leading the state is Ellis, with
65,064 bales, compared to 71274 a
year ago; Collin is second with 64,-
879 bales compared to 58,628; Fort
Bend is third with 60,751 bales com-
pared to 32,851; Fannin is fifth with
56641  compared to  49,805;
Nueces is sixth with 53915 bales
compared to 78615 and Wharton is
seventh ‘with 53126 bales compared
to 36,470

Jones county ranks 12th; Run-
nels 21st; Haskell, 23rd among oth-
er West Texas counties.

Approximately 50,000 bales were
ginned over the area during the
first two weeks in November. The
December 1 totals will not, it is be-
lieved show that much of an in-
crease over the mid-November total.

A higher portion of cotton now
being ginned is going into the open
market, as rains have reduced grade
to below that acceptable to the
Commodity Credit corporation ex-
cept with a penalty that puts the

She found that 22 per cent of the
home demonstration club women
in Texas are below 30 years of age,
29 per cent are between thirty and
thirty-nine, 24 per cent are be-
tween forty and forty-nine, 17 per
cent are between fifty and fifty-
nine, and 8 per cent are over sixty
vears of age.

Forty-four per cent of the club
women answering the question-
naire reported the family's net cash
income for 1939 under $500, whilé
31 per cent said their families’ in-
come was between $500 and $1,000.
About 16 per cent said their fami-
lies’ incomes were between $1,000
and $2,000 for 1939, and only six
per cent of the women listed their
family incomes above $2,000 for the
last calendar year.

More than half of the women
Questioned have been in home dem-
onstration club work from one to
five' years,  while about one-fourth
of them have been club members
from five to ten years. Not quite
a fifth of them—about 17 per cent
—have been identified with home
demonstration activities for more
than 10 years.

“Figures show that there is about
one and one-third child per family,
and about 25 per cent of the chil-
¢ren in club families are over 19
years of age,” Miss Bryant com-
mented.

program is designed specifically to
make bettere citizns of ordinary
boys and leaders believe that the
best way to do that is to practice
the Scout motto, “Be Prepared,”
until it becomes part of the boys'
lives.

In the matter of first aid and life
saving, for instance, training starts
almost as soon as the 12-year-old
is enrolled. To advance from Ten-
derfoot rank he must learn the rud-
iments of bandaging and treatment;
by the time he becomes a full-fledg-
ed First Class Scout he is reason-
ably expert in artificial respiration,
transportation of the injured and
“what to do until the doctor ar-
rives.” From that point he goes
on to earn Merit Badges in advanc-
ed first aid, life saving, swimming
and more than 100 other equally
useful subjects.

Because of this emphasis on serv-
ing the community in every way
possible, the Boy Scout Movement
in the 30 years of its history has
prepared some 9,000,000 boys and
men for emergency service. The
field is far broader than first aid
Frequent camping and hiking trips
into the woods give Scouts a feel-
ing of self-reliance that is invalu-
able in the pinches. As a part of
his Scout experience the Scout also
learns how to take charge of unor-
ganized or panicky crowds. And
the constant stress on Americanism
makes him an excellent model for
more adult citizens.

Because of their tradition of serv-
ice, Boy Scouts during the World
war were able to perform hundreds
of useful tasks. In addition to sell-
ing $147,000,000 worth of Liberty
bonds, Scouts collected more than
100 carloads of fruit pits for gas
masks, and located 20,000,000 board
feet of walnut for the infant avia-
tion industry.

Parallel to the current national
defense program, the Boy Scouts
are launching their own drive to
prepare themselves to help the gov-
ernment. h neighborhood

membership to the full quota of 32
