Organiiiai ion of F’elroleum K.\porting 
Countries voted today to rai.se the base 
price ol crude oil by 9 pi-rcent as of next 
Sunday to $M .>1 a barrel That would 
increase .Anuincaa, .pump prices for 
gasoline by about twocents a gallon 

Libya and Venezuela immediately 
announced surcharges on the new price 

The new base price apparently was a 
victory for the s<Kalled Arab inoderaes 
such as Saudi Arabia and .\bu Dhabi over 
more mililani members such as Algeria 
Iran Libya and Iraq

The militants apparently settled lor the 
smaller increase in the bas<> price in 
exchange lor the surcharges, analysts said

The new base price is  the price tlh‘ oil 
cartel originally had set tor next Octtilx'r in 
Its quarterly increase schwfule

.An OPKC announcement .siiid the oil 
ministers authorizi'd unlimited surcharges

Board approves teacher salary increases

Pampa News .Stall
Trustee Bill Arrington cast the lone dissenting vote .Monday night 

as the Pampa lnde[X'ndent School Board approved an increa.se of the 
over - scale oi teachers salaries tor the 1979 80 schiHiI year

The trustee said that he was unsure of the sources lor financingthe 
rai.se alxive the existing S.i<KIover scale for teachers ol grades lOand 
below

.A teachi’r with a masters degree would be eligible lor a J4(K) 
addition to the present over scale, according to the approved plan 
The baccalaureate i bachelor s i - degree holder would have his 
raised.‘>200

The 1977 78 faculty roster indicated that 167 teachers had
baccalaureates and 97 had masters degrees

The total of the salaries with the increase under the past roster was 
estimated at $72.200 a year by Paul .Simmons who compiled the 
ligiires lor this recommendation

Arrington said that Pampans had already voted against one bond 
issue to renovate the schcxils Projc'ctions ol a possible state 
approved over scale increase of 10 ¡lercenl at the end of the year 
were rumoured tu‘ said

In an interview alter the meeting, Arrington said the 10 percent 
increase over ■ scale would probably be the result of a large teacher's 
lobby in .Austin

Simmons noted Kep Koster Whaley had said that an inflationary 
ligure of ,5 1 percent lor the raise was expected by some at the State 
Capitol

Arrington .said wtien the state completed its reimbursements in a 
year funding tor the approved increase would go back to payments 
Irorn city taxi's

In view ol the economic climate the increase in salary at this time 
looks unfavorable, he said

The time is inconvenient for the increase, said Board President Dr 
Robert Lyle, but a surplus in over • scale has been reported tor 
sev eral di.stricts, which I'xclude Pampa

I feel sure Pampa can do it. he said "and we need to do it '
The average salary ol a baccalaureate degree holder in the 

I’anhandle area is $800 above ba.se said Simmons The median 
salary — or the amount made by teachers at the midpoint of the wage 
.scale — lor baccalaureat,es is $650. he added

B a i r i n g  ii n t o r s  e t' n 
complications a contract lor the 
leasing ol Highland General and 
McLean Hospitals should fx' 
s i g n e d  w i t h  H o s p i t a l  
Corporation of America iHCAi 
on ,\pril 2 according to Gray 
County .ludgeCarl Kennedy 

Kennedy sa id  Monday 
attornev Bill Waters and the 
corporation représentâtives 
were slill working out a few 
technicalities' of b e  proposed 
contract which includes an HC A 
commitment to build a new 
hospital within 20 months

The corpiration is expi'cted to 
lease Highland and Meix'an 
hospitals for ft) months and 
purchase their current assets 
lor.$2,27.5.lHHI

In addition Kennedv said the 
corporation has agreed to the 
a'ssumjii ion ol the balance ol the 
hospitals Hill Burton loan of 
ab o u t $4.50 (HU) and the 
assumption of all maintenaince 
and insurance casts lor the

hospital during the [X'riod of the 
lease

The corjxiration says it will 
spend betwi'en $8 and $10 million 
lor the new hospital .As of 
August 1978 the Nashville - 
based firm was listed sirond in 
total number of betfs owned or 
managi'd in the Cnited Stales by 
p r o p r i e t a r y  h o s p i t a l  
managemdnt companies, with 
16 075 bi'dsm 102 hospitals

