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Lovelady To Seek Representative 
Post In This Legislative District
Only 14 Miles Of 
Road To Be Paved

The Journal was guilty of care­
less reporting last week when 
it said 25 more miles of farm to 
market roads would be paved by 
the State. Fact is, only 14 miles 
of new paving will be construct­
ed and the State will take over 
for maintenance several miles of 
already built road.

The following letter from 
County Judge Cecil H. Tate will 
clarify matters:

Dear Sirs:
I noticed in this weeks edition 

of the Muleshoe Journal, that 
mention was made of the farm to 
market roads that will be built 
in Bailey County, Texas. One 
road which was to be construct­
ed in Precinct Number 1 and 2, 
which has as its starting point, 
about 2 miles west of Muleshoe, 
Texas, on State Highway, then 
past the Ranch House. And the 
other road to be built in Precinct 
Number 3, in Bailey County, 
Texas.

In talking to you I must have 
given you the wrong impression, 
as there will not be 14 miles of 
new paving in Precinct Number 
3. The fact is that the State High­
way Department is taking over 
a portion of our present paved 
Farm to Market Road about *2 

miles west of Baileyboro, Texas, 
and then building and construct­
ing a new paved road, on west 
to the New Mexico State Line 
The portion of the road to be 
taken over for maintenance by 
the state, and the new paved 
road to be constructed will total 
approximately 14 miles.

I didn’t want anyone to get the 
impression that 14 miles of new 
road would be constructed, as a 
portion of the present Bai'ey 
County Farm to Market Road will 
be taken over by the Highway 
Department for maintenance.

Way Radio For Law Enforcement
Auto Thieves Are 
Held In Custody

Two youths face automobile 
theft charges here, in Littlefield, 
and Plainview as the result of a 
collision one of them had here 
Monday night with an officer of 
the law.

Bailey County will soon have a 
two radio system for the use by 
its law enforcement officers, it 
was announced this week. The 
Commissioners Court has pur­
chased the equipment and Sher­
iff Hugh Freeman said he be­
lieved it would be installed and 
ready for use within six weeks.

The equipment includes three 
mobile units for automobiles of 
the sheriff and his two deputies, 
Garland Freeman and B i l l  
Boothe, and a central station, to 
be located in the sheriff’s office 
in the courthouse.

Mr. Freeman said he had been 
"working on” this badly needed 
equipment for three years. He 
predicted it will be a great as­
sistance in law enforcement not 
only in Bailey County but in the 
immediate territory, for intelli­
gence can be exchanged quickly 
with Texas Rangers, Highway 
Patrol, county officers in Texas 
and New Mexico officers. <

The central station in the 
sheriff’s office can communi­
cate with officers in the field, 
who in turn can report back to 
the central station. The radio an­
tenna tower will be installed 
atop the courthouse.

Securing And Housing Of Migrant 
Labor Subject Of Serious Study

The problem of securing and 
housing immigrant labof for 
Bailey county cotton growers 
and producers of other agricul­
tural products is the subject of 
serious study by Muleshoe 
Chamber of Commerce workers.

Early returns of the county- 
wide survey indicate that Die ul­
timate solution of the problem 
can only be the result of exten­
sive research, study and consul­
tation.

A tabulation ol figures from 
the poll currently underway indi­
cates that there is a definite need 
for seasonal labor especially 
during the months of July, Aug 
ust, October and November. P***- 
ing ttyose months it appear* that 
the average cotton grower could 
use about 15 mor? ĥ *nds than 
were available this year. Of the 
52 replies received to date, 50 
per cent indicated that they 
needed more help for chopping 
and picking eotton and 40 per 
cent stated that they could not 
furnish housing tor 250 needed 
workers. N

“This presents a serious prob­
lem that we must face,” said 
John MacFarland, chairman of 
the Agricultural division of the 
chamber of commerce. “We have 
already made one trip to inspect 
labor camps in Hereford and 
Dimmitt, we shall -continue to 
interview and question employ­
ers and consult with officials of 
neighboring communities, coun­
ties and the state and national 
government.”

