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School board approves
budget, lower tax rate

A lower tax rate and a lower
budget were approved by the
Crockett County CCSD Board
of Trustees during their regular
meeting last week.

The board unanimously ap-
proved an estimated $25.9 mil-
lion budget and a 1.04 per $100
value tax rate at the Aug. 29
meeting.

The tax rate dropped by 33
cents for maintenance and op-
erations, which is what the state
legislature allowed.

The amount of the 2007-
2008 budget is around $6 mil-
lion lower than the estimated
$31.9 million budget the district
had for 2006-2007.

Around $15.8 million of
the budget will be sent to the
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state for recapture due to Crock-
ett County being a Chapter 41
“rich” school district.

Superintendent Abe Gott
said the district is sending the
money to the state instead of
contracting with other school
districts due to the district being
able to keep the money longer al-
lowing the district to gain some
interest on the amount.

Money for new buses and
suburbans at $260,000 was in-
cluded in the budget, along with
$200,000 for computer network-
ing, wiring, servers and other
updates.

Also, the district needs new
suburbans. The newest one has
around 91,000 miles on it, said
Ray Don Myers, maintenance
and transportation director.

Gott said that just because
the money is in the budget,

doesn’t mean the money will au-
tomatically be spent.

“We want to be able to buy
buses if you approve it,” Gott
said. :

The board will meet at noon
on Sept. 13 to look at approving
the purchase of new buses.

The meeting will take place
at the field house due to some
example buses being brought in
to be inspected by the board.

Other monies that were bud-
geted, but may not all be spent,
include $70,000 for Lion Sta-
dium, $100,000 for roofing and
$56,000 for fuel.

The money for the stadium
is in case a major problem oc-
curs, such as if a light pole falls
or new electrical wiring is need-
ed, Gott said.

Wool Growers
bankruptcy
case may get

dismissal

A motion to dismiss has
been filed in federal court to try
and settle and the Wool Growers
Central Storage Co. bankruptcy
case.

The motion was filed Aug.
30 requesting that the court dis-
miss the Chapter 11 case. Wool
Growers filed for bankruptcy in
April 2006. :

This motion comes after
U.S. Bankruptcy Judge Robert L.
Jones denied the reorganization
plan on July 19.

“Since that didn’t work out,
we thought that maybe we could
accomplish the same thing out-
side of bankruptcy,” said Byrnie
Bass, Wool Growers bankruptcy
attorney. “This, we think, is the
fastest and best way to get almost
the same amount of money to
the creditors if our plan had been
confirmed.”

According to the court docu-
ments, the Wool Growers board
of directors have deposited $2.6
million, to be paid to the creditors
and claimants in the case, with
escrow agent Walter O’Cheskey.
The board of directors are George
Bunger Jr., Bill Black and John
Allison.

Out of the $2.6 million con-
tribution, $191,700.73 will go
toward professional fees for the
attorneys, $3,000 to O’Cheskey,
$30,795.32 to the Mohair Pro-
ducers Board, $158,141.69 to
trade claims and $2,215,496.85
to producer claimants.

The balance remaining  of
$865.84 will be applied to any
unexpected expenses incurred by
O’Cheskey or returned to Wool
Growers to be applied to the U.S.
Trustee’s fees.

After all distributions have
been made, or after the expira-
tion of 90 days from the date that
the order dismissing-the case be-
comes final, O’Cheskey shall re-
turn any remaining funds to Wool
Growers to paid back to the three
directors on the promissory note
executed by Wool Growers to
the directors as consideration for
their contribution, court docu-
ments stated.

“I can’t think of any three
men more honored character than
these board of directors. They are
good citizens,” Bass said.

Patriot Express Loan program
available for military community

In a previous article last fall,
I discussed the advantages of
the Express Loan guarantee pro-
gram available to entrepreneurs
through banks from the U.S.
Small Business Administration
(SBA). There is another SBA
Express Loan program recently
announced called the Patriot Ex-
press, which is targeted towards
veterans and those in the mili-
tary community. Below is a brief
discussion of the Patriot Express
business loan program available
through local participating banks.

The SBA Patriot Express loan
program is designed to assist veter-
ans, active—duty service members,
Reservists and National Guard
members, and current spouses with
the financing they need to start or
expand a small business. Current
active-duty members must be eli-
gible for the military’s Transition
Assistance Program.

Loans are available up to
$500,000, with the bank receiv-
ing an 85 percent to 75 percent
guarantee from the SBA. This
SBA guarantee makes it easier
for the bank to approve a loan
as your proposal may not meet
all their lending requirements.
So instead of considering your
proposal for a conventional busi-
ness loan, the bank can approve
your loan based on their ability
to get a SBA guarantee. Also the
program has additional benefits
for both you and your bank. The
Patriot Express loan program has
a quick 24 to 36 hour approval
turnaround from the SBA. In
addition, the bank can use their
own loan paperwork and not
have to worry about the many
SBA forms used for a typical

* guaranteed loan.

The new Patriot Express
loan program can be used for
most business purposes, includ-
ing start-up, expansion, equip-
ment purchase, working capital,
inventory, or business occupied
real-estate purchases. Contrary
to common myths abtout SBA

loans, interest rates, which the
bank will set, are basically the
same for most conventional
business loans, which is 2 points
over prime rate.

Don'’t forget about the exist-
ing Express Loan program, which
is available to anyone regardless
of gender, minority or military
status. It has similar characteris-
tics except that loans are avail-
able up to $350,000 and the bank
only receives a 50 percent guar-
antee from the SBA. Everything
else is the same, as the bank can
use their own forms and the turn-
around time from the SBA is a
quick 24 to 36 hours. An impor-
tant feature of this program is the
first $25,000 of the loan can be
unsecured, meaning no collateral
is required up to this amount as
long as the banker agrees. Any
amount from $25,000 up to the
maximum loan size of $350,000
will require collateral.

For those of you in the mili-
tary community, here is a busi-
ness loan program designed just
for you, the Patriot Express.
Almost all local banks are SBA
lenders and can participate in
these Express Loan programs
once they are certified. They
will discuss with you the loan
program and structure they feel
is best for your situation. Re-
member the advisors at the ASU
Small Business Development
Center are available to assist you
with your loan proposal regard-

*GUARD your Social Secu-
rity Number.
