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Board approves school budget, sets tax rate

Estimated cost of new elementary school presented at $11.9 million

A tax rate of $1.1945 per $100
property valuation' and a general
fund budget of $28 million were
unanimously approved by the
Crockett County CCSD Board of
Trustees during their monthly meet-
ing on Aug. 27.

The board voted 5-0 for the
$1.04 maintenance and operation
rate and the .1545 rate for the inter-
est and sinking fund. Board member
Jana Wilson was not present at the
meeting.

The interest and sinking fund
(I&S) was created after voters in
May approved a $10 million bond
for the building of a new elementary
school.

In the budget, the board also
approved an I&S budget of $3.627
million and an estimated construc-
tion budget of $9.02 million.

Around $1 million of the bond
has been spent in the 2007-2008
year for architect’s fees and new

windows on the Heritage Building.
Money from the taxes, as well
as bond principal and bond inter-
est will be used to build up a fund
balance in the construction fund.

Also, the district’s tax values went’

up, so that extra money will stay in
the fund balance until the three-year
call for the bond and be used to help
pay off the bond.

Out of the $28 million general
fund budget, an estimated $17.955
million was budgeted for recap-
ture. That money will be sent to the
state due to CCCCSD being name a
“property-rich” district.

Other items in the budget in-
clude $175,000 for resurfacing the
tennis courts and finishing the fence
around Lion Stadium.

Gott said the rest of the fence

at the stadium needs to be replaced
with something. The current fence
cost the district $61,000.

“I want to see how this fence
holds up. I can guarantee there will
be kids climbing on it,” said Board
President Dr. Marcus Sims.

Superintendent Abe Gott said
he would like to see the same stone
and wrought-iron fence extend be-
hind the home stands down to the
women’s restroom, and then look
at replacing the fence that splits the
stadium and practice field with a
chain-link fence.

“We need to budget for what
our plans are for next year,” Gott
said. “A lot of the fencing depends
on how much you want to do.”

“I think we should do it right,”
added Board Member Dwight

Childress.

Also, $325,000 has been bud-
geted for three new suburbans, two
trucks and a new bus.

Gott said the district is budget-
ing to buy one or two new buses
each year, so they are not hit with a
10-year plateau and have to buy five
buses at once.

The fuel budget was also in-
creased $25,000 to $90,000 for the
new year.

In technology, $80,000 has been
budgeted for new software as well
as contracts for technology support.
Right now, around $60,000 of the
$80,000 has already been spent.

“Technology really makes me
nervous because I don’t know what
is coming,” Gott said.

Also, $15,000 has been budget-

computers.

Throughout the budget, items
for unexpected expenses were also
added. In technology, $6,000 was
budgeted, $10,000 in campus ad-
ministration, $3,000 for the coun-
selors and $10,000 in the adminis-
tration budget.

This money is to allow for
things the district doesn’t expect to
happen, Gott said.

The budget for UIL Literary
Supplies was also increased $1,000
to $3,800 for drama and computer
science programs.

Security cameras for the porta-
ble buildings were also budgeted at
$50,000.

NEW ELEMENTARY SCIIOOL

Officials from Waldrop Con-

struction presented a budget esti-
mate for the new elementary school.
The total estimate is around $11.9
million for the 7,700 to 7,800
square-foot building.

The largest costs for the build-
ing include an estimated $1.12 mil-
lion for masonry, $1.047 million for
heating, ventilating and air condi-
tioning and $1.355 million for elec-
trical.

Paul Waldrop Sr. said they be-
lieve the budget should be pretty ac-
curate.

“We have a contingency allow-
ance of around $100,000. This is not
a lot of money, but this should be a
clean, new project and we don’t an-
ticipate a lot of problems,” Waldrop
said.

The budget includes and esti-
mated cost of $448,444 for demoli-
tion, which includes having to haul
some of the materials to San Angelo.

Sims said two local landown-
ers have expressed interest in taking
some of the materials.

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The naming of hurricanes

While surfing the Internet over
the Labor Day weekend, I kept read-
ing on the latest about Hurricane
Gustav. As I read about the rain and
wind hitting still recovering New
Orleans, | wondered to myself “how
did they come up with a hurricane
named Gustav?”’

So, I went to the National Hur-
ricane Center online and read about
how they name these powerful
storms.

According to the center, when
winds from a tropical cyclone reach
39 mph, they are given names.

For several hundred years,
hurricanes in the West Indies were
often named after the particular
saint’s day on which the hurricane
occurred.

For example "Hurricane San
Felipe" struck Puerto Rico on 13
September 1876.

Another storm struck Puerto
Rico on the same day in 1928, and
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this storm was named "Hurricane
San Felipe the second."

Using women’s names became
the practice during World War II,
following the use of a woman’s
name for a storm in the 1941 novel
"Storm" by George R. Stewart.

In 1951 the United States ad-
opted a confusing plan to name
storms by a phonetic alphabet (Able,
Baker, Charlie), and in 1953 the na-
tion’s weather services returned to
using female names.

The practice of using female
names exclusively ended in 1978
when names from both genders
were used to designate storms in the
eastern Pacific.

A year later, male and female
names were included in lists for the
Atlantic and Gulf of Mexico.

The name lists, which have
been agreed upon at international
meetings of the World Meteorologi-
cal Organization, have a French,

Texas law requires TxDOT to
contract for an independent audit
of its management and business op-
erations in 2007 and every 12 years
after 2007.

State audit shows deficiencies
in TxDOT operations

NEW TELEMARKETING
RULES TO COME

Texas Attorney General Greg
Abbott publicized the Federal Trade
Commission's Aug. 25 announce-
ment of a new rule governing pre-
recorded telemarketing calls.

