There
were multiple age divisions
for each event:

Long Jump - Bobbie Jo
Benson, Saul Vargas and
Roman Tambunga, all first
place.

Women's Discus - 1. Chel-
sea Martinez, 105-fee, 5-inch-
es and 1. Chasady, 52-8.

Men's Discus - 1. Ty Wil-
liams, 145-5, 2. Nathan Favi-
la, 106-3, 1. Frank Tambun-
ga, 88-6, 1, Mario Mendoza,
78-0 and 1. Roman Tambun-
ga, 62-0.

Saul Vargas participat-
ed in nearly every running
event from the two-mile
to the 100-meter dash and
came in first in all of them,
Williams said.

“He was quite the troop-
er,” she said.

Saul ran the 800-meter
in 2 minutes, 27 seconds,
100-meter in 15.23, 400-me-
ter in 65.2 and 1,600-meter
in 6:40.

“Those are amazing
times for such little recovery
time,” Williams said.

Nikki Sanchez, from San
Marcos, did an excellent job
in her running events as well,
Williams said.

The 14-year-old ran the
800-meter in 2:43 and the
200-meter dash in 28.1.

“She beat all the boys in
the 200-meter also. It was
awesome. She is a great ath-
lete,” Williams said.

Will Hoover also ran very
well this weekend, Williams
said.

He started with the
100-meter dash and got first
in his age division with a
time of 16.4. Then he ran the
last race, 1,600-meter, also
first in the age division with
a time of 8:02.

“He was on a good pace
the entire race and had a
great kick at the end,” Wil-
liams said.

Another standout was
Bobbie Jo Benson.

At 12-years-old, she ran
the 800-meter for the first
time in 3:39. Then she ran
the 200-meter in 42.2. Then
she turned around and ran
the 1,600-meter right after
200-meter and ran it in 8:59.

“She will soon be one
to watch as our very own
Lady Lion. Keep up the hard
work, Bobbie Jo, you had a
good start this weekend. We
are proud of you,” Williams
said.

Under Texas law, only cer-
tain charitable and nonprof-
it organizations are autho-
rized to conduct raffles. Only
the follomn‘gmgntltles - pro-
‘vided they meet t certain qual-
ifications - are permitted to
hold raffles:

- religious societies

- volunteer emergency
medical service providers

- volunteer fire depart-
ments

- qualified nonproflt orga-
nizations

Raffles that are conduct-
ed by individuals, for-profit
businesses or non-qualifying
charities are unlawful in the
state of Texas, which gener-
ally prohibits gambling.

In order to conduct a raffle
legally, a nonprofit organiza-
tion must have, among other
criteria, an exemption from
federal taxes under Section
501(c) of the Internal Revenue
Code and must have been in
existence for three years.

State law allows authorized
organizations to conduct only
two raffles per calendar year,
requires several disclosures
printed on the raffle tickets,
and limits the value of priz-
es purchased by the organiza-
tion to $50,000, or $250,000
if the purchased prize is a
residential dwelling.

It is also against the law to
hold a raffle in which cash,
or anything readily convert-
ible to cash, is offered as a
prize. Texas law also pro-
hibits promoting raffles on
a statewide basis or through
paid advertising, including
television, radio or newspa-
pers. All proceeds from raf-
fles must be spent on the
authorized organization’s
charitable purposes.

Because the Texas Penal
Code outlaws gambling ac-
tivities, conducting an illegal
raffle could constitute crimi-
nal conduct.

Chapter 47 of the Texas Pe-
nal Code applies to nonprofit
and for-profit organizations.

Under Texas law, there are
essentially three parts to an
activity that could make it il-'
legal gambh 1) money or_
afigythlng"‘f Sgiue ispaidto
enter the game; 2) the win-
ners are decided by a game
of chance and 3) prizes of
value are awarded. If all
three of those conditions are
met, then the activity may be
considered gambling - and il-
legal.

If the game is free to en-
ter, then prizes of value may
be awarded. If an entry fee is
charged, then prizes of value
may not be awarded. There
are some exceptions to this
rule, including certain carni-
val contests in which prizes
with a value of less than $25
are awarded and mechanical
devices for amusement pur-
poses in which prizes with
a value of less than $5 are
awarded.

It is legal for individuals to
play poker or other casino
activities in a private place,
defined as “a place to which
the public does not have ac-
cess.” Guests can bet mon-
ey and win money; however,
all money must be redistrib-
uted to the participants. The
“house” cannot keep a cut.

Organizations or individ-
uals who are considering
conducting an event involv-
ing charitable raffles, casino
games or poker tournaments
should contact private legal
counsel to determine wheth-
er their event complies with
the law. Texans may also vis-

Texas responds as first Deepwater Horizon tarballs wash ashore

AUSTIN — Tar balls washed
up on Crystal Beach on Bolivar
peninsula north of Galveston
on or about July 4. The U.S.
Coast Guard soon after con-
firmed the presence of five
gallons of the stuff.

On July 5, the Texas Gen-
eral Land Office confirmed
those tarballs came from BP’s
Deepwater Horizon well. This
prompted Texas Attorney Gen-
eral Greg Abbott to ask BP for
$25 million to fund the state’s
clean-up efforts.

Abbott said Texas businesses,
fishermen and coastal residents
economically harmed by the
Deepwater Horizon oil spill
should contact (800) 440-0858
to make a claim. And, he said,
Texas state and local govern-
ments that have incurred costs
because of the Deepwater
Horizon oil spill clean-up and
response effort should con-
tact (302) 476-7732 to make a
claim.

So, now, it’s been three
months since news hit of the
drill platform’s collapse and
leaking wellhead, about a mile
beneath the surface of the Gulf
of Mexico and south of Loui-

siana. Since then, Abbott has
been working with the attor-
neys general of Louisiana, Mis-
sissippi, Alabama and Florida
on legal issues emerging as a
result of the spill.

Meanwhile, Gov. Rick Perry on
July 6 proposed a “Gulf Project”
to deal with the growing envi-
ronmental disaster caused the
BP-Deepwater Horizon spill and
develop safer ways to conduct
future deep-water oil explora-
tion. Perry called for a multi-
state, multi-institution race-to-
the-moon type response.

Land Commissioner Jerry
Patterson on July 8 said the re-
sponse to remove those tarballs
found on Bolivar Peninsula
won't affect the state’s $20 mil-
lion fund set aside for oil spill
cleanups, because BP is going
to pay for it.

Patterson said the state fund,
which comes from a 1.3 cent
per barrel fee assessed on oil
passing through Texas ports,
pays for skimmers, air boats
and oil boom at five offices
along the Texas coast. Those

offices are staffed by General
Land Office oil spill experts
who work with other agencies
in response to any oil spill in
Texas.

One such agency, the Texas
Parks and Wildlife Department,
on July 8 reported its biologists
are sampling the Texas coast-
line for evidence of Deepwater
Horizon spill impacts.

PERRY, WHITE STUMP
IN SAN MARCOS

Incumbent Republican Gov.
Perry and Democratic challeng-
er Bill White were both in San
Marcos on July 8 to speak at
the Texas Farm Bureau County
Presidents’ Conference.

High on the list of attend-
ees’ concerns in the race for
the governorship are property
rights and eminent domain.

It was the first time White
and Perry appeared in the same
forum in the 2010 campaign,
but they did not appear togeth-
er. White spoke before Perry.

White accused Perry of
betraying farmers by veto-
ing property rights legislation

that would have offered some
protection to landowners if the
now-defunct Trans Texas Corri-
dor project had moved forward.

In his time at the podium,
Perry confined his remarks to
general issues facing Texas.
