Abudget and tax rate that
will raise more total proper-
ty taxes was unanimously ap-
proved and adopted by the
Crockett County Commis-
sioners’ Court during Mon-
day’s regular meeting.

The commissioners ap-

proved a 2010 county tax

rate of .45852, the Crockett
County Consolidated Com-
mon School District’s rate of
1.040 for maintenance and
operations and .222 for in-
terest and sinking for a total
of 1.262, as well as the water
tax rate of .00955 for a grand
total of 1.73007 per one hun-
dred dollar valuation.

The 2010 county tax rate
is lower than 2009’s .46177.
However, the school’s com-
bined rate is higher than
2009’s 1.140 and the water
rate increased from .00927 in
2009. The total rate then in-
creased by 0.568966 per one
hundred dollar valuation.

County Auditor San-
dy Stokes said this effective
tax rate will raise more total
property taxes than last year’s
budget by $153,951, which is
a 1.5 percent increase due to
new property added to the
tax roll this year.

In the 2011 budget, a
proposed raise of $2,500 for
Care Center Administrator
Benny Gibbs was cut since
the last budget workshop
on Aug. 20. The subject of
Gibbs’ raise, which was pro-
posed by the Crockett Coun-
ty Health and Emergency Ser-
vices Board, was part of that
workshop discussion.

Raises for other county
employees, including elected
officials, are not included for

the 2011 budget year.

Also included in the 2011
budget are a $5,000 increase
for prisoner transport and
a $60,000 increase for in-
mate housing and transport.
Prison transport is budget-
ed under the Crockett Coun-
ty Sheriff’s Office at $10,000
total and inmate housing and
transport under the Crockett
County Jail is $220,000.

In order to make these
increases, cuts were made
from other items in the sher-
iff’s and jail’s budgets, in-
cluding $5,0000 from radio
repair, $4,000 from the copy
machine, $10,000 from pris-
oner meals and $12,000 from

supplies and utilities.

The commissioners ap-
proved a contract with Upon
County on housing prisoners.

Upton County would
charge $37 a day and they
will transport the prisoner
if they have an officer avail-
able. If an officer is not avail-
able, Crockett County will
transport the prisoner.

A contract from Reagan
County approved. Reagan
County would charge $42 a
day and charge $1 a mile and
$20.17 an hour for transport
during weekdays. On week-
ends, Crockett County would
transport the prisoners.

The budget also does not

include any money allocated
for courthouse renovations.
Money has been allocated in
the past two years.

The 2011 budget has a bal-
ance of around $5.5 million.

The regular meeting was
almost not held due to Com-
missioner Frank Tambunga
asking if the meeting notice
was properly posted on the
bulletin board outside the
courthouse annex.

The Texas Open Meet-
ings Act states that the no-
tice of a meeting of a govern-
mental body must be posted
in a place readily accessible

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Case dismissed
In federal lawsuit

The federal lawsuit
involving County County
and Sheriff Roy Glenn Sut-
ton has been dismissed.

In a stipulation of dis-
missal filed Sept. 7, Char-
la Wooten Marley and Mi-
chael Wayne Hill stated
that they no longer de-
sire to pursue the claims
against the county and
Sutton and wish to dis-
miss all remaining claims
without prejudice. In a
civil case, dismissal with-
out prejudice is a dismiss-
al that allows for re-filing
of the case in the future.

The stipulation also
stated that each party
bear their own costs and
attorneys’ fees.

The stipulation was
accepted by U.S. District
Court Judge Sam R. Cum-
mings on Sept. 8.

Just prior to this stip-
ulation being filed, Cum-
mings filed an order set-
ting a trial date for the
lawsuit on April 18, 2011
in San Angelo. That order
was filed on Sept. 2.

This order brings an
end to the lawsuit that
was originally filed on
Jan. 28 by Marley and Hill,
who were alleging that
Sutton and several depu-
ties’ actions in an incident
involving Marley’s late

husband, Jess Carl Marley,
led to his death in 2009.

The sheriff’s deputy’s
use of pepper spray to al-
legedly restrain Jess Mar-
ley was “excessive force”
as claimed by Charla Mar-
ley and Hill.

Hill also claimed that
he was wrongfully ar-
rested for driving while
intoxicated in 2009. Hill's
DWI case is now pending
in state court.