The corporation now owns or 
manages 11.3 hospitals, having 
acquiri'd 12 hospitals in 1978

Although HC.A Director lor 
Domestic Development Doug 
Lewis has said the corporal ion is 
hoping to build a 1.50 - bed 
hospital the numix'r of txxis is 
subiect to approval by the

The hearing concerned the 
annexation and zoning of land 
located near the intersection of 
Kentucky Avenue and F’rice 
Road Rosa Kjelds owner of the 
land has requested the city 
annex and zone the property so 
It can be developed as an 
industrial subdivision 

City Manager Mack Wofford 
fold commissioners the city 
planning and zoning commission 
recommended annexation of the 
tract known as Country Garden 
Estates, in November 1978 A .100 

f(M)t strip of the land was 
includi'd in a large area annexed 
by the city last summer, 
Wolford said

David Martindale attorney 
for .Mrs Fields, urged the 
commission to annex the land 
■for the orderly development of 

Pampa Jack McAndrews, who 
owns pmperty in the area, said 
he oppo.ses zoning the entire 
tract as light industrial

If you zone that all 
industrial, whos going to put 
residential acro.ss from if’' 
McAndrews asked He said he 
had previously understood Mrs 
Fields to say that part of the 
prope r ty  would be zoned 
residential

CA.NADI.AN — The Canadian City Council adopted a $18 

million budget for thi* fiscal year 1979 80 at a hearing at
Canadian City Hall Monday night 

The new budget includes a 7 percent cost of living increase in 
pay for city employees Additional money was budgeted for the 
purchase of a new city fire truck and a new city trash truck 
compactor

City Manager Vernic Farrington said the city could expect 
$40 000 in revenue for the next year from (he city owned light 
plant Farrington .said, however that the $40 000 estimate was 
■ conservative

The council also discussed .setting of the city s tax rate, 
current ly set at $1 10 per $100 of half of as.sessed property value 
City officials .said the rate would probably remain the same 

In other action, the council approved $32.000 in revenue 
sharing funds for improvements to city streets The council look 
no action on a proposal for a new city softball field hut said it 
would look into acquiring a lot for the field in the future 

The council announced that the new city landfill dump .site will 
be completed in two months The old city dump site will 
thereafter be closed to the public

FORT WORTH Texas lAF’ i — A perceived pattern " of 
preferential treatment for Cullen Davis by the presiding judge in his 
high stakes divorce case resulted in the subpoena for trial records, 
said a.ssistant District Attorney Jack Strickland

1 had very little faith in the integrity of that court.' Stnckland 
said Monday I sa\ ’̂ a certain pattern being established and that 
pattern gave me reason to believe that I had to act without giving any 
notice and before the materials were removed from the courtroom " 

That action triggered a series of disputes that led to State District 
Judge John Barron withdrawing from the case and declaring a 
mistrial after it was reported he had met privately with Davis 

"It all started when the district attorney moved in on us and H

Where Taxes 
Are Lewest- 
And Highest

The choice of where you live and 
work can cut your bill for state and 
local taxes by over 50 percent—or cost 
twice what taxpayers elsewhere fork 
over in a year’s time.

The chart shows how sharply state 
and local tax burdens vary, as indicated 
by the deductions claimed by individ­
uals on federal returns filed in 1977. 
Business taxes are not included.

Someone who made from $50,(XX) to 
$100,000 could figure on paying more 
than $10,000 in state and local taxes in 
New York state and only about a sev­
enth as much in Wyoming.

At the lower end of the economic 
ladder—people earn ing  betw een  
$10,000 and $15,000—Massachusetts 
and its localities levied the heaviest 
load, more than $1,600, while Louisi­
ana imposed the lightest, just $557.

NorthMCt high. Generally, state and 
local levies tend to be highest in the 
Northeast, an area that has lost busi­
ness to the sun belt, where taxes are 
lower. Big exception: New Hampshire, 
which uses low taxes to lure industry 
from its New England neighbors.