Methods for supplying housing 
for the seasonal workers is of 
paramount concern with reli­
gious and recreational facilit'es 
a close second. Then there is the 
problem of providing additional 
employment during the inter­
vening month* between chopp­
ing time and picking time, it was 
pointed out.

One chamber of commerce 
spokesman stressed the fact that

SAND HILLS PHILOSOPHER SAYS

Medical Science has Hard Job 
Curing Tax Collectors Sickness

Babson Park, Mass., Jan. 4. — 
Most people are bearish on the 
building outlook for 1952. Natu- 
rally, fewer houses will be built; 
but it would be a great mistake 
to think that the demand for new 
houses is over. The demand for 
bouses, although less, will con­
tinue heavy in 1952. Those who 
need a new home to live in 
should build or buy whenever 
the right location is available at 
the right price.

Letters come to me from cities 
In the Central West, stating that 
good citizens, employing many 
people, are forced to move away 
because of lack of housing. If 
these communities have truly 
patriotic citizens, they will get 
together and start a campaign 
to get new houses built.

REASONS FOR CONTINUED 
DEMAND

It is true that the price of new 
houses has gone up considerably 
during the past few years; but 
have they gone up in price more 
than almost everything else? It 
is unreasonable for wageworkers, 
manufacturers and even shop­
keepers to complain about the 
increase in building costs when 
they are getting similar increases 
for labor, agricultural products, 
manufactured goods and merch­
andise. Of course, building will 
fa ll off; but when that time 
comes, and prices are lower, most 
ptt>ple won't have the money to 
take advantage of the bargains!

Also remember that out pop­
ulation is rapidly increasing. 
There are around 155,000.000 
people in the U. S. today with a 
total annual income of $275 bil­
lions, compared with 125,000,- 
000 population and $60 billions 
National Income only twenty 
years ago. We also must realize 
that a well-built and well-locat­
ed house is one of the best 
hedges against inflation, contin­
uing to hold its own, or increase, 
as the dollar declines in value. 
For those who own a good home 
amd do not care to build another 
for rental, here is a suggestion 
for use of your money.
CONSIDER BUILDING STOCKS
Seventy-five per cent of the 

cost of materials in a home is 
S p e n t  on four things: (1) 
Cement; (2) lumber and shing­
les; (3) wall board and plaster; 
And (4) paint. By buying stocks 
In one of the leading companies 
manufacturing these four basic 
products, it is possible to profit 
with the building industry. 
When the next depression comes, 
the price of these stocks will go 
down with everything else; but 
they should come hack again in 
price quickly. The following sug­
gests lour such companies:

CEMENT: A ctir.jnt company

which I like is the Leigh Port­
land. It has raw materials to 
last for many years. It is located 
in growing sections of the coun­
try. The common stock sells at 
about $24 and yields about 5 
percent. The first thing that one 
must buy when building a house 
is cement, but cement has many 
other uses. When a depression 
comes and the building of homes 
declines, the Federal Govern­
ment and the States will start 
roadbuilding projects, and all 
these will reqiure cement. There­
fore, the cement industry to that 
extent may be called a depres­
sion-proof industry, if there is 
any such thing in existence.

LUMBER and SHINGLES: The- 
ore tieally, houses can be built 
of steel and glass, but such a 
house would cost much more 
than an ordinary house. Hence, 
there will continue to be a de­
mand for lumber. That is why 
this column recently recommend­
ed the purchase of standing 
woodland as one of the best 
long-term investments. All the 
lumber stocks have gone up so 
much in price that I hesitate to 
recommend any of them at this 
time. However, one stump to the 
carpenter is the Weyerhaeuser 
Timber Company. The common 
stock sells at $70 and yields 
about 4 per cent.
WALL BOARD and PLASTER: 
The U. S. Gypsum Company is 
the outstanding manufacturer of 
wall board, plaster and the al­
lied products. It owns great 
natural resources; it has manu­
facturing plants in all parts of 
the country; and its products are 
unexcelled. The common stock 
sells at $107 and yields nearly 
7 per cent; but for every ten 
shares of common stock, there 
are about $375 in Government 
Bonds in the Company’s treasu 
ry. Its Management is supberb.