Beginning Sept. 1, 2009, tele-
marketing companies must obtain
call recipients' written permission
before contacting them with a pre-
recorded message. More immedi-
ately, effective Dec. 1, 2008, pre-
recorded telephone marketing calls
must have an opt-out mechanism so
that recipients can elect not to re-
ceive those unsolicited calls in the
future.

Telemarketers with pre-exist-
ing customer relationships will be
allowed to continue using prere-
corded messages to contact those
customers only for one year after
the rule is published in the Federal
Register. At that time, telemarket-
ing companies. will need their cus-
tomer's written permission before
calling anyone with a prerecorded
message.

However, under the new regu-
lations, charitable organizations can
continue contacting their members
or previous donors, but will need
to offer an opt-out mechanism once
the new rule goes into effect.

The FTC's new rule will not

prohibit customers from receiving

certain prerecorded informational

calls, such as those that announce
flight delay notifications, upcoming
appointments, or similarly helpful
information. These phone calls are
unaffected by the new rule because
they are not used to market products
or services to the recipient.

Healthcare-related phone calls
also are exempt from the new regu-
lations.

LOTTERY PRIVATIZATION
CONSIDERED

State lawmakers met Aug. 27 at
the Capitol to hear ideas on whether
to privatize the Texas Lottery.

Scott Dudley of the Legislative
Budget Board said the state's share
of lottery proceeds is 26 to 28 per-
cent, and 75 percent of the proceeds
come from $50 million in scratch-
offs sold each week. But, Dudley
said, sales are declining.

Representatives of some of the
nation's largest brokerage houses
testified at the hearing. All pretty
much agreed that the Texas Lottery
could become more profitable, and
that privatization is worth a look.

Lawmakers also heard anti-
gambling testimony.

Sen. Jane Nelson, R-Lewis-
ville, said she would want to make

sure revenue from privatizing the
lottery goes to fund education.

Before Labor Day weekend, the
Texas Department of Public Safety
sent out a reminder that drinking
alcohol and driving shouldn't be
mixed and wouldn't be tolerated.

These points were made:

* A Driving While Intoxicated
conviction stays on an offender's
criminal and driving record forever.

* For the first offense, the law
allows a maximum of six months
in jail, a $2,000 fine and a one-year
driver license suspension.

* A DWI conviction also carries
a $1,000 surcharge for three years,
in addition to any other fines or
costs associated with the arrest.

The plan was for more law en-
forcement officers than usual to pa-
trol roads, highways and interstates
across Texas.

Almost 200,000 are printed of each issue with circulation throughout Texas
and beyond.

The period automobile and dress of unknown persons land themselves to a
time of more than 80 years ago.

Ozona Masonic Lodge has met continuously in the building since its comple-
tion in 1905. In 2005, search was made for other Masonic Lodges in Texas that
had met in the same building for 100 years or more.

Of the 900 lodges in Texas, only four were found, all east of Interstate-35.

It is interesting to note that five of the charter members of the Ozona Lodge
have great-grandsons as member at the present time.

Ozona Lodge number 747 was chartered in 1893, two years after Crockett
County was founded, and for the ensuing 115 years has carried out the Masonic
endeavors of providing philanthropic assistance to worthwhile causes.

New home/remodeling county
inspection law takes effect Sept. 1

AUSTIN - Starting Sept. 1,
builders and remodelers must have
the fruits of their labor inspected at
least three times, if the project does
not require inspection by a city build-
ing official.

House Bill 1038, passed by the
2007 Legislature, created a County
Inspection program for all homes
built or remodeled if the work was
performed in unincorporated areas
or in cities that do not offer munici-
pal inspections. In anticipation of
the program’s Monday start date,
the Texas Residential Construction
Commission has been designing the

program rules and signing up fee in-
spectors.

The three new inspections in-
clude a foundation inspection before
concrete is poured, a framing and
mechanical systems assessment be-
fore wallboard is installed and a final
inspection upon completion.

The inspections must be per-
formed by a fee inspector that is
either a licensed engineer, a regis-
tered architect, a professional Texas
Real Estate Commission inspector
or a third party inspector certified
by the Texas Residential Construc-
tion Commission. To access a list

of fee inspectors that have already
registered with the commission, visit
http://cics.trcc.state.tx.us/login.aspx.

Commission Executive Director
Duane Waddill said the new program
works toward providing quality con-
struction for Texans by bridging an

_oversight gap that, until now, existed

for new homes or remodeling jobs
where the home had no city inspec-
tor obligated to evaluate the work.

This Order is adopted pursuant to Local Government Code 352.081,
and other applicable statues. This Order does NOT prohibit outdoor
burning activities related to public health and safety that are autho-
rized by the Texas Natural Resources Commission for: (1) firefighter
training; (2) public utility, natural gas pipeline or mining operations;
(3) planting or harvesting or agricultural crops; or (4) burns that are
conducted by an approved Prescribed Burning Association, Natural
Resource Conservation Service, the and/or Texas A&M Agricultural
Experiment Station, or prescribed burn manager certified under Sec-
tion 153.048, Natural Resources Code, and meet the standards of
Section 153.047, Natural Resources Code.

All burns shall be reported to the Crockett County Sheriff's
Office (325) 392-2661 and the Fire Chief (325) 392-2626 prior to
commencing, together with the name of the landowner, location in-
volved and expert to be on hand.

This Order does NOT prohibit outdoor cooking in a prop-
erly contained area which is attended at all times.

In accordance with the Local Government Code 352.081
(h), a violation of this Order is a Class C misdemeanor, punishable
by a fine not to exceed $500.