Cummings dismissed
without prejudice the
claims against Hill’s arrest
and claims against Depu-
ties Joseph G. Bertlino and
Daniel H. Arrieta in relation
to the seizure, arrest and
use of force on July 16.

The only remaining
claims in the case were
those asserted against the
county and Sutton in his
official capacity related
to the seizure, arrest and
use of force.

Jon Mark Hogg, of the
San Angelo firm Jackson
Walker L.L.P., represented
Crockett County and the
sheriff’s office during the
suit.

Robert Hogan, of Lub-
bock, and San Angelo at-
torneys Melvin Gray, of
Melvin Gray and Asso-
ciates, and Guy D. Cho-
ate, of Webb, Stokes and
Sparks L.L.P. are all listed
as attorneys for Charla
Marley and Hill.

Public officials:

echnology can be a
blessing and curse
when it comes to
public officials.
Recently, sever-
al Texas cities joined in a
federal lawsuit that argued -
that the Texas Open Meet-
ings Act shouldn't prevent
some communication from
being considered a quorum
‘outside a posted meeting.
Their claim includes e-mails
and messages from social
networking sites.

The suit was dismissed,
but it came from two for-
mer Alpine city council
members who had sent pri-
vate e-mails to each other
about city business.

_Now, text messages be-
tween pubhc officials are

Yi¢ming up for debate.

-¢s0n Sept. 10,ithe Corpus. ..
Christi Caller-Times report-
ed that the local city attor-
ney told the city council to be
careful with their text mes-
sages. These 160-character
phone messages could be
enough to put the city or any
other governmental entity in
violation of a state law that
requires government deliber-
ations to take place in open,
public meetings. State law
also could require govern-
ments to keep old text mes-
sages and release them to the
public if someone wants to
read them, the article stated.

The memo from the city
attorney came after a meet-
ing involving two Corpus
Christi city council mem-
bers bickering over sending
text messages during coun-
cil discussion.

Technology has made the
definition of a meeting even
trickier. Elected officials who
text-message one anoth-
er during a meeting could
be violating the open meet-
ings law.

While the Texas Open
Meetings Act doesn’t specif-
ically describe text messag-
es, it forbids informal com-
munications and non-spoken
exchanges among elected of-
ficials during meetings be-
cause they can be consid-
ered deliberation, something
that is supposed to occur
only where the public can
observe it.

Just as a federal judge
ruled that the two former Al-
pine city council members
should not have been e-mail-
ing each other, text messag-
es should also fall under
that same category.

However, just like e-mail
and social networking, text
messaging falls under a

has yet to
catch up with
technology.

open meeting deliberations.
There also is a question over
whether text messages elect-
ed officials send are subject
to disclosure under the Tex-
as Public Information Act,
which requires the public re-
lease of most government
documents.

This means, if public offi-
cials are caught text-messag-
ing each, they need to be pre-
pared to turn those messages
over if someone makes a
public information request.

The Texas State Library
and Archives Commission
specifies how long govern-
mental bodies must keep
different types of records
such as e-mails and financial
records but doesn't address
text messages.

Open government means
more than the government
just giving the public ac-
cess to information, no mat-
ter what form that informa-
tion is in.

As technology continues
to broaden and change, it’s
time for our laws to catch up
with the times.

As our laws change, it’s
also important to remem-
ber the integrity and mission
of the Texas Open Meetings
Act, which is that the people
have the right to know how
public officials are conduct-
ing business.

When they were elected
or hired, public officials be-
came subject to the Pub-
lic Information Act and the
Open Meetings Act, and are
accountable to the people
they represent.

AUSTIN — Texas Education
Commissioner Robert Scott on
Sept. 3 submitted the state’s
application for $830 million
in federal funding to hire and
keep school teachers.

Funding, if granted, would
come through House Resolu-
tion 1586, a bill signed into law
by President Obama on Aug. 10.

Congress passed H.R. 1586
with an amendment by U.S. Rep.
Lloyd Doggett of Austin that
gives Texas little wiggle room
in the way it spends the money
and displeases Gov. Rick Perry.

On Sept. 9, U.S. Education
Secretary Arne Duncan re-
jected the application because
it contained no assurance that
if Texas were to receive the
money, it would not — as it had
before — decrease its education
spending by a like amount.

In response to the rejection,
Gov. Perry said the state consti-
tution and state laws prevent
him from entering into bind-
ing commitments about future
budgets or funding levels.

The Department of Education
asked the Texas Education Agen-
cy to revise and resubmit the