In California, where tax revolt got its 
biggest I  • last year with the passage of 
Proposition 13, a measure slashing lo­
cal property taxes, the burden on peo­
ple in the $10,000-to-$15,000 class was 
just moderately above average. It was 
the upper-income group—thoae mak­
ing more than $25,00B—that had most 
reason to complain in that state. Their 
taxes rivaled those in the Northeast.

Which states deal most g)Hntly with 
the wealthy? 'The difference between 
the amount p>aid by the most and least 
affluent groups on the chart was $742 
in Wyoming, $1,290 in Tennessee and 
$1,298 in Texas. On the other hand, a 
person in the top category paid $8,561 
more than a person in the low group in 
New York, $6,391 in Minnesota and 
$6,368 in Wisconsin.

Tax bills are only one side of the 
coin. States and localities with heavier 
taxes sometime provide greater ser­
vices. In generaC they are likely to 
spend the most per capita on heidth, 
education and welfare. They also tend 
to have the highest average incomes.

But this is small consedation to the 
taxpayer who is footing the bill. As a 
result, pressure to lighten the load is 
being felt all over the country, even

Soaring beef prices are attracting a 
new b r e ^  of that old scourge of the 
rgngelands: cattle rustlers.

IValb of  eMda aau up EO-pawent iu 
Texas and 25 percent in Oklahoma 
over this time last year. In Alabama, 
676 head were reported stolen in the 
last three months of 1978, and investi­
gators believe that actual thefts are 10 
times that many.

“As prices go up, it’s more profitable 
to stead cattle to sell, or to slaughter a 
cow that belongs to somebody else and 
put it in your deep freeze and on your 
table,” explains W. H. Gregory, head r f  
the Alabama Agriculture D epartm ent’s 
cattle-theft division.

At the current price of 70 cents per 
pound, fattened steers are worth near­
ly $800 each, up $250 from a year ago.

Authorities report that numy mod­
ern n ^ e r s  steal to 'su jp o rt hfd>-, 
ite, arid lew o f  them  resemble the cat­
tle thieves in W estern movies. ‘"Hiey 
don’t know how to ride, saddle or bri­
dle a horse, much less pen cattle,” says 
Don C. King, general manager of t t e  
Texas and Southwestern C atde Raisers 
Association. “They just know how to 
back up a truck and open the gate.”

Rustlers also know how to travel. 
King saj-s that they “steal catde in  Tex­
as tonight and sell them  in Arkansas, 
Louisiana or Missouri tomorrow,” often 
traveling in pickup trucks equipped 
with CB radios.

To discourage thefts, ranchers are 
relying not just on old-time branding 
irons but on computerized descriptions 
to help identify their cattle. ’The Texas 
and Southwestern Cattle Raisers Asso­
ciation alone has 32 field inspectors 
looking for stolen cattle.

Yet rustling remains a hard crime to 
combat. King explains: "So many peo­
ple are familiar with hunting tech­
niques and field dressing of deer that 
they can go in and butcher a cow and 
be gone in 10 minutes.” □

A fighting 
question

To draft or not to draft ?
That is a' question which could shortly 

become a major public issue. It is already 
being raised seriously in Congress, where 
House hearings have begun on several 
proposals to reinstitute either limited 
cun.scriplion or. at a minimum, compulsory 
registration There is a good chance that 
one or more will be reaching the floor for 
debate within the next few months.

The draft, which for a third of a century 
was a rite of passage for American males 
entering adulthood, may nqw seem like 
ancient history. But it was not until 1973 
that the sy.stem was laid to rest.

It did not go unmourned. (Questions even 
then were raised as to the wisdom of 
trading what in theory at least was a 
citizen's Army for a professional force, the 
all-volunteer Army which succeeded it. 
Wouldn’t it be too expensive? Wouldn’t it ' 
have difficulty meeting manpower goals 
and draw so heavily for recruits on blacks 
and the economically underprivileged 
b la cks  that it would be in effect 
"ghettoized?"