PAINT: There are many good 
paint companies, but as an il 
lustration, I mention Sherwin 
Williams. The stock sells for $67 
and yields 5 per cent. Painting 
is one of the first things that 
times come; but this may not ap 
ply to the large number of 
single story houses built in re 
cent years which need repaint 
ing soon and can be done by the 
owners.

As a final reason for being 
reasonably optimistic on build­
ing, let me mention the very 
liberal mortgage terms of today. 
When I built a house thirty years 
ago, I was obliged to pay 6 per 
cent interest and got a mortgage 
for only three years. Today you 
can borrow money at 4t4 per 
cent and have twenty years to 
pay it back.

In February Call

AUSTIN, Jan. 5 — The state 
draft call for February will not 
be filled with men below the age 
of 20, Brig. Gen, Paul T. Wake­
field, state Selective Service di­
rector, said today.

The only exception that will be 
taken to this rule will be in the 
case of draft volunteers and de­
linquents.

Previously, national Selective 
Service headquarters had in­
structed state headquarters not 
to induct any men below 21 with­
out first requesting authority 
from Washington.

“We requested authority to in­
duct men as low as 20 years old,” 
General Wakefield said, “and 
subsequently each state and ter­
ritorial director was granted this 
authority. Here in Texas we were 
afraid that we might not be able 
to deliver our quota if we were 
confined to 21 year olds.

The February induction call 
is 2,114 men, as compared to 1,- 
471 in January, and 362 in De­
cember.

Polio Situation Underlines Need Of 
High Goal In County's Dimes Drive

The Bailey County Chapter of 
the National Foundation for in ­
fantile Paralysis spent $15.00 to 
assist one polio patient last year, 
it was revealed today by J. V. 
Peeler, Chapter Chairman.

Making public the 1951 finan­
cial report of Mildred Davis, 
Chapter Treasurer, Mr. Peeler de­
clared that services made pos­
sible through funds raised in the 
1951 March of Dimes underlined 
the need for a successful 1952 
drive.

‘‘The record of what has been 
done makes us all eager to con­
tinue and to expand this work
as needed,” he said. "Unfortun­

ately, even if we had no cases of 
infantile paralysis in our county 
in 1952, there remains much to 
be done for patients striken in 
1951 or before. Of the 1 patient 
aided in 1951, it was an old 
case, no new ones. The toll of 
polio continues on into the next 
year or years.”

The report showed that $15.00 
was expended for hospitaliza­
tion of polio patients whose 
families could not afford full 
cost of care themselves. The 
sum of $129.95 of Chapter funds, 
went for administrative costs.

Cattle Men Are Watching Texas Tech 
Feeding Experiments Now Underway

LUBBOCK, Jan. 8 —, A cattle 
feeding test at Tex#; Tech has 
shown there is a weighty dif­
ference between solvent process­
ed and hydraulic cottonseed 
meals.

Formula tests, using 60 head 
of Hereford steers, proved steers 
fed on solvent processed meal, 
cottonseed hulls, milo, and al­
falfa gain almost a half a pound 
per day more than those feed­
ing on the same formula with 
the exception of a change in 
meals.

tCottonoil mills have develop­
ed a new process of exracting 
oil from cotton seed by the use 
of a chemical, a solvent. The 
old process was by cooking and 
pressing. The bulk remainder in 
both cases is used in a cattle feed 
mixture.)