Are computers a boon, or a 
bane, to our society'’

To many people, the word 
computer' conjures up image^ 

of huge, sinister, all - knowing 
machines that are silently 
waiting to gradually take over 
soc ie ty and enslave their 
present masters, the human 
race

A computer salesman in 
Pam pa says such thinking, 
a l t h o u g h  i r r a t i o n a l  and 
unfounded,  is widespread 
Commercia l  considerations 
aside, he thinks people should 
realize how much computers 
have done for them, along with 
the important role computers 
will play in the future 

Tom .Vlechler is tne local 
representative for an Amarillo 
firm that sells microcomputers, 
also known as small business or 
home com puters. Mechler 
de scr ibes  m icrocom putes, 
w hic h  resemble  electr ic  
typewriters, as "a tool for a 
fa.stly advancing society."

Microcomputers can be used 
for entertainment and as 
business and educational aids. 
Mechler said They are versatile 
and adapt to almost any need.

According to Mechler. a 
microc*omputer "makes money 
by sa v in g  money*’ for 
businesses. It saves money 
"througheasier, faster.cheaper 
c o m p u t a t i o n s  and d a ta  
storage." Storing data in a

computer is a more accurate 
and efficient, and less bulky, 
method than printed data 
storage. Mechler said

The microcomputers hook up 
to ordinary television sets, and 
many are equipped with sound 
and can traasmil color images. 
Therefore. .Mechler .said, they 
are ideal for "self • created " and 
unique home entertainment 
One microcomputer can be 
programmed to provide any and 
all of the many home video 
games now on the market, he 
said.

The machines can and are 
being increasingly used in 
public schools to teach math 
computer science and othet 
courses. But they are also being 
adapted for use in educating, 
and expanding the capabilities 
of. handicapped children A 
California computer salesman, 
whose daughter has cerebral 
palsy, developed a special large 
keyboard for her and is now 
preparing to market it for other 
handicapped users.

Microcomputers are one of the 
results of stunning technological 
advances in electronics that 
have occurred in the last 20 
years or so. Mechler said. It all 
began when Untvac developed 
tubes, followed by the Japanese 
invention of transistors in the 
early 1960s Now computers are 
designed with small "chips" 
less than an inch long and a 
quarter - inch wide, which each 
can do the work of hundreds of

thousands of transistors
Mechler .said that scientists 

knowlL*dge of micrelectronics 
not only doublc*s. but squares, 
each year' Much of this rapid 
advancement is due to the fierce 
c o m p e t e t i v e n e s s  of the 
e l e c t r o n i c s  i n d u s t r y ,  
particularly between the US. 
and Japan Becau.se of this 
competition. .Mechler said, there 
has bet*n both a phenomenal 
growth in the computer market 
and a massive reduction in the 
cost of computers.

What makes a gcxxl computer 
choice ’ Without naming brands, 
Mechler listed a few things that

,by lawrence lamb m.d.,
DEAR DR. LAMB — This 

test tube business has all of 
us women talking.

We 
wanted fb know if an ovum 
was fertilized in a test tube 
and then implanted in some 
other woman’s uterus, who 
would really be the miAher? 
I mean if the ovum comes 
from Mrs. Brown and then 
the fertilized ovum is im­
planted into Mrs. Smith’s 
uterus, would Mrs. Smith be 
the mother or Mrs. Brown?

DEAR READER — Such 
problems have already been 
studied in animal bfeeding. 
In many ways, the animal 
studies are far ahead of their 
human application.

Of course, the uterus is 
absolutely essential to any 
pregnancy, but it has noth­
ing to do with the genetic 
characteristics of the offspr­
ing. If the ovum came from 
Kto. Brown, it will have

Mrs. Brown’s genes in it, not 
Mrs. Smith's.

Even though Mrs. Smith’s 
uterus provides the environ­
ment for the develo|Mnent of 
the baby and its eventual 
birth, genetically the baby 
will have none of Mrs. 
Smith’s genes. That means 
the baby will not inherit any 
of Mrs. Smith’s characteris­
tics. However, emotional at­
tachment and binding be­
tween child and mother will 
be between Mrs. Smith and 
the baby, assuming that af­
ter birth Mrs. Smith raises 
the bsby.