The 60 dry lot steers entered 
the test lots at an average weight 
of 695 pounds. Bobby Gray, Sny­
der graduate s t u d e n t ,  was 
awarded a $1,200 Texas Cotton­
seed Crushers Association fellow­
ship to feed out the steers. He 
is to use the data for his master’s 
thesis. The experimental steers 
were divided into six lots of 10 
each. They were given equal 
amounts of milo and alfalfa. 
Three lots were fed hydraulic 
meal, while the other three lots 
received an equal amount of 
solvent processed meal.
Each steer was fed nine pounds 

of grain and two pounds of al­
falfa per day. They each receiv­
ed two pounds of hydraulic meal 
or solvent meal.
TEST RESULTS GIVEN 

The six lots, their feeding 
formula, and gains for the first 
28 day test follows:

Lot 1: hydraulic meal, silage, 
milo, and alfalfa. Gain: 2.96 
pounds per day.

Lot 2: solvent meal, silage, 
milo, and alfalfa. Gain: 3.20 
pounds per day.

Lot 3: cottonseed hulls, hydrau­
lic meal, milo, and alfalfa. Gain: 
3.09 pounds per day.

Lot 4: cottonseed hulls, sol­
vent meal, milo, and alfalfa.

Negro Leaps From 
Train, Starts A 
Train Of Events

When Carter Beverley, a 30 
year old Negro, leaped through 
the window of a moving Santa 
Fe passenger train here Wednes­
day, he started quite a train of 
events.

Landing on his head beside the 
west bound train about 10 o’­
clock Wednesday morning, the 
colored man tore out on a run, 
followed a few minutes later by 
E. A. Nelson, of Slaton, a special 
agent of the Sante Fe who hap­
pened to be on the train and who 
had been observing the man for 
some time.

The Negro leaped through the 
window as the train was opposite 
the Charles Lenau lumber yard, 
so the special agent went to the 
lumber yard in search of him. He 
told Mr. Lenau about the inci­
dent, and, since Lenau’s home 
is not far away in the Lenau ad­
dition, he telephoned home. Mrs. 
Holly Bucy, mother of Mrs. Le­
nau answered the telephone and 
was warned about the Negro,

Conditions In 
Greece Reported 
For Rotarians

A review of the work of the 
old Eca and now the MSA organ 
izations in Greece since the close 
• f  World War II was heard by 
members of the Rotary Club at 
their regular luncheon meeting 
held Tuesday in Gerald’s Cafe 
The speaker was Aubrey Willard, 
• I  Wellington, who has recently 
••turned from a stay of more 
than two years in \he‘ country. 
He was introduced by Kenneth 
Grissom, a distant relative.

Mr. Willard, who is with the 
TJ. S. Health Service, was on loan 
to ECA.

He reminded his listeners that 
Greece is the home of one of the 
t w ld ’s earliest civilizations, and 
that, among other things the 
Greeks early excelled in medi-

cine, science, and actually in de­
mocracy.

Therefore, they thought it par­
ticularly significant the United 
States and Great Britain came to 
the aid of Greece when Commu­
nists infiltration from surround­
ing countries almost succeeded 
in taking over that country. He 
said the destruction left by re-1 
treating Germans who occupied 
the country, and by the Com­
munists as they gradually were 
driven out, was almost unbe­
lievable.

Many cities and towns have 
been rebuilt with American ec­
onomic assistance. Now most of 
the economic assistance takes a 
military form, must be tied in 
someway to the military needs of 
the country. But today, Greece is 
a bulwark against Communism.

“We must remember”, he said, 
"that Greece is the only nation 
ever to rise up and expel Com­
munism.” Agriculture and health 
aid have been salutary for the 
life and recovery of the country, 
too. Many modern farming ma­
chines have been introduced 
through American assistance and 
livestapk has been sent. Greece 
used to have so much iftalaria 
that the country used a fourth or 
a fifth of the World’s consump­
tion of quinine; the U. S. Health 
Service has been instrumental in 
greatly reducing the incidence of 
that disease. Today, Greece is 
healthy; there is a present pop­
ulation increase of about 100,000 
a year, in a country which has 
about the population of Texas.