Theoretically, if Mrs. 
Smith couldn’t ovulate at all 
but had a normal uterus, it 
might be possible to fertilize 
an ovum from another 
woman and implant it in 
Mrs. Smith’s uterus so she 
could have a pregnancy. 
That way some oUier woman 
would not need to be a 
surrogate noother and to 
birth a child by her husband 
for her.

Keep heating fuel flowing to needy despite cost

Ours is the richest country 
in the world. Yet every prin­
ter we hear of Americans 
freezing to death because 
they could not pay their 
heating bills.

Let’s start working now to 
make sure that not
happen next winter.

President Carter took note 
of the problem by including 
in his energy package the 
Public Utility Regulatory 
Polides Act, which prohibits 
shut-dfs that might be dan­
gerous to health.

Last year, the Citizen-La­
bor Energy Coalition and the 
National Council of Senior 
Citizens launched a cam­
paign to put some teeth into 
the act. They demanded that 
a letter be sent by the fed­
eral Elnergy Department to 
public utility conunissions of 
every state.

Tbs letter- was sent last 
fall by David Bardin of the

Energy Department’s Ek»- 
nomic Regulatory Adminis­
tration. Bardin’s letter 
called attention to the new 
shut-off ndes.

As of January, the coun­
cil’s newspaper reported, 
“three states — Wisconsin, 
Maryland and Minnesota — 

•have acted to ensure that no 
one freezes to death this 
winter.’’

In New York State, Fran­
cis Rivett of the PuWc Ser­
vice Commission said the 
commission had ordered 
that a cut-off cannot be 
made without a face-to-face 
contact with the nonpaying 
customer.

“Such contad gives us a 
chance to assess the situa­
tion of the family and to call 
in social-service organiza- 
tioas as needed,’’ he pointed 
out. ^

Presumably, the public 
utility commissions in other 
states ltev«''acled'bh t ^  
issue as well.

Nevertheless, William R. 
Hutton, executive direictor of 
the Council of Senior d ti- 
zens and secretary of the 
Citixens-Labor Elnergy Coa­
lition, says it is necessary 
for seniors to campaign 
against shut-offs by utilities 
for nonpayment of bills.

In a message to the coali­
tion, Sen. Edward Kennedy, 
D-Mass., applauded the 
idea. Wrote Kennedy, ‘To­
gether we must call upon 
public utility commissions to 
enforce this no shut-off 
policy.’’

But gas and electricity are 
not the only ways to heat a 
house. Many homes are 
heated by oil. That puts the 
ball right in our own court.

Pressure is necessary be­
cause oil companies are in­
dependent operators. They 
make their own rules about 
shipments and payments. 
That’s why we activist 
seniors niiiri urge our local 
offices of senior services to

inopiement no cut-off poli­
cies for oil deliveries.

Since seniors are not the 
only pedpla who are poor, a 
relteble social-service or­
ganization should be se­
lected to direct the effort. 
That way, young and old can 
be probMted.

For example. New York's 
Nassau County has a cooper­
ative set-up. The Oil Heat 
Institute of Long Island, the 
police departmeut and the 
Nassau County Office of Sen­
ior Affairs chose the Family 
Service Association as the 
sponsoring agency.

The Family Service Asso­
ciation distributed the fol­
lowing announcement to 
senior organizations, among 
others:

“Senior citizens are espe­
cially vulnerable to the 
hanhihips resulting from 

. teck, of heat during, winter , 
storms or intense' cold 
spells. Nassau residents

over age 60 who temporarily 
lack the means to obtain fuel 
may be assisted by an emer­
gency delivery from their 

* dealer or by one of a group of 
dealers cooperating in the 
oil-deUvery plan through the 
OU Heat Institute.’’

The notice listed numbers 
to call for emergency help — 
at night and on weekends as 
well as during business 
hours.

Members of the Oil Heat 
Institute deliver the oil. The 
County Office of Senior Af­
fairs covers the costs 
through nUe III of the CHder 
Americans Act. The police 
department handles emer­
gencies.

That’s a neat arrange­
ment indeed, llie same asso­
ciation also serves the fuel 
needs of younger families.

Let other counties across 
the nation follow these pro­
cedures. ,

mind that the very people.

young or old, who need help 
most are the least likely to 
ask for it. T!hey may not read 
the announcement. Or they 
may not consider them­
selves eligible for assist­
ance.

We, therefore, call upon 
all organized seniors to take 
a hand in this project. At 
your next meeting, raise the 
question o( heating for those 
who can’t pay their bills.

The National Council of 
Senior Citizens has called 
for pressure by consumers.

WASHINGTON cAPi —Some o( the oldest oi the government’s 
agricultural marketing tasks that traditionally have been 
performed by men are being done more and more by wofnen. says 
an Agricidture Department official. .

Barbara Lindemann Sdilei. administrator of the department's 
Agricultural Marketing Service, says "significant strides" have 
been made in her agency's cotton division, as an example.

Ten years agb. out of 213 classers" who determine official 
USDA grades of cotton, only four were women. Last year, she 
said. there were 104 women out of 227 classers 

Other traditionally male jobs are slowly but gradually giving 
way (t>at least token repTesentat ion by women.

In her agency's tobacco division, where grading jobs are 
seasonal and last only as long as the auction market in a 
particular area, w ly two women graders were employed by the

end of the past season out of a total of 218
Ms. Schlei told a reporter that last year "for the first time" the 

agency sougitt and received authority from the U.S. Civil Service 
Commission to hire people for special short-term temporary 
gradingjobs

Those included 15 women.
"(except for one woman who was hired several years ago and 

who is no longer working for the tobacco division, these are the 
first women ever to work as graders." Ms. Schlei said "The 
experience they gain will enable them to qualify for permanent 
positions as tobiwco graders"

Other inroads by women have been made in the agency's fruit 
and vegetable regulatory branch, where four have been hired or 
promoted to agricultural marketing specialists. ^  said.

"Although the number is small, this is a significant

development because these are the first women agneuMuraJ 
marketing specuUists." Ms Schlei said.

Another a | ^ y  cited by Ms Schlei is the Federal Grain 
Inspection Service headed Leland E. Bartelt As of last June, it 
employed 929 permanent agricultural commodity graders. 57 
women’.

Ms Schlei. a lawyer in Los Angeles before she joined USDA in 
August 1977. has been involved with equal opportunity programs 
and women's causes for many years

Although pointing with p r i^  to the progress women have made 
in hers and other USDA agencies. .Ms Schlei said much more is 
required

If a woman has a university degree or two and is hired to fill a 
senior position, it "allows us to get kind of an instant acceptance 
that makes it very easy for us." Ms Schlei said

The IsraHi pnme minist er broachedthe Nobel jHhze idea at a gala 
dinner in a tent set up behind the White Hoasc Monday night The 
Kgyptian |)residenl rose quickly to support the idea.

Nine hours earlier they had signed a treaty endini 30 years of 
hostlity between their tw-o natioas. a treaty nurtured by IVesident

from the ceremony on the Iront lawn of the White House, mingled

Carter's mediation efforts, climaxc-d 1.3 days earlier at meetings 
with Bc'gin and .Sadat in .Jcru.salem and Cairo, continued almost until’ 
the moment ol the cfremony.

W hat weighs 85 tons, is as big as a three-bedroom 
house, and  is expected to fall from the sky later th is 
year? The answ er is Skylab, the m assive U.S. space 
station  launched in  1973. Skylab has been slipping 
from its orbit 230 miles above the  E arth , and  space 
scientists think it probably wdll re-enter the a t­
mosphere sometime between May and September. 
Much of the satellite will bum  up in the atmosphere, 
but chunks of wreckage weighing as much as two 
tons are  expected to survive and  reach the Earth. 
Officials will have only about two hours advance 
w arning of Skylab’s descent, but because 75 percent 
of its pa th  is over water, the chance of dam age is 
considered slight.
